Mexican Substitutes for Cotton.

The attempt to utilize two native
delicate fibres as a substitute for cot-
ton in many of its uses seems to he
progressing, says Modern Mexico, The
plants produce & cotton of two class-
es; the smaller one gives a cof-
feescolored seed and grows and mul
tiplies without special care all the year
round; Ita fibre is thicker than that
of the common cotton. The seed of
the other plant is of a lght blue color;

is finer than the other, and as fine as
the Anest cotton. Hilarlo Cuevas of
Ban Luls Soyatlan, in the Mexican
State of Jalisco, who first experl-
mented with these two plants, s dis-

It prohibits any person not
a member of the legislature from golng
upon the floor or into committeeroom
of the legislature for the purpose of in
any manner influencing members of
the legislature upon any measures
pending in either house, The penalty
is a fine of $200 to $500 for each of-

moeasure when requested to do s0 by
& majority of the committee,

When the policy of making such con-
ditlons was Inaugurated four years
ngo, the recelvera then seoking legisla-
tion of this character assented to re-
quirements that they should builrd cer-
tain linee which they desired to build
any way. But there are so many leg-
{slators desirous of inserting conditiong
requiring lines to be bullt in thelr re
spoctive districts, that the rallroad
people have declined to agree to any
conditions requiring the building of
any lines at all, that the b\ would be
loaded down with amendmerdts requir-
ing the construction of lines that
would not earn enough to pay for axle
grease, except they would be forced to
reject the legisiation absolutely,

The aenate bill appropriating $20,~
000 for a survey of the Brazos river,
looking to protective works; also the
bill providing that persons charged
with lunacy may be tried at home,
providing for the trial of lunacles In
the penitentiaries, were passed.

virtually doubling cost of bullding
Noy, Cobb Is not responsible for sil
ver-plated hoops, mahogany staves or
costly superstructures thut pass as
foundations. Mr, Newman has a splen:
did sllo, one of the best In the state,
but the six feet of mason work added
greatly to cost and should not be
charged up to my #tyle of sllo. As to
length of life of a silo on my plan, wili
say that at Osco, Henry county, on
the farm of M. M. Nash, is a silo of
three-quarter inch flooring that bas
its fourteenth crop in It and Is good
for many more. Question I this
three-quarter stuff lasta fourteen or
more years, how long will a sllo two
inches thick last? Fears were ex
pressed that in a few years my spiked
silos would not draw together. This
Is not so; they draw togathier as close-
ly a8 any style of silo, and, in Tact,
after tho second or third year do not
require tightening at all.

Origin of the Orpingtons

the Buff, has been admitted to the
Ameriean Standard, There are also
Plack Orpingtons, White Orp.ngtons
and Mottled Orpintong. Theso hroeds
all originated in Engiand and are the
work of one man, Wm, Cook. Hecent-
ly a representative of the Farmers'
Review obtalped an interview with
Mr. Cook and obtaloed from him the
following facts:

He was from seven to ten years In
furmlog each breed and getting it to
breed true to iype. The Black Or
pington was the first to be “brought
mt" In forming this breed a black
Mincrea cock was used on & black
Piymouth Rock ben—n sport of that
preed. On the resulting pullets was
used a Black Lavgshan cock. That
gives two parts Langshan, one part
Minorca and one part Plymouth
Rock. The breed was brought out o
18835,

In 1680 was Lrought out the White
Orpington. In creating this breed a
White Leghorn cock was used on &
black Hamburg hen, and on their pul-
lets was put a White Dorking. Seo
they are one part Hamburg, one part
Isghorn and two parts Dorking,

The “'Buffs” were brought out Im
1886, In making the variety a Golden
Spangled Hamburg cock was used on
a dark Dorklug hen. On pullets from
this mating a Buff Cochin cock was
used. It took ten years to line breed
and get the birde coming true to type.
It will be secn that this variety is
one part Golden Spangled Hamburg,
one part dark Dorking and two parts
Bufl Cochlin.

Another variely of Orpingtons the
originator calls “Diamond Jubllee Or-
plugtons.” This variety was formed
by using a Golden Spangled Hamburg

Multiplying Dairy Meetings.

