Surpasses Previous Total 
Hours In T -38  Utilization

Reese Air Force Base T-38 flying in October broke all 
previous monthly records for the Air Force, far surpassing 
any previous mark.

First word of the feat came from officials of the Norair 
Division of the Northrop Corp., manufacturer of the T-38 
supersonic Talon. They called last Friday to congratulate 
Reese on its feat of breaking the records.

Program  flying time for the T -38  at Reese during O ctober was 
4 ,169  hours. Reese flew 4 ,423 .4  hours to give a utilization rate of 
55.3 per aircraft in operation, a rate well over that program m ed.

The previous high m onthly 
total was set at W illiam s AFB, 
another undergraduate pilot train­
ing base, when 4,1 17 hours were 
flown in T -3 8 ’ s during August.

Reese not only recorded a new 
high for the Talon, but went well 
over the program m ed flying time 
in T -37  aircraft, also. The p ro ­
gram  called for 4,833 hours; 
Reese flew  5 ,093 .4  hoprs for a 
utilization rate o f 67 hours per 
aircraft. The utilization goal was 
60 hours.

C olonel Joseph E. Payne, d ep ­
uty com m ander for materiel, re­
ceived the call for Norair in which 
congratulations were given for 
the w ork of instructor pilots and 
students in flying so much and to 
the m aintenance crews which 
kept T -3 8 ’s available for flying.

O ctober was the first full 
m onth at Reese for use of T -3 8 ’ s 
in the U PT program .

Morality Basis O f Democracy
(Prepared by the USAF Chaplain Board)

The decision, in 1962, o f the Suprem e Court in declaring as 
constitutionally unlawful the recital o f a state com posed prayer in 
the public schools of New Y ork, may have made som e of us reluctant 
to use the w ord “ G od”  in reference to national and political life. A  
leading com edian, speaking at a dinner shortly after this decision, 
said, “ I’ d say grace, only 1 don ’ t want to risk a federal rap.”

The exclusion o f God from  our national life is not and has never 
been the desire o f the Suprem e Court or of any other branch of gov­
ernment. The very foundations of our governm ent include an a c ­
knowledgem ent of the C reator as the source of our rights.

The w hole theory o f A m erican  dem ocracy is that man is a 
creature of unique endowm ents, possessing an intellect and a free 
will. His intellect permits him to reason and his will gives him the 
capacity to make decisions. He is, in short, made to the im age and 
likeness of G od”  in these two faculties of his soul.

The Declaration o f Independence gives unqualified acceptance 
to the existence of God in stating that all rights are derived from  our
“ C reator”  ----  rights that no human organization may arbitrarily take
from  us. In this sense, they are unalienable.

The “ equality”  o f men has been the source of endless argu­
mentation. Obviously, our con cept o f equality does not mean that all 
mem bers of the human race have the same physical characteristics, 
or the same mental and m oral capacities. W hat it does mean is that 
within the fram ew ork of divine and human law, all men en joy the 
same rights and privileges. This is the m eaning behind the words 
carved above the doors of the Suprem e Court building in W ashing­
ton: “ Equality Under The Law.

The on ly way we can lose our G od-given rights —  other than 
as a punishment for crim e —  is by voluntarily abandoning them.

The television season is upon us 

again and already it is apparent 
that viewing decisions facing the 
Christian fam ily are m ore diffi­
cult than ever. W e are witness­
ing early evening perform ances 
o f horror films, thinly disguised 
as Science Fiction, old war m ov­
ies trum ped up with the usual 
violence, but an added am ount of 
psychological insight, and then 
the usual cow boy  heroes.

1 would suggest that a Chris­
tian fam ily can utilize the ‘ ‘ one- 
eyed w onder”  to make som e self 
discoveries about the fam ily. First, 
it’ s easy enough to discover un­
derlying hostilities when two chil­
dren clash over program  selec­
tions. W hen parents have been 
too permissive, they may find 
they have delivered their ch il­
dren ’ s freedom  to the television 
“ w ho are we as a fam ily?”  b e ­
com es a question that must be 
answered. If we fail to answer it, 
then the dark cold  war around 
the T V  set will remain a co n ­
stant rem inder of no identity at 
all.

In the third place, it becom es 
pretty evident when we spend 
too  m uch time at the screen that 
we may be trying to escape from  
the dem anding interpersonal re­
lationships within the fam ily. It 
is always easier to turn on the 
set than it is to revolve the ten­
sions a child brings hom e from  
school. Parents w ho are bored 
with each other can retreat from  
this fact into the fantasy w orld 
o f the small screen.

E n joy this new season o f tele­
vision, but be fully aware of its 
dangers for the family.

The housewife and her handling of the family budget, 
the truck driver and his daily delivery schedule, the corpora­
tion executive and his product marketing — all three are 
familiar types of management operation.

To this end, the 
Air Force has announced three broad objectives —  to pur­
chase only what is needed, to buy at the lowest sound price 
and to reduce operating costs.

Responsive and economical logistics management has 
always been a prime USAF concern. Over the years, many 
of our programs, both formal and informal, have stressed 
the urgency of doing a better job for less cost.

Each of us at Reese has the obligation and the respon­
sibility to do his best to cut expenses, while at the same time 
insuring that our Nation’s monetary resources are being 
spent wisely for our national defense and the defense of the 
Free World.

O n Communism

QUESTION —  W hat is the 
status o f  priests in Soviet Russia?

