a l o n g  t h a t  p a t h  n e c e s s a r i ly ,  n a t ­
u ra l ly .  I r r a t i o n a l  a n im a l s  h a v e  n o  
n e e d  of  j u d ic ia l  m a c h i n e r y ,  t r a d e  
u n i o n s  o r  c o l u m n s  on  e t i q u e t t e ;  
m a n  d o e s  n e e d  th e s e  th in g s .  H u ­
m a n  life c a n n o t  go  o n  w h e r e  t h e  
soc ia l  s t r u c t u r e  h a s  b r o k e n  d o w n .

It  is b e c a u s e  m a n  c a n  live s u c h  
a fu ll  a n d  v a r i e d  li fe  t h a t  h e  is 
so  d e p e n d e n t  o n  t h e  h e lp  of  
o th e r s ,  t h a t  h e  c a n  n e v e r  b e  c o m ­
p le t e ly  se l f - su f f ic ie n t .  H e n c e ,  t h e  
a b s o l u t e  n e c e s s i t y  f o r  so c ia l  l iv ­
ing .  A n d ,  t h e  f u n d a m e n t a l s  of 
so c ia l  life a r e  c o m p r e h e n d e d  by  
o n e  w o r d :  t r u th .

F o r  a  full  soc ia l  life, t h e  t r u t h  
of  m a n ’s h u m a n i t y  m u s t  b e  a d ­
m i t t e d ;  i.e .  t h e  in a l i e n a b le ,  n a t ­
u r a l  r ig h ts  f lo w in g  f r o m  th e  m a s ­
t e r y  of  m a n ,  h is  l i b e r ty  a n d  e t e r ­
n a l  d e s t in y ,  m u s t  be  t h e  f o u n d a ­
t io n  u p o n  w h ic h  s o c ie ty  ex is ts  
a n d  f o r  w h i c h  it  ex is ts .  F o r  full 
soc ia l  life w e  m u s t  g ive  e v e r y  
m a n  w h a t  h e  is d u e .

W i t h o u t  th e s e  e l e m e n t s  t h e n ,  
w e  a r e  m o s t  a s s u r e d l y  w o r k i n g  
fo r  t h e  d e s t r u c t i o n  of  b o t h  m a n  
a n d  t h e  s o c ie ty  h e  e s ta b l is h e s .
