Notwithstanding the 
mendous slump which hi, 
fected adversely the inco  ̂
of the agricultural interes 
of Floyd County during the 
past eight months following 
the crash of October, 1929, 
and has cut deep into the 
prices of all commodities, the 
condition of Floyd County is 
not so bad, if bank reports o f 
condition reflect these condi­
tions as they are believed to 
do.

Less Money Loaned
As a matter of fact the figures of 

the combined statements of loans, 
deposits and cash on hand .for the 
four banks of Floyd County made 
public as required by the Comptrol­
ler of the Currency on June 30, 
show that people of this section are 
standing up under the punishment 
of severely reduced prices for their 
commodities in a way that is re­
markable, Considering that a 
smaller percentage of the crop of 
wheat has been marketed on this 
date than on the same date last 
year, and that in between has come 
one of the biggest debacles ever 
known in the business world, the 
showing is impressive.

In the first place, people of Floyd 
County have borrowed from their 
banks $155,863 less than they had 
on the call of June 30, 1929. Figu­
res for last year for the four banks 
gave a  total of $1,282,000 borrowed, 
whereas the combined loans shown 
this June 30 were $1,126,137, and a 
slump of less than $f50,000 in de­
posits is noted. Total deposits on 
June 30, 1929 were $2,109,000 as 
against a total this year of $1,653,- 
934, and the available cash in the 
four banks on June 30 of this year 
is $646,234, a fall-off from last year 
of $312,666, when the cash on hand 
in the four banks was barely short 
of a million dollars.

The least a citizen, man or woman, can do is to show an intelligent interest in public affairs, 
both national and local. The chief direct responsibility for the majority o f us is to attain citizen­
ship, establish residence, register, vote, serve on juries, be loyal and strive for an American 
standard o f living.
O ur town officials welcome awakened interest in civic affairs. It means much to our business 
men and property owners. A ll residents benefit by a renewed surge o f civic energy.
A s “two heads are better than one” so are “ many heads better than a few” in the matter o f local 
citizenship and patriotism. Remember, a town can be no better than its individual citizens.

Local citizenship and patriotism are deserving of a large amovrf: o f  consid­
eration on the part of all of us. In these we can SHOW  the superiority of

Treatment with borax or helle­
bore will destroy many of the sta­
ble fly and house fly larvae that 
breed in manure. Use the powder­
ed form of borax at the rate of 1 
pound to each 16 cubic feet of ma­
nure, scattering it over the pile and 
then sprinkling it with water. 
Hellebore costs more than borax. 
If it is used, soak one-half pound 
of the material in 10 gallons of wa­
ter for 24 hours and use this quan­
tity to treat about light bushels of 
manure. Neither borax nor helle­
bore will injure the fertilizing value 
of manure if applied in these quan­
tities and if not more than 15 tons 
of the treated manure is applied 
per acre.

BARBED QUILLS PROTECT
PORCUPINE FROM FOES

A mouthful Of porcupine quills is 
anything but a savory dish for any 
enemy of this self-confident animal.

Misguided and overzealous attack­
ers, such as coyotes, often lost their 
appetites and even starve after col­
lecting some of the tenacious* and 
finely barbed quills in their noses or 
mouths, or in their tongues or 
cheeks. Frequently at water holes 
in forests range cattle will sniff at 
a porcupine and, in return, receive 
a noseful of quills from a flip of the 
heavily barbed tail. The sharp 
quUls imbed themselves more deep­
ly with each attempt to remove 
them, causing intense suffering and 
sometimes death.

Thus protected the porcupine usu­
ally goes its way unhindered, and in 
its quest for food it may destory 
young fruit and forest trees, or vege­
table crops, or wallow down alfal­
fa. According to Leaflet 60-L, Por­
cupine Control in the Western 
States, by Ira N. Gabrielson and E. 
E. Horn, of the Biological Survey, 
issued recently by the United States 
Department of Agriculture, the por­
cupine in many areas has branded 
itself as a pest that must be con­
trolled. But in many parts of its 
extensive range it does no serious 
hSiTm and is tolerated because of 
the interest that attaches to a na­
tive wild animal.

Porcupine in the Northwest win­
ter in the cliffs and lava rims of the 
mountains. In the Southwest they 
go to the lower forests for the win­
ter. This makes it possible to find 
them close to their dens when snow 
is on the ground and to shoot them, 
often in sufficient numbers to effect 
satisfactory control. In summer it 
is easy to locate their winter dens 
by the gridled trees. Taking ad­
vantage of the porcupine’s fond­
ness for salt, forecasters, ranchers, 
and rodent-control workers of the 
Biological Survey bait them near

ROAST LAMB SERVED IN
NUMEROUS COMBINATIONS

Custom has placed special empha­
sis on two accompaniments to roast 
lamb—peas and mint sauce. But 
there is no rule, social, culinary, or 
dietary, requiring this combina­
tion, or preventing the use of oth­
er relishes and vegetables. Variety 
in the menus and contrast in flav­
or, color, and texture are assured by 
changing occasionally to other com­
binations, says the Bureau of Home 
Economics, United States Depart­
ment of Agriculture.;

Vegetables which in themselves 
are pronounced in flavor are es­
pecially appropriate j?vith a roast of 
lamb. The same is ,true of lamb 
chops, stuffed breast of lamb, and 
other lamb dishesi In a lamb Stew, 
onion, green pepper, and turnip, all 
having decided flavor of their own, 
give zest to the méat flavor. Arid 
when roast lamb iS; reheated there 
is the fine and unusual relish ob­
tained by making a curry sauce, 
which seems to be especially adapt­
ed to lamb.

