'Shop Early, Mail Early’
Is Plea of Post Office A s  

Christmas Rush Nears
Will Have City Delivery of Christ­

mas Parcel Post Packages 
In City.

“Post offices will make every ef­
fort to handle the Christmas mails 
without congestion and delay, but 
owing to the enormous volume this 
can be done only with the coopera­
tion of the public,” says a bulletin 
on Christmas mailing just issued 
by the Post Office Department.

The bulletin urges all people to 
mail early for delivery before, 
Christmas day, since there will be 
no mail delivery on that day.

According to local Post Office of­
ficials, Christmas Parcel Post pack­
ages will be delivered in the resi­
dential sections of Floydada. Pack­
ages addresses to the regular patrons 
only will receive this service, it was 
stated. Delivery of the parcels by 
city mail carriers is a special holiday 
service and was inaugurated in this 
city for the first time last year.

The bulletin offers the following 
suggestions in regard to maUing of 
Christmas packages:

Fragile Objects
Article?, easily broken or crush­

ed must be crated or securely 
wrapped. Use liberal quantities of 
excelsior, or like material, in, around 
and between the articles and the 
outside container.

Glassware, fragile toys, crockery 
must be packed so as to prevent es­
cape of particles or pieces if broken 
in transit.

Cigars: Ordinary boxes of cigars 
wrapped in paper only will not be 
accepted. Pack in a manner to pre­
vent damage by shock or jar. Wrap 
in corrugated past^oard or similar 
material. Cigars must be in good 
shipping condition.
- All articles easily broken or dam­
aged must be plainly marked “FRA­
GILE.”

Perishable Matter
Articles likely to spoil within the 

time reasonably required for trans­
portation and delivery will not be 
accepted for mailing. Wrap or pack 
carefully, according to contents, and 
plainly mark all such parcels “PER­
ISHABLE.” Use special-delivery 
stamps to expediate delivery.

Address
Addresses should be complete, 

with house number and name of 
street, post-office box or rural route 
number, and typed or plainly writ­
ten in ink. A return card should 
be placed in the upper left corner of 
every piece of mail. If a tag is 
used, the address and return card 
should also be written on the wrap­
per for use if tag is lost, and a copy 
of the address should be inclosed 
inside the parcel.

Postage
Postage must be fully prepaid on 

all mail. Affix the required amount 
of postage in the upper right cor­
ner. Full information concerning 
postage rates can be obtained at 
the parcel-post or stamp window.

Limit of Weight and Size
No parcel' may be more than 34 

inches in length and girth com­
bined. For delivery locally and in 
the first, second, and third zones, 
70 pounds is the maximum weignt; 
in all other zones, 50 pounds,“

Early Mailing
During the holiday time the vol­

ume of mail increases approximate­
ly 200 per cent. It is a physical 
impossibility to handle this great 
mass of mail matter efficiently and 
promptly within a few days. There­
fore to assure delivery of their 
Christmas presents, cards, and let­
ters by Christmas Day the public 
should shop and mail early. Do 
your Christmas shopping so that 
you can mail your gifts, greetings, 
and letters to relatives, friends, and 
loved ones at least a week or 10 
days before Christmas, according to 
the distance. This will not only 
make it certain that they are re­
ceived on or before Christmas Day, 
but will be a great aid to your pos­
tal employees and enable them to 
spend Christmas Day with their 
families.

AN ORDINANCE, To regulate and 
control the establishment and con­
struction of Service lines, and ex­
tensions and additions to such ser­
vice lines, on the Streets, Alleys 
knd Public Grounds of Floydada, as 
constructed by Public Service Com­
panies operating in the City of 
Floydada, and prescribing a penal­
ty.

