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Erecting Rock Cross 
Ends In Near Tragedy

Erecting a white rcxsk cross on 
the hillside of the John Knight 
Jand south of Stratford as a 
CYF project of the young peo­
ple of the First Christian 
Church ended in a near tragedy 
for six girls Sunday afternoon.

The CYF young people had 
.been working on the project of 
forming a cross on the hillside 
made of white rocks since 2:00 
p. m. Sunday. About 3:30 a 
rock rolled against the hand of 
Donna Boner while she was 
placing a rock on the cross. She 
jerked ."her hand away which re­
sulted in a laceration on the 
underneath side of a forefing­
er which severed an artery. 
Blood s_purted. Cleo Aduddell 
attempted to bandage the finger 
to stop the flow of blood.

Jonna Knight, Louise , Stone 
and Donna Boner jumped into 
-the seat of the Knight pickup, 
and Beverly Bolster, Sherill 
Collins and Connie Darrison 
leaped into the rear of the pick­
up.

Jonna Knight, probably driv­
ing faster than she realized in 
her excitement, learned as she 
drove down the side of the hill 
that the brakes would not hold 
just as she approached the deep 
bar ditch of a road which loom­
ed in their path.

According to the girls, the 
4ront wheels of the pickup drop­
ped into the bar ditch and then 
the vehicle jui^-ped. Beverly 
Bolster, sitting near the tail 
gate, went out as the vehicle 
leaped across the road and 
bounced two or three times be­
fore the frame broke, allowing it 
to fold up with the other five 
girls riding it to a stop.

Other young people of the 
group picked up the injured 
girls and brought them to 
Stratford.

Jonna Knight is expected to 
be in St. Anthony’s Hospital for 
about four days. A bone spe­
cialist performed an opération 
on her left ankle Tuesday morn­
ing and placed screws in the 
bones chipped off at the joint. 
Other than for being sore and 
stiff she was reported to be get­
ting along nicely Wednesday 
morning. She is the 17-year 
old daughter of Mr. and Mrs. 
John Knight.

Donna Boner, 17-year old 
■daughter ôf Mr. and Mrs. D. W. 
Boner, sustained the original 
injury which caused all the ex­
citement, and has perhaps the 
most permanent injuries of the 
 ̂group. Fodr of her upper teeth 
and one lower tooth was chip­
ped. She has a lacerated fore­
finger on her left hand and a 
:smail laceration below one knee 
which required several sutures 
to close the wounds. She re 
ceived the chipped teeth and the 
laceratioon below her knee while 
being rushed to Stratford for 
treatment.

Louise Stone, 16-year old 
daughter of Mrs. Bess Stone, 
was sitting in the front seat 
of the pickup between Jonna 
Knight and Donna Boner, and 
escaped -without even a scratch 
but cœnplalned of a stiff neck 
Monday morning.

Beverly Bolster, 16-year old 
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Robert 
Bolster, sustained numerous 
bruises and contusions. She 
was sitting in the back of the 
pickup and was thrown out of 
the vehicle when it struck the 
first ditch.

Connie Garrison, 15-year old 
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Bill 
Garrison, has a black left eye 
and cheek, and sustained sev­
eral bruises and a slight back 
injury.

Sherrill Collins, 14-year old 
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Cur­
tis Collins, has a bruised fore-

Task Force For Taxes

Gov. Price Daniel has nam­
ed a 19-member committee to 
study Texas tax problems and 
recommend a plan for raising 
some $350,000,000 for the next 
two years.

All the 19 appointees are in 
positions causing them to have 
a strong interest in seeing suf­
ficient money raised for coming 
state appropriations. They in­
clude the chairmen of the gov­
erning boards ot the state’s edu­
cational, welfare and hospital 
systems and officials of a num­
ber of school-connected associa­
tions.

Their report is to be ready 
prior to July 10, opening date of 
the special legislative session. 
What’s In A Name

Pro-sales tax legislators de­
clare that Governor Daniel is 
merely calling “a rose by anoth­
er name” in his labeling of 
what is and what is not a sales 
tax.

Sen. Wardlow Lane and four 
House members presented “their 
side of the story” in a formal 
answer to the governor’s report 
to the people on the regular ses­
sion failure to pass a tax bill.

Any $350,000,000 tax program, 
including the governor’s, will 
have to run heavily to sales 
taxes, whatever they’re called, 
said the lawmakers. They re­
commended ‘̂telling the truth a- 
bout it” .

Governor Daniel announced 
he had received a hea-^ volume

of mail since his talk, with the 
sentiment running 6-to-l in fa­
vor of his program.

Several legislators said this 
was contrary to the way their 
mail was running.
'Troubles All Over

To make matters worse. 
Comptroller Robert S. Calvert 
reported that some of Texas’ 
prime sources of tax revenue 
seems to be dwindling.

Oil production taxes for the 
nine months ending May 31 
were $92,110,769, down by $3,- 
000,000 from the same period a 
year ago and down $12,000,000 
from the year before that.

Gasoline taxes, which have 
spiraled up at about 5 per cent 
a year, have hit a slow down. 
They are expected to be about 
$129^00,0|()0. This is identi­
cal to the same nine months 
period of a year ago.

Corporation franchise taxes 
were also down to $51,542,964 for 
this year, a drop of about 
$7,000,000 from last year.

One bright spot was in “sin 
taxes”. Cigarette taxes brought 
in $7,821,931 during May com­
pared with $6,310,562 for April. 
Taxes on alcoholic beverages 
(beer, wine and liquor) were up 
from $2,672,947 in April to 
$2,835,650 in May.

