Texas Independence Day

In view of some recent de-
velopments in a (ar-off land in
connection with a question ask-
ed by an Indonesian of our At-
torney General, the Honorable
Robert Kennedy, it appeared to
me that a little light should be
thrown on the subject. It is
especially appropriate at this
time, since March 2 was Texas
Independence Day, and one of
the great days in the history of

mankind in his fight for free-
dom and independence. I do
not know the exact words used
between the Attorney General
and the Indonesian student, but
it was the general understand-
ing from reports of the tran-
saction that the Mexican War
was a war of aggression on the
part of this country against
Mexico in which the land area
presently constituting the
State of Texas was the grand
prize. Whether or not this was
the actual subject matter of
the discussion between the two,
I do not know, but correct or
incorrect, it was the impression
in the minds of those who, read
accounts of the statements.
Hence, in order to clarify the
situation and to redeem any lost
prestige suffered by this coun-
try, the Attorney General, Tex-
as, or Mexico, I think it would
be well to look to the true facts.

The revolution in Texas pre-
ceded the Mexican War by some
eleven years. According to Ste-
phen F. Austin, this revolution
was a stand against military
dictatorship. @ The aim in the
beginning was not independence
from Mexico. On November 7,
1835, it was declared by the
colonists in a consultation at
San Felipe de Austin that they
had “Taken up arms in defense
of the Federal Constitution of
Mexico in 1824”. It was not
until the Alamo was under bom-
bardment on March 2, 1836, that
a convention of colonists held

at Washington-on-Brazos de-
clared the independence of
Texas. :

The Mexican War was actual-
ly preécipitated by the annexa-

tion of Texas in 1846. Mexi-
co broke off diplomatic rela-
tions with the United States

immediately after the admission
of Texas and the 28th State of
the Union on December 29,
1845. The first encounter was
at Palo Alto near Brownsville
May 8, 1846. Another engage-
ment was fought at Resaca de
la Palma on the following day.
The Mexican forces then with-
drew into Mexico proper and no
other battles were fought north
of the Rio Grande. In the first
instance, General Zachary Tay-
seize

Mexicans, and it was after the
border clash that the TUnited
States declared war on May 13,
1646. Ten days later Mexico
declared war on the TUnited
States. Generals Winfield
Scott and Zachary Taylor mov-
ed rapidly to Mexico City and
it fell on September 14, 1847.
The Treaty of Guadalupe Hi-
dalgo was signed on February 2,
1848. Mexico relinquished any
claim to Texas, including the
area below the Nueces. It ced-
ed to the United States that part
of the present United States
west of Texas and the Louisiana
Purchase and south of Oregon.

However, the United States paid

It must be kept in mind that
all of this transaction took
place twelve years subsequent
to the declaration of indepen-
dence by the valiant men of
Texas gathered at Washington-
on-Brazos on March 2, 1336.
It was after the successful con-
clusion of the revolution as it
developed after March 2 that
brought complete freedom and

States.

Although independence was
not declared until March 2,
1836, it seems to me that the

fight for independence by Texas
began on February 23 when few-
er than 200 men entered the
Alamo on February 23 at the ap-
proach of a Mexican army num-
bering 3,000. . It was then that
the siege began which lasted
until March 6, 1836, ending
when the walls were stormed by
the overpowering numbers - of
Mexican troops and the defen-
ders were slaughtered to the last
man.
So very much could be = writ-
ten about the honor and glory,
of those stalwart patriots at the
Alamo that the space within
this newsletter would be wholly
insufficient to even pay surface
treatment to the subject. How-
ever, I would commend to those
interested in the true history of
our fight for freedom the read-
ing and re-reading of the early
history. Few
of the

the Alamo for sheer bravery,
honor, self-sacrifice, devotion to
duty, and dedication to the free-
dom of the individual, and cer-
tainly none can surpass it. It
was all summed up'on February
24, 1836. The previous day
Santa Anna had hoisted a blood-
red flag, meaning “No quarter”.

Fellow citizens and compa-
triots, I am besieged by a thou-
sand or more of the Mexicans
under -Santa. Anna — I have sus-
tained a continual bombard-
ment and cannonade for 24

hours and have not lost a man —
