Last week Libyan leader Col.
Moammar Khadafy threatened to
send suicide squads that “will oper-
ate on the streets of America” in the
event of a US. attack.

Threats and counterthreats have
flown since the United States ac-
cused Libya of aiding the terrorists

who launched grenade
and attacks Dec. 27
on passengers in Rome and Vien-
na airports.

Among those killed in the assaults
directed at the check-in counters of
Israel’s El Al airline were five Ameri-
cans and four terrorists. More than
120 people were wounded.

Efforts to reach Saudi officials to
verify the Libyan reports were not
immediately successful, and the offi-
cial radio and news agency were is-
suing no such reports. Saudi Arabia
is one of the United States’ closest
allies in the Arab world.

Libyan television, monitored in
London, said King Fahd telephoned
Khadafy on Monday and “stressed
that the Saudi position in the same

WASHINGTON The Internal
Revenue Service, so plagued with
problems last year that an esti
mated 100 million telephone calls
went unanswered, is promising
improvement this year: more
lines, more workers and less
crankiness

By mid-March, the IRS will be
able to tell you by phone whether
your return has been received. If
you call with a question about a
deduction, the agency promises a
better effort to give you the right
answer. And while there are no
guarantees, IRS officials are pre
dicting no repeat of last year's
massive backlog in processing
returns

“I think 1986 will be a substan
tially different processing year
substantially better, much more
like a normal processing year
Fred Perdue, director of returns
processing, told reporters
Monday

He said the IRS has expanded
computer capacity and stepped
up worker training in the 10 re
gional service centers, where an
estimated 103.8 million individual
returns are expected to be pro
cessed this year. It was a new
computer system in those centers
that created most of the process
ing backlog last year and delayed

IRS officials are spending a
considerable amount of time apol
ogizing to taxpayers for the trou
bles last year admittedly the
worst year in the agency's history

and promising every effort to

In some IRS offices, employees
were s0 hard-pressed to eliminate
processing backlogs that thou
sands of pieces of taxpayer corre
spondence were destroyed pre
maturely. In a few isolated cases

The processing problems
backed up other IRS work and
telephone lines were clogged as
taxpayers wondered if their re-
turns had been lost and whether
they should file again. The agen
cy answered almost 42 million
telephone calls. But, according to
Rep. Byron L. Dorgan, D-N.D,, a
member of the House Ways and
Means Committee, which is inves
tigating IRS problems, more than
100 million calls got busy signals
Oor no answer

The telephone system has been
improved for this year's filing
season, said Phil Russo, assistant
IRS director for taxpayer
services

In our toll-free operation
we've increased our telephone
lines up to roughly 3,400 and in
creased our staffing by approxi
mately the same amount,” by
about 28 percent during the peak
period, Russo said. “We hope this
increased capacity will allow tax
payers to get into the system and
get their questions answered

By mid-March, he said, a person
will be able to call an IRS taxpay
er-service worker and determine
if his or her tax return has been
received. The agency is doubling
the number of computer-connect
ed lines on which taxpayers may
determine the status of their
refunds

With improved processing, Rus
so said, the IRS expects a decline
in telephone calls. “Last year, ear
ly on, our volume in telephone l
operations had increased signifi- |
cantly over the previous four or

five years,” he said. “This year
it's back on a normal cycle
Officials said the agency also

will try harder to make sure the
answers they give to taxpayers
about how to fill out their returns |
are correct. But that won't be |
enough, Russo said

sure that anybody and everybody

But the gas chambers were for the
weak and the useless; as a young
man, Oran had value for the Nazis
He was put to work.

“I was picking up bodies,” he said

Even among those allowed to live
and contribute their slave labor to
the Nazi war effort, there was a high
rate of attrition. Oran’s job was to
collect the bodies where they fell,
put them on a wagon and push them
to a central location, from whence
they could be trucked to the ovens

“People fell like flies,” Oran said
grimly. “It was a steady job.”

