ANDREWS, Texas (AP) — A sus­
tained drop Id oil prices could dra­
matically decrease drilling and pro­
duction in this oil-rich area, 
triggering unemployment, business 
downturns and boosts in local taxes, 
community leaders say

A drop In oil prices spells econom 
ic trouble to this West Texas commu 
nlty. which bills itself as The OH 
Capitol of the World.' local officials 
said

' OH is everything In the world to 
us here,'■ said James Roberta, pub­
lisher of the Andrews County News

Andrews County ranks No 3 In 
crude oil production among Texas 
254 counties, producing about 40 mil 
Hon barrels a year

Poos said a Common Market arms 
embargo would signal Khadafy that 
“we are very strongly against Libya’s 
position on terrorism "

Last week. Dutch Foreign Minister 
Hans van den Broek also said he saw 
little chance the Common Market 
would adopt Joint sanctions against 
Libya. The Netherlands holds the ro­
tating presidency of the Common 
Market's CouncU of Ministers. IU 
main policy making body 

Of the 12 Cooimoa Market nations. 
Italy and West Germany have the 
most lucrative trade with Libya, and 
both are major importers of Libyan 
oU.

The Common Market as a whole 
did about 112 bUlion In trade with

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Hatch bolt delays Challenger's launch
CAPE CANAS'ERAl.. FU (.\Pl -  

Shuttle (Tiallenger s launch to carry 
teacher Cbiista McAullffe and her 
six crewmates to a schoolbouse in 
space was delayed today by a balky 
hatch bolt that generated what ap 
peered to be a comedy of errors on 
the pad

The flight had already been 
pushed back from Saturday because 
of a fickle weather forecast 

Today’s probiems started about an 
hour before the planned 9-97 a m 
EST liftoff time when microswltchea 
fsHed to confirm that the batch had 
closed properly An engineer 
climbed Loto the cabin to verify that 
the door would shut 

'Then technicians were unable to 
remove the hatch handle because of

a froien” bolt that could not be re 
moved They called for a drHI and a 
hacksaw, but only a drUI was sent 
and It took 9B minutes to reach the 
pad

When the technk-tans tried to use 
the drill, it wouldn’t work because 
the battery w u dead Ten minutes 
later, the hacksaw and a second drHI 
with a spare battery pack arrived, 
but the bolt was so bard It chewed 
up the drUl bit and the handle was 
finally removed with the hacksaw

Because of the delay, the ship’s 
guidance platform had to be re  
aligned, an hourlong task, delaying 
the launch untU at least 1X07 p.m, 
NASA said The launch window 
cloaea today at 12:37 p.m but could 
be extended perhaps half an hour

WhHe the problem was being re 
solved winds strengthened and were 
blowing at IS knots on the runway 
where the shuttle would land In case 
of an emergency shortly after liftoff 
NASA said this was a marginal con 
dition and was watching It cloaaiy

The astronauts were awakened on 
schedule and after breakfast and 
brief physical exams they boarded 
the shuttle shortly before 8 a m One 
member of the launch pad crew w u 
wealing a morur boai^ with taasle 
u  he greeted Mrs McAullffe

The launch is the first from a sec 
ond shuttle launch pad here, giving 
NASA greater flexibility in a year in 
which It h u  scheduled a record 15 
flights

Among those here to observe Ms 
McAullffe s launching u  the first or 
dlnary citlxen In space were more 
than 600 educators and 4.000 stu 
dentt from around the country, her 
lawyer husband. Stave, and their 
two chUdren, Scott. 9. and Caroline. 
6. and Gov John H. Sununu of New 
Hampshire, her home state

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Khadafy doesn't confront U.S. ships
TRIPOLI. Libya (AP) — Col Moam- 

mar Khadafy, who apod off In a mla- 
aUe^qoIppod patrol boat vowing to 
confront UJS. warahlpe In the 1 1 ^  
torranoan, waa ahown on atata tetovt 
alon returning to the Mlaurata naval 
base houra later.

There waa no Indication that Kha­
dafy had met ahlpa of the UA. 0th 
Fleet conducting manuevera off hla 
North African Arab country. On Sat­
urday, he had arranged to have a 
group of forMm reporters flown 125 
mllea from 'MpoU to Mlaurata to 
watch hhn set off.

Sporting an admiral's c u ,  the rad­
ical leader boarded the m04on pa­
trol boat, telling the Journalists he 
would sail 300 miles to Benghazi at 
the eastern side of the Gulf of Sidra 
to “prove to the Americana that we 
are there.”

