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Texas Senate News

The Senate this week
approved Dbills that
would draw new lines
for state Senate and
US congressional dis-
tricts following the
2020 census. The con-
stitution requires that
new district maps are
drawn in the first reg-
ular session after the
decennial census, but
delays due to the CO-
VID pandemic, legal
challenges, and other
issues pushed back the
release of this critical
data by months. In-
stead, lawmakers had
to wait until August to
get the necessary data.

What those numbers
showed was that Texas
added more popula-
tion than any other
state, growing by 4 mil-
lion residents since
2010. Texas will also
be the only state to
add two new seats to
its congressional del-
egation - no other state
will add more than
one. Those two new
districts, said Houston
Senator and chair of
the Special Committee
on Redistricting Joan
Huffman, will go to
rapidly growing parts
of Travis county and
northwest Harris coun-
ty, bringing the total
number of congressio-
nal seats representing
Texas in Washington,
D.C. to 38. Both bills
now head to the House
for consideration and
the Senate must still
sign off on the House’s
plan to redraw that
chamber’s districts.
By long-standing tra-
dition, neither body
makes changes to the
other’s plans for their
own district boundar-
ies.

Friday, the Senate
approved spending
more than $16 bil-
lion in federal COVID
aid funds to make up
costs to the state in-
curred during the on-
going pandemic and to
shore up public health
response as the state
endures a fourth spike
in COVID cases, hospi-
talizations, and deaths.
“These are strategic,
one-time investments
that will help us move
beyond the pandemic
and help keep Texas
strong, prosperous,
and healthy,” said au-
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thor and Finance Com-
mittee Chair Senator
Jane Nelson of Flower
Mound.

About half of the
bill's appropriations,
$7.2 billion, will go to
completely cover the
debt in the state’s un-
employment insurance
compensation  fund.
This account was de-
pleted following the
spike in layoffs caused
by the COVID pandem-
ic, and without action,
Nelson warned that it
could lead to a hike in
unemployment taxes
for business owners.
“We are holding busi-
nesses harmless for the
pandemic-related lay-
offs and avoiding what
would be an unfair,
crippling increase in
unemployment taxes at
a time when many em-
ployers are struggling,”
said Nelson. “Texas is a
pro-business state and
we are setting aside
nearly half of our allot-
ment to help our busi-
nesses getback on their
feet” It also includes
$200 million in grants
for the state’s hard-hit
tourism sector.

Much of the rest of
this money goes to
public health spend-
ing, including $2.5 bil-
lion to pay for addi-
tional staff, treatment,
and infusion centers
to deal with the ongo-
ing pandemic, and $3.5
billion to cover salaries
for staff who are direct-
ly involved in the pan-
demic response. It also
would spend $75 mil-
lion for rural hospitals,
about $350 million for
adult and youth men-
tal health services, and
$100 million for state
food banks.

With only a few ex-
ceptions, the Senate
has now passed leg-
islation relating to all
items on Governor
Greg Abbott’s agenda
for the third called ses-
sion. These bills must
still pass the House
and the Senate must
consider any changes
that body makes be-
fore the measures can
reach the governor’s
desk. The special ses-
sion is scheduled to
end on October 19th.

Underwater trials

The first use of submarine warfare occurred in
1776—during the American Revolution; the Turtle,
an American submersible vessel, attempted to sink
the 64-gun HMS Eagle in New York Harbor, but the
mission failed, and the Turtle was lost; the American
sloop carrying it was submerged by the British.

The world’s first noteworthy submarine was the
H.L. Hunley, named for the person who built it for
the Confederacy. On October 15, 1863, it went down
during its trial run in Charleston Harbor; recon-
structed by the following February, it encountered
the U.S.S. Housatonic, fired a torpedo into its hull,
and capsized.

Although it was the first recorded triumphant sub-
marine attack in history, the Hunley went under be-
fore it got to shore.

The reason for its descent has never been deter-
mined. Some say the Hunley settled on the ocean
floor to wait for the tides to shift in the submarine’s
favor; others believe its swipe with the Housatonic
caused its demise—or possibly—there was a colli-
sion at sea.

