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Council report claims Filipino forces
learn ‘torture technology’ in U.S.

GENEVA (AP) — A World Council
of Churches report alleging human
rights violations in the Philippines
says there are indications “torture
technology” is furnished to the Fili-
'pino armed forces through training
sessions at U.S. military schools.

The World Council of Churches re-
port on the Philippines was released
Wednesday, two days before the spe-
cial presidential election pitting
President Ferdinand E. Marcos
against opposition challenger Cora-
zon Aquino

The 163-page report includes de
tailed testimony on killings, disap-
pearances, and 81 cases of torture,
most listed as occurring in the last
two years

Officials said a copy of the report,
compiled by Protestant and Catholic
human rights organizations in the
Philippines, was to be sent to dele-
gates of the 43-nation United Nations
Human Rights Commission

Last year, the commission added

the Philippines to its list of countries
with “systematic and gross viola-
tions” of human rights.

Ninan Koshy of India, director of
the church council's International
Affairs Commission, told reporters
the organization hoped to ensure
that the Philippines is kept on that
list

He said his panel had evidence
that violations continued during the
presidential campaign, including at
least 40 killings

The report said that “not surpris-
ingly, torture techniques in the Phil-
ippines are strikingly similar to the
ones practiced and taught by Ameri
can soldiers during the Vietnam
War, and used by other repressive
states in Asia and Latin America.”

“There are indications that torture
technology is imported and chan
neled through the training of mili
tary personnel in U.S. military
schools under the International Mili

tary and Education Training agree-
ment and other such military assis-
tance pacts between the United
States and the Philippines.”

In a brief introduction released
last week, Koshy said a “shocking
record” emerges from the affidavits
and testimony of victims, relatives
and witnesses on cases selected from
1880 to 1985.

He added Wednesday, it “goes
without saying that many other
cases of human rights violations are
documented and many others go
unreported.”

Material for the report was sup-
plied by seven Filipino human rights
organizations to an ecumenical com-
mittee headed by Bishop LaVerne
Mercado, general secretary of the
National Council of Churches of the
Philippines

The World Council has published
similar reports on South Korea, El
Salvador and the Israeli-occupied
West Bank

Marcos” U.S. property issue in election

NEW YORK (AP) On a quiet
tree-lined street off Fifth Avenue
sits an unimposing five-story town
house, its curtains shut tight against
the light. It is the home of a
president

Only a small red and blue coat-of
arms stating “Republic of the Philip
pines” sets it apart from adjacent
townhouses. The limestone building
is used as a guest residence for Phil
ippine President Ferdinand E. Mar
cos and his wife, Imelda

The building was given a real es
tate tax exemption when it housed
the Philippine consulate and mission
to the United Nations from 1973
1975. Then the offices were relocated
and the townhouse was put back on
the tax rolls

Marcos has been billed for more
than $1.1 million in back taxes and
interest, but the city says it is power
less to collect because the Philip

pines is a sovereign nation. The
building is still listed with the State
Department as an annex to the con
sulate, and as such is tax exempt un
til city officials can get inside to
prove otherwise

The townhouse is owned by the
government of the impoverished
country, vet the president and his
first lady own five New York proper
ties, worth more than $250 million,
behind a front of various offshore
corporations, according to testimony
presented to a U.S. House
subcommittee

These include three office build
ings, a Manhattan shopping center
and a waterfront estate on Long
Island

Marcos is involved in a bitter re
election campaign that ends today
One of the issues is his lavish life
style and the millions of dollars he
reputedly invested in American real

estate

The townhouse is said to be filled
with $10 million worth of art, furni
ture and antiques that Mrs. Marcos
has collected. The Philippine govern-
ment insists the townhouse is an an
nex to its consulate

Recent testimony before the Asian
and Pacific Affairs subcommittee
has shed light on charges that the
Marcoses have made extensive, hid
den real estate investments in the
United States

Several people have alleged that
they own a 70-story office building
valued at more than $100 million; an
other building said to be worth $80
million; a third purchased for $51
million; Herald Center, a nine-story
shopping mall with exclusive shops
and purchased for $17 million; and
the Lindenmere estate in Center
Moriches on Long Island, purchased
for $19 million

BERLIN (AP) — An official of nor-
mally secretive East Germany said a
prisoner swap with the West is in the
offing early next week, and a news-
g;per predicted a separate, British-

viet trade in the spring.

