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JPAS begins Oct. 1
W A S H IN G T O N  (A F N S ) — T he 

Job Perform ance Appraisal System  
becom es effective Oct. 1, according 
to civilian personnel officials here, 
JPA S will apply to wage system  and 
general schedule em ployees except 
those in the senior executive service 
or general managers.

The new appraisal system , man­
dated by the 1978 Civil Service 
Reform  A ct, is designed to: 
•Provide periodic appraisals o f job  
perform ance.

•Encourage em ployee participation 
in setting perform ance standards. 
•Use the results to train, reward, 
prom ote, reassign, dem ote, reduce 
in g r a d e , r e t a in  and a s s is t  
em ployees in im proving unaccep­
table w ork perform ance.

Supervisors will no longer use the 
ratings of outstanding, satisfactory 
and unsatisfactory. Instead, super­
visors will appraise each em ployee 
on a five-level scale ranging from  
unacceptable, minimally acceptable,

fu lly  s u cce s s fu l , e x c e lle n t  to  
superior.

Supervisors will hold periodic 
m eetings with em ployees under the 
JPA S perform ance appraisal cycle.

The first m eeting will be when the 
supervisor and em ployee set up the 
critical and non-critical elements 
and establish perform ance stan­
dards that make up the w ork plan.

A  second m eeting, and this may 
occur m ore than once a year, is a 
peform ance review  to determ ine

how the em ployee is m eeting or not 
m eeting the critical elem ents as 
defined in the w ork plan.

An additional m eeting will be at 
the end o f the appraisal period when 
th e  s u p e r v i s o r  n o t i f i e s  th e  
em ployees o f the overall appraisal 
rating for the period.

M ore inform ation on the Job Per­
form an ce A p p ra isa l S ystem  is 
available in the local central civilian 
personnel office.

Lesley J. M cNair, also in Wash.

The general entered prim ary flying training at 
Bainbridge A ir Base, Ga., in Aug. 1956 and com ­
pleted basic flying training at Greenville AFB, 
Miss., earning his w ings in Sept. 1957.

K elley is a command pilot with over 4,000 fly­
ing hours. He has flown numerous fighter aircraft 
from  the F-86 to the F-16. His m ilitary decora­
tions and awards include the Legion o f Merit, 
Distinguished Flying Cross, Bronze Star, A ir 
Medal with 10 oak leaf clusters, A ir Force Com­

mendation Medal and Republic o f Vietnam A rm ­
ed Forces H onor Medal First Class.

Reese joins Hispanic Heritage observance
R eese will honor all people of Hispanic origin beginning Sun­

day through Sept. 19 with various activities planned for the 
week. -

This year’s celebration marks the 14th year that a w eek has 
been set aside to express gratitude and to g ive recognition of 
Hispanic contributions to Am erica.

M ore than nine percent o f the A ir Force, 18,475 people, is of 
Hispanic background, including 130 active duty persqnnel at 
Reese.

Hispanic people w ere defending this land before there was a 
United States. Spanish and M exican settlers w ere m oving 
north  into tod ay ’s Texas and California b e fore  the 
M assachusetts Bay Colony began.

They w ere there at the Alam o, defending the tiny mission 
against the massive forces of a M exican general.

Hispanics have been a part o f our nation’s military since it 
began and ha^e served proudly. Several have earned the 
M edal o f Honor, the United States’ highest award.

Pfc. David M. Gonzales o f the 32nd Infantry Division won his 
on Luzon, Philippines, in A pril 1945. Five o f the m em bers o f  his 
squad w ere buried alive by the explosion of a 500-pound aerial 
bom b and he was mortally wounded while trying to dig them 
out. He managed to rescue three o f the trapped men before dy­
ing himself.

1st Lt. Baldom ero Lopez was a platoon com mander in the 
Fifth Marines during the Inchon, Korea, invasion in Septem ber 
1950. E xposing him self to enem y fire, he crouched almost 
upright by a bunker to  throw  a grenade into the next pillbox. 
But a burst from  an enem y machine gun caught him in the 
right shoulder and chest, knocking him to the ground and the 
live grenade from  his hand. When he found that his wounds 
prevented him from  throw ing the grenade, he sw ept it under 
him to absorb the impact of the explosion.

