LARGE EGG BROUGHT TO OFFICE

On June 14, 1777, one hundred and 
fifty  years ago, the flag of the United 
States was adopted. It is for that day 
that all of the American people join in 
the display of the national emblem; 
not promiscuously nor irreverently, but 
in rememberance of what it represents 
as the nation’s banner.

In Floydada, on June 14, 1927, only 
one business establishment, a garage, 
had the flag of the country flying on 
Flag Day. Jubilation over the improv­
ed weather conditions has been attrib­
uted* as being responsible for the 
“ oversight” on the part of the citizen­
ship.

It has been suggested that the Boy 
Scout organization take active charge 
of the American flag in Floydada and 
supervise the display at the proper time 
and occasion.

Whoever has charge of arranging 
celebrations for folk got things . cross­
ed up considerably when they designa­
ted both Emancipation Day and Fath­
er’s Day for June 19, several of the fel­
lows here surmise. They insist that if 
there is a joke their English ancestry 
is still in evidence for they have failed 
to see the funny part. It is pointed 
out that “ freedom” may mean a great 
deal to the colored people but the world 
is of little significance to slaving dads.

Petersburg Expansion 
Program in Full Sway

Diversified Farming Interests Contrib­
ute to Rapid Growth of Neighbor­

ing Plains City.

Petersburg is carrying out an expan­
sion program that is said to be a typi­
cal example of West Texas’ growth in 
a little city surrounded by diversified 
farming interests.

Reports sent out indicate that a sub­
stantial increase to the business and 
residential sections are being made in 
Floydada’s neighboriivg city.

Report Conditions Good.
“ Conditions in the Petersburg tra le 

territory is good according to R. A. Ja:- 
feries. Over 80,000 bushels of wheat 
will be harvested in the Petersburg 
trade territory. The wheat is turning 
out about twice as much as was • ejec­
ted and is being sold around $1.20 per 
bushel. Many fields are yielding 
around 30 bushels per acre while few 
drop under fifteen or twenty.

Poultry, swine, and dairy cattle are 
found on every farm in this section and 
two exclusive cream and poultry sta­
tions and three stores are buying from 
$700 to $1,000 worth of these products 
each week.

“ The old bank building which ha* 
been in Petersburg for several years 
is to be moved away to be replaced by 
a modern 140 by 50 foot brick to house 
the bank and four stores. Construction 
will be started on the new bank build­
ing within a short time.

Railway Crews Busy.
“ Construction crews are busy all the 

way from Estelline to Lubbock getting 
the grade in shape for the laying of 
the rails for the Ft. Worth and Denver 
railroad. Good progress is being made 
and the construction camps have pass­
ed Petersburg up leaving a majority 
of the grade complete between here 
and the cap rock. The crews are busy 
piling up the grade between Peters­
burg and Lubbock at this time.

“ Included in the building already be­
gun or completed is a new theatre 
building which will be completed in 
a few days and which will be ready 
for occupancy by July 1, a $50,00C 
school building, several modern resi­
dences, a new drug store, a hotel and 
the Main Street Church of Christ.

“ Among the boosters of Petersburg 
are E. R. Gibson, editor of the I'etars- 
burg Journal and secretary of rhe 
Chamber of Commerce; W. II. Staple- 
ton, president of the Chamber of Com­
merce and R. A. Jefferies vice presi­
dent and E. B. Shankles, president cf 
the First State bank.”

After Rains Break Drouth in County

280,000 Bushels Wheat 
Shipped From Floydada

While official figures for the exact 
total are not available, the approximate 
number of bushels of wheat shipped 
from Floydada to-date is 280,000 bush­
els. A check of shipments show that 
approximately 200 cars have been bill­
ed out.

Late wheat is turning out from 8 to 
20 bushels, with 15 bushels as an esti­
mated average. The quality continues 
good but is not testing as good as that 
brought in from early grain yields. 
Wheat men say that they believe 60 
per cent of the crop has been cut.

Recent rains will damage the grain 
only slightly, possibly lowering the test 
one or two points, it is said.

Movement has been almost stopped 
during this week, possibly one car load 
having been brought to elevators here 
Wednesday.

The market was reported this Thurs­
day morning at $1.20.

