Monday, October 20, with the Hon-
orable J, Robert Black on the bench
bl‘cluﬂ' of the absence in Mexico of
Judge W, R. Ely on & hunting ex-
pedition, where he and his fellow
Nimrods were water bound, and the
former was unable to reach Baird
uotil Wednesday moruing.

As related in last week's Stur,
Judge Black decided seversl non.
jury cases, and adjourned court.
When Judge Ely failed to return
Monday morning, with the Grand
Jurors summoned on hand to per-
form therr duties, Judge Black
sgain mounted the woolsack, admin
istered the oath to the members of
the Grand loquest sod charged and
instructed that body as to its du

l ties.

Judge Black’s charge, which The
Star regrets axceedingly 1te inability
to publish io full because of its
length, was a very able effort. Af.
ter ipstructing Callaban’s 1nquisi-
tor's as to their duties, in their thor-
ough investigation of all presump.
tive felonies, be charged them not
to bother with misdemesanors, which
could be handled by complaint In-
formation,

Among the crimes to which he di.
rected their special attedtion were
those of forgery, adultery, dispos-
ing of mortgaged property, ‘‘coil
check’” passing, violation of the hg-
uor and blue sky laws and of gamb-
ling. lno conclusion he said:

RECEIVERSHIP FOR
KLAN IS REFUSED

Rittenhouse Faction Will Take Case
to Supreme Court

Atlanta, Ga - Judge Joan H. Hum-
phries denied the petition of David
M. Rittenhouse and others for the
appointment of a recelver for the
Ku Klux Klan. At the same time he
denied the petition for an injunction
to prevent the distribution of klan
funds until the next klonvocation.

The petition for receivership was
denied on the groumd that the evi
dence did not justify the appointment
of a receiver and the injunction be
cause “there was no immediate, posi
tive, alleged aet to be enjoined”

In iustructing attorneys to draw
up a formal order setting forth his
decision, Judge Humphries said: “It
seemed to be an inside fight by
about 300 members agalnst 1,600,000
other members.”

Attorneys for the Rittenhouse fae-
tion announced they would appeal
to the Supreme Court.

Judge Humphrles’ decision was an-
nounced orally from the bench fol-
lowing two hours of argument by
opposing counsel. The formal order
will be prepared and signed later
by the Judge.

wheatgrowinng areas at the request
| of President Coolldge

In a 5,000 word report to the Presi-
dent, made public Sunday night, the
two corporation directors declared
that mot only should there be an
improved marketing system but that
steps should be taken to adjust Am
erican production in times of world
overproduction. Already the direct
ors, Eugene Meyer Jr, and Frank
W. Mondell, bhave talked over their
findings with Mr. Coolidge and it
has been indicated . that, after fur
ther conferences with private inter-
ests concerned, the proposals ad
vanced In the report may form the
basis of a definite administration
policy of relief. Whether legislation
will be ready for presentation at the
opening of the next Congress, how
ever, remains undetermined

The report warned against |n-|
much sympathy and emotion in work
ing out the problem and urged main

tenance of ‘a thoroughly rational
wititude” in efforts te alleviate dis
tiess

“We feel, as a result of our trip,”
the ‘eport continued, “that the solu
tion of the wheat problem lies wlong
two lines: First, the adjustment of
production to American needs if the
world market is oversupplied from
other producing couuntries at lower
prices tham are satisfactory to the
American producer under prevailing
conditions and, second, the develop
went of an improved marketing s=y»
tem such as we belileve can be
brought about by the organization of
the producers of the coumtry for the
jurpose of marketing their wheat
under the (ooperative marketing
plan, making it unnecessary to rely
so completely upon the uncertaiu
functioning of the speculative public
ontract market.

The two off claly sald their study
of agricultursl concitions gave them
% more hopeful feeling regurding the
future of the industry “than many
of those Interested in certain lines
of production ure inclined to believe.”

Among the plans for solving the
wheat problem given the two offi
cials these were set out in the 1o
port as the mere important:

“An Increase in the wheat tariff,

“Government price fixing
panied by the necessary control o
the wheat trade

“Government purchase of the so
called surplus with the view of ex-
porting it to foreign countr’es

“Distribution of $55.000,000 whica
it was sald, was a profit made by
the Grain Corporation during its ex-
istence.

“Modification of the present immi-
gration laws so as to provide for the
selective admission of a larger sup-
ply of labor.

Organization and development of
cooperative wheat marketing assocl-
ations.”
