Land for Dairies

The Sherman County 
Development Committee is 
looking at the prospects of 
bringing dairies into Sherman 
County. To be successful in 
this venture we are searching 
for county landowners that are 
interested in selling their land 
should a dairy decide to locate 
to the area. According to 
engineering specs, the land 
should have the following 
points to be considered by the 
dairymen:

1. Land has to be at least 
V2  mile from any 
occupied facility.

2. Access to feed to be 
purchased

3. Reasonable access to 
3-Phase power,

4. Good roads.
5. Prefer land with north- 

to-south slope; but any 
can be considered.

6. Acreage: Prefer at least 
Va sections and larger.

A dairy permit, whether in 
process or a lrea^  approved, 
establishes an attractive 
incentive when talking with a 
dairyman. The cost of the 
permit is $6,500 which most 
farmers or ranchers recoup 
when their land sells.

The SCDC is gathering 
information to distribute to 
dairymen wishing to relocate. 
If you would like to be included
