On Wednesday, a SI5I  billion 
highway bill, designed to serve as 
an economic stimulus with the 
creaiion ol as many as lour million 
jobs over the next six years, was  
approved and sent to l*resident

Ihe hill includes some $2.8 
million lor preliminary engineer­
ing and design plans on extending 
Interstate 27 souUi o f  Lubbock to 
connect wiili 1-20

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Washington to pay Iran $278 million Astrograph

IHE HAGUE. Netherlands 
(AP) — The United States has 
agreed to pay Iran $278 million to 
eonipeasaie lor weapons withheld 
to protest the holding of hostages 
in the U S Embassy in Tehran in 
1979, an official said Ihursday 

The settlement stemming from 
rill- U S Foreign Military Sales 
program clears the decks for resol­
ution of a multibillion dollar claim 
for weapons ordered arxJ paid for 
by Iran, but never delivered be­
cause of the U' S ^ r i i s  embargo

U S and Iranian officials at the 
frihunal have denied any link, 
even though Iranian officials have 
repeatedly set return of im­
pounded assets as a precondition 
for their intercession on behalf of 
the hostages.

It has so far settled more than 
$2.3 billion worth of claims 
spawned by the revolution and the 
consequent broken contracts, ex­
propriation, confiscations and 
freezing of assets on both sides.

Last spring, Washington al­
lowed the resumption of Iranian 
oil sales to the United States, on 
condition that all revenue go into 
the security account to pay off 
claim s against the Islamic^

University agrees to increase 
its efforts to hire minorities

ARLINGTON, Texas (AP) — 
The University of Texas at Arling­
ton is promising it will try harder 
to attract black and Hispanic 
teachers.

Results have been announced of 
months-long negotiations be­
tween the school and three minor­
ity groups. The U.S. Justice De- 
panmcnt acted as mediator in the 
talks.

The ensuing agreement makes a 
pledge for minority recruitment at 
a school criticized for its histori­
cally poor record o f hiring 
minorities.

Gruiips involved in the talks 
were the Black State Employees 
Association of Texas, the League 
of United Latin American Citizens 
and the incorporated Mexican 

’ American Government' Employ­
ees of Texas.

“ We feel very good about it,”  
said Darren Reagan, head of the

black employees group.
“ Certainly, it’s a start and a 

great opportunity for UTA as well 
as the ethnic minority community 
in terms of the contracting, gen­
eral services employment and stu­
dent recniitment,”  Reagan said.

Last year, UTA’s 25,000-mem­
ber student body was 6.8 percent 
black and 6 percent Hispanic. But 
2.7 percent of the faculty was 
black and 4 percent was Hispanic.

President Wendell Nedderman 
called the agreement a continua­
tion of the school’s current affir­
mative action plan.

UTA agreed to advertise job 
vacancies to minority groups. 
1ITA also agreed to establish anti- 
racial harassment policies to im­
prove the caaipus environment for 
minorities. - S  •-

agrees to fine, fees

WEST PALM BEACH, Fla 
(AP) — One of the state’s agribus­
iness leaders hits agreed to pay 
$68U,(X)0 in fines and costs for 
digging 22 miles of canals without 
a permit in wetlands near Lake 
Okeechobee.

Lykes Bros. Inc. “ made a col­
ossal snafu” in 1989 with the ex­
cavations, said company attorney 
Buddy Blain.

A helicopter survey by the 
South Rorida Water Management 
District discovered the digging 
within weeks.

The district ordered Lykes to 
plug the newly dug canals with 
eiu"then dams and worked out re­
storation plans to mute the effects.

“ We were able to turn an envir­

Texas awaits 
insurance ruling

DALLAS (AP) — Strong fi­
nancial shock waves rolled across 
Texas last spring when the Execu­
tive Life Insurance Co. of Los 
Angeles collapsed under the 
weight of a devalued junk bond 
portfolio.

The State Board of Insurance in 
Austin estim ated more than 
18,000 policyholder claims in 
Texas totaled $930 million. The 
claims initially were viewed as a 
potential $200 million drain on the 
taxpayer-backed life-insurance 
guaranty fund, stale officials said.

But now, the most pessimistic 
estimate of the damage in Texas 
estimates a $375 million draw on 
guaranty funds. 'The Dallas Morn­
ing News .reported Friday.

Such a drain would nearly dou­
ble the taxpayers’ current obliga­
tions for failed insurers in the 
.slate.

The most optimistic scenario 
involving Executive Life's failure 
predicts a loss of $40 million in 
Texas.

Decisions defining the degree 
of harm in Texas will he made in a 
pending court case in Los 
Angeles.

