Bush: no apologizes needed
for Pearl Harbor or A-bombs

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Bush sees no need for apolo-
g1es “one way or the other’ for
the surprise Japanese attack at
Pearl Harbor that brought this
country into World War II or the
.S atomic bombings that ended
the contflict

Bush, a war veteran who will
lead the SOth anniversary obser-
vance at Pearl Harbor on Satur-
day, said he harbors no ill will
against the Japanese leaders he
now deals with as allies and busi-
ness competitors

““I'm over that and I think most
Americans are or should be,’’ he
said in a taped interview aired
Sunday on ABC-TV's ‘‘This
Week with David Brinkley ™’

But he dismissed any sugges-
ton that the United States owes
Japan an apology for dropping
atomic bombs on Hiroshima and
Nagasaki in August 1945, killing
tens of thousands of civilians and
forcing Japan to accept uncondi-
tuonal surrender.

“*Not from this president. I was
fighting over there. I had my or-
ders to go back there when the war
ended and American lives were
saved, " said Bush, who as a Navy
pilot was shot down by the Japan-
ese during a bombing run on Sept
2, 1944 An American submarine
rescued him, but two crewmates
died

“War is hell, and it’s a terrible
thing, but there should be no apol-
ogy requested, and thatin my view
is rank revisionism,’’ Bush said.

President Truman ‘“‘made a
tough, calculating decision and it
was right, because it spared the
lives of millions of American citi-
zens, ' he said

Bush said he believes Japan ap-
preciates what the United States
did in *‘helping restore that coun-
try’’ after the war

“1I'don’t think there’s anybody
looking for apologies one way or

another. What we're saying is:
‘Hey, let’s forget that. Let's go
forward now together,’”’" he said.

“*We have an unhappy trade im-
balance with them now. It has im-
proved,”” Bush said, but “‘we’ve
got a long way to go.”’

Tuberculosis increases
throughout the state

HOUSTON (AP) — Now is the
time to fight a resurgence of tuber-
culosis, a highly contagious and
potentially fatal disease that is one
of mankind’s oldest plagues, a
state health official says.

““The disease is here again. It
has made a resurgence with great
torce,”” said Charles Wallace of
the Texas Department of Health.
““The time to do battle with it is
now.”’

‘The spread of tuberculosis has
been spurred by increasing pov-
erty and homelessness, crowded
housing and a breakdown in
public health care, officials have
said.

Prisons, hospitals and public
schools are reporting increasing
incidence of positive skin tests for
the disease. Wallace said doctors,
prison guards and those providing
services for low-income people
also are at risk.

“We're very worried about
this. We thought we had con-
quered TB and we actually cut
back on education and the amount
of medication available. Doctors

aren’t trained anymore, they think
it's a 1930s disease,’’

In Texas, the number of tuber-
culosis cases in children under age
S increased from 69in 198910 112
in 1990. Nationwide, the number
of cases increased from 687 to 936
in the same period.

Starke blames the rise of TB on
“‘the general breakdown of the
public health system in the United
States. We no longer have the re-
sources to properly treat and track
patients and their contacts.’’

Harris Co. judges
ponder punishment By Bernice Bede Osol
for cocaine crimes:

HOUSTON (AP) — Routine
cocaine cases involving small
amounts of crack should be re-
duced from felonies to misdemea-
nors because \of overcrowded
court dockets, some judges who
regularly preside over such cases

say.
Four Harris County district
judges have recommended cases

involving small quantities of co-
caine be processed in misdemea-
nor courts-at-law so that the
county can benefit from fine
revenues.

The growing use of crack co-
caine since 1988 has loaded the
courts of Harris County and other
U.S. urban areas.

Of the 47,550 inmates in Texas’
overcrowded prisons, 85 percent
of felons are in there for drug-
related crimes, officials said.

More than 40,000 cases are pro-
cessed through Harris County's 22
courts each year. Officials esti-
mate 6,000 of the cases involve
one “‘rock’ or less of the rcla-
tively cheap, powerfully addictive
drug.