The Ohio Btate Dalrymen's Asso
ciation seems to have taken hold of
the work in earnest, with the evi.
dent determination of doing mission-
ary work in all parts of the stale.
At least nine meetings have been held
this past fall and winter, at which
were given stereéopticon lectures, dem-
onstrations in milk testing and the
Judging of dairy cattle. Such work
Is certain to be far-reaching in its re
sults, It {8 not expedient to get the
farmers out in large numbers o &t
tend a cenlral state meeting. At
least, it Is very uncommon for such
meetings to be very largely attended.
The best work (s done in meetings of
moderate size, such as those that are
secured when the members are drawn
from a comparatively small section ot
country, The writer has attended
some very large dairy conventions,
but In every case such couventions
were of little practical value, being
tco general in thelr scope. We be-
lleve It is an |deal method to go into
every part of the state each year and
hold meetings devoted to dalrying.
This can be done with little expense.
There s another point in which such
conventions are preferable to the
big central convention and that is the
local meetings are attended by the
farmers, and not almost entirely by
the professionsl dalrywen, whose
methods ore largely out of reach of
the common farmer.

Imitating Brands.

Reports from Wisconsin say that
some of the best cheescemakers in
that state have trouble with imitation
of thelr brands by manufaeturers of
poorer cheese. Even when the brands
are copyrighted this is possible. The
goneral public I8 not observant of
small matters, and it is possible to
make two brands look very much
alike, and yet differ enough to keep

within the law, Onpe man's brand
was lmitated o everylhing except
{nitials. If there is one thing the gen-

eral public does not remember it is
{nitials, In New York they tried to
prevent this by passing a law num-
bering the factories and legalizing
both numbers and trade-marks. But
New York state law 18 not effective
outside of that state, and the dealers
in other siates soon learned that they
could imitate the brands of New York
factories with impunity. The way out
does not seem plain, as even & na-
tiopal law will not prevent approxi
mate Imitations,

HOW TO FIGHT
Boll Weevil and Boll Worm

The Executive Committee ol the
Boll Weevil convention has sent to
the newspapers throughout the state
1_iu recomendations for fighting the
| weevil and boll worm, being the re-
jsult of much investigation. Not hav-
ing space for the entire circular, we
give its main points. We haven't the
| boll weevil now, but may get it this
| year; anyhow, as the commitiee says
| the same treatment is good for the
|boll worm, this information may
prove valuable to Haskell farmers
and well worth the space in the Free

! HOW TO FIGHT THE WEEVIL.
| 1, Plow the cotton and corn land
| deep as soon as possible during the
winter.

2. Plant only early kinds of cot-
ton. Buy sound seed grown as far
|north as seed can be found.

3. Plant cotton very early in spring
and at no other time.

4. Use wide rows in planting cot-
ton, Lay them off five feet wide for
bottom lands and four feet wide for
uplands. Thin cotton to about three
feet apart in row on bottoms and
about two feet apart on uplands,

5. Run the rows as near east and
west as the land will allow.

The directions given are simple
and effective. They are based upon
the well known habits of the boll
weevil and cannot be disputed. They
are so cheap and so practical that
any farmer who thinks about the
matter can follow them. The weevil
never does much damage until July
15th or August 1st. Here is the
cotton growers' opportunity, As
Judge Aldredge says, “Beat him to
the hall-mlle post”” by making the
cotton crop ahead of the numerous
swarms of the weevil, Very few
weevil succeed in living through the
winter. They muliply rapidly dur-
ing the late spring, and by the first
of August can prevent cotton from
blooming.

The early kinds of cotton will be
beyond the reach of the boll weevil
by the middle of July, if planted ear-
ly and given distance in therow. On
valley lands not less than a half-bale
per acre was actually made last year
wherever the early cottons were used
and planted in this way in the boll
weevil region.

DON'T BURN THE STALKS,

It is now too late to get good re-
sults from burning stalks. This will
not kill the boll weevil, It is a waste
of labor, time and money. Burn
stalks in the fall and early winter
season only during next year, * * *

Nearly any cotton seed secured as
far north as Oklahoma or North Car-
olina will prove early when brought
to Texas fields. They may be kept
early by selecting the first bolls that
open in Texas and using the seced
from these for planting,

The seed of Oklahoma and Indian
Territory are not reliable this season
because they have been damaged by
wet weather so largely that in most
cases the late pickings are totally
unfit for sale. This fact causes us
1o look east of the Mississippi river
for seed to be planted in the boll
weevil district,

Farmers and business men in Tex-
as are alike interested in getting
good cotton seed. The farmers can
tell the business men what seed are
wanted and how much, and the bus-
iness men of our towns and cities
can see that these seeds are secured.
This suggests organization. Seed
can best be bought by calling a meet-
ing of farmers and merchants, ap-
pointing a seed committee and set.

is to be sent forward, The business
men are more familiar with the com-
mercial customs necessary in order-
ing car load lots from a distance,and
their advice is helpful in purchasing
sced at the least cost.

FIGHT THE BOLL WORM.