AN SW ER —  Priests o f the 
Russian O rthodox Church, in lim­
ited numbers, are perm itted to 
perform  religious services, but 
they are required to support the 
governm ent’ s policies and p ro ­
grams.

M etropolitan Sergii, head of 
the O rthodox Church, announced 
his C hurch ’s com plete loyalty to 
the Soviet governm ent and hail­
ed Stalin, author o f many bloody 
purges, as a “ divinely appointed 
leader.”

A n  O rthodox priest is handi­
capped in his religious duties by 
the fact that his parish m ay be 
vacated at the whim o f the local 
soviet (co u n c il) .

In order to secure a p lace of 
w orship, at least 20 parishioners 
must organize as a “ religious as­
sociation ”  and register with the 
local soviet, which may then 
grant them a contract to estab­
lish a church. But as these con ­
tracts have to be renewed from  
time to time, they may be d rop ­
ped at the option o f the local so ­
viet.

Besides the clergy o f the Rus­
sian O rthodox Church, spirtual 
leaders of other religious organi­
zations —  including Muslims, 
Jews and non-O rthodox Christian 
sects ----  continue to perform  re­
ligious rites in the Soviet Union.

T hey are, how ever, few  in 
num ber, and in perform ing their 
duties they must avoid even the 
slightest criticism  o f the Soviet 
regim e’s actions.

A  new base supplem ent for 
control o f all facilities will re- 
strict hunting and fishing to the 
immediate area bordering the lake 
and charges the personnel serv­
ices officer with responsibility for 
establishing and controlling duck 
blinds ar>d *5 aet- hunting and fish­
ing season accord ing to Federal 
and State law. E nforcem ent will 
be charged to the Chief, Security 
8c Law Enforcem ent.

It also provides that civilians 
may hunt and fish only when 
guests of military, that valid 
applicable licenses be used, and 
that Texas state game authori­
ties and the Air Police shall be 
law enforcement officers.

The Base Personnel Services 
officers will maintain a reserva­
tion calendar, inspect and control 
hunting and facilities o f the base 
and conduct safety meetings for 
all personnel participating.

The Reese conservation com ­
mittee is com posed o f the base 
operations officer, superintendent 
of maintenance and repair in 
Civil Engineering, chief o f securi­
ty and law enforcem ent, staff 
judge advocate, personnel serv­
ices officer, inform ation officer, 
representative o f the Reese Rod 
and Gun Club, the ground safety 
officer and NCOIC o f the Small 
Arm s Training Section.

A  major reason for a closed 
season on Imhoff Lake until 
next summer is that 12 months 
study is being made to ascer­
tain how the fish survive the 
winter and if they grow *o 
sufficient size for legal catch­
ing.

Plans call for  an additional 
regulation to outline details o f 
age limits o f hunters and fisher­
men, limits on sizes o f  fish to be 
caught and kept, bag limit on 
wild fowl, and various other an­
gles.

Services Join In Intelligence

— “ Gentlemen, this is not a spy 
school. Y ou ’ ll have no use for 
cloaks and daggers in you r w ork

The scene is a briefing room  
in a large, newly-refurbished 
three-story brick building at A ir 
Training Com m and’ s L ow ry AFB.

A n  A ir  Force colonel is ad­
dressing new students at the re­
cently opened aii-ser'vice air in ­
telligence school operated by 
A T C  at Low ry. The students 
com e from  A ir Force, Navy and 
Marine units, and their ranks 
range from  second lieutenant 
through m a jor ; from  ensign 
through lieutenant com m ander.

“ W e ’ re going to teach you 
how  to take a myriad o f small 
bits o f inform ation, sift them, 
and produce cold, hard facts 
about our potential enem ies,’ 
the colonel continues.

“ And what you learn in 
your seven months here will 
be only a smattering of what 
you’ll need to learn through 
experience to be a successful 
air intelligence officer.’ ’

The A ir Force officer speaking 
to the group o f students is Col. 
A ugust Kursar, D irector of the 
A rm ed Forces A ir Intelligence 
Training Center (A F A IT C ). Pre­
senting a w elcom ing address, he 
explains the mission o f the center, 
provides som e background in for­
mation on the developm ent of air 
intelligence, and outlines the stu­
dents’ responsibilities.

A F A IT C , which represents a

m erger o f  three separate service 
facilities; the Naval A ir  Intelli­
gence School, its M arine Corps 
counterpart, and the A ir  Force 
Intelligence School, is designed to 
train officers and enlisted men of 
all Departm ent o f D efense com ­
ponents to interpret and evaluate 
intelligence inform ation.

Interpretation and evalua­
tion is a difficult, painstaking 
job ihai depends largely on the 
intelligence officer’s reasoning 
powers, and occasionally his 
educated intuition.

O ne intelligence o fficer  put it 
this w ay: “ O ur job  is knowing 
what the enem y is going to do, 
from  Where he's going to do it, 
and what he's going to do it 
with.”

This job  often begins with a 
photograph, and the use o f such 
devices as the stereoscope, which 
gives a view  o f two slightly out- 
of-phase pictures at the same 

me. This gives a three dim en­
sional effect to air reconnaissance 
photos, a llow ing detection  of 
‘hidden”  objects. O ther, m ore 

technical devices are also used.
After the facts are interp­

reted the next step is evalua­
tion.

Answers are sought to such 
questions as: D o those wheel 
tracks mean a military build-up, 
or are they just the result o f nor­
mal traffic? That grove of trees 
that was on the previous photo
and not this one ---- w hy were
they cut dow n? A  new building 
going up ---- store?