For the roast relishes like currant 
jelly, spiced conserves and pickles, 
and horseradish cause are all good, 
in addition to any vegetables serv­
ed. English cooks sometimes have 
caper sauce or mint sauce, both of 
which are made with vinegar to give 
a pleasant mild acidity of flavor. 
American cooks seem to like their 
mint occasionally in the form of a 
green-colored jelly made from apple 
pectin and flavored with mint, or as 
mint gelatin served as a salad or a 
garnish.

There is no logical reason why 
other vegetables may not be served 
in place of peas or to accompany 
them. For a change, the home- 
economics specialists suggest but­
tered shredded string beans, or 
quick-cooked spinach, or onions, 
baked or boiled or creamed, or as­
paragus, or turnips, white or yellow.

or cauliflower. Nor should the pos­
sibilities or good salad flavors be 
overlooked. Plain lettuce with a 
tart dressing is sufficient for a din­
ner salad; tomato, cucumber, and 
lettuce, in season, is always an ap­
petizing salad with any meat and 
excellent with roast lamb; kum­
quat, endive, and watercress salad 
is unusual and colorful enough for 
a company meal; grapefruit and let­
tuce, too, is a good tart dinner salad. 
As roast lamb with a gravy is some­
what rich a light French dressing 
is preferable to a heavy mayon­
naise with all these salads.

SUCCESS AT $47 A WEEK

; The girl who is seen more often 
in the movies than any of the 
stars whose names are blazoned 
before the theatres of the land, 
made exactly $47.45 a week during 
the past year.

Of the 17,541 extras registered.

The most success­
ful man extra is Babe Green, 33 
years old, who had been employed 
445 days in two years and averages 
$49.95 a week.

“ABANDON MILLIONS OF
ACRES,” SAYS HYDE

Millions of acres of farm land in 
the United States should be aban­
doned at once by farmers, both for 
their own benefit and for the ben­
efit of agriculture in general, ac­
cording to. Secretary of Agriculture 
Arthur'M. Hyde.

The land. Secretary Hyde de 
Clares, is a detriment to the coun­
try, and should preferably be fores­
ted. If not, it should be allowed to 
lie fallow until the soil has built 
itself up.

“There are millions of acres of 
lands in the United States,” says 
the Secretary, in an article in the 
July number of The Country Home, 
“which, because of location, soil 
exhaustion or natural infertility 
cannot be made to produce a living 
equal to the American standard. 
These are known as sub-marginal 
lands. From the stand-point of 
natural agricultural efficiency, they 
ought not to be farmed. They 
tend to lower the standard of liv­
ing and educational standards of 
the farmer who tills them. They 
should be taken out of production, 
reforested and held until some com­
ing generation needs them.

“To farm these now returns no 
profits to the farmer but serves in 
the aggregate to increase the sur­
plus and depress prices, whereas 
they might be valuable to future 
generations if properly preserved.”

SING AT DOUGHERTY

Range where growing poultry has 
been kept continuously is likely to 
be in poor condition in late sum­
mer. If the range or yard is bare, 
the chickens should be changed to 
fresh land, or the soil should be 
spaded up or cultivated. Equip­
ment such as feed hoppers and 
drinking vessels should be moved 
if the space around them has be­
come bare. Land to be used for 
raising the pullets should not be 
fertilized with poultry manure, as 
this may spread worms or diseases 
to the growing stock.

The type of house best suited for 
rabbits depends principally on the 
climate, but the essential features 
of any rabbit house, wherever lo­
cated, are light and fresh air. A 
moderate-sized house is preferable 
to a very large one, as rabbits kept 
in small units are less likely to 
contact disease. The United Sta­
tes Department of Agriculture will 
send on request Leaflet 15-L, con­
taining drawings and bills of ma­
terial for a rabbit house, two types 
of hutches, a portable nest box, and 
a colony-growing house.

Many brick masons say that all 
flues leak, but agricultural engi­
neers of the U. S. Department of 
Agriculture assert that a flue can 
be made tight and that it should 
be subjected to a smoke test before 
a heater is connected to it. Build 
a paper, straw,, or wood fire at the 

I base of the flue and when the 
smoke makes a dense column, 
tightly block the outlet at the top 
by laying a wet blanket over it. 
The blanket must be kept wet as 
long as it is in pl^ce. Flues tested 
in this way often prevent serious 
leaks into adjoining flues directly 
through the walls, or between the 
linings and the walls.