Be it Ordained by the City Coun­
cil of the City of Floydada, Texas:

Section 1. That any person. Firm 
or corporation, operating as a Pub­
lic Service or Utility Company in 
the City of Floydada, desiring to 
erect, maintain, establish, construct 
or operate, any service line, or any 
addition or extension to any such 
service line already existent, in, on, 
under or above, any Street, Alley,

! or Public Ground of the City of 
Floydada, shall, before entering 
upon the construction of such line, 
or addition to any line already es­
tablished, make application in writ­
ing to the City Council of said City 
for a permit to construct and main­
tain such line or lines.

Section 2. Said application shall 
set out in detail all Streets, Alleys 
and Public Grounds intended to be 
traversed by such line or lines, the 
point of beginning on each such 
Street, Alley or Public Ground, and 
the distance and course each of 
such lines 'shall traverse same, and 
said application shall be accompani­
ed by plans of construction and es­
timate of costs.

Section 3. If such application 
shows a sufficient necessity for such 
construction, and it appears from 
lame that the public interest will be 
properly safeguarded in the con­
struction and maintenance of such 
proposed line or lines, the City 
Council, acting thru the City Sec­
retary, shall immediately grant a 
permit for the establishment, con­
struction and maintenance of such 
proposed line or lines, conditioned 
that the physical location of same 
shall be determined or approved 
by the City Engineer, and that, 
such line or lines when completed 
shall be inspected and approved by 
said City Engineer, before same 
shall be placed in service as a part 

I of the plant of such Public Service 
j Company. •
I  Section 4. If it shall not satis- 
¡•factorily appear to the City Secre- 
I tary from a reading of such appli- 
, cation that there is a sufficient 
necessity for such maintenance and 
construction, or that the public in- 

I terest is properly safeguarded by 
I it’s provisions, his action thereon 
I  may be withheld, and said applica- 
I tion referred to the City Council in 
I  regular or called session for a hear- 
1 ing on it’s merits, after which hear- 
I ing the Council may take such ac- 
! tion on said application as is neces- 
; sary and proper for the public wel­
fare.

Section 5. Every such application 
j shall be accompanied by a tender of 
, payment for the services of the City 
Engineer in the premises, the cost 
of such services in no instance to 
exceed ten per cent of the cost of 
such construction, and unless such 
application is accompanied by such 
tender it shall not be considered or 
permit thereunder granted by eith­
er the City Secretary or the City 
Council.

Section 6. That any person vio­
lating any of the provisions of this 
ordinance shall, upon conviction, 
be fined in any sum not exceeding 
$100.00; and each and every day 

I  that the provisions of this ordi- 
I nance are violated shall constitute 
I  a separate and distinct offense.
' That, in addition to the said penal­
ty herein provided for, the-right is 
hereby conferred and extended un­
to any property owner owning prop- 

I erty in any district, where such 
property owner’s rights may be af- 

I fected or invaded by a violation of 
I  the terms of this ordinance to bring 
( suit in such court or courts having 
jurisdiction thereof and obtain such 
remedies as may be available.

Section 7. This Ordinance shall 
be in full force and effect from and 
after the date of its passage and 
approval.

English Costumes in Queen Eliza­
beth’s Time.

By Pattye Looper 
With the coming of Elizabeth, 

the styles of England suffered a 
radical change. The grace and 
simple elegance of The middle ages 
seem to have been completely lost, 
while dress became a matter of or­
namental detail of every descrip­
tion, rather than a dignified ensem­
ble.

Small mirrors were carried around 
and were often inset on round feath­
er fans. Gloves were elaborately 
embroidered and perfumed. Silk 
stockings were worn by Queen Eliz­
abeth in 1560, and worsted hose 
were made in 1564. Shoes v/ere 
narrow, with thick corked soles and 
high heels.

Headdresses of some kind had 
been prevalent until this time, when 
women began going bareheaded. 
The coiffures were very elaborate, 
often netted with gold and pearls. 
Among the kinds of headdresses 
worn, was a hat with the brim curv­
ing in on the brow, sometimes worn 
over a small tight cap, or witE the