But poll taxes were down 
from $2,818,527 in I960, the pres­
idential election year, to only 
$1,827,574 for 1961.

Despite everything, the deficit 
in the state general revenue

fund dropped in May to $78,848,- 
137 from a high of $102,OOQ,()()0 
in April. Hopes are that it will 
go even lower, not to exceed 
$63,000,000 by August 31, the end 
of the fiscal year.
Some Changes Made

Despite the bog-down on tax 
bills, the Legislature did add 
quite a bit to the law of the 
land in its recent session. Among 
noteworthy changes:

1. Old age pensioners, begin­
ning next January 1, can receive 
help with their hospital, doctor 
and nursing home expenses. .̂ \.ny 
state-licensed hospital or nurs­
ing home will be eligible for 
participation in the program.

2. Filing fee for candidates for 
statewide office will be $1,000. 
Previous fee for candidate in 
special statewide elections was 
$50. This brought out 71 can­
didates in the recent special 
senatorial race.

3. Persons who refuse to hang 
up when a party telephone line 
is needed for an emergency call 
will be subject to'fine. Notice 
will be printed in this year’s new 
telephone directories.

“2385 Advocating Overthrow 
Of Government

Whoever knowingly or will­
fully advocates, abets, advises or 
teaches, the duty, necessity, de­
sirability, or propriety of over­
throwing or destroying the gov­
ernment of the United States or 
the government of any State, 
Territory, District or Possession 
thereof, or the government of 
any political subdivision therein, 
by force or violence, or by the 
assassination of any officer of 
any such government; or

Whoever, with intent to cause 
the overthrow or destruction of 
any such government, prints, 
publishes, edits, issues, circu­
lates, sells, distributes, or pub­
licly displays any written or 
printed matter advocating, ad­
vising, or teaching the duty, 
necessity, desirability, or pro­
priety of overthrowing or de­
stroying any government in the 
United Sta:^s by force or vio­
lence, or attempts to do so; or

Whoever organizes or helps or 
attempts to organize any society, 
group, or assembly of persons 
who teach, advocate, or encour­
age the overthrow or destruc­
tion of any such government by 
force or violence; or becomes or 
is a member of, or affiliates 
with, any such society, group, 
or assembly of persons, knowing 
the purposes thereof—

This law is called the Smith 
Act because its author Is the 
Honorable Howard W. Smith, 
Congressman from the 8th Dis­
trict of Virginia. This District 
partially borders the District of 
Columbia. Congressman How­
ard Smith has a long and dis­
tinguished record in the fight 
against Communism and the 
preservation of the basic Amer­
ican concepts and principles. He 
is the same Howard Smith who 
is the Chairman of the Rules 
Committee, which has been in 
the news so much since the first 
of the year. He is also the 
author of H.R. 3, a bill that 
would be most helpful in pre­
venting the Federal government 
from pre-empting the sovereign 
rights and powers of the several 
States.

The Smith Act was passed 
June 25, 1948. It has been the 
subject of violent attacks on 
numerous occasions since then, 
one of\ the most recent being the 
case of Junius Irving Scales vs.

United States of America, which 
was decided by the Supreme 
Court on June 5, 1961. In that, 
case the constitutionality of the 
Smith Act was upheld and the 
conviction of Scales, who was 
sentenced to serve six years in 
prison for being a “member” of 
the Communist Party, was af­
firmed. The majority opinion 
in this cause provides a thor­
ough discussion of the points at 
issue, as do the several dissent­
ing opinions filed. The result is.

1 n m y  ̂ o p i n i o n ,  
a r a t h e r  encourag­
ing clarification of what can 
and what cannot be done under 
present law. This is quite 
healthy from a law standpoint, 
because the opinions in this case 
and other associated cases make 
it possible for the law enforce­
ment agencies to have a clear 
picture of the evidence neces­
sary to sustain a conviction un­
der present law.

The difficulty in the past has 
been the cloudiness of the situa­
tion in the minds of law en­
forcement officers. Most law 
enforcement officers ask only 
for proper guidelines in uphold­
ing the law. These recent 
cases can provide those,guide­
lines. In my opinion these de­
cisions will constitute a land­
mark in the battle against Com­
munism. There is a bright fu­
ture for thè successful prose­
cution and imprisonment of 
Communists and fellow travel­
ers.

How can we hope to defeat 
communism when we do noth­
ing except criticize those who 
are fighting it? The important 
issue is not the worth of the

Fishermen Lie?
Not To Pattern 
Biologists Find

Are fishermen predictable?
Do they lie in a particular 

pattern? These are two big 
questions confronting biologists 
on the Texas coast.

In the constant effort to 
check fishing potentials against 
actual harvest, Game and Pish

Commission biologists conduct 
creel censuses throughout the 
year.

They’ll check a fisherman at 
his boat and ask him how many 
fish he caught. Then perhaps 
a few hours later they will run 
into the same fisherman again, 
perhaps this time on the docks 
or in some other location.

Again, they’ll ask him how 
many fish he caught and their

sizes. Invariably they get a dif­
ferent answer.

“We can pretty well predict 
the fish, after taking net sam­
ples and applying . ordinary 
math”, says Howard Lee, direc­
tor of the Rockport Marine 
Laboratory. “Now our big prob­
lem is to learn the pattern of 
fish stories. If we can ever 
figure that out, then we can 
correlate rather accurately.