Oran said he performed another
function for the Nazis — he was cas
trated as part of a medical experi
ment conducted by Dr. Josef Men
gele, the so-called “Angel of Death
who was declared dead in Brazil last
year after evading Nazi-hunters for
decades

Oran saw Mengele “on many occa
sions. He never talked to us,~ but
was present when Oran was castrat
ed. Not present, at least not in suffi
cient quantities, was an anesthetic

‘When they cut in the flesh..you
screamed, you could feel it,” Oran
said calmly. “Three days later, we
were sent back to work

Despite losing his entire family
and being robbed of the chance for a
future family of his own, Oran deter
mined that he would live through
the horror

I have to survive,” he told him
self. “I have to tell what happened

Now, in 1988, “I'm living up to the
promise that | made in 1942

made his way to America, settling in

“I'm kind of concerned about the
bigotry that's going on in this coun-
try,” he said, citing the Order, the
Ku Klux Klan and the American
Nazi Party as examples of forces
which could eventually bring about
an American Reich

‘Those people would be capable of
doing the same things. It could hap-
pen here,” he said. “1 want no one to
go through what I went through.”

Oran noted that increased anti-
Semitism has been reported among
economically distressed farmers,
troubled people who may be vulner-
able to those who preach racial ha-
tred and ethnic purity

‘They're preying on their misery,”
Oran said. “People going through
hard times will grasp at it..will be
lieve it.'

Though he was attracted to Ameri
ca by its democratic institutions,
Oran warns that the price of democ
racy is vigilance against those who
would corrupt it

“‘They had democracy and free
dom of speech in Germany when
Hitler slid in preaching hate,™ he
said. “If we have here a depression,
they’'ll find a scapegoat

Though Oran generally supports
President Reagan, he thinks the pre
sident’'s decision to mark the 40th
anniversary of the war’s end by visit
ing a German military cemetery was
a mistake

Oran objects to the idea of putting
the Nazl episode behind us, as
though it were finished.

Judge rules against homeowner
in first of more than 40 title cases

DALLAS (AP) A judge has ruled
against a homeowner in the first
case involving more than 40 people
who claim they were tricked out of
the titles to their homes

Lawyers and others connected
with the case say the ruling by US
Bankruptcy Judge Robert McGuire
could be a sign of how the rest of the
cases will turn out

The homeowners claim the titles
to their homes were taken fraudu
lently by J&J Planning Services
whose two owners have been sen
tenced to prison

In the case handed down by
McGuire on Dec. 24, Robert Garner
said he believed he was signing pa
pers that listed his house as collater
al for a $10,000 loan

Instead, he signed a title convey
ing the home to John Gorman, one
of the owners of J&J Planning

More than 40 residents contend
that Gorman and his partner, James

Files, acquired their homes without
their knowledge and sold them to
investors, according to the Dallas
Morning News

Like Garner, all the homeowners
said they thought they were secur
ing loans, not selling their homes

Gorman and Files pleaded guilty
in U.S. District Court in August to a
charge of conspiring to submit false
income tax returns to secure more
than $2 million in loans from local
banks. Each received the maximum
five-year prison term

In the bankruptcy case involving
Garner, the judge ruled Garner's
house belonged to First Texas Sav
ings Association, which wound up
holding the note on the house after
it was initially turned over to
Gorman

“The decision was well-reasoned
but grossly inequitable to the ho-
meowners,” said Garner's lawyer, Al-
fred Kaye

“The fact that the Garners lived

there should have put the bank on
notice that there were problems,” he
said

The judge’s decision likely will af
fect the other residents who gave up
title to their homes, said Robert Mot
tern, one of the attorneys involved
in the bankruptcy proceedings of
J&J Planning

J&J filed for Chapter 11 bankrupt
cy protection in July 1984

Another lawyer callerd the judge’s
ruling a “test case.”