But film broadcast by state televi­
sion the next day showed Khadafy 
cheered by Libyan sailors as be 
stepped back ashore at Mhurata lat­
er Saturday.

A Western ambassador in Tripoli, 
speaking to reporters on condition

of anonymity, said. “Like he often 
does, Khadafy probably Intended his

Cu e  of sailing out to confront the 
Fleet to be taken symbolically 
rather than literally.”

T o  him, the symbol he exhibits to 
his people Is more Important than 
the reality of his action,” the diplo­
mat said.

Khadafy told reporters he was "de­
claring a new confrontation” with 
the United States over Libya’s right 
to bar the 8th Fleet from Libya’s con- 
Unantal shelf zone stretching across 
the central Mediterranean from the 
Greek Island of Crete to the Italian 
island of Lampedusa.

The United States and all other 
Western powers have refused to rec­
ognize Khadafy’s claim to terroritor- 
ial waters outside the traditional 12- 
mlle limit On Friday, the UA. 8th 
Fleet announced it would conduct 
naval air exercises off Libya, Includ­
ing the Gulf of Sidra that Khadafy 
had said he would cross.

There was no indication whether 
any vessel of the 8th Fleet was in the

area, and Khadafy did not indicate 
what he would do If he met one. 
Reporters in Mlsuratt last saw him 
procswding at full speed northeast 
into the gulf on the iMidM of the 
patrol boat, escorted by a aster ship.

Khadafy has said that he put all 
his armed forces on “total alert” in 
response to the 8th Fleet maneuvers, 
but thus far little unusual activity 
has been seen on Libyan mlUtary 
bases. No Incidents have been re­
ported so far between Libyan and 
American aircraft 

In similar exercises In 1061, UA. 
fighters shot down two Libyan

Elanes, leading the two countries to 
reak off diplomatic relations. 
Relations have grown worse since 

President Reagan banned UA. com­
mercial ties with Libya, charging It 
supported Palestinian terrorists re­
sponsible for Dec. 27 airport attacks 
in Rome and Vienna that left 20 peo­
ple dead, including five Americans.

On Sunday, bundieds of Libyan 
political scirace students chanting 
“Down, down UAA.!" massed out­
side the Belgian Embassy In TiipoU,

whkh repraaents American I n t e i ^  
tat the country.

The United States and Uby* have 
no direct diptanatlc rolatloiis. The 
old UA. Embassy, In Trtoott’s Dahra 
section, has been doesd since 1961, 
and now flies the Belgian flag.

Before the demonstration, the stu­
dents met for two hours with West­
ern reporters In a claasromn at Trip­
oli U n lv e r^  and discussed what 
the students termed “American im­
p e r i a l  threats.”

“The Libyan people are ready for 
death,” student leader Ahmed el- 
HadL 22, told reporters. "We are pre­
pared to fight back against Ameri­
can aggression even though we 
know America Is a superpower.”

Khadafy has said Libyan suicide 
•quads would be let loose In UA. cit­
ies If Reagan mounts a retaliatory 
attack for the airport maaaacres. The 
Greek left-wing weekly Sunday Na­
tion also quoted him as saying that 
Libya wotud “atuck American bases 
In ail of Europe and » the Medlterra- 
oean region.’’

"We don’t want him to be burled 
on potter's row,” Adams said. "If you 
had a young boy, wouldn’t you want 
him uken care of?”

The boy will be burled In a plot In 
Chester with the service at the Unit­
ed Methodist Church, said pastor 
Jean Samuelson.

"No one la anonymous In this little 
town." she said of the town of 435 
“They feel this could be anybodv's 
grandchild or child.”

The Rev Russell Winkler hopes 
the service will ease some pain 

"Even If he died without dignity, 
he's going to have dignity when he's

The grim fact, however. Is these

81. a heavily 
traveled road

Clad in blue ztppered sleeper paja 
mas with white foot pads, tbe boy 
was lying on his back with hla left 
band on hts stomach He was about 
12 feet off tbe road, police said 

Hla frozen body waa spotted by 
Charles Kleveland, a Chester service 
station owner He said be first 
thought It was a big doll or manne­
quin He called police rather than 
approach closer

At least five Nebraska schools 
have tbe panther nickname, but 
Werner said be didn’t think the boy 
w u from tbe area

Werner also said though It's “not 
outside the realm of tbe poasiblUty " 
the boy was kidnapped, there arc no 
mtaalng children reports matching 
bis description