In 2000, the Hunley was salvaged and put on dis-
play in Charleston.

Monster Cookie Dough Cheeseball Dip

Monster Cookie Dough Cheeseball Dip is loaded with oats, peanut butter, chocolate chips, mini m&m'’s and it
has no eggs and no flour in it! Serve with pretzels, mini cookies, sliced apples, or even a spoon.

Ingredients

4 tablespoons butter softened

4 ounces cream cheese softened
1/2 cup creamy peanut butter

1% teaspoon vanilla extract

1 tablespoon brown sugar

1Y% cup powdered sugar

1 cup quick oats

1/2 cup mini chocolate chips

1/2 cup mini m&m’s

additional mini m&m’s for outside (optional, about 1 cup needed)

Instructions

In the bowl of a stand mixer, or use a hand-held blender, combine the butter, cream cheese, and peanut
butter. Cream together until light in color and combined. Add the vanilla extract and brown sugar. Blend
together. Add the powdered sugar and quick oats. Blend together. Add the mini chocolate chips and mini
m&m’s. Blend together just until incorporated. Use a spatula or your hands and form it into a ball. The dough
is not sticky and will form easily. Place the cheeseball on the serving plate and gently press the additional mini
m&m’s into it. *You can also just make the cookie dough and put it into a bowl for more of a dip. You don’t
have to cover the outside with the m&m’s. Cover with plastic wrap and let refrigerate for 1-2 hours before serv-
ing. Serve with your favorite dippers; pretzels, nutter butter cookies, nilla wafers, etc.

Notes: Store leftovers in the fridge and store the cheeseball/dip in the fridge until ready to serve it.

2 cups old-fashioned oats 1/4 cup honey
1 cup Rice Krispies 1/4 cup peanut butter

1/2 cup pretzels, chopped
1/4 cup mini M&Ms, plus more for sprinkling
1/4 cup (4 tablespoons) butter

1/4 cup dark brown sugar
1 teaspoon vanilla extract

Directions:

Line an 8x8 inch pan with parchment paper and set aside. In a large bowl, stir together oats, Rice Krispies,
pretzels, and mini M&Ms. Set aside. In a medium-sized saucepan, melt together butter, honey, peanut butter,
and brown sugar. Bring to a boil, then let simmer on medium-high heat for 2-3 minutes, stirring continuously.
Remove from heat and stir in vanilla. Pour mixture over dry ingredients and stir together with a wooden
spoon until everything is well-combined and coated. Press mixture firmly and evenly into prepared pan,
making sure to pack everything in nice and tight. Sprinkle on additional mini M&Ms and press down lightly
to adhere. Refrigerate for 30 minutes before cutting and serving. Keep leftovers stored in an airtight container
in the fridge.

Oil prices up, gas
price will follow

Texas gas prices have rose 6.8 cents in the past
week, averaging $2.90 per gallon, according to Gas-
Buddy’s daily survey of 13,114 stations in Texas. Gas
prices in Texas are 8.3 cents per gallon higher than a
month ago and stand $1.04 per gallon higher than a
year ago.

According to GasBuddy price reports, the cheap-
est station in Texas is priced at $2.59 while the most
expensive is $3.60 per gallon. The national average
price of gasoline has risen 5.2 cents per gallon in the
last week, averaging $3.25 per gallon. The national
average is up 7.5 cents per gallon from a month ago
and stands $1.08 per gallon higher than a year ago.

“Last week saw oil prices advance to their highest
in seven years, with a barrel of West Texas Interme-
diate crude oil surpassing the critical $80 per barrel
level. The nation’s gas prices were also pushed to
their highest since 2014, all on OPEC'’s decision not
to raise production more than it already agreed to in
July,” said Patrick De Haan, head of petroleum analy-
sis for GasBuddy.

De Hann continued, “The OPEC decision caused
an immediate reaction in oil prices, and amidst what
is turning into a global energy crunch, motorists are
now spending over $400 million more on gasoline
every single day than they were just a year ago. The
problems continue to relate to a surge in demand as
the global economy recovers, combined with deep
cuts to production from early in the pandemic. If
Americans can’t slow their appetite for fuels, we've
got no place for prices to go but up.”