Reporters and camera crews be-
gvm gathering Wednesday on the
estern side of Glienicke Bridge, a
span linking West Berlin and Pots-
dam, East Germany, that West Ger-
man sources say will be the probable
site of an exchange next week
The mass-circulation newspaper
Bild sald Wednesday the swap would
happen “on Monday, or on Tuesday
at the latest” and would include
prominent Soviet Jewish dissident
Anatoly Shcharansky, who is serving
a 13-year prison sentence on charges
of spying for the CIA
Shcharansky, 38, would be the piv
otal figure in any imminent prisoner
swap. A leader of the Soviet human
rights movement in the 1970s,
Shcharansky has denied the spying
charge. His family has said he has

become seriously ill since he was
imprisoned

firmed to the AP that an East-West
prisoner exchange would occur next
week. But it refused to reveal the

Mary Beth Tinning, 43, was ar-
raigned Wednesday on a charge
of second-degree murder in the
death of her 3%-month-old
daughter, Tami Lynne, in
December.

But Nelson said she is also a
suspect in the deaths since 1972 of
her seven other natural children,
who ranged in age from 8 days to
4 years. Investigators are also ex-
amining the 1881 death of a 7
month old child she and her hus
band, Joseph Tinning, were about
to adopt.

Nelson said the children were
listed on death certificates as hav
ing died of various causes, includ
ing Sudden Infant Death Syn
drome, or unknown causes

Tami Lynne was suffocated
with a pillow at the Tinning home
about 1:30 am. on Dec. 20, 1985,
Nelson said. Authorities were
alerted by a worker at St. Clare's
Hospital where the child was
taken

Nelson took over as police chief
in July 1981, but said he wasn't
aware of the history of Tinning
child deaths until after Tami
Lynne died

John Poersch, Schenectady
County district attorney, said the
bodies of all the Tinning children
may be exhumed in the course of

Poersch said he could under
stand how people could be “as
tounded and amazed and distres

sed” by the deaths, but that he
wasn't embarrassed by the fact
that charges have only now been
brought.

“I'm sure that this is not the
first time in this state where
something like this matter has
happened,” he said.

Autopsies were performed on
each of the children and in three
of the cases, police investigations
determined that they died of nat-
ural causes, Nelson said. In the
other cases, he said, inconclusive
tests were conducted at hospitals
in Syracuse, Albany and Boston

“You can ask why now after
nine cases, but just about every-
one who came in contact with the
family over the years — the hos
pitals, doctors, social service
workers — thought there was
something suspicious,” Nelson
added. “But we just could not
prove it scientifically.”

Funeral arrangements for all
the Tinning children were han
dled by the Daly Funeral Home of
Schenectady. Funeral director
Larry Daly said Wednesday he
never suspected foul play in the
deaths

‘They seemed like a model — a
very, very nice couple,” Daly said

Robert Sullivan, Schenectady
County's chief medical examiner,
said illnesses were officially as
cribed to two Tinning deaths
Eight-day-old Jennifer was said to
have died of meningitis Jan. 3,

Observers will see
balloting, Lugar says

MANILA, Philippines — U.S. Sen
Richard Lugar said today that the
Philippine government had reversed
itself and will allow his 20-member
group of pollwatchers to observe Fil-
ipinos casting ballots in Friday's
presidential election.

Lugar, R-Ind., the chairman of the
Senate Foreign Relations Commit-
tee, and Rep. John Murtha, D-Pa,
head the official U.S. observer team
sent to monitor the election between
President Ferdinand E. Marcos and
Corazon Aquino

Both sides have leveled accusa-
tions of ch ko

The Reagan administration has
avoided taking sides in the hard
fought contest, but has pressed Mar
cos, who has held power for 20 years,
to ensure that the election is fair

Lugar had been concerned over a
ruling three weeks ago by the na
tional Commission on Elections that
foreign observers would have to re
main at least 50 yards from polling
places. It would have been virtually
impossible for them to see anything
at that distance