SSgt. A m brosio Guilen was cited for his leadership o f a pla-

AF celebrates 34th next week
The year was 1947. The founding of the Unite'd 

Nations and the A llied victory  o f W orld W ar II 
were history. A tom ic pow er was a reality — a 
miracle o f science prom ising great benefit.

It was a year that m ight be considered normal 
by many. But for those in blue, it holds a special 
significance.

Created by the National Security A ct o f 1947, 
the A ir Force becam e a reality that Sept. 18, 
when W . Stuart Sym ington repeated the oath o f 
office as the first secretary of the new service. 
Gen. Carl Spaatz took over duties as A ir Force 
chief of staff on Sept. 26.

Transfer o f air activities from  the A rm y to the 
Department of the A ir Force meant little im­
mediate change in people, mission or operations.

The aircraft w ere the same, Am erica ’s air obliga­
tion s and req u irem en ts  w ere  th e sam e. 
Distinguishing A rm y people from  A ir Force peo­
ple was a m atter o f looking for collar insignia, 
flyer ’s wings and shoulder patches — the rest of 
the uniform was the same.

But change was soon to come.

By 1948, aircraft such as the B-47 bom ber were 
being tested. Man had already broken the sound 
barrier. Sadly, that year, the w orld lost one o f the 
fathers of flight, Orville W right.

The pace o f progress quickened in the early 
’50s. The Cold W ar betw een Communism and the 
Free W orld becam e a hot war in K orea. Though a 
truce was declared July 27, 1953, the political

tem perature, like a serious fever, has risen and 
fallen ever since.

This Septem ber, as the United States A ir 
Force celebrates its 34th anniversary as a 
separate service, little remains o f  the original 
organization. W ork-worn buildings in use in 1947 
still stand on som e bases. A t others, veteran air­
craft stand sentinel in places o f honor to  rem ind 
today ’s airmen o f their heroic past.

In the ensuing years, A ir Force people have 
made great advances in airpow er, support 
system s and technology.

Through it all, the A ir Force continues to  em ­
phasize the im portance o f people — the men and 
wom en who com prise the A ir Force team.

They are today’s A ir  Force.

Commander cites training/education
(ATCNS) — The opportunity to  

receive quality training and educa­
tion is the single m ost important 
reason why young people join the 
A ir Force today, says Gen. Thomas 
M. Ryan Jr., com mander, A ir Train­
ing Command.

In his first m ajor public speaking 
engagem ent since taking command 
of A TC  in July, Ryan told delegates 
to the Colorado A ir Force A ssocia­
tion state convention in Colorado 
Springs that young people view  the 
A ir Force as a source of m arketable 
skills and experience.

“ But the fact that education is so 
im portant to our youth w orks 
against us, too, because some of our 
toughest com petition com es from 
colleges and universities and from 
vocational and technical schools,” 
Ryan said in his Aug. 22 speech to 
the A F A  delegates.

“ By 1992, just ten years away,” 
the general added, “ the number of 
male high school graduates ages 17 
to 21 — our prim ary source o f 
recruits — will have decreased to 
the extent that the armed services 
will need one o f every three young 
graduates.”

Ryan said one m ajor factor w ork­
ing against the A ir Force is an un­
favorable impression o f military ser­
vice among Am erican youths. He 
cited a 1980 study that revealed less 
than ten percent o f high school 
graduates view ed the military as an 
acceptable career.

D espite these handicaps, the 
general said A ir Force recruiters 
would continue to target high school 
graduates almost exclusively for its 
enlisted force.

“ T he A ir  F o r ce  is a high 
technology operation,”  Ryan em­

phasized. “ W e want people who 
have dem onstrated they can make it 
to a significant level in the academic 
world. W e find that level has been 
reached by those who got to wear a 
cap and gow n.”