Floyd County’s first solid train of 
wheat of the 1927 crop carried 40 cars, 
twelve from Lockney and eight from 
Aiken the other twenty cars coming 
from Floydada and Muncy.

The train carried approximately 52,- 
000 bushels of new wheat to the mark­
et this being the earliest that a full 
train of wheat has ever left the county 
possibly since wheat has been raised 
on the Plains.

Just as there are always two sides 
to every question there are two dis 
tinct divisions of the traffic problem 
o f today. In fact, there are several 
sets of twins in the motoring family 
The speedster and the jaywalker are 
twin perils; the foot hog and the car 
hog are closely related, alike deadly 
the get-out-of-my-way driver and the 
don’t-you-dare-touch-me pedestrian run 
neck and neck in the fatality list, for 
themselves and others.

Official records show that during 
1926, there were 7,000 accidental injur­
ies and 246 deaths every day in the 
United States. Motor cars were the 
largest single contributor to the death 
hospital and the four billion dollar 
loss.

Some accidents seem unavoidable but 
by far the greater majority are easily 
avoidable: By car inspection, by rea­
sonable driving, by fair consideration 
o f others, by pedestrian decency and 
care.

Safety is largely an individual mat 
ter; it must be taught to every person 
every succeeding generation—there is 
no hereditary or racial caution to save 
anybody.

The best contribution any man can 
make to public safety is to be careful 
himself, and to demand caution in his 
own family whether it v’alks or rides. 
The heavy loss of lives and money each 
year is everybody’s business; and un­
til every person does his part, the 
menace will continue to exist.

How long a fish will live in Texas 
streams depends mainly on the skill of 
fishermen. Few fish die of old age; 
they are mostly caught young. The 
tragedy is abated only when “ they are 
not biting.” The undersize bass is a 
victim of hasty strikes a t 'a  supposed 
bug or fly, and all fish, one way or 
another, meet an untimely end from the 
stand-point of the fish, according to J. 
G. Burr of the Game, Fish and Oyster 
Department at Austin.

But it’s great sport to take them, 
and when an angler’s reputation is at 
stake, there is a 'temptation to carry 
home 50 or 100, even if they are short, 
before they have reached the age of 
reproduction.

Prior to a year ago the state had 
only one hatchery; located at Dallas, 
sent out annually from 100,000 to 
250,000 young fish since the time of its 
construction in 1915, but practically all 
were sent to lakes and private ponds. 
Last year, with two hatcheries added, 
a few fish were sent to streams and 
creeks. This year the applications for 
fish include a greater number of 
streams.

That so few applications are made 
for fish to be placed in streams is due 
to the belief that they would soon be 
caught out by an irresponsible public. 
That is perhaps the greatest difficulty 
to a successful stocking of the fishing 
streams which were once the angler’s 
delight.

The Commission, with four hatcher­
ies now in operation, hopes to send out 
from one half to a million fish annual­
ly. They must, of course, be allowed 
to reach maturity and reproduce, 'which 
will require at least a year. Observ­
ance of the fishing laws is imperative, 
and 100 per cent cooperation by the 
public is essential to the success of this 
important enterprise of the state, o f­
ficials say.

CONTINUED FERTILE EGG LAYING 
CAUSES LOSS, IRVING STATES

College Station, June 15.—A very 
large part of the summer loss in eggs 
is due to the continued production of 
fertile eggs throughout the hot weath­
er, D. F. Irving, assistant professor of 
poultry husbandry, A. &. M. College of 
Texas, pointed out in a recent radio 
broadcast over Station WTAW, the A. 
& M. College of Texas radio broadcast­
ing station.

“ Our Tong spell of hot weather puts 
us at a distinct disadvantage in produc­
ing good summer eggs,” Prof. Irving 
said. “ Even the best of eggs will de­
teriorate when subjected to high tem­
peratures. The germ in fertile eggs 
will start to develop at about 70 de­
grees F. This means that eggs held at 
room temperature will show more or 
less development from April until Oc­
tober. During the height of the sum­
mer, room and outside temperatures 
will approach very closely the temper­
ature requirements of an incubator.