— Filling the streets where they 
live and die, thousands of raggedy, 
homeless children protested the 
alleged death squad murders of 
poor youths.

A boy lying on a wooden cross 
carried by four companions fed the 
procession Ihursday of more than 
6,000 people, including a group of 
mothers whose children were 
slain.

■ ’The police arc mean animals 
When they beat you, they hit to 
kill,” said 13-year-old Alex Rosa 
dos .Sants, barefoot and shirtless in 
the m;irch organized by human 
rights groups, UNICEF, the Ro­

“ Ihese murders are the work of 
death squads and police officers, 
and they continue because of the 
impunity of the killers,”  said Lu­
cia Regina Campista, a lawyer 
with the Defense Center for Child­
ren and Adolescents.

This month, six children ages 9 
to 17 were killed in the Baixada 
Ruminense slums^ north o f Rio. A 
seventh victim, a 16-year-old girl, 
escaped with a head wound by 
playing dead.

Murders of children living on 
tlieir own on the streets have 
tripled in the past year in major ci­
ties, according to studies by social 
and church groups. Brazil has ab­
out 12 million street kids, com­
pared with 5 million in 1985.

The National Movement of 
Street Boys and Girls says more 
than three children were killed ev­
ery day in Brazil during the 12 
months ending in June.

But the government of Presi­
dent Fernando Collor dc Mello 
says the number of murders is ex­
aggerated and actually has de­
clined since last year.

DEAR DR. GOTT; What is the dif- 
feecace between tranquilizers, anti- 
anxiety drugs and beta blockers? Do 
they all work differently, and can 
they be addictive?

DEIAR READEIR; Tranquilizing 
drugs are fundamentally sedatives 
that reduce agitation and produce a 
calming effect. These drugs are divid­
ed into two categories; major tran­
quilizers (such as Haldol, Thorazine 
and Mellaril) are used in serious psy­
chiatric disorders; miiwr tranquUiz- 
ers (such as Valium, Librium and 
meprobamate) are commonly pre­
scribed for mild/moderate emotional 
upset. Alcohol, a depressant, also has 
tranquilizing properties, as does pbe- 
nobarbital, a once-popular medica­
tion. Unfortunately, alcohol is avail­
able without a prescription; many 
people inappropriately self-medicate 
with it.

All tranquilizers have the potential 
for abuse sind habituation. Therefore, 
they should not be administered for 
trivial complaints. Tranquilizers af­
fect the brain and may cause excess 
sedation, fatigue, poor coordination 
and other unwanted side effects. Pa­
tients, who have taken these drugs for 
e x te n ^  and suddenly stop,
may have withdrawal symptoms and 
seizures. Minor tranquilizers used to 
be prescribed far more frequently 
than they are today because modern 
physicians have become justifiably 
more cautious in their use.

Anti-anxiety drugs (such as Buspar 
and Xanax) are a'new class of medi­
cine specifically developed to reduce 
anxiety, without the sedation and oth­
er side effects of tranquilizers. These 
compounds should also be used with 
caution. They help relieve high-anxi­
ety states, such as panic attacks. Al­
though the addiction potential is less­
ened, some patients do become 
habituated; withdrawal symptoms 
and seizures have been reported.

As with all psychotropic drugs 
(those which affect thinking and be­
havior), anti-anxiety agents should be 
prescribed only for short periods un­
der appropriate medical supervision. 
These and similar medications accen­
tuate the effects of alcohol. The exact 
mechanism of action is unknown.

Beta-blockers, unlike the com­
pounds I mentioned, do not affect 
thinking and behavior. Inderal, Cor- 
gard. Atenolol, Lopressor (and others) 
specifically block the function of cer­
tain nerves in the body, this relaxes 
blood vessels and slows the pulse. 
Thus, they are widely prescribe for
hypertension and heart disease. For 
unknown reasons, beta-blockers also 
relieve symptoms of stage fright — 
without compromising performance; 
therefore, performing artists may 
temporarily take beta-blockers. 
These drugs are not addictive, howev­
er, abrupt discontinuation has, in 
some patients with heart disease, led 
to heart attacks.

Court upholds 
refusal to rent

LOS A N G ELES (A P) —  A 
state appeals court ruled the reli­
gious rights o f a couple would be 
violated if they were forced by 
fair housing laws to rent an apart­
ment to an unm arried man and 
woman.

The state Court o f  Appeal in 
Los Angeles ruled W ednesday 
that landlords John and Agnes 
Donahue violated state discrimi­
nation laws by refusing to rent to 
Verna Terry and Robert Wilder in 
January 1987.