State District Judge Norman
Lanford told the Houston Chroni-
cle he's grown tired of handling
small cocaine cases, which seem
small in comparison to violent
crimes such as murder, robbery
and rape. ‘

Since January, he’s sentenced
about 1,000 offenders, a third of
them were charged with cocaine
offenses.

*'I think I'd make anything less
than a gram of cocaine (the equi-
valent of one rock of crack) into a
Class A misdemeanor,’’ Lanford
said.

A Class A misdemeanor is pun-
ishable with up to a year in jail, a
fine of up to $3,000, or both. As a

second-degree felony, crack pos-

session is punishable by a two- to
20-year prison term and a fine of

up to $100,000, or both.

State
Densen said that in the end, tax-
payers are burdened with paying
for the court process.

‘1 triedthree crack cases before
juries in 10 days and it cost
$67,000," he said. ““The .total
value of the dope was $40."

“*I’s like killing a gnat with a
sledgehammer,”’ he said.

Several judges say it's possibl¢é
the Punishment Standards Com-
mission appointed by Gov. Ann
Richards will change the punish-
ment for crack offenses when they
meet Dec. 10 to rewrite the Penal
Code.

Guests flee
motel fire

SAN MARCOS, Texas (AP) —
About 10 guests and six employ-
ees were evacuated from a Holi-
day Inn motel during a fire that
caused an estimated $250,000 in
damage, authorities said.

The fire apparently started in
the kitchen Sunday afternoon and
destroyed the motel’s lobby, re-
staurant and kitchen, San Marcos
fire officials said.

No injuries were reported. The
guests were taken to other motels,
fire officials said.

Dense smoke from the fir¢ cov-
ered a major highway intersection
near the motel and forced authori-
ties to reroute heavy Thanksgiving
Day holiday traffic away from the
blaze.

One of two builui. _ * housing
the motel at the intersection of In-
terstate 35 and Loop 82 was *‘gut-
ted’ " by the fire. It ook firefighters
almost three hours to bring the fire
under control.

**The high winds didn’t help at
all,”” said firefighter Clayton
Emilienburg.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I'm stressed out
from my fast-paced job as a dental re-
ceptionist/secretary. I suffer from
tight pulling pains in my neck and
down my back. A friend suggested
Amino Action, yet I'm reluctant to try
it without your infu .

In the interim, I've been going to a
chiropractor for massage, have been
taking physical therapy, exercise and
biofeedback to learn relaxation tech-
niques. Am I on the right track?

EAR READER: Stress-related ill-
ness, notably headache and neck-
/back pains, is rapidly becoming a se-
rious problem in this country. The
treatment — to relieve stress and
thereby reduce s — is usual-
ly easier to describe than to carry out.

However, I believe you are on the
right track; stress counseling, bio-
feedback and massage (with or with-
out chiropractic) are entirely appro-
priate. In addition, I advise you to
obtain more (and regular) exercise;
this will help relieve tension and tight,
spastic muscles.

Also, you might try to analyze your
work environment with an eye to al-
tering your pattern,; this could help re-
duce the tension. The fact that you
have identified the problem and are
taking active measures to solve it will
probably lead to some degree of
improvement.

n.my experience, amino acid ther-
apy is Txackery for this or any other
medical condition. These are merely
pills composed of amino acids, sub-

stances readily available in any nor-
mal diet. Such therapy often seems ef-
fective because of the “placebo
effect”: Any treatment the patient be-
lieves will help, usually does. Save
your money and stick with your pre-
sent game plan.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I seem to have
trouble digesting fats. If I'm not care-
ful about how much I eat, I end up
with cramps and diarrhea. Is this
serious?

DEAR READER: Intolerance to di-
etary fat may reflect gallbladder, liv-
er or pancreatic disease, because the
flow of bile and enzymes, which are
necessary for proper digestion of fats,
may be impeded.