Speaks A t Church

“Woodrow Wilson has made us 
more thoroughly to understand, 
love and strive to perpetrate real 
democracy in our own land and in 
all the earth,” declared the Rev. 
Chas. S. Field of Dallas in an ad­
dress Sunday night at the First 
Methodist Church on the subject 
of “Woodrow Wilson, His Ideals 
and Principles.”

The Rev. Field left the first of 
the week for Petersburg. He has 
been invited to make a talk on 
the same subject before the Kiwan- 
is Club members in their weekly 
meeting at Lubbock soon.

His ancestors 
were stalwart men and women, 
who lived the simple frugal life in 
things material, but aspired to the 
highest in things spiritual. I 
would not detract from his person­
al labors and- accomplishments. He 
had a rich inheritance from his an­
cestors, but he multiplied and ex­
alted the gifts which nature lav­
ishly bestowed upon him. His 
character and accomplishments ad­
monish us that we should live and 
labor for our contemporaries and 
for succeeding generations. Thus 
‘ compounded in an unknown ratio 
from age to age,’ humanity will at­
tain that high destiny for which 
we are created.

Christian Ideals and Principles
“ ‘Christ’s motive, his example are 

every man’s key to his own gifts 
and graces.’ (Wilson) Sired by an 
honored and gifted minister of the 
Gospel, born in a Presbyterian 
manse, breathing from infancy the 
very atmosphere of Christian cul­
ture, instructed in Christian pre- 
cepts and principles, trained as a j 
child in the way he should go, when 
old he did not depart therefrom.

“All vital principles, all lo fty , 
ideals must be incarnated. Wilson’s 
character and ideals become a 
‘ Living epistle knovm and read of 
all men.’ The precepts of the 
Nazarene run through the warp and 
woof of his writings like threads of 
shining gold. His ideals were def- j 
initely Christian. In his volumin­
ous writings, addresses and orations 
we can trace the development of 
these and their application to ev- I 
cry problem, social, industrial, edu- j 
cational and political that he en- , 
deavored to solve. j

“That great Christian statesman,; 
Gladstone, declared that the Intel- j 
ligent a'bplication of the principles, 
of the Gospel would solve every I  

problem of the day. _ \

-‘Wilson’s character and career in 
a large measure exemplify this I 
truth. I

Fundamental Principles |
“ ‘We are the champions of the 

rights of mankind.’ (V/ilson) If 
you look through the files of our; 
treaties with foreign nations from I 
the days of V/ashington to the 
present you will note that the cit- , 
izens of most foreign countries are 
spoken of as ‘subjects,’ where as 
our own people are referred to as 1 
‘ citizens’ and never as ‘subjects I 
of anyone. There are two views, 
of the relation of the individual t o ! 
government, one the ancient and 
autocratic view that man was made 
for the government, the King ruling 
by divine right, that the system is 
a sacred thing; the thing to be 
protected, strengthened and perpet­
uated at the expense and often at 
the sacrifice of the ‘subjects.’ They 
assumed that man was made for 
the State, the Church, the Sabbath, 
made to be in perpetual servitude 
to the law, made for him and not 
by him. Christ was truly demo­
cratic; he discovered the individual, 
he proclaimed that ‘man was not 
made for the Sabbath, but the Sab­
bath made for man.’ None of these 
things are to be man’s master, but 
all of them merely agencies to 
serve and to free him.

“ ‘Ye shall know the truth and 
the truth shall make you free.’ 
(Jesus) There is but one thing on 
earth of real intrinsic value, Man!

“The things we call sacred are 
made so from the fact that they 
serve a secred purpose. 'Their sarict- 
tity is not absolute but relative. 
They are sacred as agencies to serve 
man in the pursuit of life, liberty 
and happiness and in the develop­
ment of a high individual, social, 
industrial and civil life. 'T^s is 
the Christian view and Wilson’s
ideal.  ̂ i

“This acounts for his fight to 
democratize Princeton University, 
to abolish class privileges, stamp 
out and put down all fictitious 
standards, that the poorest student 
might have the same opportunity 
as the most opulent, that the uni­
versities of America should serve 
,he youth of America and serve all 
mpartially. His struggle to dem­

spiration and a source of perpetual 
spiritual refreshing. It will stimu­
late the love of the good, the true 
and the beautiful and enable us 
more fully to understand the truth 
of the adage: ‘Let me write the 
songs of a nation and I care not 
who writes their lav/s.’

“The lectures in the class room 
of Princeton University were a very 
small part of Wilson’s educational 
work. In the principles of real 
democratic government, in just and 
fair international relationships, in 
his ideals of securing just, endur­
ing and universal peace and the 
overthrow of every vestige of des­
potism and injustice on the earth, 
in lifting the soul from the plane 
of the matrial and sordid and in­
to the realm of the spiritual, in re-, 
vealing the things that are unseen 
and eternal, ih cultivating the aes­
thetic faculties and showing the 
inestimable value of the beautiful ; 
in his rich contribution to the 
classic literature of the Anglo- 
Saxon race ‘clothing conviction

with the beauty that must make it 
shine forever,’ the whole world is 
transformed into a class room and 
all men learn of him.