Steve McCartin, who represents
First Security Bank and Trust in sub-
urban Coppell, which holds deeds of
trust to many of the homes, said, “If
the banks have good liens on the
houses, then the homeowners are go-
ing to have to make arrangements
with the banks.”

However, Larry Parnass, who rep-
resents several homeowners, said
the Garner decision may not affect
all of them, since each of the cases is
different.

SAN ANTONIO (AP An elderly patient at a Texas

City nursing home died of cancer, a pathologist testi
fied in a murder-by-neglect trial of the company that
yperates the facility

Dr. Paul Radelat, a Houston physician, rejected
laims by prosecution witnesses that Elnora Breed died
{ starvation and overwhelming infection

I believe she died fundamentally from a recurrence
of colon carcinoma,” he said

Radelat was the first witness called by the defense in
the state's murder case against Autumn Hills Convales
ent Centers Inc. and four of its current and former
employees

The defendants are charged with murder in the Nov
20. 1978, death of the 87.vearold Mrs. Breed

She died 47 days after entering an Autumn Hills
home in Texas City

The defense called Radelat after state district Judge
Don Morgan granted a separate trial for former nurs
ing director Cassandra Canlas

Her attorney, Mike Ramsey, said he hoped the state
would not be willing to go through another expensive
trial and would drop charges against Mrs. Canlas, 32

Ramsey sald Mrs. Canlas was granted a separate trial
because much of the evidence presented by the state
concerned periods she was not employed at Autumn
Hills

The prosecution spent nearly three months calling
witnesses who said the nursing home kept Mrs. Breed
on a starvation diet of 600 calories a day

Prosecution experts also said she died of overwhelm
ing infection and suffered several severe bedsores

The prosecution has claimed the presence of bed
sores on Mrs. Breed, a bedfast patient, is indicative of
poor nursing care

But Radelat disagreed

I think they were more an effect of the dying pro
cess rather than a contributing cause of her death,™ he
said

‘1 don"t think nursing care alone can be reasonably
expected to prevent them (bedsores)” he said

Radelat said he believed Mrs. Breed died of cancer
because she had a long history of the disease

Since her third cancer surgery in 1976, medical re
cords showed she had consistently lost weight while
continuing to eat normal amounts of food

NASA says it needs more time
to prepare telescope for launch

SPACE CENTER, Houston (AP)
Launch of a $1.2 billion space tele
scope has been postponed from Au-
gust to October to give additional
time to prepare the powerful astron
omy instrument for its ride into
space aboard shuttle Atlantis, NASA
announced Monday

The launch date for the space tele
scope, the most powerful astronomi-
cal instrument ever bullt for use in
orbit, has been switched from Au-
gust to Oct. 27, according to a state
ment released by the space agency.

An Earth observation shuttle
flight that had been planned for Oc-
tober, has been advanced to Aug. 18,
taking the launch slot that had n
set for the telescope. Officlals said
the Earth observation instruments
will benefit by the earlier launch
date.

Both flights will use the space
shuttle Atlantis.

The announcement said the
change was “to provide additional
contingency time” for delivery and
preparation of the space telescope.
The instrument must be brought by
ship from the Lockheed Missiles and
Space Co. plant in Sunnyvale, Calif.,
through the Panama Canal, to the
Kennedy Space Center in Florida

Though Lockheed “is making satis-
factory progress” for the earlier
launch date, the announcement said
“it was deemed desirable to provide
the added con time to in-
sure that no slips occur in the space
shuttle launch schedule.”