' Rational people might conclude 
the parenu were In some way Invol­
ved.'’ he added

Werner tald the best tip has come 
from Sidney — on the far western 
edge of Nebraska — of a Spanlah- 
speaklng man and two women, one 
of whom was carrying a young boy 
in blue sleeper pajamas, seen Dm  11 
There were other reports of that 
group beading eait on UA. 80. but no 
one spotted them near Chester, Wer 
ner said

Another report cited two boys 
traveling on i  nus that stops In Ches­
ter About a dozen people traveling 
that bus route in tbe days before 
Christmas came forward, but no one 
could positively Identify tbe boy,

Authorities have also been In 
touch with police m about 30 states 
from Maryland to California, tome

“We’re seeing younger people 
and ladlu In law enforcement, 
and minorities, too," be says. 
"People who have been dedicated 
to law enforcenMnt have made 
that possible.”

According to Wicker, part of 
the Improvement In law enforce- 
ntent la due to Supreme Conrt de­
cisions made during the Earl 
Warren era. Paace offlcert often 
complain about rulings such u  
thoaa requlrlni officers to reed a 
suspect nls rights and otaaarve 
strm  rulaa regarding searchu 
and selsurm. But by making tbe 
policem an’s Job barilar, the 
court’s deelsloas have spasnied a 
generation of b ^ te r-tra ln ed , 
more sophlstlcatea offleera. aays 
Wicker.

Gramm-Rudman-Hollingi 
Deficit Reduction Act will 

kill President Reagan’s defense 
buildup and endanger the secu­
rity of this nation. One thing ap­
pears certain: It could — If the 
members of Congress don't ad- 
dre« this matter of deficit gov­
e rn m en t spending  as they  
should have done long ago.

Ironically, Rep. Les Aspln, D- 
Wls., one-time critic of the Pen­
tagon and now chairman of the 
House Armed Services Commit­
tee, nowadays la ringing alarm 
b ^  about the drastic slashes In 
defense spending that could be 
required  under Gramm-Rud- 
man-HoUlngs.

That’s a turnaround, when a 
Democrat with such Impeccably 
liberal credentials as Aspln be­
gins decrying cuts In the defense 
budget It Is true that Aspln may 
harbor an ulterior motive or two; 
namely discrediting Gramm- 
Rudman-HoUlngs and lobbying 
discreetly for a tax hike Instead.

Regardless, there Is no deny­
ing the figures churned out by 
him the other day In a study of 
what^Gramm-Rudman-HoUlngs 
could db to defense. ‘This Isn’t 
Just tinkering at the edges of the 
defense budget," be said. "It 
means we are reversing the de­
fense buildup of the last few 
years. We are marching down 
the mountain we have been 
marching up."

By A spln’s ca lcu la tio n s , 
Gramm-Rudman-HolUngs' man­
datory deficit cutting could slash 
180 billion from projected Penta­
gon spending by 1868. It could 
require a 20 percent cut in the 
administration’s planned 1967 
budget of $914.7 bllUon. That 
amounts to a cut of $66 billion.

The required reductions of the 
next two years could shrink de­
fense spending by more than the 
lOJ percent It grew during the 
last two years. In fact, the fig­
ures show that Gramm-Rudman 
could force a defense budget 
that, by 1600, might be smaller 
(after adjustment for Inflation)

than the Carter defense budget 
of 196a

Pentagon  w aste aside. It 
should be obvious that cuts of 
this magnitude could not po«i- 
bly be abeorbed without punch­
ing big holes in the nation’s secu­
rity. A 1967 cut of $66 billion, for 
example, would equal roughly 70 
percent of the entire budget for 
the UJS. Army or 80 percent of 
A m erica’s com m itm ent to 
NATO. Slowing down or even 
leveling off the Reagan buildup 
Is one thing. Imposing the most 
drastic defense cuts since the 
end of the Korean War Is some­
thing entirely different

White House spokesman Larry 
Speakes dismisses Aspln's fig­
ures as a *^vorst-case scenario” 
that assumes Ckmgress will first 
fall to cut spending on domestic 
programs by more than the pro­
portion that Gramm-Rudman 
would require. But that precisely 
Is what Aspln fears. And not 
without reason. If past perfor­
mance by the Congress Is any 
guide.