State climatologist: Texas getting
hotter

The state climatologist recently pre-
dicted that Texas will continue to get
hotter and for longer periods of time
during the next 15 years. In “Assess-
ment of Historic and Future Trends of
Extreme Weather in Texas, 1900-2036,”
John Nielsen-Gammon predicted the
average annual temperature in Texas
will be three degrees warmer than the
average from 1950-1999, and the num-
ber of 100-degree days could nearly
double compared to 2000-2018.

The report, sponsored by Texas 2036,
a nonpartisan nonprofit group named
for the state’s bicentennial in 15 years,
indicates that the average coldest
monthly temperatures will continue
to rise, though that will vary across the
state, as will rainfall predictions. Ex-
tremely severe weather is expected to
increase.

“Storm surges from hurricanes will
tend to be more severe because of
higher relative sea levels, and a pos-
sible increase in extreme hurricane
intensity may further increase storm
surge risk,” Nielsen-Gammon wrote.

October is
Month

One in five children report being
bullied, according to the Texas De-
partment of Family and Protective
Services. In Texas, at least 40% of those
bullied have seriously considered sui-
cide. The agency “provides caregivers
the tools to empower their children to
be anti-bullying champions and to get
messaging out about bullying preven-
tion” at GetParentingTips.com.

The content is designed to help par-
ents and other caregivers to have con-

versations with their children about
bullying. “The conversation to prevent
bullying can start as early as when a
child learns the difference between
kindness and unkindness,” according
to TDFPS.

Redistricting skirmish continues
Along party lines, the Texas Senate
passed a redistricting plan Friday that
pits the only two Black members of
Congress from Houston against each
other and does not create any more mi-
nority-majority districts, reported the
San Antonio Express-News. Attempts
to amend the plan by Democratic leg-
islators were all rejected by the redis-
tricting map’s principal author, state
Sen. Joan Huffman, R-Houston.

The Texas House has yet to release
any redistricting proposals for Con-
gress during the third special ses-
sion, which ends Oct. 18. If the House
doesn’t pass a redistricting bill, it’s
likely both chambers will have to re-
turn for a fourth special session this
year, the Express-News reported.

Nearly 1,000 died due to drunk driv-
ing last year

A statewide impaired-driving cam-
paign aims to cut the number of Tex-
ans killed in drunk driving crashes,
according to the Texas Department of
Transportation. In 2020, 963 people
in Texas were killed and 2,114 injured
in alcohol-related crashes, accord-
ing to TxDOT. Drinking and driving is
completely preventable and can cause
serious physical, emotional and finan-
cial consequences. Sober ride options
include a designated driver, calling a
cab or rideshare service, using mass
transit or calling a sober friend.

What a Difference a Decade Makes

The Sullivan family came in two
phases. Phase I was older brother
Scotty, Sue Jane, and Sara—born in
those Baby Boomer 50s. The 2.0 ver-
sion arrived the next decade because,
and I quote my mother here, “I always
wanted five children” As much as I
was dazed by that comment when I
heard it the first time, I cannot imagine
my world without the youngest, Shane
and Sabrina.

Here are some personal observa-
tions as aresult of Mom and Dad’s pro-
creation timeline.

We three older siblings grew up with
The Three Stooges. Those guys were
THE source for laughter and enter-
tainment in the day when television
choices were meager. On Saturday
mornings we were glued, but later the
before-school viewing was as much
a part of our nutritional diet as were
the cereal and milk we inhaled on a
daily basis. Scotty can still quote Moe,
Sara responds with Curley’s sound
effects, and I channel Larry and try
to avoid the conflict. Perhaps I have
been known on occasion to Be Like
Moe and hit Sara, but truthfully, she
just bruises easily. The Three Stooges
are an acquired taste, but I am sorry
for those who never saw the humor in
gauging eyes and slapping faces at any
given moment. Such is the case for the
Sullivans Four and Five.

When they were at the pre-school
and elementary ages for television
viewing, Shane and Sabrina had access
to “quality” viewing. Sesame Street,
Mister Rogers’ Neighborhood, and
the precursor to MTV—Schoolhouse
Rock. My theory is that these shows
made them soft. Shane and Sabrina
were nice when they played together.
Today, Shane is still sensitive and Sa-
brina passive, and both are kind.