The Indiana Republican said he
would try to have the rule reversed,
and after meeting today with elec
tion commission officials, said he
had succeeded

“We will have the ability to look at
everything that our eyes can see
and at whatever close range we need
to see it." Lugar said in a speech to
the Manila Rotary Club. “We appre
ciate that"

The election commission said the
reversal of its previous ruling would
apply only to Lugar's group. It re
jected Thursday by a 7-2 vote a peti
tion by foreign journalists to be al
lowed to observe the voting

In his speech and in a question
and-answer session that followed

Lugar repeatedly denied that US.
observers were meddling in Philip-
pine affairs. A group of writers and
artists signed an advertisement that
appeared today in a pro-Marcos
newspaper accusing Lugar of
interference.

“We come not as intruders, as
busybodies trying to muddy the wa-
ters,” Lugar said. “We come as good
friends.” He said “democratic coun-
tries look out for each other.”

“The United States has absolutely
no interest in interfering in this elec-
tion,” he said. He also volunteered
that the observers “feel welcome” in
the Philippines.

A group of about 20 demonstrators
stood outside the entrance to the ho
tel where Lugar was speaking and
displayed signs denouncing Ameri-
can businesses. One sign read, “US.
Senator Lugar: Help Us In Our Fight
With the Multinational
Corporations.”

After the speech, members of the
U.S. delegation, which includes
members of Congress and private
citizens, broke into groups and dis
persed throughout the Philippine ar
chipelago in preparation for Friday's
voting

Lugar will travel by helicopter to
the towns of Tarlac, San Fernando
and Camp Olivas for what are said to
be unannounced visits to individual
polling places. He will return to Ma
nila in the afternoon to observe the
vote count

Officials traveling with Lugar said
they hope the outcome will be evi
dent late Friday or noon Saturday at
the latest

Lugar said in his Rotary Club
speech that “there are few days in
the life of any one country that are
more important than Feb. 7 will be
for this one.” He praised the Philip-
pines as “one of the greatest democ
racies our world has produced.”

‘Benefactors’ says change isn’t that easy

EW YORK - Forty-Seventh

The ti-
tle is sardon-
ic; would-be
helpers of-
ten are not
Although set
in London,
the theme is George F. Will
transatlan-
tic, and timeless. It begins, in flash-
backs, in 1968, the emblematic year
of recent radicalism. It ends about a
dozen years later, with this message:
“It was people. That's what wrecks
all our plans — people.”

David, an architect, has plans to
develop public housing in a run-
down neighborhood. The people he
would benefit? “They're going to get
their houses pulled down whether

they like it or not. And we don't
need to ask them what they want
instead because we know.” And: “I'm
not going to build towers. No one
wants to live in a tower.”

But what begins as an idealistic
venture in “building the new world”
becomes, in maddeningly minute
steps, the torture of a thousand cuts
Politics and bureaucracy and eco
nomics and society — in a word, real-
ity — compel compromises that
drive David toward buillding high-
rise towers. His cynical neighbor
warns of “progressive collapse,” a
technical term for a form of disaster
in tall buildings. In Frayn's hands
the term has another meaning

Frayn has not written anything so
tiresome as a play “about” — heaven
forfend — public housing. And it is
not “Waiting for Righty,” a Thatch-
erera emulation of Clifford Odets’
“Waiting for Lefty,” the paradigm of
a play as a political cartoon featuring
cardboard heroes and villains. Many
political plays, like many political

rsons, are barren of ambiguity

rayn's play is about ambiguity,
about how personal relations and so-
cial actions have, in the end, unantic-
ipated comectx:nceu. and how they
have, at the beginning, unacknowl-
edged motives

Frayn has mastered the delicate
art of making a point without
preaching. “Benefactors” is primari-
ly about the troubled marriages of
two couples who become ruinously
entangled as they try to “help” each
other. However, the private and pub-

lic situations become mutually rein-
forcing mmthon Marriages are,
Frayn says, like public words of ar-
chitecture, plagued by unexpected
complexities, changing conditions,
defective materials

Architecture has frequently been
invested with political hopes; espe-
cially by behavioralists who believe
that social nurturing can overcome
human nature. They say: Reform the
social environment and you will re-
form man. Urban renewal can evict
the old Adam.