He added that non-high school 
graduates take m ore time and cost 
m ore m oney to train, have higher 
rates o f discharge for cause and are 
much less likely to finish their first 
enlistments.

The general said ATC technical 
training has undergone significant 
changes in recent years. One reason 
for those changes, he pointed out, is 
the increasing numbers o f enlisted 
people who have opted to leave the 
A ir Force at mid-career.

“ W e’ve had to com pensate for 
that loss by making our initial 
technical training m ore intensive,”

Ryan explained. “ W e’ve done so by 
stripping this training down to its 
essentials.”

He said A TC  has also begun beef­
ing up its instructor force and ad­
ding new equipm ent and facilities. 
Some o f the m ore dem anding train­
ing courses have also been lengthen­
ed.

Ryan said he’s optim istic about 
the caliber o f people entering the 
A ir Force today. “ The old values o f 
patriotism  and love o f country are 
still there,”  he stressed. “ It’s just 
that with some you have to do m ore 
polishing to get these values to show 
through.”

He added, “ H ow ever, when you 
have true military professionals, you 
are dealing with people imbued with 
a sense o f national service, pride and 
integrity. W ith a group like that, 
you can’t go w rong.”

Controllers still support FAA
Six Reese air traffic controllers 

are still deployed to major U.S. 
cities as the Professional Air 
Traffic Controllers Organization 
continues its strike.

Now offering their help at air­
ports around the country are 
MSgt. Richard Wines, Boston In­
ternational; TSgt. Joe Lang, 
SSgt. Church Correll and SSgt. 
Wilfred Reiford, El Paso Interna­
tional Airport and TSgt. Rusty 
Hamer and Sgt. Ed Donnelly at 
O’Haire International Airport in 
Chicago.

Training Status
The six are part of a 468 person 

Air Force contingent of air traffic 
controllers offering help to 
Federal Aviation Administration 
facilities in 35 metropolitan areas. 
Over 200 of the controllers are 
currently “position certified” in­
cluding four Reese helpers.

Remaining controllers now 
deployed continue to receive 
training, with more being posi­
tion certified each day, according 
to Air Traffic Services officials at 
Air Force Communications Com­
mand headquarters at Scott AFB, 
111.

The global command, which 
also provides communications 
and common user data automa­
tion support for the Air Force, 
has deployed about 60 percent of 
the 800 military air traffic con­
trollers now in place at FAA 
facilities. About 100 of the con­
trollers have been in place since 
Aug. 3. The remainder were 
deployed in five increments over 
the next dozen days.

“Position certified” is the term 
used to describe a controller’s 
qualification to operate one of the 
several work stations in an air 
traffic control facility. Some of 
the Air Force controllers are cer­
tified to operate at more than one 
position. Once a controller 
masters all of the positions in a 
given facility, a rating of “Facility 
certified” may be earned. The 
length of training time for facility 
certification varies depending 
upon the complexity of local 
operations. In complex FAA 
facilities the process can take as 
long as 24 months.

General McCarthy
“ We’re focusing on two prin­

cipal areas —taking care of our 
deployed people and the impact 
on training and retention, both 
long and short term,” says Maj. 
Gen. Robert F. McCarthy, AFCC 
commander.

“The key variables — how many 
people and how long they will be 
deployed —are still being worked 
between the Air Force and the 
FAA at the Washington level,” 
he adds. “However, it’s clear that 
air traffic control reenlistment 
rates are going to decrease in the 
near term. We’re working on 
quantifying that decrease and 
carefully assessing not only how 
many additional people we will 
need, but also how many we can 
train effectively.” Slightly over 
1,000 Air Force controllers will 
reach a reenlistment decision 
point in the next 12 months.

Air Force air traffic controllers 
are: 63 percent for a third term 
and beyond. Command officials 
note that the 63 percent first 
term reenlistment rate includes 
people who cross train into the 
air traffic control field. A year 
group by year group analysis 
shows that about one of every 
four people who begin an Air 
Force career in air traffic control 
reenlists four years later.