“ Removal of the males from the 
flock as early as May 1 is the solution 
to much of the summer egg problem. 
It will often pay to provide a small 
pen for the males as indiscriminate 
killing of the males as practiced in 
swat the rooster campaigns is a mis­
take.

“ Every year Texas farmers sustain a 
tremendous loss through the spoiling 
of eggs during the season of warm and 
hot weather. In addition to the direct 
loss, usually a lower price is paid for 
eggs that are good unless they are 
brought on a Toss o ff ’ basis. Conse­
quently, the producer of good eggs 
should be interested in seeing an im­
provement in the quality of eggs from 
other producers.

“ Still 'another indirect loss to the 
producer comes in the year-a^ound dis­
crimination against Texas egigs in the j 
big Northern markets. Undoubtedly, 
most of this discrimination which j 
makes itself felt in a lower price, is ! 
due to the poor quality of our summer I 
eggs. Considerable improvements of 
our eggs already has partially reme­
died this condition as shown by our 
huge shipments north this year, and 
more care in the production of our 
summer eggs will remove it entirely. 
Finally, it must be remembered that 
the marketing of poor quality eggs de-

A misunderstanding in regard to the 
application of the 20 year age eligibili­
ty rule adopted by the Executive Com­
mittee of the University of Texas Inter­
scholastic League has brought forth an 
explanation of the ruling by Roy Hen­
derson, athletic director. j

The eligibility rule as passed by the 
state committee reads as follows: “ No 
one shall take part in any contest in 
this League’who on the first day of the 
preceeding September reached or passed 
his or her twentieth birthday.”

According to Henderson, if a boy or 
girl is 20 years old on or before Sep­
tember 1, he or she is ineligible to en­
ter the contest. If, however, the pupil 
is 20 years old on September 2, or any 
time thereafter, he is eligible for the 
entire school year.

June Control Month On 
Malaria And Mosquitoes
Texas State Board of Health has de­

signated the month of June as Malaria 
and Mosquito control month, and will 
endeavor during this 30 days to so far 
as possible, educate the people along 
methods of mosquito control, as well as 
endeavoring to secure the cooperation 
of smaller towns in mosquito-control 
programs.

“ The mosquito is not only a peace 
disturbing pest,” Dr. J. C. Anderson, 
state, health officer, stated, “ but it is 
a costly insect, costing the citizens of 
the state several millions dollars each 
year. According to statistics available 
to the state health department, there 
were approximately 75,000 cases of ma­
laria in Texas last year, and 143 deaths 
were reported as due to this disease.

“ The minimum financial loss result­
ing from each case of malaria is esti­
mated at $25, and with the value of the 
average human life estimated at $10,- 
000, which is a very low estimate, the 
loss sustained by the state from the ef­
fects of mosquito bites, can in a way 
be measured in dollars and cents.

Malaria is Preventable
“ Sanitary science made possible the 

construction of the Panama Canal by 
the elimination of the malaria menace, 
and malaria can also be banished from 
every section of this state. This is not 
accomplished by killing mosquitoes 
outright, but in the elimination of their 
breeding places.

“As a means of eliminating mosqui­
toes, every town should have a budget 
set aside for mosquito-control work, as 
money thus spent is a profitable invest­
ment. Any town desiring to start mos­
quito-control work, will be given assis­
tance by the state health depart­
ment.”

Approximately 500 children „r • crip­
pled each year in the United States by 
playing with blasting caps which they 
have picked up in the vicinity of mines, 
quarries, or in the fields where agricul­
tural blasting had been done. This ap­
palling situation is commented on by 
the Institute of Makers of Explosives 
in a campaign now being conducted to 
reduce the casualties from the use of 
all forms of useful and necessary ex­
plosives.

Because of the exceedingly useful 
place occupied by various explosives in 
agricultural work, in removing stumps 
and rocks and digging ditches, the Uni­
ted States Department of Agriculture 
is anxious that every effort be made 
in properly educating the users of such 
dangerous materials to prevent need­
less injury and loss of life. Too often 
explosives, blasting caps especially, are 
left where children may find them. 
This is inexcusable carelessness.