But the co u rt sa id  the D o­
nahues, who d esc rib ed  th em ­
selves as devout Catholics, were 
entitled to an exemption because 
of their “ sincerely held religious 
belief that fornication and its fa­
cilitation are sins.”

I'he court's 2-1 ruling said that 
the state’s interest in protecting 
unmarried couples from discrimi­
nation was not so paramount as to 
outweigh the Donahues’ right to 
free exercise of religion under the 
state Constitution.

The court overturned a ruling 
by the C aliforn ia Em ploym ent 
and Fair Housing C om m ission 
that the Donahues violated two 
state laws by refusing to rent to 
T erry  and W ild e r, who w ere 
awarded $7,480 in dam ages in 
1988.

“ We felt we were perfectly  
within our rights.” said Donahue, 
71 “ If it had gone against us, we 
were prepared to appeal to the 
state Supreme Court.”  •

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Now President Carlos Salinas 
de Gortari has proposed a new re­
volution in (he countryside that he 
hopes will revive Mexico’s stag­
nant farm sector as the country 
heads towanl a free trade zone 
with the United States and 
Canada -

Salinas last month announced a 
hall to land distribution and Con­
gress is now debating his call for 
crucial changes in the "ejido” 
system of small holdings.

Salinas’ plan would let ejido 
farmers legally sell their plots, as 
well as rent or sharecrop them — 
arrangements that are already 
widespread in practice. He would 
also encourage business associa­
tions among ejido members and 
outside investors.

While some welcome the 
change, which is virtually certain 
to pass, it has been Lu from uni­
versally popular.

” 1 lake a bad vievTof this new 
privatization of the ejido,” said 
Saniano Buslo Sanchez, head of 
the 420-mcmber ejido ass(x;iation 
of Anenecuilco, about 45 miles 
southeast of Mexico City.

But like many other htrmers, 
Sanchez expressed mixed feelings 
as well — praising the president's 
effort to give the ejido farmers 
more freedom.

The ejido grew directly from

the revolution, when men rose 
from Anenecuilco and surround­
ing towns to smash the great land- 
holdings where they had worked 
in near slavery.

It became a near-sacred symbol 
of the 1910 Mexican revolution 
and eventually spread to cover 
more than half the surface of Mex­
ico, in the hands of 3.2 million 
families . •

But it has failed to feed the 
country — or even many of the 
families that farm ejido plots.

The ejido gives farmers perpe­
tual rights to work, the land and 
pass plots on to their heirs. Owner» 
ship remains in stale hands. That 
prevents creditors from seizing 
land, but also restricts credit and 
investment.

Many ejidos were granted on 
worthless land as a cheap political 
gesture to land-hungry peasants. 
Others cut up productive farms 
into unproductive, small parcels.

Ihe ejido reform is aniong the 
most controversial of the radical, 
market-oriented changes Salinas 
has enacted since taking office in 
1989.

Critics claim it will put peasants 
at the mercy of banks, investors 
and large landowners.^pushing 
many off their lands.

Salinas has responded by por­
traying his plans as a continuation

of Mexico’s revolutionary herit­
age and by calling his critics 
■’reactionaries.”

He insists that big new hacien­
das won’t be permitted that 
ejido farmers will be ^btecied 
from pressures to sell their lands. 
He also has promised to greatly in­

crease public aid and investment 
in the countryside.

I'he average U.S. farm pro­
duces more than five times as 
much com per acre as the average 
Mexican ejido. according to Jose 
Leyva.

Stradlin leaves Guns N’ Roses
LOS ANGELES (AP) — 

Rhythm guitarist Izzy Stradlin has 
left the hard-rockiiig, often con­
troversial band Guns N’ Roses, 
says the group's leader. Axl Rose.

Ihc band and Stradlin were 
"■going in septirate directions,”  
Rose said in a statement released 
Thursday by Geffen Records.

"Izzy and I have been together 
15 years so it's kind of a shock to 
my .system,”  he said.

Gil by Clarke of Ihe band Kill 
for Thrills will replace Stradlin 
and join Guns N’ Roses on its up­
coming tour, the statement said.

Stradlin could not immediately 
be reached for comment. Geffen 
spokeswoman Bryn Bridenthal 
was not in her office Thursday, 
and an answering service operator 
said no comment beyond that in 
the statement was planned.

Stradlin wrote much of the ma­
terial and did some lead vocals on

Guns N’ Roses’ new albums. 
"Use Your Illusion I”  and “ Use 
Your Illusion II.”

Guns N’ Roses, known for its 
angry, sometimes sexist lyrics, 
sold 14 milllion copies of its 1987 
debut album - ‘‘Appetite for 
Destruction.”