I suggest you discuss your symp-
toms with your family doctor, who
will probably order tests (such as gall-
bladder ultrasound and blood ana-
lyses of the liver and pancreas) to es-
tablish a diagnosis.

If these tests are normal, you
should seek advice from a gastroen-
terologist. Such a specialist can inves-
tigate other causes of fat intolerance,

such as malabsorbtion syndrome.

The Dallas Morning News re-
ported in a copyright story in Sun-
day’s editions that police and pro-
secutors also withheld evidence
which could have helped attorneys
defending Cook, who was sen-
tenced to die for the 1977 murder
of a Tyler woman.

The newspaper obtained re-
cords — including reports from
transcripts of secret grand jury
meetings — showing that police
questioned a teen-age girl who had
threatened to kill Linda Jo
Edwards. ;

Even <hough police say they
ruled out the girl as a suspect, the
threats on Ms. Edwards are con-
sidered “‘exculpatory’’ evidence,
or information that tends to point
to a defendant’s innocence, legal
experts said.

. I'he Smith County district attor-
ney’s office was under court order
10 turn all such evidence over o
Cook’s attorneys, but court re-
cords show that a prosecutor told a
judge there was no exculpatory
evidence.

Cook, 35, of Jacksonville,
Texas, has long maintained that he
is innocent. In September, the
Texas Court of Criminal Appeals
overturned the conviction after
ruling that his rights were violated
at his 1978 trial.

The court ordered a new trial,
and Smith County Criminal and
DistrictAttorney Jack Skeen is
trying to decide whether he has
enough evidence to retry Cook.

Cook remains on death row in
Huntsville.

Many law enforcement officials
in Tyler say they remain con-
vinced of Cook’s guilt

The district attorney at the time
of the trial, A.D. Clark III, told
The Associated Press that Cook
had admitted to attacking Ms. Ed-
wards. In a conference before the
punishment phase of the trial,
Clark said, Cook told prosecutors
the woman was alive when he left
the scene

But other people still ‘wonder

““There’s no question that he
was a victim of justice gone
awry,”” said Richard Reyna, who
has investigated Cook’s case for
Centurion Ministries Inc., a New
Jersey organization that investi-
gates inmates’ claims of
innocence

Among other recent findings in
the conuinuing investigation are
that Smith County prosecutors
knowingly misled the jury when
they said Cook fled Tyler atter the
slaying and never intendéd to
return

But grand jury transcripts show
that authorities knew that Cook’s

had been planned in advance, and
that he returned three days later

Also, Randy Dykes, a prosecu-

Dykes said that Assistant District
Auorney Michael Thompson
“clearly intimidated me to the
point where | was prepared 1o say
whatever he wanted me to say.”

Thompson committed swicide
three months aftes Cook’s trial.

And a pathologist’s report indi-
cates that the slaying occurred in a
two-hour span during which wit-
nesses have provided an alibi for
Cook. But at the trial, the patholo-

gist changed the estimate of the
time of death 10 a period when
Cook has no alibi. ‘

Ms. Edwards, 21, was beaten in
the head with a plaster statue, then
stabbed repeatedly with scissors
and a knife and Sexually
mutilated.

At the time of the murder, Cook
was an unemployed bartender liv-
ing in the same apartment com-
plex as Ms. Edwards.

For AIDS specialist,
caseload increases

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Dr’
Luis Cisneros beams proudly
when his patients gain weight. He

.brags about patients who run 10K

races or bench-press 180 pounds.

In his typical 17-hour day, this
atypical doctor sees more AIDS
victims than any other doctor in
the city.

“*You really get rewarded see-
ing these people gain'20 pounds,
play tennis, return to work,”” he
says. ‘‘That’s a gratification.”’

His days begin at 7 a.m., and it
usually is after midnight before he
gets back home to his wife and
three teen-agers.