Altruism Versus Egoism.
“I recently strolled by the banks 

of a river and an eddying whirl­
pool on the brink circled to d cen­
ter and drew the refuse from the 
channel and held it in its self-cen­
tered embrace. A repulsive and of­
fensive sight!

“I wandered on and came to a 
sparkling fountain, gushing from! 
the base of a huge boulder; it lif­
ted the silvery pebbles and made its 
course fragrant with wild flowers., 
It freely gave itself and was ever 
replenished from the unfailing 
fountain beneath the everlasting 
hills. I thought of Wilson’s words 
of Lincoln,— ‘He is like some great 
reservoir of living water, which you 
can quaff but can never exhaust.’
‘ He that believeth in me, out of 
him shall flow rivers of living wa­
ter.’ (Jesus)

“His love and sympathy for man­
kind, and especially for the weak 
and defenseless, gave to his words 
an irresistible carm and force. Of 
Mexico he Said, ‘If I am strong, I 
am ashamed to bully the weak. ’ 
His ideal was the debt of strength. 
That all power, individual and na­
tional was held as a trust for the 
benefit of those who needed help. 
The ‘strong bearing the infirmi­
ties of the weak.’ ‘America should 
treat Mexico as she would wish 
Mexico to treat her. ‘ (Wilson) His 
conviction was that ‘the golden 
rule of Christ will bring the golden 
age of Man!’
A Man of Peace And A Man of War

“ ‘I will not cry peace so long as 
there is sin and wrong in the 
world.’ (Wilson)

“On an occasion when Wilson was 
invited to address a great Peace 
Congress, his reply was, ‘Yes, if I 
may speak in favor of war.’ He 
explains that he did not mean that 
unreasonable form of war, the 
senseless destruction of human life 
and property, but the war vrith hu­
man passions and the war with hu­
man wrongs. But even the war 
which involves the shedding of 
blood may become a sacred thing 
if it be necessary in order to vin­
dicate human rights. The strife to 
which the Master referred when He 
declared, ‘Think net that I am 
come to send peace on the earth, I 
came not to send peace but a 
sword.’

Ideal of Patriotism
, “The patriots of *‘76 who ^signed 
the Declaration of Independence, 
knowing that probably they were 
at the same time signing their own 
death warrants, while a cynical 
world smiled at their audacity, il­
lustrated real patriotism for all

time. The true patriot will stand 
for the right when he knows that 
‘Half the world is against him.’ 
The real patriot, and indeed the 
real man, is the one who ‘finds 
himself’ and comes to understand 
his true relationship with his fel­
lows and 'catches a glimpse of 
the great ideal which Christ lifted 
when He was elevated upon the 
cross.’ (Wilson)

“An incident reveals Wilson’s 
high sense of honor. Having form­
ed a law partnership in New York, 
the office there was approached by 
a gentleman and a handsome re­
tainer offered to represent him in 
business to which the government 
might become a party. Wilson was 
consulted in Washington by phone 
before an answer was given and he 
replied in substance that he did not 
think it in accordance with sound 
public policy for any man who had 
been honored with high office to 
accept a case when the interest of 
the government may become invol­
ved. He had declared that Our 
‘ first concern should not be to 
make a living, but to make a life.’ 
In this mercenary age he calls us 
to the paths of honor, 'and by- it 
being dead yet speaketh.’

A Seer
“Wilson was a man of vision, so 

were the old prophets, the great 
poets. Like Moses from Pisgah, he 
looked into the promised land of 
peace, justice, security and free­
dom for mankind. By faith he saw 
the day when our own Declaration 
of Independence would become uni­
versal in its application, and our 
flag, symbolizing human liberty 
purchased by blood, should in spir­
it become ‘the flag of humaity.’ 
He saw again the vision of the old 
prophet when ‘they shall beat their 
swords into plow shares, and their 
spears into pruning hooks, nation 
shall not lift up sword against na­
tion, neither shall they learn war 
any more,’ they prophecy of the 
poet of the day when the war drums 
would be silent ‘and the battle 
flags be furled in the Parliament 
of man, the federation of the 
world.’ He saw the day when 
the nations of earth should in 
concert plan for peace and not for 
war. Having this vision he lived 
and died with the assurance of fin­
al victory. In all that is just he 
inspires us to labor and confident­
ly wait.

“ He declared that ‘Christianity 
had liberated the world by its rev- 

I elation of the power of pure unsel- 
j fish love.’ He well knew that w'e 
[might search history from the be- 
I ginning, coming by the Cross two 
thousand years ago and we would 
not find one name that is embalm­
ed in the heart of humanity who 
had not lost sight of self in service 
for others.