James B. Odom of the Marshall
Space Flight Center, manager of the
telescope project, said launch -
ra was on schedule

HOUSTON (AP) — A Texas Death Row inmate sched
uled to die early Friday for the murder-for-hire of his
wealthy adoptive mother has received a stay of
execution

strangled with panty hose at her posh Houston home

Prosecutors sald DuffSmith paid a man $10,000 to
arrange the slaying

Duff-Smith also was indicted in the 1979 deaths of his

Even while
weighing the more complex
questions of economic warfare,
they can deny landing rights to
Libyan aircraft; boycott the Trip-
oli airport; close Libya's embas
sies, and monitor all bearers of
Libyan passports. But none of
these steps will be imposed with
out American leadership

By repeated deeds and words,
Colonel Khadafy has made Libya
an outlaw state. In London, one
of his “diplomats” murdered,
British policewoman. In Cafro,
his hired gunmen were caught
attempting to kill a Libyan exile
In Mailta, hijackers almost cer
tainly based in Libya were re
sponsible for the death of 60 on
an Egyptian airliner

And last week, in Rome and
Vienna, 19 were killed and more
than 110 wounded in airport
massacres that Libya's official
news agency initially extolled as
“heroic.” A surviving assailant is
said to claim that similar attacks
are planned for Paris and Ma-
drid. In Brussels, police have
seized a cache of weapons meant
to kill more air passengers

Colonel Khadafy now theatens
to kill more Americans “in their
own streets” should the United
States retaliate. He vows perma-
nent war against planes and
ships in the Mediterranean
should any nation do to Libya
what it routinely does to others
— violate its sovereignty

In this, Colonel Khadafy is less
a revolutionary than a throw-
back. For centuries the Barbary
states — Morocco, Algiers, Tunis
and Tripoli — seized ships and
took captives for ransom. Thom-
as Jefferson sent warships to
Tripoli in the early 1800s to foil
this form of state terrorism.
Eventually, maritime nations ap-
proved conventions to make
such piracy a crime punishable
by any state, whatever the flag
of a seized ship.

The same principles now apply
to air travel. Accords requiring
the prosecution and extradition

of air hijackers were adopted in
Tokyo in 1963, in The Hague in
1970 and Montreal in 1971. These
have been reinforced in succes-
sive United Nations declarations,
including the recent Security
Council resolution that unani
mously condemns hostage-taking
and obliges all states to deny
sanctuary to terrorists.

Alas, these assertions of law
lack enforcement mechanisms.
America has thus far found no
response to its repeated appeals
for collective action against
states that shelter hijackers
France, West Germany and even
victimized Italy and Austria con-
demn Colonel Khadafy, but re
main bound to Libya by lucra-
tive trade. It's like paying tribute
money to the latest Barbary pi
rate

Colonel Khadafy's present
weakness makes this capitula-
tion especially frustrating. The
global oil glut dilutes his oil
weapon, and as Libya's earnings
have slumped so has his popular-
ity at home. He has estranged
most of his Arab and African
friends, and even the Soviet
Union has treated him warily
though it provides him weapons

It would cost nothing for Italy
and Austria, whose attempts to
befriend Libya were repaid by
massacre, to join the United
States and Britain in closing Li
bya's embassies. And it would
cost little to blacklist Libyan air
ports and airliners, and to scruti
nize those carrying Libyan pass-
ports Checking suspect
passports has already netted sus-
picious characters in Italy; secu-
rity agencies lag shamefully in
pooling intelligence

There is less hope for stronger
sanctions, like a trade embargo
of the sort already imposed by
the United States, because of
fears that competitors will rush
in to capitalize on the vacuum.
Notwithstanding, the United
States should press for such
sanctions. A few more airport
outrages may finally change Eu-
ropean minds about the price of
appeasement. Only by raising
the costs of outlaw behavior can
the civilized world begin to pre-
vent its spread.

The World Anti-Communist Lea-
gue's current president is retired
Ma). Gen. John Singlaub, whose ties
with the Taiwanese and South Kore-
an governments go back many years
Singlaub was an operative with the
Office of Strategic Services (the
World War II predecessor of the
CIA) in China, where he served as a
liaison officer to Chiang Kaishek.