One possible way around the 
destruction of the defense build­
up, of course, would be the tax 
hikes Aspln and many others on 
Capitol Hill quietly favor, but 
wont push publicly without sup­
port from President Reagan. 
Fortunately, Reagan remains 
committed to constraining gov­
ernment and promoting econom­
ic growth, which is why he op- 
poaes a tax Increase except as a 
desperate last resort after every 
possible cut has been made In 
the budget

The only other alternative Is 
for Congress to cut federal over­
spending by setting Its own bud­
getary priorities within the re­
strictions of Gramm-Rudman- 
Holllngs. That m anner of 
meeting budgetary responsibil­
ities should emphasixe Reagan's 
defense buildup.

In that r e s p ^  Gramm-Rud- 
man-HoUlngs Is a mandate on 
governmental deficit spending. 
And not a moment too soon.

Another View:
First, the bad news
There is good and bad news 

In the fact that oil prices 
are plum m eting. Those 

who should benefit from the de­
cline of oil prices include Ameri­
can motorists, although pump 
prices usually are a little slow to 
re fle c t p e r-b a rre l cost 
fluctuatloos.

Oil prices have gradually been 
dropping since 1662, and a dra­
matic slide In the  past two 
months has knocked $12 off the 
per-barrel price In m arkets 
where contracts for future deliv­
ery of oil are bought and sold. 
Even more Incredibly, $6 of that 
decline has come In the past 
week. Major grades of UB. and 
North Sea crude oil are available 
at the 1979 price of approximate­
ly $20 a barrel In the non-con­
tract, or spot markets.

If savings are passed on to con­
sumers, the average price of gas­
oline at American service sta­
tions could drop from $1B1 to 
$1.06 a gallon.

Heating oil bills also could de­
cline, and the overall economy 
should get a shot In the arm 
since petroleum not only fuels 
many of the m echanlns of pro­
duction but Is an Ingredient In a 
wide array of products.

Motorists and others should 
gMp In mind, however, that oil 
price savtngs are no longer auto­
matically passed on to consum­
ers as ttiey were prior to 1961, 
when prices were federally con- 
troiied. Neverth eless, a sustained 
reduction bs world oU prices 
could significantly reduce Amer- 
icals huge trade defici t  

While reduced eosts for ofl are 
hMiraffr good for oil taaporters 

South Korea, the 
Oonununlty

and the United Sutes, they can 
cause economic havoc In some 
oU-exportlng nations.

Mexico, whom the  United 
Sutes is trying to help deal with 
its crushing foreign deb t is one 
country that has been hit hard 
by the decline In oU prices. Not 
o ^  do falling oil p r im  make It 
more difficult for Mexico to re­
pay loans from American banks, 
but deepening economic woes 
south of the border cause such 
difficulties for the United Sutes 
as,an Increasing tide of Illegal

It probably M prenuture to 
worry about loan defaulU by oil- 
producing countries triggering 
an International banking crisis, 
but such concerns have already 
sent shudders through the New 
York Stock Exchange.

Oil prices largely have been 
pushed down In recent years by 
low denumd caused by a world 
recession. The world recession. 
In turn, was partly caused by big 
OPEC (Organisation of Petro­
leum Exporting Countries) price 
Increases In the 1670s.

While It Is satisfying to see the 
ftranglehoki that OPEC had on 
the world through the manipula­
tion of oil supplies aiMl prices 
broken, that condition nuy be 
temporary. 00 Is still a flnhe re­
source. a i^  political upheaval or 
power games could once again 
threaten the world economy as 
demand for ofl tnereeses. The 
lesson hsre is that a temporary 
oO glut should not wean the 
United s u te s  from lU hard- 
leamed fuel conservation habtts 
or from Ms attampU to develop 
altsr native energy sources.

If only NBC had offsred a leas irctentlous and 
sborter pregame show, minus the non-football material 
and the pubttclty gbniirick of a “m lnnu ot silence,” the 
network might have been as succsssful as the Bears.

Using 21 cameras tor the game, NBC didn’t miss 
much. Anything that was overiooked live — Chicago’s 
LeaUe FraxlerfumbUng on a reverse during a punt 
return, for example — was caught In replay.

Qreot tpinnirtg tubs of sudsy stuff, 

hot moist steam, bottles of liquid clean^ 
ing solution and the sweat of workers each 
contributing their touch to the overall process, 
nrtakaa for a pretty humid scerte.

To most customers, the dry cleaners Is a 
Formica counter with a smiling clerk out front 
who takes their mourtd of dirty laurvlry. The 
clothes go In dirty and smelly arxl come out a 
day later In plastic bags, perfsctly pressed and 
snr^ling somewhat furmy but plMsant. Sim­
ple, light? Quess again.