Our educational experiences ex-
posed another gap. We older three

were hooked on phonics when it was
not a catchy phrase. Teaching was
fundamental. Learning was basic. And
Mrs. Bishop and Miss Eoff were gen-
erals (whom we adored and respect-
ed); we learned out of fear. They wore
heels and dresses and hosiery, not
convenient panty hose that came in
an egg-shaped container. There were
few smiles and even fewer recesses.
In P.E., we could throw dodgeballs at
someone’s head.

The little brother and sister had a
new wave of teachers as ours had re-
tired. And with that departure came
the onset of new and innovative
teaching, particularly in reading and
math. Shane and Sabrina did not live
up to our high spelling standards and
did not win the multiplication flash-
card games. Although the little ones
did make up for it by being ever-so-
sweet and behaved in the classroom
because of their television viewing,
our Sullivan academic standing took
a momentary hit. All turned out fine,
as both Shane and Sabrina went on
to earn their Masters degree, so what-
ever.

Nostalgia, as much as I appreciate
it, still comes with a bit of tongue-in-
cheek. I am not advocating a platform
for the good ol’ days. Nor has this
week’s column been a blanket critique
of one generation over another. We
adapt, or we should, to the inevitable
changes.

It is still a source of pride knowing
that my foundation was built partly
on the slapstick of three entertain-
ers (four if you count the underrated
Shemp, who was the brother of Moe
and Curly). And even without Sesame
Street’s Count Dracula, I learned to
count. I could have used Mister Rog-
ers though—still don’t hang up my
clothes and put away my shoes when
I come in the door.

Both categories are down more than
20% compared to the previous week.
Lab-confirmed COVID-19 hospi-
talizations in Texas also continue to
drop, with 6,730 reported Sunday by
the Texas Department of State Health
Services, a drop of 18% from the previ-
ous week.

The number of Texans fully vacci-
nated has crossed the 15 million mark,
whichis 51.6 percent of the state’s total

population.

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Beef cattle faring well

Beef cattle prices and
forage conditions have
been much improved for
Texas producers so far in
2021, according to Texas
A&M Agrilife Extension
Service experts.

Most Texas cattle pro-
ducers experienced
cooler, wetter summer
conditions than normal,
but weather has turned
drier over the past few
weeks as they prepare for
fall and winter. Prices on
most cattle classes have
also been higher over the
course of 2021 than in
previous years.

Joe Paschal, Ph.D,
Agrilife Extension live-
stock specialist, Corpus
Christi, and Jason Smith,
Ph.D., AgriLife Extension
beef cattle specialist, Am-
arillo, both in the Depart-
ment of Animal Science
within the Texas A&M
College of Agriculture and
Life Sciences, said grow-
ing conditions were very
similar in their respective
regions, but that produc-
ers should be planning for
a drier winter after weath-
er took a turn for the bet-
ter this summer.

Cattle, forage conditions
in South, Southwest

Early dry conditions
turned extremely wet as
the Upper Coast entered
summer while rains came
later and lighter to South
and Southwest Texas,
Paschal said.

Paschal said negatives
associated with heavy
rains in the Upper Coastal
region included flooding
in low areas and muddy
conditions for ranchers
and their herds. There
were also higher numbers
of flies and mosquitoes
and likely an increase
in internal and external
parasites due to above-
normal moisture levels.

There were also some
fatal cases of pneumonia
in calves and younger
cattle due to high humid-

ity and continual rains, he
said.

Forage quantities in-
creased but quality de-
creased due to weeds,
he said. Pastures may
have recovered some
for ranchers who avoid-
ed overgrazing but not
enough for fall due to the
lack of moisture over the
last several weeks.

“It was a bumper crop
of hay for two cuttings,
but most of it is probably
low quality and should
be tested so that ranch-
ers can plan a good sup-
plementation program,’
Paschal said. “Most cows
recovered body condi-
tion, but some have not,
and good feed programs
are important for the next
crop of calves”

Conditions were drier
in South and Southwest
Texas areas, but most
pastures and rangelands
were understocked due
to drought, so grasses
recovered quicker, he
said. Those areas did not
produce as much hay,
but cuttings were gener-
ally very good quality and
quantity.