In the 1930s, a bright light of the
literary left, W H. Auden, wrote in a
poem about “new styles of architec-
ture, a change of heart.” That
thought now looks like a quaint stick
of period furniture from a mentality
that has all but vanished. (There ac-
tually are photographs of the col
lapse of liberalism — the 1972 dyna-
miting of St. Louis’ huge Pruitt-igoe
public-housing project. It had be
come unliveable, a paradigm of gi
antism and overreaching by liberal
social engineering.)

In “Benefactors” the reality princi-
ple is incarnate in David's wife Jane,
played with icy force by Glenn Close.
Jane is an anthropologist, a student
rather than a savior of people:
“Look, I'm not trying to help anyone
... I'm just trying to count them.”
For David, the retreat from “bulld-
ing high" is, in several senses, a mat-
ter of coming down to earth. When
his neighbor says of architecture, “It
must be wonderful to change
things,” he replies: “No, it's not, Shei-

la. It's heartbreaking. It's always just
warped windows and condensation
problems. It was going to be so new
and amazing, and it never is, it's al-
ways just like everything else.”

The area he was supposed to bene-
fit is called a “twilight area™ — not a
slum, “a bit gray and exhausted,
that's all.” And so, in the end, it re-
mains, and David, the would-be
benefactor, resembles it

Frayn's conservatism is not Rea-

anite conservatism with a smiling
ace, conservatism singularly lack-
ing in a tragic sense of life, gloomy
only about government and cheer-
fully convinced that everywhere
else — aka., the “private sector” -
is a realm of harmony and limitless.
ness. Political stances often are prod-
ucts more of sensibilities than philos
ophies and Frayn's sensibility is of
chastened hopefulness. It Is sensibil
ity congenial to an older
conservatism.

In the 1960s Frayn was a wonder-
fully unenthralled columnist in
“swinging London™ amidst the post-
imperial giddiness of Carnaby Street
and pop music. Today “Benefactors”
is playing next door to “Oh! Calcut-
tal.” a solled remnant of the 1960s,
years when people were told to solve
the problems of living by “getting in
touch with their feelings.” "Beneglc
tors” performs conservatism's thank-
less task, saying: It's more complicat-
ed than that.

BOSTON (AP) — Now that doctors
have clear evidence AIDS fsn't
caught through casual contact, they
should play a more active part in
“quelling the hysteria” over trans

of the deadly disease, a phy-
siclan says.

“The picture is..clear,” Dr. Merle
A. Sande wrote In an editorial in to
day's edition of the New ﬂxlgmd
Journal of Medicine. “The vi
rus is spread sexually, by the injec-
tion of contaminated blood and ver-
tically from mother to fetus. Other
modes of transmission are extremely
rare.”

The latest evidence supporting
this view is contained in a study also
published in the journal. Doctors
surveyed 101 family members who
lived with AIDS patients, both be
fore and after they got sick. None

Undercover life
reveals abuse

of elderly in U.S.

WEST WINDSOR TOWNSHIP,
NJ. (AP) When Patricia Moore
went undercover in 1979 as an 85
year-old woman, she hoped to find
out what it was like to be elderly in
America

She said she emerged from her
gray wig and wrinkled makeu
three years later, physically scarr
emotionally battered, incredulous at
the way she was treated and deter-
mined to alter the way the country
views its elderly

Ms. Moore, 33, said the elderly are
portrayed as “slow, poor, wrinkled,
(with) snow on their rooftops,
cranky, crotchety and doddering
They're lovable, adorable and bake
chocolatechip cookles.”

She wrote a book, “Disguised: A
I'rue Story,” about her experience
and carried her message Wednesday
to the annual Eastern Regional Con-
ference sponsored by the Gerontolo-
gy Institute of New Jersey

“This is a Darwinian society, sur
vival of the fittest,” said Ms. Moore
If you are not fit, get out of the
way.'