Experience people, like those 
deployed in support of the FAA, 
play a key role in the command’s 
trianing and upgrade program. 
One step being taken to offset the 
estimated 15 percent loss in train­
ing capability is accelerated in­
stallation of a radar simulator at 
14 Air Force bases by an average 
of two months.

AFCC engineering-installation 
teams are already at work at nine 
of the bases. Thirty stateside 
bases already have the simulator 
in operation. Experience shows 
training time in radar approach 
control facilities can be reduced 
from 12 to nine months.

The training burden has also 
been softened by spreading the 
deployment among 73 different 
Air Force bases. At the same 
time, lengthened working hours 
and other local management in­
itiatives have enabled the com­
mand to provide responsive air 
traffic services to Air Foree

or away.

2. Entrances to family quarters 
should be sufficiently lighted so 
that anyone near the entrances 
can be seen during the hours of 
darkness.

3. Insure the quarters building 
number is clearly visible from the 
street. This will assist emergency 
vehicles in locating your quarters 
when seconds could be vital.

4. Do not leave an extra key 
hidden outside.

5. Keep quarters and car keys 
separate. It only takes a few 
seconds for a parking lot or car 
wash attendant to make an im­
pression of your key.

6. Do not attach a tag with 
name and address to your 
quarters key. If lost, a burglar 
knows where to go.

7. Do not leave quarters keys in 
your coat pocket when you check 
your coat or hang it in a public 
place.

8. Know your emergency phone 
numbers. Affixing these numbers 
to your telephones would be 
helpful. In addition, know your

neighbor’s phone numbers.
9. Do not leave large amounts 

of cash in your quarters. This is 
the number one target for 
burglars.

10. Do not leave your valuables 
out in the open. An intruder will 
usually be in a set of quarters a 

j short time and will take what is in 
plain sight.

11. If you’re to be gone from 
your quarters for a short time, 
don’t announce your absence by 
leaving notes outside your door.

12. If you are out for the eve­
ning, leave a light and radio on — 
make your quarters look lived ill.

13. Mark your personal 
valuables with the standard Air 
Force owner applied number (AF 
followed by social security 
number) and prepare a record in­
ventory of these items.

14. Don’t count on your dog to 
do what good locks and security 
procedures will do.

Security measures to use when 
you are going away for an extend­
ed period of time, such as leave or 
TDY, will be published in a future 
issue of the ROUNDUP.

toon near Songuch-on, Korea, on 
July 25, 1953, just two days 
before the cease-fire. Mortally 
wounded in a vicious night attack, 
he refused medical aid and con­
tinued in command of his unit un­
til the enemy was routed.

His was the 
last Medal of Honor awarded to a

Marine in the Korean War.
Today the highest ranking

“ Dead and Gone, But the Memory Lingers On”

LaGrange, Texas — Just butside this central Texas town sits the 
splintered remains oi a ramshackle house that is inextricably tied to 
the state's history as the Alamo and San Jacinto Monument. For 
more than hall a century, thousands of men — from Texas' most pro- 
minent lawmakers to college kids and farmhands — passed through 
the doors of the house, affectionately-known as the Chicken Ranch. 
They were seeking amorous entertainment. The legend of the 
famous bawdy house inspired playwright Larry L. King to create his 
much-praised and wildly successful musical, "THE BEST LITTLE 
WHOREHOUSE IN TEXAS."

Since 1915, when a woman named Jessie Williams purchased 12 
acres and an old farmhouse on the edge of LaGrange (population 
3,000), the Chicken Ranch flourished under the watchful but always 
errant eye of law enforcement officials and with the blessing of most 
of the citizens. It was like any other good business, operating 
peacefully, cooperating in intelligence-gathering operations of the 
sheriff's department when necessary and making sizeable donations 
to the Little League, Fayette Memorial Hospital and other charitable 
organizations.

It was during the desperate Depression years that the house of ill 
repute got its name. Money was scarce, and girls often were paid 
for their services with agricultural goods instead of cash. The 
women ended up with so many chickens that they began raising 
them in pens, and their customers were calling the place the 
Chicken Ranch.