Injuries are not confined to children, 
however. Many a man has crippled 
himself for life by using his teeth to 
fasten the blasting cap on a fuze in­
stead of using a crimper, a tool made 
for the purpose. Some day the biter 
will lose something besides teeth. In 
fact, Lingg, one of the Chicago anar­
chists, committed suicide by biting a 
blasting cap between his teeth. Acci­
dently stepping on a cap will often re­
sult in a mangled foot. Sparks, flame, 
heat, blows, friction—all serve to ex­
plode the cap to which they are applied.

Explosives are very useful in connec­
tion with agricultural work. It is thor­
oughly safe to use them if a few sim­
ple rules are followed; but carelessness 
and unintelligent handling often results 
in terrible injury. It would be very 
unfortunate if these important agricul­
tural aids were to acquaire a bad name 
as a result of such accidents; and to 
avoid this butcome as well as to pre­
vent injury and loss of life it is ex­
tremely important that everyone shall 
be taught to realize the danger that lies 
in tampering and ignorant handling. 
Read the directions that come with 
blasting caps and other explosives, and 
heed them.

What’s Doing In 
West Texas Today
ABILENE— One hundred and twenty- 

nine outstanding West Texas business 
leaders and professional men have been 
named by President R. W. Haynie of 
the West Texas Chamber of Commerce 
to serve on the eleven active bureaus 
of the regional organization for the 
year 1927-28. Appointments embrace 
representatives from town and cities in 
every district of the West Texas Cham­
ber territory and the bureaus embody 
every phase of activity necessary to 
continued growth and prosperity of the 
West. Two new bureaus created in­
clude the Oil and Gas Bureau and the 
Highways and Transportation on Bu­
reau.

RALLS—Tractors and granders are at 
work on construction of the Ralls-Post 
Highway. This work' is being financed 
by the road district which voted bonds 
several months ago and is under super­
vision of County Commissioner Early 
Long and the commissioner’s court.

McLEAN—The McLean Chamber of 
Commerce' has already gone on record 
as favoring a delegation to the 1928 
meeting of the West Texas Chamber 
of Commerce at Fort Worth.

STAMFORD—Plans are under way in 
various towns and cities for entertain­
ment of the West Texas Chamber of 
Commerce motored during the first ten 
days of July. The trip will touch the 
most scenic and picturesque spots of 
the resort section of West Texas and 
Eastern New Mexico. All those desir­
ing to make the trip are requested to 
write the West Texas Chamber of Com­
merce office at Stamford immediately.

STEPHENSVILLE— Plans are being 
perfected here for erection of a mod­
ern tourist park. The project is under 
direction of the local Chamber of Com- 
fierce.

MIAMI—When the 1927-28 school 
term opens here, Miami students will 
be housed in a new $65,000 school build­
ing. Contract for the structure has 
been awarded and preliminary work is 
under way.

ALPINE—A large cotton oil mill will 
be erected here in July, to be complet­
ed by opening of the fall season. Ar­
rangements for building the structure 
are now under way by representatives 
of the Pearsall Company who are to 
build the plant.

SAN SABA—Deal has been closed 
with the Hokenbury Hotel System, Inc., 
o f Harrisonburg, Pennsylvania, to sell 
stock for erection of a 35-story hotel 
in this town. Local committees are 
completing sale of stock, and work on 
the modern hostelry is expected to 
start at an early date.

COAHOMA— Rapid progress is being 
made by the pipeline crew working 
near here on a line from Midland to 
Ranger. Local business concerns are 
enjoying increased business due to 
presence of the crew in the Coahoma 
trade territory.

LEVELLAND—The first wheat crop 
o f any consequence was sowed in Hock­
ley County this season. Every indica­
tion points to the fact that this country 
is well adapted to the growth of that 
grain and the acreage planted is in good 
condition.

BLEDSOE—A new $100,000 combined 
high school and grammar school build­
ing will be opened formally here next 
September when 175 pupils of the Bled­
soe district and a faculty of ten teach 
ers start off the 1927-28 school year. 
Bledsoe schools have increased from 7 
pupils and one teacher in 1925 to al­
most 200 in 1927.