‘*He’s one of the most compas-
sionate doctors we' ve dealt with, "’
Robert Edwards, former director
of the San Antonio AIDS Founda-
tion, told the San Antonio Light.
“*He’s non-judgmental.”’

Cisneros has treated nearly 400
AIDS patients since the epidemic
began. At any one time; his active
case load includes 150 patients.

The Peruvian-born physician
was (rained in infectious disease
and public health at Johns Hopk-
ins University. He chose San An-
tonio for his practice because it
was a place where Spanish was
spoken and because a Hispanic
politician .who shared Cisneros’
name was being elected as mayor

1 thought the name would be
helpful,”” Cisneros is fond of
saying

The physician is not related to
former Mayor Henry Cisneros

Each patient comes to the phys-
ician with a multitude of problems
— medical, social and emotional.

One man cannot sleep. He
keeps waking up at predawn hours
to see if he has gained any weight

Another man attended his
lover’s funeral, only after fighting
with the family of the deceased for
the right to be present for the
ceremony. °

An HIV-infected woman, hav-
ing to take more and more time off
work for doctor appointments, is
afraid she will lose her job. Bill
collectors want money for medical
tests taken months ago

“"These patients are compli-
cated,”” Cisneros says. ' ‘Because
of the social and emouonal impli-
cations, sometimes you have to
play social worker, sometimes
you have to- play big brother.’’

Another 28-year-old woman
with AIDS has battled pneumonia
and spinal meningits.

“lTove him. 1 trust him with my

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life,”” she said. ‘‘My friends want
me to move back to the Midwest,
but I'll never leave Dr. Cisneros.”’

As Cisneros checks the wo-
man’s condition, he asks about her
6-year-old daughter.

At the mention of her daughter,
the woman starts to cry. She talks
about dying.

“*“Who's dying?"" Cisneros
asks, changing the subject. **You
look like a visitor, not a patient.
You don’t look like someone with
the AIDS virus.™

Each of Cisneros’ weatment
rooms has a huge medicine ca-
binet. Inside, lies a dizzying array
of drugs to treat rashes and nausea,
to calm nerves and add weight, 1o
stop sore throats and case pain.

For patients with no insurance
and little money, Cisneros doles
out samples of medicine — some-
times arm-loads full.

He listens to people who ofien
have no one else with-whom t©
talk. For some patients keeping
AIDS a secret, Cisneros is the only
one who knows their condition.

He is trying to keep them alive
— and cheerful.

**What are you doing here? You
don’t look sick,”” he asks a patient
who had been losing weight stead-
ily in past months.

This visit, the man weighs in at
141 — nine pounds heavier than
his last check.

~ “*Are you pregnant?” " Cisneros
asks, incredulously. ““Wow!
Wow! Wow! I expected you to do
well, but not this well.™

Three teenagers
were allegedly
sexually assaulted

HOUSTON (AP) — The chair-
man of a state Senate commitiee
investigating private psychiatric
hospital abuses says it would be
“‘inexcusable’” if understaffing
led to any one of three alleged
rapes at Texas hospitals.

““We find one more time a gap-
ing hole in the services to prevent
these kinds of horrible instances
from occurring,”” state Sen. Mike
Mouncrief, D-Fort Worth, told the
Houston Chronicle in Sunday’s
ediaons.

Al least three teen-agers claim
ey were sexually attacked in
psychiatric hospitals in Texas, and
some parents are blaming in-
adequate staffing for the incidents.

Ihe allegations come as law-
makers and other investigators
grow increasingly concerned ab-
out the effect of hospital cost-
cutting measures on patient care,
and regulators have pledged to in-
vestugate hospital staffing levels.

Gwen Stallworth said her
daughter, then 13, was raped by
another pauent while being treated
for ecmouonal problems at a Corpo-
rate psychiatric hospital. Her
daughter now: distrusts strangers,
has difficulty sleeping at night and
sometimes acts like a ““walking
zombie, ” she said.