“When Raphael painted his im­
mortal pictures, he arranged his 
easel so that no shadow of his own 
body would be reflected on his can­
vass to mar thefine light and shade 
thereof.

“The needle never pointed more 
directly to. the pole than his un­
conquerable will held him to his 
purpose. Until he was stricken he 
put over every important measure 
that he recommended to Congress, 
We may apply to him the lines of 
Dr. Samuel Johnson.

“A soul of fire.
No dangers fright him.
And no labors tire.”

Last Days.
“ ‘Sweet are the uses of adver­

sity.’
“In the long days of patient suf­

fering, the eartliiy house shattered 
and tottered to its fall, the indom­
itable spirit, shining out with in­
creasing lustre, with steadfast faith 
in God and in the final triumph 
of his ideals:— ‘Not having re­
ceived the promises, but having 
seen them afar off, and was per­
suaded of them and embraced 
them; * * * he endured as see­
ing Him who is invisible,’ and met 
the grim monster without fear or 
remorse with the words,— ‘I am 
ready.’
, “Let me summarize and say Wil­
son’s ideals as revealed in what he 
said, did or attempted—his ideals 
of dauntless courage, steadfast 
faith, open candor, unfailing pa­
tience, sublime fortitude in suffer­
ing, universal love, self sacrifice, 
peace with honor, eternal warfare 
against wrong, absolute intergrity, 
true patriotism, democratic educa­
tion, freedom for all mankind, all 
blend in his life like the strains of 
well modulated and harmonious 
music, and as the lyre of Orpheus 
delivered the ancient voyagers from 
the fatal spell of the Sirens, so the 
charm of these ideals will tend to 
drown the tumult of evil passions 
and overcome the seductive influ­

ence of all that is low and debas­
ing. This is the immortality of the 
good.

A World Citizen
“A thousand years from today 

and in succeeding time, three 
names will be conspicuous in Amer­
ican history—Washington, Lincoln 
and Wilson!

“Washington will be remembered 
and honored as the leader in the 
emancipation of the few struggling 
colonies.

“Lincoln struck the shackles 
from the hands of the slaves, be­
cause the air of America is too free 
for a slave to breathe!

“But, for all time, Wilson will 
stand forth as the champion of the 
rights of humanity, as a leader in 
the emancipation of mankind from 
every form of autocratic, arbitray 
and despotic rule! His work and his 
watchword, sounded to the ends of 
the earth,—“Break every yoke and 
let the oppressed go free.”

July Named For Julius Caesar
July, named after Julius Caesar 

who was bom in this month, is 
now the seventh month of the year.

When the calendar of Julius 
Caesar went into effect the month 
was re-christened for him. Previ­
ous to Caesar’s time it had only 
thirty days, but he added an extra 
day to give it the same length as 
the longest months. The July 
Flower is the Water Lilly and the 
Gem for the month is the Ruby.

Dog Days
The intenSe heat of July led to a 

superstition among the Romans: 
They conceived that this heat and 
the diseases and other calamities 
flowing from it, were some, how

VETS PENSION WARRANTS
MAILED UNDER NEW LAW

Austin, Texas, July 1 (UP).—Con­
federate pension warrants for a 
month were sent out today to ap­
proximately 11,000 pensioners, who, 
heretofore, have been receiving their 
pensions quarterly.

The change is made in accord­
ance with the law which became ef­
fective on June 19.

Operating under this new law, the 
pensioners will have ̂ to send an af- 
hdavit monthly to State Comptrol­
ler George J. Sheppard. They must 
be received by the 15th of each 
month in order to assure payment 
of the pension promptly on the fol­
lowing first.

One of the changes made by the 
new law is elimination of the for­
mer provision that required an af­
fidavit of lack of property or in­
come above a specified amount. All 
share now. The marriage date en­
titling widows to pensions has also 
been advanced.

Veterans who have living wives 
whom they married before July 31, 
1900, will now get $50 a month. Sin­
gle veterans will get $25 a month. 
Widows of veterans who are over 
56 years and who were married 
prior to 1912 will get $25 a month.

Veterans and widows living in the 
state homes provided for them will 
receive half the amount others re­
receive in their class.

Heavy Rain With Wind 
And Hail Near Muncy

Distrubance Thursday Night of Last 
Week Also Aids Other Parts 

Of County.

Heavy rain, accompanied by wind 
and hail th§it did some damage, was 
recorded in the vicinity of Muncy 
Thursday afternoon and night of 
last week, the rain on half >a dozen 
or more farms being so heavy as to 
fill lakes and start them running 
into other lakes adjacent. A large 
part of the county had an inch or 
more of rain during the period and 
practically all sections had a half 
inch shower that was helpful, to 
cotton and row crops.

Damage done by wind and hail 
was confined to a small area in the 
vicinity of Muncy. Farms of T. C.