In the late 1970s, Singlaub com-
manded American troops in South
Korea, until he was forced to retire
after publicly rebuking President
Carter for suggesting the possible
withdrawal of US. troops from the
country

In addition to his success as a fund-
raiser for the contras, Singlaub
maintains his ties to the two Asian
anti-communist governments. Latin
American members of the league
also said it was through Singlaub
that they received invitations to Cau
sa International seminars in South
Korea

The influence of the World Anti

Communist League in El Salvador is
illustrated by the fact that its litera-
ture is in the waiting rooms of su-
preme court justices and in the of-
fices of President Jose Napoleon
Duarte’s advisers.

HIGH-TECH vs. GLOC: After los
ing perhaps 10 pilots and as many
fighter planes in the past three
years, the Air Force has decided to
put high-technology to work on the
high-tech problem believed to have
caused the tragedies.

The villain is GLOC (pronounced
geedock), for “gravity induced loss
of consciousness.” It's what can hap-
pen when a pilot puts a high-perfor-
mance fighter plane through maneu-

In seconds,
gravity forces drive blood from the
brain to the lower extremities, the
pilot blacks out and the plane
crashes

Until now, the only counteraction
techniques have been “grunt and
squeeze,” which is just as primitive
as it sounds. When he feels GLOC
coming on, a pilot grunts, pants and
tenses his abdominal muscles to
keep his blood supply up where he
needs it. Inflatable bags around ab-
domen and legs may be used to help

Now the Air Force has ordered
General Dynamics to develop a solu
tion. As described to our reporter
Jenny Cunningham, a sophisticated
computer would sense the pilot's in
capacity from GLOC and automati-
cally take control of the plane until
the pllot comes to. The Air Force
hopes the new system will be ready
for flight testing by October. If it
pans out, new F-16s will be equipped
with the lifesaving device by early
1988, and those already in the inven
tory could be fitted as well

Libya's fear of attack leads-Islamic group

FEZ, Morocco (AP) — Delegates
from 44 Islamic nations begin a
closed session today to discuss Li-

bya's fear of mmmt::ch by
the United States and and a
heavy agenda of other political, eco-
nomic and social issues.

The Islamic Conference Organiza-
tion’s new -general, Syed
Sharifuddin Pirzada of Pakistan,
opened the conference Monday with
a lﬁech attacking Israel for “lawless
behavior.”

“The Middle East conflict contin-
ues unabated,” he said. “Israel, with
the unquestioning support and un-
limited economic and military assis-
tance of the United States, continues
to pursue its policies of aggression,
expansion, and annexation.”

Pirzada did not mention Libya's
request for pan-Islamic support
against a feared US. or Israeli at-
tack. Both the United States and Is-
rael have accused the Libya of har-
boring renegade Palestinian
terrorist Abu Nidal, said to be re
sponsible for the shooting and gre-
nade attacks Dec. 27 on Rome and
Vienna airports.

Nineteen people, including five
Americans and one Israeli, were
killed in the attacks.

Outgoing conference president
Abdul Karim Iryani, the foreign
minister of South Yemen, charged
that recent movements of U.S. mili-
tary forces in the Mediterranean Sea
were made “in connivance with Is-
rael.” Libya has claimed that at least

40 U S, ships have been mobilized off
its coast, and that Israeli jet fighters
have been stationed on a U.S.
carrier.

The United States has denied both
claims.

The Islamic Conference Organiza-
tion is expected to give Libya the
support it is seeking. However, a
source in the organization's secretar-
fat said the final statement on the
subject probably would “reduce the
level of rhetoric.”