BehlTKl the scerws is a process confusing 
enough to make the observer wonder how the 
right suit ever gets bock to Its rightful owner. 
Dry cleaning In this pile, laurtdry in arwther, a 
separate side stop fw special fabrics, a small 
press for these clothes, a larger for those — 
the customer's goods go in separate directions 
all over the plant artd come bock together at 
the end of the day freshly wrapped ar>d hope 
fully complete.

"H's pretty amazing, really," said Pat Gib­
son, manager of Fiesta No. 1, "but we very 
rarely lose a customer's clothing. It gets divid­
ed up from the very first step but we always 
gat It together In the end."

A system of tickets Individually attached to 
the clothirtg keeps the employees on top of 
what goes where.

A visit to Fiesta gives the customer a full 
view of what is involved in the dry-cleanir^g 
process.

"Most dry cleer>ers have a wall up between 
where the employees work and where the cus­
tomer comes In," said Burt Ballentlne, Fiesta's 
owner. "The employees are srorkirtg in what 
amounts to a cave In back. We decided srhen 
sre opened up to let the customers and em­
ployees see each other. This does two thirrgs. 
It lets the customer see what Is goirrg on ar>d 
lets the employee see the customer as a hu­
man beir>g."

What the customer sees if a tangle of nrtov- 
Ing laundry, great hisses of steem, shiny, me­
tallic presses raising and lowering to smooth 
out srrirtkles arrd the throbbing hum of assort­
ed machinery.

Ms. Gbeon walked through the plant point­
ing to srhere the clothing is "spotted" before 
beirrg dry-cleaned with a variety of solutions. 
OrKe In the dry-cleenirni machine — a giant 
orange box that automatically feeds In Per 
chlorethylerre f'Perc"), orre of three solutions 
popular with those In the busir>ess.

From the dry-cleening area, the clothes are 
sent to various stations where shirts are put 
on "sleevers" and Ironed with "puff Irons."

Honduras president 
to be inaugurated

TEGUCIGALPA Honduras CAP) — 
President-elect Jose Ascona Hoyo 
pledged to begin an Immediate push 
for economic and political reforms 
after his Inauguration today In order 
to keep one of Latin America’s poor­
est countries from sliding toward 
revolution.

Ascona Hoyo's oath of office will 
mark the first transfer of power 
from one freely elected civilian gov­
ernment to another In S6 year*. In Its 
18B years of Independence. Hondu­
ras has suffered SB6 armed rebel­
lions and changed government 120 
times.

By donning the blue and white 
sash of office. Ascona Hoyo becomes 
the 70th president of the poorest 
country In the Western Hemisphere 
after Haiti.

He succeeds Roberto Suaso Cordo­
va. 70, whose election In IMl was 
hailed as a first step tosrard democ­
racy but whose erratic rule created 
shan> swings In Honduran relations 
with the United State*

In a news conference on Sunday, 
Ascona Hoyo said social, economic, 
political and ethical reform was des­
perately needed to prevent revoiu- 

 ̂ tlon In Honduras.
‘The misery of a great percentage 

of the Honduran pofmlatlon Is so se­
vere that unless we do something to 
remedy It Immediately, we will cre­
ate a sltuatlOQ for social decomposi­
tion that surely will have grave con- 
se^ences,'* he said.

mocracy, and hopes It will lead to a 
more cooperative relationship with 
one of Its key allies In Central 
America.

Among the dignitaries In Teguci­
galpa for the Inauguration were vice 
President George Bush.

Bush arrived Sunday at Palmarola 
Air Force Base, a Honduran facility 
about 30 miles northeast of the 
capital.

Before being taken to Tegucigalpa 
by helicopter, oe mingled with about 
000 U.S. Army and Air Force troops 
and national guardsmen.

The guardsmen are engaged In a 
road-bulldlng project In northern 
Honduras, one ot a series of almost 
continuous UA. military exerdses In 
Honduras. About 1J200 UA. troops 
are  perm anently  based In the 
country.

“Democracy and freedom are on 
the move In Latin America atwl you 
are part of that movement,” Bush 
told the troops.

Dtpiomatlc sources in Washington 
and Tegucigalpa believe one of As- 
coru Hoyo’s first acts will be to lift 
HotMluras’ embargo on U.S. aid ship 
ments to the antl5andlnlst* guenil- 
las battling to overthrow the leftist 

overnm ent of neighboring 
Icaragua.
The shipments have been blocked 

since Oct 10, when Suaso's govern­
ment confiscated a planeload of sup­
plies Intended for the Contra rebels, 
who mstnuin an office In Tegucigal­
pa and bases along Honduras' border 
with Nicaragua.