There were fewer cattle
in poor body condition in
those areas, Paschal said.

“The rains are long
gone, and the grass is
dry to crispy dry,’ he
said. “Nights are cooler,
so I doubt there will be
any additional summer
grass growth even if it did
rain, but we could use
the moisture to replen-
ish tank water for live-
stock and wildlife and for
any winter pasture that is
planted.”

Cattle, forage conditions
across the Texas Plains,
Panhandle

To the north, overall
cattle and grazing condi-
tions were relatively good,
Smith said.

Forage grasses were
slow growing for the most
part as conditions turned

drier, but grazing is good.
The question is for how
long.

Much of the Panhandle
and Texas Plains received
some much-needed rain-
fall this summer and ex-
perienced tolerable tem-
peratures, he said. The
weather is cooling down,
but like most of the state,
conditions have once
again turned dry.

Smith said despite pas-
ture and rangeland con-
ditions being better than
last September, stocking
rates should reflect their
available forage and hay
stores with the expecta-
tion for drier conditions.
Rain is in the forecast,
which could help winter
wheat pastures establish,
but producers should
avoid overgrazing.

Drought in the past has
conditioned most experi-
enced ranchers to plan for
short moisture, but Smith
said that there is always a
temptation to add cattle
when forages are plenti-
ful. Making value-based
supplemental  feeding
decisions is important
this year due to high feed
costs.

“I always encourage
producers to be mindful
and plan for the worst,” he
said. “It’s easier to react to
an overabundance of for-
ages than it is to respond
to a shortage. It has not
been cheap to feed cattle
anything over the past
year, so producers need
to be mindful of their in-
put costs and adjust ac-
cording to their situation.”

Available surface water
is hit and miss around
the Panhandle and Texas
Plains, Smith said. Most
creeks are dry, and some
playa lakes that typically
hold water are as well,
while others have been
replenished by scattered
rainfall.

Better cattle market
conditions

Justin Benavidez, Ph.D.,
AgrilLife Extension econo-
mist, Amarillo, said price
outlooks were favorable
for producers. Prices on
most classifications were
higher and were expected
to stay relatively strong
at this point in the cattle
cycle.

The overall U.S. herd is
shrinking due to severe
drought in western and
northwestern states, but
not as significantly as in
2011, when Texas pro-
ducers were forced to thin
herds and liquidate, he
said. But the overall herd
reduction will ripple into
the market for at least the
next two calving cycles.

“Every cull cow re-
moved from the herd is
not going to produce a
calf during the upcom-
ing year,” he said. “So, we
have lost a year’s worth of
new slaughter and breed-
ing cattle due to liquida-
tion in states dealing with
severe drought. That will
likely affect prices into
next year and possibly
beyond.”

ANNOUNCEMENT REGARDING THE 806
AREA CODE DIALING PROCEDURES

The Federal Communications Commission has ordered that we
transition from 7- digit dialing to mandatory 10-digit dialing for
local calls. Dialing seven digits for local calls for all customers in
the 806-area code.

Beginning April 24, 2021, you will need to begin dialing 10-digits
when making a local call. As an example, if you currently dial
7-digits to reach another local number, such as 364-3331, you will
be required to dial 806 + 364-3331 for a local call or 1 + 806 + 364
- 3331.

10-digit dialing becomes mandatory on October 24, 2021.

Following are frequently asked questions:

Will everyone in the area codes above have to dial 10-digits (or
1+10-digits) for a local call?

Yes. Every customer throughout the area codes listed above will change
to mandatory 10-digit (or 1+10-digit) dialing for local calls. Dialing seven-
digits for local calls will be prohibited for all customers in the entire area
code.

Why is 10-digit dialing going to be required in these area codes?
The FCC ordered that these area codes must be transitioned to 10-digit
(or 1+10-digit) local dialing to ensure everyone is able to reach the
National Suicide Prevention Lifeline using the three-digit 988 code.