Age bias is widespread in the Unit
ed States, she said, adding that only
by a dramatic change in attitudes
and the erosion of stereotypes can
the elderly begin to be treated fairly

“We are a country built on image
and label,” she said

Ms. Moore said she was working in
a products design firm in New York
City in 1979 when she became in
creasingly frustrated with the com-
pany's unwillingness to design prod
ucts with the elderly in mind

“We were literally putting things
in our soclety that didn't work for
old people,” she said

She chose a gray wig and makeup,
plugged her ears, wore semi-opaque
glasses, put splints on her legs to re-
strict her movement and wore cloth
ing to create three elderly charac
ters: a shopping-bag lady, a middle-
income woman and a dowager

Ms. Moore said she traveled to 14
states, walking the streets of more
than 100 cities, eating at restaurants,
living in motels and hotels and visit
ing convalescent homes

Everywhere, she said, she encoun
tered people who wouldn't open
doors for her, restaurateurs who ig
nored her, transportation systems
that don't accommodate the elderly
and shop owners who shortchanged
her

She was mugged twice in- New
York City, she said. The first time,
she was knocked unconscious and
her purse was stolen. The second
time, she was attacked by a gang of
youths who severely beat her

Ms. Moore said she discovered that
the bus and train systems from New
York City to New Jersey are not de
signed to easily accommodate elder
ly commuters who have difficulty
walking or seeing

She said she emerged in 1982 as a
person with two psyches: one, a
young professional, virtually un

scathed by society, and another, an
abused, neglected and cheated
octogenarian

The first stej ombatting the
biases, she said, Is to recognize that

everyone is aging, and that the elder
ly, like others, have different abili
ties and inabilities

Another way, she said, is to elimi
nate the popular and inaccurate im
ages of the elderly created by Holly
wood and Madison Avenue

A third way, with which she is pro-
fessionally involved, is to tailor prod
ucts that don't require the dexterity
or strength of a younger or healthier
person to operate

Q. Inadvertently, I put too much money into
my IRA for 1985, Is there any way i can correct
this and avoid extra tax and trouble with the
Internal Revenue Service?

A. Yes. You can withdraw the excess contribu-
tions from your IRA before you file your income
tax return. Then, you will have made only the
correct contributions for 1985.

Or, you can change that excess amount from a
1985 contribution to a 1986 contribution. In this
case, we are assuming you are eligible to make a
1986 contribution and that the sponsor or trustee
of your IRA can make the change on its records.

That second assumption doesn't always pan out,
especially when an IRA is in a certificate of depos-
it. The bank or savings and loan association might
not be able to transfer money put into an IRA CD
for one year into an IRA CD for a different year.

Q.1 am 71 and employed. My wife is 59 and is
not employed. Can I put money into an IRA for
her? If so, what is the maximum amount —
$2,000 or $2507 -

A. As long as you're still employed and have at
least $2,000 earned income, you can make a $2,000
annual contribution for your wife in a spousal IRA
until the year she reaches 70%.

The maximum that can go into a spousal IRA
while both husband and wife are under 70% is
$2250 a year. A spousal IRA is actually two ac-
counts — and no more than $2,000 annually can go
into either account. But once one spouse turns
70%, $2,000 a year can go into the younger spouse's
account.

This applies, even though the older spouse must
start making withdrawals from his or her IRA by
April 1 following the year in which the 70% mark
is reached.

Each of you will be required to start withdraw-
ing money from your I after you pass 70%
Your wife will have to begin those withdrawals six
years before you do. The money you eventually

| take out of your IRAs will be taxed as ordinary

income.
Unless there are other circumstances, such as a
desire to start withdrawals before it is required by

| the rules, it's smart to put the larger contribution

into the younger spouse's IRA, thereby postponing
the tax bite.

All this will become axiomatic, if Congress ever
gets off its duff and finally passes tax overhaul
legislation, one provision of which would raise the
annual spousal IRA contribution to $4,000, with
$2,000 going into each spouse’s account — no mat-
ter which one is employed outside the home

Midland County is among 10 entities in Texas
this year receiving a housing rehabilitation grant
designed to help landlords upgrade their property.

The $325,000 grant is designed to improve rental

on the city's south and east side, said
estmoreland of Midland County Housing

propert
Jerrie
Community Development.

“The whole idea is to help the landlords get their

property up to standards,” she said.

About 60 apartments or single family homes will
be rehabilitated through the grant money. The
money will also pay rental assistance to 60 families.