When six foot four inch former Texas Ranger Jim Flournoy was 
elected county sheriff in 1946, he continued the department's literal 
hands-off policy regarding the Chicken Ranch. The peaceful co ­
existence between the lawmen and the house oi prostitution thrived 
into the early 1960's, when one of the "girls," Edna Milton, bought 
the place from Miss Jessie's estate and spruced up the interior with 
red drapes, walnut paneling and floral carpeting. The ranch was in 
its heyday under the ownership of Miss Edna.

The long-running honeymoon between the lawful and the 
lawbreakers ended in August 1973, when Houston television 
newsman Marvin Zindler broadcast a series "revealing" the ex­
istence of the Chicken Ranch — it wasn't much of a coup, because 
the bordello had a national reputation — and urging that it be shut 
down. Prostitution, Zindler noted, is illegal in Texas.

Flournoy, who still is sheriff in LaGrange, was soon ordered by 
the head of the Texas Department of Public Safety to ask Miss Edna 
to close the doors of her notorious establishment. He did so with one 
phone call. Madam Edna obliged and ended the 58-year-old enter­
prise without so much as a going-out-of-business sale.

For his civic-mindedness, newsman Zindler, while visiting 
LaGrange, received several broken ribs, courtesy of the strapping

Flournoy. When Zindler sued the sheriff for $3 million, citizens 
rallied to the beleaguered lawman's defense, starting a fund to 
defray legal costs and selling bumper stickers proclaiming, "I'm a 
Friend of Sheriff Jim." Flournoy finally settled with Zindler out of 
court.

Flournoy, who will retire at the end of this year after 35 years as 
sheriff, doesn't like to talk about the famous farmhouse just outside 
of town. "I don't want to hear that name again," he says. "My wife is 
sick of hearing about it, and so am I."

Sheriff Jim vows he'll never go see the play. For one thing, in 
"THE BEST LITTLE WHOREHOUSE IN TEXAS" the sheriff and the 
bordello madam are romantically linked. Nevertheless, since the 
musical opened in Houston three years ago, thousands of Texans 
have flocked to theatre in New York to see this immortal contribu­
tion to Texas Chic.

While the Chicken Ranch's reputation is alive and well on stage, 
the house itself stands partly dismantled and empty on lush acreage 
midway between Austin and Houston.

In 1977, three Houston lawyers bought the structure from Miss 
Edna and moved part of it to Dallas, the restaurant mecca of Texas. 
Even with the former madam serving as hostess, the restaurant 
lasted only four months in stuffy and provincial Big "D". If the 
Chicken Ranch eatery had been opened in more progressive 
Houston, or better still, the more appropriate ambiance of north 
Fort Worth's Cowtown, the outcome might have been different.

However, all may not be lost for the once-popular brothel. V.A. 
"Bos" Hrbacek, a LaGrange businessman, says he intends to go to 
Dallas and retrieve the part of the ranch that was moved. "I'm going 
to Dallas to buy the part they moved up there," he says. "I want to 
move it back here and put it together again — tum it into a 
museum."

Regardless of Hrbacek's success in restoring the Chicken Ranch 
to its former glory, the famed edifice's history will remain firmly 
etched not only in the minds of several generations of Texas men, 
but also in print as part of playwright King's new book, "Of 
Outlaws, Con Men, Whores, Politicians and Other Artists."

And, of course, it will be rememebered as long as "THE BEST 
LITTLE WHOREHOUSE IN TEXAS" is seen on stage. And at the 
rate it is going, it will be remembered for a long, long time. The sec­
ond national company of the musical will play at the Lubbock 
Municipal Auditorium on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday, 
September 28, 29, 30 at 8:15 p.m. each night. For ticket information

Safety Wise
School is again in session. The carefree days of summer are 

gone, therefore, it behooves all of us to reevaluate our driving 
techniques.

As a citizen, its up to you to set a good example by your own 
actions.

Texas has a new law that raises 
the legal drinking age from 18 to