FIRST INVEST IN RUNNING WATER 
FOR FARM HOME, SCOATES SAYS

College Station, June 16.—“ With the 
rural women of America saying they 
had rather have running water than 
any of the other farm home utilities 
in their homes, this is one of the first 
places that a farmer should invest his 
money, it seems to me,” Professor D. 
Scoates, head of the agricultural engi­
neering department, A. & M. College, 
said in a recent discussion of the home 
water supply.

“A very complete system of running 
water, including a bathroom and sew­
erage system, does not cost consider­
able,” said Prof. Scoates. “ But even 
one of the most expensive systems that 
could be installed in a farm home would 
not cost as much as a good automo­
bile.”

Running water in a home can be put 
in on the installment plan if that is 
necessary, Prof. Scoates said. He ex­
plained that he meant not necessarily 
buying the equipment on the install­
ment plan but rather buying outright 
certain parts of the equipment and in­
stalling it and later buying additional 
parts for installation. “A carefully 
planned outfit can thus be installed 
without it costing any more than do­
ing all the work at once. This, of 
course, will call for careful planning 
and seeing that none of the parts must 
be torn 'out when new parts are put 
in.”

The first thing to be installed should 
be the kitchen sink, Prof. Scoates said, 
this to be connected with outside drain 
so the waste water poured into it may 
run off. A very satisfactory sink for 
the kitchen may be purchased at a mod­
erate price and this should be connec­
ted with the proper fittings, including 
goose-neck trap to prevent foreign mat­
erials from getting into the drainage 
line and stopping it up. The water 
from the kitchen sink should be con­
nected away from the house through 
tile, a satisfactory outlet being provid­
ed so it may drain away freely and not 
become stagnant to breed mosquitoes 
and become unsanitary.

Bringing the water from the source 
of supply to the kitchen is a procedure 
that depends upon the type of supply 
used. If there is an elevated cistern, 
gravity may be used. If the cistern is 
too low for gravity, a small pitcher 
pump will pull the water to the kitch­
en sink. If the source of supply is a 
deep well, pump at the well will be nec­
essary. In case funds are not suffi­
cient to permit installing a large over­
head tank, an ordinary barrel tank 
erected over the kitchen will suffice, 
but this should have an overflow pipe 
to tell when the barrel is full.

“ With such a start,” said Prof. 
Scoates, “ a system can be built up from 
time to time until a very fine system 
of running water in the house has been 
provided.

TEN MILLION METEORS HIT THE
EARTH DAILY SAYS SCIENCE

More than 10,000,000 meteors strike 
the earth’s atmosphere daily, according 
to Dr. Harlow Shapley, director of the 
Harvard Observatory. In an interview 
with the American Magazine, he ex­
plains:

“ The moment a meteor enters the 
earth’s atmosphere, its pace is slowed 
down by friction with the air, and its 
outer surface is heated by the same 
process. Meteoric velocities as high as 
75 miles a second have been reported. 
Were it not for our blanket of protec­
ting atmosphere we should be pelted 
continuously by these bodies.

“ Most of them are so small, however, 
that the total weight added to the earth 
is only 36,500 tons a year. At this rate 
it would take a thousand million years 
to accumulate a layer one ince thick 
over the whole earth’s surface.

“ The largest meteor ever found in 
the United States was discovered at 
Willamette, Ore., and weighs 31,000 
pounds* Admiral Peary found one in 
Greenland that weighs 73,000 pounds. 
The Old Testament tells of men being 
killed by meteors, and there are sim­
ilar references in ancient Chinese and 
Italian history, but we have no records 
in modern times of any serious results 
from meteoric falls, although a large 
meteor at Marzapil, Mexico, narrowly 
missed a ranchman in 1885.

BASIS FOR ROTATION SYSTEM

with meteors slows down its revolution 
increases its attraction for the sun 
shortens its orbit and shortens our 
year. But in a million years the short­
ening amounts to only 1,000th of a 
second.”

Out of the practical experience of 
farmers over a period 3,000 years or 
more hasfinally developed the funda­
mental prenciple of modern crop rota­
tion, says W. W. Weir,Bureau of Soils, 
Department of Agriculture. This prin­
cipal is the growing of an intertilled 
crop, a small-grain crop, and a grass or 
leguminous crop in the order named, 
and in recurring succession on a given 
piece of land. Four stages of farming 
practice during these 30 centuries have 
resulted in the present system of crop­
ping, and they are recounted by Mr. 
Weir in order that the importance of 
crop rotation may be fully appreciated 
to-day.