Ms. Staliworth contends the Su-
gar Land hospital had been under-
staffed and failed o supervise the
PalICins

Ihe¢ boy who raped my
daughter at the hospital had priog
sexual problems,”” said Ms. Stall-
worth, 36. "“This patient should
have been separated from the
other - patients and should  have
been closely monitored.”’

Ms. Stallworth, who has filed a
lawsuit against Charter Hospital
of Sugar Land for the Deg. 3,
1989, incident said her daughier
was raped after the 16-year-old
boy entered her daughter’s hospi-
tal room at night

Although the boy later pleaded
guilty to the rape, Ms. Stallw
said Charter Hospital *“has notex-
plained 0 me or my hus E’

WASHINGTON (AP) — It's a
cliche that the U.S. Senate is a
great legislative brake, a place
where ideas are slowed for more
thorough and thoughtful consider-
ation before they become laws.

George Washington compared
it to a saucer, into which the pas-
sions of the people could be
poured and then cooled. It’san im-
age that senators cling to as they
stroll through. their daily duties.

“But while the notion of the Se-
nate as a deliberative body may
linger in the civics textbooks, it's
often untrue in practice.

Take, for example, -Sen. Al-
fonse D’ Amato’s amendment last
month to cap credit card interest
rates. Apparently taking a cue

from President Bush, the New
York Republican proposed a fed-
eral formula to knock about five
percentage points off the typical
charges

Rather than sending the issue 1o
committee for study, the Senate
approved it, 74-19. Although few
senators seemed o have any idea
if the idea would work, the stock
market was quick to pass judg-
ment. The Dow Jones industrial
average fell more than 100 points

The Senate frequently votes on
things that just arrived from the
woodwork only minutes earlier.

Usually they are minor items,
something for a senator’s home
state, but frequently these are
symbolic votes on pornography,

Baker may find it tougher
to map Mideast settlement

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sec-
retary of State James A. Baker HI
and his small circle of Middle East
advisers may find it harder to map
an Arab-Israeli settlement after
the showdown with Israel over re-
suming peace talks.

Whether or not th¢ negotiations
open here. Wednesday, as Baker
insists, or a week from now, as
Prime Minister Yitzhak Shamir
demands, the open clash with Is-
racl brought out Jerusalem's re-
sentment over both orders from
Washington and a deaf ear from
the Arabs in arranging the new
round.

Baker and his aides picked
Wednesday in Washington for

reopening the peace conference
after Israel and the Arabs could
not agree on a time and place.

Shamir and his supporters in the
hard-line Likud coalition viewed
the intervention a bad precedent
they do not want to see repeated
when Israel and the Arabs get
down to tatking about war-and-
peace issues

Isracli Ambassador Zalman
Shoval, after registering his gov-
ernment’s complaint last week (o
Dennis Ross, one of Baker's two
top aides on the Middle East — the
other is Assistant Secretary of
State Edward Djerejian — told re-
porters the Arabs simply had se-
fused to deal with Israel on the

pruudurll 1Ssue

"It would have been so easy to
pick up a phone,”” Shoval said. **If
we are going to live in peace with
one another, pick up the phone,
saying Washington is or is not
suitable.”’

From Baker's perspective, the
LS. intervention was essential in
order to maintain whatever
momentum in Mideast peacemak-
ing was set in motion during a pre-
liminary round in Madrid, Spain,
before recess on Nov. 4.

And even inside the Israeli gov-
ernment there is irritation not with
Baker and his aides but with the
way Shamir and his supporters
have fought the Bush administra-
tion every step of the way.