G. Pool and others in that vicinity 
were affected. Two or three cotton 
crops were hailed out and feed bad­
ly stripped. Wind damage includ­
ed a combine shed blown down at 
Edd Muncy’s place, crippled wind­
mills, at several places, and a porch 
blown askew at the Russell place.

Reports from over the county in­
dicate good rains in the section of 
country eastward, north and south, 
from Muncy including much of 
Center, Roseland, Fairview and 
Dougherty, three fourth of an inch 
at Lockney, a half inch at Floyd­
ada, a half inch at Harmony, a cot­
ton shower at McCoy, and a good 
rain in part of the Pleasant Hill 
section. Showers fell at Sterley and 
South Plains.

MAKE BUILDINGS RAT-PROOF

The cheapest form of “rat insur­
ance’’ is rat-proof buildings, says 
the Biological Survey of the U. S. 
Department of Agriculture. Most 
buildings that are not already rat- 
proof can be made so at small cost. 
The first step in rat-proofing a 
building with brick, stone, or con­
crete foundations it to search thor­
oughly for all places where rats 
might enter, especially small open­
ings around pipes and small cracks. 
Such openings should be closed with 
metal sheeting or with concrete. 
Basement windows and other large 
openings may be covered with 
strong, durable screening, such as 
standard 8-mesh "galvanized hard­
ware cloth. Ventilators and sewer 
openings should be covered with 
gratings. Doors likely to be left 
open at night should be equipped 
with self-closing devices. Farm 
buildings without rat-proof founda­
tion walls may be raised 18 inches 
or more from the ground and kept 
open on all sides. Clear trash from 
underneath. Corncribs, granaries, 
and other storage places for food 
may be equipped with metal rat 
guards at the tops of the supporting 
posts, or may be entirely inclosed 
with wire mesh.

BARROWS ARE MOST PROFIT­
ABLE

Hog feeders will get better gains 
from feeding barrows than from 
feeding sows says the U. S. Dfepart- 
ment of Agriculture in announcing 
conclusions from study of the in­
fluence of sex of swine on feed-lot 
returns. Over a period of 8 years 
the Bureau of Animal Industry ana­
lyzed the feed-lot records of 5,653 
hogs (3,018 and 2,635 sows.) The 
barrows outgained the sows by 5.43 
per cent. 'The test included hogs 
fed in practically all parts of the 
country, under various climatic con­
ditions and during nearly every 
month of the year. Specialists 
studied most systems of manage- 
ment, including dry-lot feeding, and 
pasture supplemented by limited ra­
tions. In some of the tests a limit­
ed ration of barley was fed, follow­
ed by a full feeding of corn; in 
others this ration was reversed. Al­
falfa, mixed clovers, and temporary 
pastures such as rye, oats, wheat, 
cowpeas, and soybeans, were used 
to carry the hogs. Some of the hogs 
were full feed from weaning to a 
weight of about 200 pounds; others 
were started on full feed at weights 
as high as 150 pounds, and carried 
along to 500 pounds or more. P r^ - 
tically all known hog feeds, in­
cluding peanuts and soybeans, were 
fed. The resulting carcasses grad­
ed in firmness all the way from oily 
to hard.

The general title of this lesson is 
"‘Abraham, a Pioneer of Faith.” 
Abraham was a pioneer in more 
senses than one. Even apart from 
the matter of religious faith, he 
stands as the great prototype of 
those who have felt the urge to leave 
their old established home environ­
ment to go forth seeking new ad­
ventures and new opportunities in 
the building of new civilizations.

It is interesting to note how 
much of that pioneer urge and acti­
vity has been associated with re­
ligious aspiration and motive.

America was settled to a large ex­
tent by those who came seeking 
liberty of conscience and of wor­
ship; and the movement out from 
older communities has always had 
the inspiration of faith-inspired 
people seeking a larger field of 
freedom and expression. Many of 
these interesting pioneer move­
ments have been associated with 
forms of religion that have been 
outside the range of regular move­
ments of church life. The Mormon 
movement î  a conspicuous exam­
ple of the association of certain 
forms of religious belief with the 
pioneer spirit.

Getting Away from Idolatry
The distinction of Abraham re­

ligiously, however, was as a pioneer 
o f faith. Whatever may have urg­
ed him to leave his home in Ur, 
seeking new opportunities in Pal­
estine, it is religion that in our bib­
lical record of Abraham’s life is the 
dominant motive and interest.

Many believe that this movement | 
was occasioned on Abraham’s part 
by the sensing of a nobler and 
clearer conception of God than he 
found in the idolatrous environment I 
of Ur. If the records suggest what' 
was actually present in Abraham’s , 
mind rather than what was read in 
by a later writer, there was in him 
a sense of empire building, a con- , 
sciousness that he was to be the ' 
head of a great people. 1

But one of the most noble things I 
concerning Abraham is the founda­
tion upon which this empire was to 
be built. He was not a military 
conqueror, a man of ruthless ambi­
tion. He appears, rather, in one 
of the most enlightening and beau­
tiful passages of the whole Bible as 
a man whose peaceful spirit and 
ideals rebuke the plans and pur-^ 
poses of nations still unduly occu­
pied with war and bloodshed.