“I think the Islamic countries will
support any Islamic country that has
been threatened, blatantly threaten-
ed,” the source said. He said the or-

ganization would try to sup the

The 238-page paperback says Chou, who died 10 years ago Wednesday
was a shadowboxer who declined to confront Mao facetoface

But it credits him with keeping government going through the chaos
»f the 1966-76 “Great Proletarian Cultural Revolution” and with protect
ng thousands of potential victims of the Red Guards, Mao's youthful
zealots for purging the country of bourgeois influence

‘Chou En-lai, a Profile,” by Percy and Lucy Fang, is packed with new
anecdotes, including Mao's discovery in 1972 that his study was bugged
and the 1927 decision of Chou's wife, later childless, to have an abortion
as they fled Nationalist troops in Canton

The authors are a Chinese couple who have lived and worked abroad
and recently retired from Peking Radio and the weekly Peking Review

The biography, published only in English by the official Foreign Lan
guages Press but available at Chinese bookstores, describes Chou as a
man with a common touch, shaking hands with “untouchables” at the
Chinese Embassy in New Delhi and directing traffic outside the Great

However, it glosses over Chou En-lai's long record of support for Mao's
brand of revolutionary communism and his initial backing for the Cul

It describes him as a “consummate diplomat” and implementer of
policy, and concentrates on his struggle to preserve stability in the 1960s
in a power struggle with leftists led by Mao's wife, Jiang Qing, now

The questions raised about Chou's role in communist China's most
unruly decade underline an official ambivalence in appraising Chou,
premier from 1949 until his death from cancer Jan. 8, 1976

Many senior officials still revere him as their sole protector at a time
when radicals were smashing lives and homes.

There has been some cooperation,
as demonstrated in Italy's assistance
in the recent hijacking of the Achille
Lauro cruise ship. However, even in
that case, Italy angered Washington
by releasing the suspected ringlead-
er and in refusing to allow the hi
jackers to be taken to the United
States

In part, the differences have their
roots in contrasting approaches to
the problems of the region. Most of
the European allies have felt the
United States is too supportive of Is-
rael and not sensitive enougl. to the
problems of the Palestinians

“We do feel the more moderate
parts of the Palestinian community
need to be encouraged” said the
British diplomat, who asked not to
be identified. “We are not very hap-
py with the kind of attitude which
lumps all forms of Palestinians into
one basket, and attributes to even
the more moderate wing of Palestin
ijans outrages perpetrated by
extremists.”

While the Reagan administration
has sought almost from the day it
took office to isolate Khadafy in the
international community, French
President Francois Mitterand met
with the Libyan leader last year, and
top Italian officials also have met
with him recently

The British broke diplomatic rela
tions with Libya in 1984 after a Liby
an diplomat shot and killed a British
policewoman during an anti-Kha-
dafy demonstration. But the British
have not severed economic ties, nor
are they likely to do so

“Our feeling about sanctions is
they are jolly difficult to impose,
they tend to hit at poorer parts of
the community, and they can actual-
ly strengthen the internal economy
of the country being boycotted,” the
British diplomat said

A diplomat from a West European
country, who didn't want either his
name or nationality to be used, sug
gested in an interview that US. pres
sure for sanctions is weakened be
cause the United States maintains a

significant economic interest in

“We In Europe know that Ameri
cans are involved in the exploration
of oll in Libya and this at least gives
an argument to whose who are
against sanctions.” he said. “It would
be difficult for the Libyans to con
tinue their oll exploration at their
present rate without American
assistance.”

The British diplomat said his coun-
try favors “a strong line” against ter
rorism and will coo te in appro

riate American efforts to curb it
ut he also said any response to ter
rorism should be lawful

“In dealing with Irish terrorists,
we g0 to extremes t0 be sure what
we do is lawful that it doesnt go
outside the law.” he sald “We are
very concerned that whatever action
be taken is properly justified.”

Iran: Future shaky without Khomeini?