MANAMA, Bahrain (AP) — Marz- 
M rebels sought to strengthen their 
datan on South Yemen's govemmant 
by holding a Cabinet mselliis. but 
Arab dlptonuita said the |iro>Sovlet 
country was *>lrtiially divided” be­
cause some regions still support 
President AH Nasser Mohammed.

The rebels have declared In broad­
cast statements attributed to the Ye­
men Socialist Party’s Central Com­
mittee. that Mohanuned was deposed 
In Intense fighting that began Jan. 
13.

It proclaimed Prim e Minister 
Holder al-Attas, who had been In 
Moscow, as South Yemen’s “Interim 
president”

In a radio broadcast from Aden 
monitored In Bahrain, the rebels 
said Sunday that the Cabinet had 
met artth al-Attas presiding, but did 
not Identify which of the 20 minis­
ters attended.

The rebel radio station said Al-At- 
taa returned home to Aden, South 
Yemen’s capital, on Saturday and ex­
pressed “satisfaction over the ou^ 
come of his talks with the Soviet lea­
dership.” The same day, the official 
Soviet news agency Teas Identified 
him u  Mohammed’s replacement

Mohammed, a Marxist supported

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Official warns Reagan won't pass key tax provision
WASHINGTON (AP) — President 

Reagan could get most of what he 
wants from hxi tax-overhaul plan 
without raising taxes but probably 
will not get a ley  provision — total 
repeal of the deduction for state and 
local taxes raid, Senate Finance 
Committee (malrman Robert Pack- 
wood says.

After returning from a weekend 
retreat with other members of the 
paneL Packwood, R-Ore., said there 
was almost no support on the com­
mittee for repeal of the state and 
local real property tax deductions.

”It was very clear there was no 
support — or very little — for elimi­
nation of the state real property (tax) 
deductions or local real property tax 
deductions,” he said. ‘There was

more support for ellmlnadoD of per­
sonal property tax deductions and 
sales taxes.”

Packwood also said that most com­
mittee members felt the House-

Casaed measure la too tough on 
uslneai.
During an appearance Sunday on 

NBCs “Meet ^ e  Press.” Packwood 
predicted that (ingress would pro-ongreas w
duce a tax revision olU by August at 
the latest. And he said he told Rea­
gan this weekend he could “get 80 
percent of what the president wanu 
without raising taxes.”

Reagan wants to wipe out the en­
tire deduction for all state and local 
taxes on real estate, sales, personal 
property and income. The House, In 
passing a sweeping tax-overhaul bill

In December, refused to tamper with 
those deductions.

The president wanU repeal so the 
money can be used to lower Individ­
ual and corporate tax rates across 
the board.

Sen. Daniel Moynlhan, D-N.Y., 
whose hlgb-tax state would lose most 
from r e p ^  of the deduction, said a 
vote by the 20-member committee to 
repeal “would Jeopardize the legisla­
tion here and In the House.”

» lte lack of support for total 
of the state and local property 
tax deduction. Treasury ^ r e ta r y  
James A. Baker m, who took part in 

the Finance Committee retreat, said 
he w u  pleased with the session.

“I think we would clearly not want 
to underestimate the difficulty of

the tu k  ahead.” Baker said. “Having 
said that. It Is fair to u y  we have 
taken the first steps toward Senate 
passage of a tax-reform bill.”

Reagan, who opposes raising taxes 
to cut the federal deficit, could take 
heart from another straw vote of 
committee members.

“Only four or five (senators) said 
this bill ought to be a tax-raising bill, 
a revenue-raising bill, in additional 
to a tax reform bill,” Packwood said. 
He added that there w u  no senti­
ment among the committee mem­
bers for writing a separate tax-in­
crease bill this year.

Baker once again spelled out the 
administration's basic problems with 
the overhaul plan approved by the 
House — problems the president

wanu the Senate to correct
“We'd like to see significantly 

greater reductions In rates from 
what the House finally ended up 
with,” Baker said, “and we'd like to 
see some of the capital formation 
(buslneu) elemenU addressed, par­
ticularly depreciation.”

Packwood said most of the com­
mittee agreed that “the bill that 
came out of the House tilu away 
from encouraging capital formation 
and some changu should be made » 
more likely in depreciation.”

As for Individual tax ratu , th e , 
chairman said, “1 think well try to 
star with 96 percent. ...