How is this going to happen?

The North American Numbering Plan Administrator (NANPA) developed,
based on input from covered service providers, an implementation
schedule that will allow all covered providers to meet the transition
deadline in an efficient manner that best accounts for the challenges
each covered provider faces.

Will | have to change my phone number?
No. One of the reasons for changing to 10-digit local dialing is to avoid
the need to change people’s telephone numbers.

Will | be able to begin 10-digit (or 1+10-digit) local dialing before it
is required?

Yes. Beginning April 24, 2021, if you have a telephone number in
one these area codes, you should start dialing 10-digits (area code
+ telephone number) or 1+10-digit (1+area code+telephone number
depending on dialing plan) for all local calls. If you forget and dial just
seven-digits, your call will still be completed.

When will 10-digit local dialing become mandatory?

Beginning October 24, 2021, if you have a number in in the 806 area
code, you must dial 10-digits (area code + telephone number) or 1+10
digits (1+area code+telephone number depending on dialing plan) for all
local calls. On and after this date, local calls dialed with only seven-digits
may not be completed, and a recording will inform you that your call
cannot be completed as dialed. If you get this recording, you must hang
up and dial again using the area code with the seven-digit telephone
number.

What other changes need to be made?

In addition to changing your dialing patterns, all services, automatic
dialing equipment, or other types of equipment that are programmed
to complete local calls using only seven-digit numbers will need to be
reprogrammed to complete calls to 10-digit numbers. Some examples
are:

« life safety systems or medical monitoring devices

* PBXs

« fax machines

* Internet dial-up numbers

« fire or burglar alarm and security systems or gates

* speed dialers

* mobile or other wireless phone contact lists

« call forwarding settings

« voicemail services and other similar functions

Be sure to check your website, personal and business stationery,
advertising materials, personal and business checks, contactinformation,
your personal or pet ID tags, and other such items to ensure the area
code is included.

What will stay the same?

* Your telephone number, including current area code, will not change

* The price of a call, coverage area, or other rates and services will not
change due to the dialing change

* What is a local call now will remain a local call regardless of the number
of digits dialed

* You will continue to dial 1+ the area code + telephone number for all
long-distance calls

* You will continue to dial a prefix (such as “9”) when dialing from a multi-
line telephone system (i.e., in a hotel, office building, etc.) as required

* You can still dial just three digits to reach 711 (relay services) and 911
(emergency services)

*Any 211, 311,411, 511,611, or 811 services available in your community
can still be reached by dialing their three-digit codes

* The National Suicide Prevention Lifeline can still be reached by dialing
1-800-273-8255 (TALK) even after the 988 code is in effect.

Texas Game Wardens Request Public’s
Help in Pronghorn Poaching Case

Texas Game War-
dens are requesting
the public’'s help to
identify  individuals
responsible for Kkill-
ing five pronghorn
between Friday, Sep-
tember 24 and Sunday,
September 26. The
bodies were discov-
ered one mile north
of Interstate Highway
40, just east of Adrian.
The carcasses were
dumped on private
land with the skull and
horns missing.

“This is a consider-
ably egregious crime,
not just in the manner
in which it was com-
mitted but also due
to the significance of

the animal that was
harmed,” said Oldham
County Game War-
den Wesley Driskill,
who is overseeing the
investigation. “The
pronghorn is one of
the few big game spe-
cies native to our state.
Its habitat is limited
to west Texas and the
panhandle which is
why their hunting sea-
son is shorter than
most and hunting per-
mits are highly regu-
lated. A crime of this

magnitude impacts
everyone working to
conserve pronghorn

for future generations.”
Texas Game Wardens
believe this was an act

of irresponsible trophy
hunting. They encour-
age anyone with infor-
mation about the in-
dividuals responsible
to call the Operation
Game Thief Hotline
at  1-800-792-GAME
(4263). Relevant in-
formation may include
anything out of the
ordinary like strange
gunshots, unfamiliar
vehicles in the area,
headlights in a field
on those nights or ob-
serving a truck with a
bloody tailgate. Infor-
mation leading to the
arrest and conviction
of the persons respon-
sible will be eligible
for a $1,000 reward.