The grant should provide some relief to the scar-
city of safe, sanitary and inexpensive housing in

Midland, she said.

Improvements to homes and apartments will in-
clude installing insulation, improving plumbing
and sewage disposal, correcting electrical hazards
and replacing poisonous lead paint. Some cosmetic
improvements may also be done, but most of the
money will go toward improving safety hazards,

Ms. Westmoreland said.

Texas Development of Community Affairs dis-
tributed 10 grants from the Department of Hous-
ing and Urban Development. Other communities
recelving grants include Denton, Eagle Pass,
Grand Prairie, Lamesa, Liberty County, McKinny,

Marshall, Orange and Texarkana

The grants are an example of the government's
attempt to bring private industry into sharing
some costs of human service programs, Ms. West-

moreland said.

“We're involving the private sector and letting
them turn a profit. It just generates more money
It's the capitalistic way of doing things," she said.

Landlords who get grant money will be required
to match the amount they receive. They will also

have to maintain low rents

AUSTIN Heading warnings of a
possible financial disaster, Gov
Mark White Wednesday ordered all
state agencies and universities to
prepare to tighten what for some is
an already overtight fiscal belt

Plummeting world oil prices Tues
day forced Comptroller Bob Bullock
to order a complete examination of
the state’s financial situation. Texas
depends heavily on income from oil
related taxes, which drop by about
$100 million per year for every §I
decline in the price of a barrel of oil

White rejected Bullock's sugges
tion that he may have to call a spe
cial legislative session to re-balance
the budget. The governor said he
would wait for the comptroller's re
port before taking any action, and
Wednesday he told the leaders of
state agencies, colleges and universi
ties to get for that action

‘Specifically, you should review
every aspect of your current budget
for opportunities to save, such as va

strom famiy, which has been farm-
ing and ranching near Georgetown
for two generations. The Holm-
stroms run cattle on 1,700 acres they
own or lease and raise corn, cotton,
milo and
acres.

“It's not what it used to be,” said
John Holmstrom, who is in business
with his father and two brothers. “A
lot of land west of the interstate was
strictly ranchland 20 years ago. Now
Ithbctngcutupmddevdopodor
being sold to developers who are sit-

ting on it and waiting to double their
money."”

Holmstrom quickly adds that his
family, too, has “taken admu’e of
that and sold some ranchland.”

Despite the development pres-
sures, the cattle industry in Central
Texas is holding on.

The heart of that industry in the
area is called the cow-calf operation,
in which a rancher maintains a cow
herd for the production of calves.
The calves are raised for 6 to §
months, then sold to a stocker opera-
tor who grazes them for another six
months before shipping them off to
the feed lots in the Panhandle for
fattening before slaughter.

Many ranchers, such as Landry,
have cow-calf and stocker
operations.

In terms of numbers, the cattle in-
dustry in the threecounty, Austin
metropolitan area is relatively small.

As of January 1985 there were
25,000 beef cows in Travis, 47,000 in
Williamson and 19,000 in Hays, ac-
cording to the Texas Crop and Live-
stock Reporting Service. That repre-
sents less than 2 percent of the
nearly 5.6 million breeding cows in
the state

But among 20 counties within a 75
mile radius of Austin, the beef-cow
numbers soar to nearly 720,000, or
about 13 percent of the state total

“It's a very significant part of the
state production and forms a signifi-
cant income source for the coun-
ties,” said Ed Uvacek, economist for
the Texas Agricultural Extension
Service

and Dustin, a senior at Liberty Hill
High School, help with the chores
when they can.

To supplement his income, Landry
has started a liquid feed business
and said he is “breaking horses” for
some people who are training cut-
ting horses.

No one has to tell a cattle rancher
that beef prices declined over the

year, with retail prices at their
owest level in six years. It's been
good news to the consumer but a
tough pill for the ranchers.

“Profitability has been nil,” Uva-
cek said. “As a result, the cattle
herds have been cut back and will
probably continue on through this
year."”

That should lead to a reduction in
beef and higher prices in 1886 both
for the producer and the consumer.

“Whether they will be high
enough to stem the tide we are un-
able to predict,” Uvacek said. “One
reason is that every cattleman has
his own set of costs.”