When cereals became the chief source 
of food of the early peoples it was nat­
ural that these crops should be grown 
on the same fields year after year. It 
was noted, however, that such cropp­
ing resulted in land depletion, and that 
resting the land renewed its producing 
power. This knowledge gave rise to the 
practice of “ resting” the land, or aban­
doning it, at intervals to the natural 
growth of rough and weedy herbage. 
The oldest record of such a practice aĉ
cording to Mr. Weir, is to be found in 

“ Theoretically, the earth’s encounter j the Mosaic laws (about 1400 B. C.) com­
manding the people, “And six years 
thou shalt sow thy land, and gather in 
the fruits thereof; but the seventh thou 
shalt let it rest and lie still.” Thus we 
have the first or “ resting” stage of 
cropping.

Reports from all admitted stock in­
surance companies writing insurance, 
in Texas have not been receive^ by the 
State Insurance Commission. The Nat­
ional Board of Fire Underwriters, how­
ever, have just finished the tabulation 
of the reports of those companies re­
porting to the Board. The amount of 
business done and losses paid by those 
companies not members of the Board 
can not be told. Also there is that line 
of insurance written of the State 
through brokers and attorneys that can 
not be determined.

In the summary of the National 
Board there is a total of $14,849,821 
shown as paid for fire losses in 1926 
by the companies reporting to the 
Board. This is $2,514,455 less than the 
amount reported by these companies as 
paid out in 1925. If the companies not 
reporting to the Board did not have un­
usually. heavy losses, there was a de­
crease of about two and one half mil­
lion dollars in the fire losses in Texas 
for 1926 below that of 1925. The total 
fire losses in Texas for 1926 would 
probably run around 22 1-2 million dol­
lars.

DEVELOPMENT OF FLOWERS 
AND BOLLS OF COTTON IN

RELATION TO BRANCHING

In comparing Pima and Acala cotton 
at the United States Department of 
Agriculture Field Station, Sacaton, Ari­
zona, over a period of several years data 
were obtained which may be of special 
value in determining many points relat­
ing to cultural practices. The results 
are presented in Department Bulletin 
1365-D.

The method of close spacing cotton 
plants, called the “ single-stalk” method, 
is anexample of the practical applica­
tion of some of the results. Bolls were 
found to mature in greater number on 
the branches of the main stalks than 
on the vegetative limbs; also plants 
without vegetative limbs were found to 
shed a smaller proportion of squares 
and develop a greater proportion of 
them into mature bolls than do larger 
plants which have long fruiting branches 
and vegetative limbs. The close spac­
ing of cotton plants reduces the num­
ber of vegetative limbs and thus re­
sults in a greater percentage of bolls 
maturing.

With relation to cotton growing un­
der boll-weevil conditions, data such 
as shown in this bulletin nr ay help to 
answer questions pertaining to the 
rapidity of square and boll develop­
ment, to the lengths of the periods of 
development and to the shedding of 
squares and bolls in different positions 
on the plants.

the “ resting” practice 
gave way to one in which “ bare fallow 
was practiced to control the weeds. In 
this second stage the rotation consisted 
of a winter grain like wheat, folowed 
by a spring grain like barley, which in 
turn was followed by bare fallow.

The third stage was marked by the 
introduction of legumes or clover into 
the cropping system. The Flemish far­
mers about 1600 A. D., abolished the 
bare fallow practice, and grew clover 
in rotation with hemp, turnips, and 
small grains. This was a big step in 
the improvement of husbandry because 
it permitted more livestock to be kept 
and renewed as well as rested the land.

The fourth stage was the introduction 
of intertillage in the field. Although 
the art of hoeing in between rows of 
plants grown in the garden had been 
practiced by the early Romans, appar­
ently nobody thought of carrying the 
practice to the fields until English far­
mers adopted it during the eighteenth 
century to meet the problem of weeds.

The introduction of intertillage into 
the field gave rise to one of the great­
est improvements of the basic princi­
ple of crop rotation as it is known to­
day.