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Environmentalists want more wilderness areas

WASHINGTON (AP) From
Cahitormia 10 Georgia, environ-
mentalists are prodding Congress
to add millions of acses to the na-
tion's protected wilderness. And
lawmakers seem inclined to
oblige

“*We think in the next 25 years
we should be able to double the
amount of wilderness that's in the
system. That's our goal,”” says
Mike Francis, an official with the
Wilderness Society. The nation
currently counts 94 million acres

as wilderness, much of 1t
Alaska

I'he House ended six years of
squabbling over the future of the
vast California desert last week by
designating 8.2 million acres of 1t
as a wilderness. The Senate is ex
pected to take up the bill when
Congress reconvenes in 1992

But the California desert Iegis-
laton 1s only one of a dozen or
more wilderness bills being con-
sidered -at the nndp«u"m of the

102nd Congress. In all, these mea-

sures would create more than 18
million additional acres of wilder-
at least seven states
Ihey range from protecung
12,850 acrep of the Pisgah Na
tional Forest in North Carolina to
declaring as a wilderness the 1.5
mitlhion-acre coastal plain of the
Arctic Natonal Wildlife Refuge
in far northern Alaska, thereby
banning oil drilling there forever
Some of the bills are still incon-
goressional  committees, while
others await floor action and still
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others such as the California
desert legislation already have
been approved by one house or the
l_illk'l

"It’s Tooking like a really pro-
ductive Congress,” said Debbie
Sease, who follows wilderness le-
gislation for the Sierra Club. She
expects a number of wilderness
designdtions to emerge from Capi-
tol Hill when the lawmakers return
next year.

Hours before adjourning last
week for the holidays, the law-
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makers gave final approval 1o a
bill designating 26,000 acres as
wilderness in the Chattahoochee
National Forest in north Georgia
An additional 30,000 acres would
be designated special recréational
Or scenic areas

A wilderness designation pro-
tects the land from lumber cutting,
oil exploration, futuwre mining op-
erations and other development
Some activities such as livestock
erazing are still allowed in many

wilderness areas, but recreational
activities such as the use of off-
road vehicles are banned

While it's considered unlikely
that the coastal plain of the arctic
refuge in Alaska wili be declared a
wilderness anytime soon, the Cali-
fornia ‘desert bill has a good
chance of passage next year. Sodo
wilderness bills foPseveral other
states including Montana, North
Carolina, Colorado and Utah.

Officer who Kkilled
sniper announces
retirement plans

SAN ANTONIO (AP) — Al-
though retiring Texas Ranger
Ramiro '‘Ray’’ Martinez says he
would like to be known for his
«<veryday accomplishments, he
knows it is his actions on a sum-
mer day in 1966 that will remain in
the history books.

Martinez is the man who
climbed to the top of the Univer-
sity of Texas tower and killed
sniper Charles Whitman on Aug.
1, 1966.

Martinez, 54, said he would
prefer to be recalled as a man who
did any job that had to be done,
then moved on to the next job

“That’s is just the way I was
brought up. I will probably always
be remembered as the man who
stopped Charles Whitman, but
that is history. It happened. 1 did
my part, and I just leave it there,”’
Martinez told the San Antonio Ex-
press News

After 18 years as a Texas Ran-
ger, 4 years in the Texas Depart-
ment of Public Safety narcotics
section and 81/2 years with the
Austin Police Department, Mar-
tinez is retiring Dec. 31.

Marunez was an Austin police
officer when he made his way to
the top of the UT tower and led the
assault that ended with the death
of Whitman, a UT student who
killed 16 people and wounded 31
as he fired from his perch above
the campus

Martinez, who was born and
reared in the West Texas town of
Rotan, in-1967 received the Na-
tional Police Officers Association
Medal of Valor, which cited him
for bravery in stopping Whitman's
killing rampage

““In 1971 1 was invited to take
the test because: they wanted an
Hispanic, and I declined. I felt 1
should be selected on my qualifi-
cations and not based on race. |
didn’t want it that way. I want to
earn what I get,”’ Martinez said.

He took the test in 1972, was

“passed over and then selected after -

he retested in 1973. He was as-
signed to Laredo for the next five
years as one of 14 Texas Rangers
covering 39 South Texas counties.
He transferred to New Braunfels,
where he will retire.