The moral daring of the man 
matched his vision and his com­
mon sense, and when one thinks 
of the greed and selfishness of in­
dividuals and nations that have 
brought about all manner of con­
flict and tragedy and that have 
been at the very foundation of

Los Angeles Priest Makes Hobby O f ,
Opening Safes And Picking Locks

Meet the Reverend Anthony R. 
Drathman, Jesuit father and safe­
cracker extraordinary!

Professional thugs and even the 
illustrious Jimmy Valentine of fic­
tion are put to shame by this mild- 
mannered priest, who teaches 
mathematics at Loyola high school, 
Los Angeles.

His skilled fingers work mirac­
les in opening “burglar proof” safes 
and locks. Although Father Drath­
man lays no claim to the ability 
to open any safe, the fact remains 
that he hasn’t failed yet.

Baffles Detectives
At the request of the chiefs of 

police at Oakland and San Fran­
cisco, Father Drathman lectured 
their departments and completely 
baffled the- detectives wise in the 
ways of lock' picking.

This odd faculty for solving me­
chanical riddles is an engrossing 
hobby, says Father Drathman. 
Locks fascinated him while a boy 
and he began a study of them. 
He took all sorts of locks to pieces, 
spent most o fhis spare time in 
searching for the most p'erfect 
models and after several years 
found that his knowledge of the­
oretical lock construction enabled 
him to open them all.

When ordinary locks held no
further secrets. Father Drathman 
became intrigued by the more in­
tricate combinations used on safes. 
His curiosity led him to ask, at ev­
ery opportunity, merchants and 
business men to examine their 
safes.

“Cracks” One in Alaska
"Fhe first time Father Drathman 

opened a safe was under unusual
circumstances. He was rector of
a parish at Juneau, Alaska, from 
1912 tb 1914. Shortly after his ar­
rival, the United States marshal’s 
office force attempted to open a 
safe which had been locked 10 
years. The safe had been remov­
ed with the office from Sitka to 
Juneau.

Six days they twiddled the dial, 
using a combination supposedly 
correct. Then Father Drathman 
asked to be given a chance. His 
knowledge figured out the posi­
tion of the tumblers in 15 minutes.

“It was very embarrassing, how-

ever,” the priest commented. “The 
ladies of my parish looked askance 
and wondered if they had an ex- 
burglar for a spiritual adviser!” 

Burglars -Sought His Secret 
Professional burglars have ap­

proached Rev. Drathman in the 
guise of locksmiths and asked for 
a course of instruction. Police 
chiefs have learned secrets from 
him—and several boastful lock 
makers have been shown that their 
products are not thief proof.

“The bufglars and safe crack­
ers have shown the way to per­
fection in safe making,” says Fath­

er Drathman, “and the box of to­
day is almost beyond cracking. 
Of course explosives- still work, but 
the manner of construction has 
made the “souping’ a long job— 
almost too long to be practical. 
Drilling to the combination 
box, which when knocked off, 
allows the safe to swing open, has 
been stopped by placing loose steel 
bars before the box. When a drill 
strikes the round bars, it breaks.’-’ 

! There is one kind of lock, says 
I Father Drathman, that can’t be 
I opened. That’s the time lock in 
' use in banks.

BUSINESS SHOULD RESPECT 

RIGHTS OF HOME OWNERS .

To The Hesperian: |
For the past few years the larger 

cities have had a rather serioua: 
menace to the residential sections j 
by the invasion of gasoline i. illing i 
Stations. Not until recently have j 
the oil companies come into the | 
smaller towns and tried to in- i 
vade the residential sections. Of | 
course, there are two sides to every | 
question that comes up. There are j 
ihstances when a filling station in | 
the residential section of a town is 
not a bad thing. However, each 
time there is an "excuse for one to 
be located in a residential section 
of a small town, when there are 
scores of business lots available for 
the purpose, there are a dozen rea­
sons why one should not be so lo­
cated.

When a home owner builds his 
home out of the business section of 
the town in a well defined residen­
tial section, goes to the expense and 
years of work and trouble of grow­
ing trees, flowers, lawns, and beau-, 
tifying his place generally, he cer­
tainly should not be molested by the 
filling station of some foreign cor­
poration coming into the town that 
the home owner has helped to build 
up and develop into a good business 
center—a business center that the 
foreign corporation had not one 
iota of interest in, or concern for, 
until it presented a likely field for 
such foreign corporation to do busi­
ness in, purely and solely for the 
dollars and cents they' could get out 
of it.