Once his iron grip on Iran finally
loosens, Ayatollah Ruhollah Khomei
ni will leave behind a country facing
a shaky future under an untested
clergyman newly designated to suc
ceed him, Iran analysts say

The formal selection of Ayatollah
Hussein All Montazeri to take over as
supreme leader when the 85 year-old
revolutionary patriarch dies gives
the Islamic revolution a look of con
tinuity, the analysts acknowledged
in a series of interviews

“But, as with any revolutionary
government, replacing a charismatic
revolutionary leader with one who
lacks that charisma will lead to
many difficulties,” said Shaul Bak
hash, a Washington-based authority
on Iranian politics

Khomeini's departure, the special
ists say, would heat up a simmering
debate in Iran between left and
right, between those favoring cleri
cal leadership and those against, and
between hawks and doves on the

five-yearold war with Iraq

The armed anti-Khomeini resis
tance sees his eventual death as

‘Without the personal supervision
of Khomeini, the ruling elite will fall

president and other sweeping
powers

Montazeri, on the other hand, s
undistinguished as a religious schol
ar and orator, does not stand high
among the Islamic elite, and has it
tle experience in the day-today gov
erning of the Islamic Republic

He will be expected to oversee two
top cleric-politicians — President All
Khamenei and Assembly Speaker All
Akbar Rafsan ~ who have prov
en to be skillful in-fighters In Iran's
revolutionary politics. Montazeri will
also try to master a nation trapped in
costly war, severe economic prob
lems and endless bickering over the
direction the revolution should take

The leftright struggle in Tehran
focuses on demands by more radical
revolutionaries for a major redistri
bution of land to the poor and for
greater nationalization of the econo
my. In recent months Khomeini has
tended to back the conservative cler
gy blocking the leftward shift

On another ideological level, how
ever, Montazeri may tangle with the
traditionalist Islamic hierarchy

Though wary of challenging Kho
meini while he is alive, some of the
half dozen “grand ayatollahs” are
known to disapprove of the institu
tion of Fagih, belleving that Shiite
Islam forbids such direct clerical in
volvement in politics

Toyota raises
U.S. auto prices

TOKYO (AP) — Toyota Motor
Corp., Japan's largest auto maker,

Toyota said last week the contin
ued strength of the Japanese yen
against the U.S. dollar would force it
to hike retail prices.

Toyota makes more than 35 per-

This doesn’t necessarily mean you should jump
into the municipal bond market In order to get a
reasonably high tax-free yield on your investment
you would have to buy municipal bonds due to
mature in a good deal longer than one year or buy
shares of a mutual fund holding long-term munici

That could be risky. When you sell municipal
bonds before their maturity or redeem shares of
that type of mutual fund, you might get more or
less than the price you paid. Assuming you will
need your $100,000 to buy a new home, I'd caution
against taking that risk

You could consider one of the many tax-free
money market mutual funds, which hold short
term municipal debt securities. Unlike most mutu
al funds, the values of shares of money market
mutual funds never change

However, the dividend yields on tax-free money
market mutual funds are low, typically about 5
percent. That wouldnt pay your remt Unless
youre in a very high income tax bracket, you can
do better with much higher yvielding investments
such as one year certificates of deposit

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BIG SPRING (AP) — Teaching
advanced biology to deaf students
can be difficult because many sci-
entific words have no correspond-
ing sign in American Sign Lan-
guage, says biology instructor
Brian Rasmus

He plans to remedy that prob-
lem. An instructor at Southwest
Collegiate Institute for the Deaf,
Rasmus received grants totalling
$13,600 to work on inventing hand
signs for scientific terms

Rasmus is working on the pro
ject with Dr. Donald M. Allen, as
sociate professor of life science at

Institute for the Deaf in Big Spring, is creating sing-language
words to correspond with scientific terms, a communication sorely

the University of Texas of the
Permian Basin. The two received
a $5,000 grant from the University
of Texas at Austin's developmen-
tal department and a $8,600 grant
from Easter Seals.

Under the present system, long
technical words like “photosynth-
esis” must be spelled letter-by-let-
ter with the sign languge alpha-
bet, he said. This is difficult for
the instructor or interpreter to
communicate and difficult for
the deaf student to read

Grant to help low-income
families pay energy bills

AUSTIN — Low-income house-
holds in Midland County may stay a
little warmer this winter thanks to a
$32,860 t from the Texas Depart-
ment of Community Affairs.