Changing consumer tastes and
lifestyles have also had a powerful
effect on the industry

“People are eating less beef than

used to,” Holmstrom said.
re turning to chicken and
fish and lettuce-and-tomato salads,”
adds Leps. “Beef has taken a whip-
ml from the health industry that
been undeserved.”

The latest farm legisiation calls for
farmers thoughout the country to
slaughter about 600,000 dairy cows
over the next 18 months to cut milk
production and save the government
more than $1 billion.

That policy brings no cheers from
Landry and other ranchers, who
know that it means more beef will
be marketed, which will lower their
return on investment even further.

Cattle ranchers in Central Texas
still talk about the drought of 1983-84
that took a heavy toll, forcing them
to sell off many of their breeding
cows because pastureland had
turned to dust. Landry, for one, sold
off a third of his herd and hasn't
rebuilt it.

The drought and low beef prices
led many part-time operators to lig-
uidate, Leps said.

“They were just losing more mon
ey than they could afford,” Leps
said. “It was becoming too expensive
a hobby."”

To this day the liquidation contin
ues, Leps said, and he still doesn't
see ranchers replenishing their
herds.

Still, Uvacek believes the part-time
rancher “coming from the bedroom
communities” is here to stay in Cen-
tral Texas as long as land values
keep appreciating.

And the shift away from the tradi
tional cattle rancher will continue

“He has been in the cattle business
two or three generations,” Uvacek
said, “but is finally giving up.”

Landry acknowledges he will see
the day when ranching as he has
known it will disappear in William-
son County. He makes his point by
talking about the land he knows best
— the sprawling, rocky terrain he
has traversed untold times by horse
and pickup in tending his herds over
the past 11 years.

“They're not holding this land for
me to ranch,” he said of the owner
“It has got to be developed.”

e're all he's doing very well,” said Dr. O.

Kent became the third person in the nation this week
to receive an implant meant to keep him alive until a
human heart transplant is found.

Cooley said doctors inserted an intra-aortic balloon

“As we had no heart avallable for transplant, this
became a lifesaving device,” Frazier said.

He said doctors’ main concern with Kent now was
vital organ functions, particularly kidneys

The two other patients who received artificial hearts
this week are Bernadette Chayrez, 40, at University
Medical Center in Tuscon, Ariz., and a 38-year-old Penn-
sylvania man whose name was being withheld at his
family’s request received the device late Sunday at
Presbyterian-University Hospital in Pittsburgh.

Cooley, who performed the nation's first successful
heart transplant in 1968 and the world's first artificial
heart transplant a year later, lately has criticized per-

TYLER (AP) — Texas Parks and
Wildlife Department officials say
something fishy is happening at an
East Texas lake: bass that aren't sup-
posed to reproduce may be
multiplying.

Fishermen last spring who hoped
to snare white bass instead caught
small fish that had broken stripes
like the hybridstriped bass but in a
different area than the fish normally

have the stripes, according to the Ty-
ler Telegraph

“We took a small sample of what
the fisherman had brought” Alan
Forshage, department regional di-
rector in Tyler, said. “That sample
suggested we had some sort of
reproduction.”

“We had 26 fish we ran tests on”
said Forshage. “We had seven which
appeared to be some type of hybrids.

e other 19 were whites (bass). This
gives us the indication of the possi-
bility of hybridstripers reproducing
on Lake Palestine.”

The department's l14-year-old
stocking program could be in trou
ble if the fish actually are
reproducing

herman blame the hybrids for a
decline in populations of bass and

crappie fish. Parks and wildlife off}
clals orginally sold the idea of stock
ing reservoirs with hybridstripers
because they believed the fish could
not reproduce

Forshage said fisherman “falsely
blamed” the hybridstriper for dete
rioration of the habitat and of ruin-
ing quality fishing

If the fish indeed are reproducing,
they could produce deformed off-
spring and blemish the stocking pro-
gram, sald Roger McCabe, hybrid
striped bass program leader for
Texas

“We don't want to have deformed
fish that fishermen might catch,
said McCabe. “We want a fish that is
a robust, hard fighting fish

The settiement also calls for the
nightclub, Fizz, to promise not to dis-
criminate against blacks, and sets up