I don’t believe there -is a citizen 
of Floydada, but that is opposed to 
the invasion of the residential sec­
tion of Floydada by filling stations. 
There is no occasion for this inva­
sion of the rights of the home-own­
ers of Floydada. I don’t believe a 
home-owned company, —individual, 
or corporation,—would think of ask­
ing for a permit to put a filling sta­
tion on any corner in the well de­
fined residential sections of Floyd­
ada. A home-owned concern would

value the good will of the Floydada 
citizens too highly to ask for such a 
permit. The good will of the citi­
zens of a community and town is 
essential to the successful operation 
of any business enterprise,—Filling 
stations and oil companies not ex­
cepted. Any foreign corporation 
should keep this fact well in mind 
before abusing the rights of the 
citizens of any town or city. The 
old saying is just as true today as 
when first' uttered: “You can lead 
a horse to water, but you can’t make 
him drink.” You can antagonize 
one citizen, a half dozen citizens, or 
a community of citizens, one home 
owner, a half dozen home-owners, 
or a community of home-owners, 
and lead them up to the watering 
trough by taking advantage of laws 
enacted to protect the big boys, and 
to annual or limit the rights of the 
common people, but you can’t make 
the common people drink at your 
water trough. I am for 'the rights 
of the common people, first, last.

and all the time, and will welcome 
the day when our rights are restored 
to us, and when no foreign corpo­
ration, company, clique, ring, gang, 
bunch, or whatnot, can come into 
our communities and dictate to us 
what we shall do, and select from 
our City Ordinances the ones, they 
will respect and the ones they will 
over-ride and disregard.

There is in Floydada an Ordi­
nance prohibiting the erection of 
filling stations, oil storage tanks, 
etc., in* the Residential sections of 
Floydada, and every home owner 
who does not want some oil com­
pany to come in and put in a fill­
ing station udth all its fuss traf­
fic, and smell of gas, oil, naptha, 
etc., right in front of his home 
should do everything within his 
power to up-hold the City of Floyd­
ada in the enforcement of its Ordi­
nances prohibiting such invasion 
of the rights of her citizens and 
home owners.

Don’t misunderstand. I, just as 
100 per cent of the citizens of Floyd­
ada, welcome any and all legitimate 

I enterprises to our town and com- 
Imunity. And any business enter- 
i prise that comes into our midst and 
j becomes one of us and works with us 
I in the general upbuilding of the 
j community, and respects the rights 
,.of our citizens, may feel assured 
I that they will have our hearty sup­
port, and a liberal share of our pat- 

j ronage. That’s the sentiment of 
I the citizenship of Floydada and 
I Floyd County. But listen, prospec- 
, tive business enterprise, please don’t 
j come to Floydada, unless you come 
in good faith, and want to become 
one of us, and respect our rights.

When Floydada expands its busi­
ness section to such an extent that 

: residence property is needed for 
' further expansion, rest assured that 
I we are ready and willing to sacrifice 
; our homes and move out further. 
But, it certainly has not reached 

¡that point just at this time, espec- 
j ially to the extent that it is neces­
sary to jump several blocks out in- 

i to the present residential section 
from the present limits of the busi­
ness section.

I hope the home-owners of Floyd­
ada will do all in their power to 
stop the intrusion upon our just 
rights as home owners by those who 
are seeking to commercialize every­
thing sacred or otherwise that will 
bring them gain in dollars and 
cents.

IMPORTED PLANTS ADD TO 
WEALTH OF UNITED STATES

How countless millions of dollars 
have been added to the wealth of 
the United States through the in­
troduction of seeds and plants from 
all parts of the world will be dis­
cussed at the Inter-American Con­
ference on Agriculture, Forestry, 
and Animal Industry, to be held in 
Washington, September 8-20, 1930. 
The discussion will be led by 
Knowlesi A. Ryerson, of the United 
States Department of Agriculture.

Since the office of foreign plant 
introduction was created, in 1898, 
the department has brought to the 
Uinted States more than 85,000 new 
plants, many of which have become 
extremely important. Because of 
of the varied climatic and geo­
graphic conditions in the other 
countries of the two Americas, Mr. 
Ryerson believes that there is equal, 
if not greater opportunity for these 
countries to improve their agricul­
ture through the introduction of 
new plants.

SOIL EROSIAN TAKES
40 INCHES IN 40 YEARS

Erosion continues to wash away 
the soil resources of the Nation. A 
recent survey of a typical small val­
ley in North-eastern Kansas show 
that 86 per cent of the land, com­
prising the greater part of the 
valley, has lost from 8 to 40 Inches 
of soil since it v/as cleared 40 years 
ago, the United States Department 
of Agriculture reports.

Thirty-four acres had lost an av­
erage of 11 inches of soil, 45 acres 
had lost 18 inches, 10 acres had lost 
21 inches, 2% acres had lost 23 
inches and 11-3 acres had lost 3% 
feet of soil. The “yardstick” for 
measuring the losses was found in 
a few remaining patches of timber, 
where the soil was as nature orig­
inally built it—a mellow, rich silt 
loam almost black with spongy hu­
mus, and capable of producing 75 
bushels of corn an acre. Now the 
land is very much less productive. 
Much of it is overrun with weeds. 
In the meantime the washing pro­
ceeds.