West Texas Opportunities, Inc.,
will administer the fund, which will
help eligible families pay their heat-
ing bills the cold winter
months. A portion of the fund will
be set aside to help keep homes cool
during the summer.

The Department of Human Ser-
vices will administer a $7.3 million
block grant from the federal Low
Income Home Energy Assistance
Program in 1986. Of that amount,
$1.92 million will finance the energy
crisis program, through the Texas
Department of Community Affairs.
The remaining $5.2 million is re-
served for a weatherization pro-
gram, which the TDCA also adminis-
ters.

The energy crisis program will
also spend about $1 million this year

in funds leftover from last year's ef-
forts.

“It's a big help,” said TDCA spokes-
man Edmundo Zaragoza. “Unfortu-
nately, we don't have as much mon-
ey as we need.”

This year's budget is down about
$1 million from the cold winter of
1984, he said. Most of the agency's
contractors used up the funds by
April or May.

To be eligible for the program,
families must be at or below 110 per-
cent of the federal poverty income
level. For most of the state, commu-
nity action agencies will administer
the funds on the local level, Zaragoza
said, although a few counties and cit-
fes will act as the go-between.

Third party vendors, such as utili-
ty companies, home fuel suppliers
and retail stores will assist eligible
households. “There’s never any cash
going directly to the client,” Zarago-
za said.

Priority is given to households
with elderly and handicapped resi-
dents.

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- Nelson’s children urge people
not to weep for their father

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Singer Rick Nelson’s children
urged mourners not to weep for the actor who grew up
on “The Adventures of Ozzie and Harriet,” and a family
minister assured them he was safe with God and his
late father.

“I'd like to think God wanted to enliven the halls of
heaven,” the Rev. Frank Parrish told 1,000 relatives,
friends and fans at a memorial service Monday for
Nelson at the Church of the Hills at Forest Lawn Holly-
wood Hills.

“I'd like to think Ozzie was there waiting for him,”
said Parrish, who then referred to one of the entertain-
er's hit songs. “I'd like to see him as a travelin’ man
walking through the corridors of heaven.”

Nelson, 45, died in a fiery New Year's Eve plane crash
in Texas.

The singer’s daughter, sons and brother recalled
cherished moments with him, and President Reagan
sent of telegram of condolence.

“Nancy and I are deeply saddened by Rick’s tragic
death,” Reagan said in a message to Harriet Nelson, 71
She entered the 275seat chapel through a rear door
and didn't speak during the 45-minute service

“Rick would have liked this telegram,” David Nel-
son, 49, said in a quavering voice before reading it to
the mourners. Reminiscing about childhood days, he
recalled the two playing hide-and-seek with their late
father

“At the end of the day, Dad would kneel between us
and put one hand on Ricky's chest and the other on
mine and we'd sing the Lord’s Prayer,” he said

Approximately 700 fans and friends heard the service
over loudspeakers outside the church on the grounds at
Forest Lawn Hollywood Hills, where Ozzie Nelson was
interred a decade ago.

“Dad wouldn’t want anybody to be sad, so stop crying
over there,” said Nelson's teen-age son, Matthew, be
fore he and his twin brother, Gunnar, sang “Easy to be
Free,” one of Nelson's favorite tunes

“Pop wouldn’t want you to be sad,” said daughter
Tracy Nelson, 22, who said her father had grace, gen
tleness and sincerity. Nelson's fourth child, Sam, 11
read an American Indian poem

Mourners included Angie Dickinson, Connie Ste
vens, Melissa Gilbert and actor Don DeFore, who
played the Nelsons' neighbor Thorny on the television
show that ran from 19852 to 1966

“This was a very large turnout, like the funerals for
