Storing, Handling
‘Boxed Drinks’

The aseptic ‘packaging of
drinks has some consumers
wondering about safely storing

and using these products, says
a Texas A&M University Agri-

cultural Extension Service
specialist.
According to  nutritionist

Marilyn Haggard, aseptic pack-
aging involves sterilizing the
product and container separate-
ly. Then the product and
package are brought together in
a sterile environment where the
container is filled and sealed.

Aceptic packaging is now
used for a variety of products,
including boxes for juice or milk
and foil pouches for juice and
fruit drinks.

‘““The aseptically packaged
milk does not have to be stored
in the refrigerator, and can sit
on your shelf for up to 6
months,’’ she says.

‘““While it’s safe and whole-
some, aseptically packaged milk
does have slightly different
taste, which is often described
as ‘richer’ than regular milk,
even after it’s been chilled,”
adds the specialist.

Haggard notes that aseptic
juice boxes or pouches can be a
special convenience for sack
lunches.

‘““The cartons can be stored
overnight in the freezer without
the multi-layered packaging
tearing as the freezing juice
expands. Then if you pack the
frozen carton in a lunch, it
should thaw, but still be cool by
lunch time,’’ she explains.

The aseptic  juices have a

" shelf life of 6-8 months, and like

canned food, should be rotated
so those bought first are used
first, says the specialist.

Texas A&M economists

predict U.S. agriculture
near biotech breakthrough

COLLEGE STATION — Break-
throughs in genetic engineering place
U.S. agriculture at the threshold of a
biotechnology revolution that will
change the face of agriculture, predict
agricultural economists from Texas
A&M University and the Texas Ag-
ricultural Experiment Station (TAES).

“Genetic engineering may allow ag-
ricultural products to be customized to
meet consumer needs, tastes and pre-
ferences,” said Drs. Ronald Knutson
and James W. Richardson of Texas
A&M.

Such customizing could include re-
moving cholesterol from red meats,
milk and eggs, and developing sheep
with lamb chops the size of center cut
pork chops. Experiments already have
demonstrated a “super cow” that can
produce 25 percent more milk.

Texas couldincrease
grain trade by deep=2ning
Houston Ship Channel

COLLECE STATION -- Digging

according to a study by a Texas A&M-

“Deepening upper Texas ports.

fuller, who used a computer model to
explain how ihe shifts in the flow of
grain would occur.

“Deepening the channel from 40 to
45 feet as proposed by the Army Corps'’
of Engineers increases export volume
from 646 million to 933 million bushels,
or 44 percent,” said Fuller, adding that
a 50-foot deeper port increases the vol,
ume to 1,163 million bushels.

The change in the grain flow pattern
would generally be the result of re-
routed corn exports, Fuller explained.

Using the model, when the channelis
deepened to 50 feet, additional corn
comes to Texas poris from western and
central Towa, but also from southeast-
ern Nebraska.

In my opinion, this is the
most important criminal justice
issue ever presented to the
voters.

equal access to the appellate
courts for both sides in a
criminal prosecution. The basic
fairness of this concept is
exemplified by the fact that
every other state in the nation,
and even the federal court
system, and all Western Euro-
pean countrics, permit the
prosecutor as well as the
® defendant to appeal certain trial
court legal rulings.

For over one hundred years,
the Texas Constitution, with its
ban against all appeals by the
State of Texas, has stacked the
desk against the prosecution
side of a criminal trial. Under
the present system, several
hundred trial judges are free to
interpret the law however they
see fit, without the State of
Texas having an opportunity to
complain of such ruling to a
higher court. If the trial judge
rules agcinst the State the case
is over, even though the

judge may be absolutely wrong

in his ruling. Presently the
.prosecution is powewless to
appeal errors of law committed

by the trial judges. Obviously,

it is the victims of crime and the
citizens of this county and state
who suffer the consequences of
such a system.

There are those who will
argue that a defendant’s rights
will be jeopardized if the state

.has a right to appeal. This is
simply not true. When  this
amendment passes there will
still be no right to appeal from a
verdict of not guilty, and the
law will still prevent a person
from being tried twice for the

same offense. Our Constitutions

both Texas and United States,
do not shield an accused from

PO legal ruling favorable to a
defendant from appellate re-
view.

I hope that you will find the
enclosed article helpful and
enlightening. You are certainly

No matter how outrageous or
mistaken that judge's ruling,

right in Texas to a that
judge’s ruling to a hi:ll:ee:leoun.
The result has been that only on
side in a criminal case had the
right to complain of a trial
judge’s mistake. This' was rot
fair to either the victims or
crime or Texas citizens at large.
The State’s inability to appeal
erroneous trial court legal ru-
lings meant that dangerous
criminals were set free because
the State and its citizens had no
way to challenge the basis for
their release. Texas now stands
as the last bastion of un-
reviewable trial error when that
error favors the defendant.

This year the Texas Legis-

lature passed a law, sponsored
by Senator John Montford of
Lubbock and Representative
James Hury of Galveston, that
permits the State to appeal
certain pre-trial and post-trial
legal rulings. This bill received
widespread support from both
Republicans and Democrats, as
well as law enforcement groups
across the State.
; The bill will become law only
if the voters of this state pass a
constitutional amendment in
November to give the citizens
and victims of crime in Texas
the same rights that they have
everywhere else in the country.
This proposed constitutional
amendment is Number 14 on
the ballot.

The Amendment allows the
State to appeal legal rulings,
not factual findings. For exam-
ple, if a judge decided, at a
pretrial hearing, that the de-
fendant’s confession could not
be admitted at trial because of a
technical error by the public, his
legal ruling could be appealed
by the State to a higher court
before trial. Of course, if the
police stopped a driver and
found five kilos of cocaine in his
trunk, but the judge ruled that
the officers did not have enough
probable cause io search the
trunk, that legal ruling could be

. In either case, if the
appellate court concluded that
the trial judge had wrongly
interpreted the law, it could
reverse the trial judge, and the
State would be able to use the
confession or drugs at the
respective defendant’s trial. If it
concluded that the trial judge
was correct, then the State
would, quite properly, be un-
able to use that evidence. This
is as it should be. It is only
right to make sure that trial
judges are correctly interpreting
the law before the case has to
be dismissed for lack of
admissible evidence. This is all
that this constitutional amend-
ment assures.

A judge or jury's verdict that
the defendant was not guilty is
a factual ruling and, therefore,
would not be appealable under
this amendment. Indeed, no
factual finding as to whether or
not a given event had occurred
would be appeaiable.

Basically, the amendment al-
lows the State to appeal the
legal rulings as to what evi-
dence it will be able to use in
attempting to prove the de-
fendant’s guilt. It does not allow
the State to appeal the decision
as to whether the defendant is
guilty.

There are many reasons --
moral, philosophical, and prac-
tical -- why the State ought to
have a right to appeal issues of
law. First, the erroneous ex-
clusion of admissible evidence
prevents the citizens from
getting a fair trial. The citizens
are endangered by criminals
who are wrongly released.
Victims and citizens of this state
have as great an interest in the
correct enforcement of state law
as defendants, but they lost
respect for a justice system in
which only one side is permitted
to appeal.

Second, the constitution ban
on prosecution appeals permits
legal issues that have been
wrongly decided by trial courts
against the State to stand
forever as the law of the land,
regardless of whether these
rulings are inadvertent, in good
faith, or malicious. No other

state permits this type of

judicial scorecards. An  er-
roneous legal ruling that favor a
defendant cannot be reversed,
so a judge concerned about his
reversal rate will tend to rule
for the defense when in doubt.

Further, the lack of an equal
right to judicial review creates
inconsistent interpretations and
application of the same law in
different courtrooms. The. ad-
missibility of the same piece of
evidence varies according to an
individual judge’'s perception of
the law. As a result, legal
principles are applied incon-
sistently throughout the juris-
diction. Inconsistency promotes
‘“judge shopping’’ and gives
law enforcement agents, at-
torneys, and the public mixed
messages on what is the law.
Complex legal issues, parti-
cularly in the murky areas of
search and seizure and con-
ciiminals is greater than any
possible financial burden upon
the state budget. Secondly, in
dollars and cents, it may very
well be less expensive than the
present system.

Once an appeals court has
litigated a controversial area,
that law is less likely to be
inconsistently applied, and the
State and defendant less likely
to appeal the same issue. If a
legal ruling is appealed Uy the
State before trial and the
defendant wins, both he and the
State save the cost of a full
trial. If the State wins and the
case continues to a full trial,
that appellate ruling stands as
““the law of the case’’ and may
not be relitigated, thus saving
both sides the cost of appealing
that issue. The appellate court
dockets will not be inundated
for the very same reasons that
the financial costs to the parties
will not be increased.

In sum, it is long past time
for Texas to joig the rest of the
nation in providing the State
with equal access to appellate
review of criminal trial court
lega! rulings. The citizens of
this state should take advant-
age of their opportunity to vote
for judicial evenhandedness and
accountability. A ‘‘yes’’ vote on
Amendment 14 is a vote for

fairness in the Texas criminal
justice system.

A New Twist On
Credit Card Fraud

Recently, a number of Texans
have been the victims of a new twist
in the ever creative world of the
telemarketing con artist.

THE PITCH

You receive a telephone call from
someone "lumn!x;' to represent a travel
agency. You are offered a vacation
package
meals, entertainment—at
price

travel, accommodations,

a bargain

Sounds interesting, doesn't it?

But you've heard about travel
package frauds so you start to refuse.
Before you can finish, the salesperson
says they will send the materials for
your consideration. There will be no
bills for 30 days

What have you got to lose? You
have 30 days to check out the
package. If you don't like it, it hasn't
cost you a cent

You tell them to send you the

material

“Fine," says the salesperson, “now
if youll just give us a credit card
verification 1'll have your

information materials in today's mail.”

THE SCcAM

You look over the materials,
decide the package is not for you, and
return everything before the deadline.

But on your next credit card bill
you are billed for the vacation you
declined. Not only are you billed for
it, but you have never heard of the
ompany listed on the statement

How IT WORKS
In order to use credit card ser-
vices, companies must show a bank
they are credit worthy. This allows
them to become part of a bank card
system and get a merchant identifica-
tion number. Many of these “travel
companies’ cannot qualify, so they
contract with a third party who can
get a merchant identification number
and can borrow money from a bank.
These third party companies process
the vendors' charge slips for a fee,
which can be as much as ten per cent.

VIOLATIONS OF THE LAw

The sudden appearance of the
processor's name on your bill creates
a problem—obviously, it makes it very
difficult for you to dispute the
unauthorized charges since the name
on the billing slip is different than
that of the merchant who called you.

The use of a new name may
‘violate the provisions about full
‘disclosure of the Truth in Lending
‘andbr Fair Credit Billing acts, as well
{as the Texaa Deceptive Trade Prac-
itices Act and the national rules pro-
mulgated by the credit card industry

Moreover, in all likelihood, charge
¢slip processors are violating more than
; full disclosure provisions: several have
“been found to sell their slips to other

processors in different parts of the
{ country. This means that you can get

double or triple billed for products or
;. services you never ordered or used.

Since processing charge slips is
lucrative—one processor handled more
than $500,000 in slips in less than two
weeks, for a 10% cut—it is unlikely to
go away any time soon. You must,
therefore, be on your guard constant-
ly. Check out all telemarketing sales
pitches before you agree to anything.

To dispute any unauthorized
charges, notify the credit card com-
pany in writing as soon as possible.
You must describe the problem and in-
dicate that you have tried to correct
the situation with the merchant/ven-
dor. Most banks do their best to in-
vestigate charge back requests and
honor the legitimate ones.

Most important, treat your credit
card numbers as carefully as you treat
your cash. DO NOT give your
numbers to anyone except reputable
business you know and trust.

PBS Specials

Public Broadcasting Service re-
mains the hope of Americans who
long for quality television,
uninterrupted ghroughout by a bar-
rage of commercials.

Viewers have every right to hope,
for taxpayer funds help produce
many PBS programs—on radio and
television. But PBS has gone off the
deepend in recent years crusading on
issues—and editorializing is not the
proper role of public television.
That’s what has sustained the British
Broadcasting System all these years.
It’s independent and non-political
(though it too is sometimes criticized
for straying from the path).

PBS has now strayed over the line
in another area—commercialism. A
full hour was recently devoted to one
clothes designer. It was advertising
worth millions.

The rationale was that this is art.
Clothes designing, however, is not
art in the accepted form. It is com-
mercialism and promotion, to a
greater degree. PBS was promoting
one designer’s clothes line, in the
guise of evaluating art.

Congress would be wise to place
conditions on public monies appro-
priated for broadcasting. No one
favors censorship. But there are sen-
sible, reasonable guidelines which
are far from censorship and which
are very much in the public interest.
They should prevent anyone tempted
from exploiting the public broadcast-
ing system for commercial advan-
tage from doing so.

Dear Editor,

The Family Law Council,
State Bar of Texas, announced
today unanimous support for
Constitu Amendment 12
that will appear on the general
election ballot, November 3.

If adopted by the voters, this
constitutional amendment would
allow married couple: to own
community property with right
of survivorship. Married per-
sons long held property in this
form in Texas dating from the
Republic of Texas until several
court cases in the 1960’s and
1970’s invalidated such pro-
visions. Thereafter, couples de-
siring survivorship  arrange-
ments had to go through an
awkard partition process to
make  such agreements valid.
The constitutional amendment
would streamline the process
and eliminate the partition
requirement. Overwhelming evi-
dence shows survivorship to be
a highly preferred form of
ownership, simplifying owner-
ship at death and eliminating
costs and delays in probate
proceedings. No other state
requires partition for survivor-
ship nor does the Federal
government with respect to
savings ar:d treasury bonds.

Dear Editor,

Because of a constitutional
challenge brought by myself
(pro se) in the 221st
District Court I feel responsible
for Proposition 10 being brought
to vote on Nov. 3. It is an
attempt by the Legislature to
make the Texas Constitution
conform to a part of the
Property Tax Code that is now
unconstitutional.

The Judge was to render a
written ruling on my Motion For
Summary Judgment within ten
days. He denied my motion 32
months later after Attorney
General Mattox, as Intervenor,
requested that the Judge de-
clare NOTHING in the Texas
Property Tax Code unconstitu-
tional. Incidently, Mattox has
recently given an opinion that
the portion of the Tax Code
giving citizens the right to force
a tax rollback is unconsti-
tutional. In my case, the
Judge’s decision to deny my
motion was rendered three days
after the Legislature adjourned
and after they provided for
Proposition 10 to be placed on
the ballot (SJR 12).

It is understandable that a
District Judge would hesitate to
rule against the Texas Legisla-
ture if there was any way out. If
approved, Proposition 10 would
block or weaken any appeals to
a higher court and personal
property taxation will flourish in
Texas.

I respectfully request that you
print the enclosed letter to the
editor which I am mailing to 200
Texas newspapers. 1 am en-
closing a copy of Findings Of
Fact And Conclusion Of Law
used in my case to acquaint you
with the contents of my chal-
lenge that evolved into a
sweetly worded amendment-that-

“on first glafnce Will appeal to

voters. In reality it is a
trap..like so many other amend-
ments by which we gave away
some of freedom and justice. If
the people vote down Pro-
position 10 it would allow the
constitutional matter to be taken
directly to the Texas Supreme
Court. If the amendment is
approved there would be no
case or a weak case.

Let’s Build a Better Texas

A hundred years ago, pros-
perity in Texas came from the
cotton fields and cattle pastures,
Town and cities filled with
smiths and merchants who
traded in the necessities of
agrarian life.

The discovery of vast oil
reserves brought wealth and full
employment to the state. By the
late 1970’s Texas was th:e envy
of the nation. Peuple flocked
here, drawn by the promise of
an economy built on the
lifeblood of the modern world.
The construction crane was the
most prominent feature of our
metropolitan skylines.

No need to tell you the rest of
the story. Most Texans can
attest to the impact of the
recession on our state. There is
one clear lesson from the recent
turn of events: we can no longer
depend on oil and agriculture
for our well being. We must
attract new industry. And we
must diversify.

Much of the legislation pass-
ed earlier this year was aimed
at making Texas more competi-
tive in attracting new industry
and at making Texas a better
breeding ground for new ideas.
But when the session ended last
summer, the job wasn’t finish-

-ed. It won’t be finished until the

Build Texas constitutional

amendments are adopted on
November 3rd.

The Build Texas program is
aimed directly at making Texas
a better competitor. Our quality
of life and our attractiveness as
a state depend directly on the
quality of our highways, our
water and wastewater systems,
our airports, our libraries and
our parks.

Amendments 7, 8,
provide capital to construct
prisons, repair and renovate
mental hospitals and schools for
the retarded. They provide
money for local water distribu-
tion and wastewater projects.
And they establish a state-local
partnesship that would give our
cities and counties an incentive
to contruct much needed pro-
jects like jails, convention cen-
ters, airports, parks and other
public facilities.

These are not make-work
projects, although the creation
of jobs when Texas unemploy-
ment is more than 700,000 is
welcome. It has been estimated
by Dallas economist Bernard
Weinstein that these projects
will provide over 50,000 jobs.

These are proiects with an
established need.
Another question on the

ballot is very important--Propo-
sition 1 to keep the appointed
State Board of Education. Our
children and grandchildren will
not have the future they deserve
without the continuation of the
changes in public education
made in 1984. These changes
were implemented by the
appointed State Board. We will
lose momentum if we return to

an elected board.

There is no crisis without an
opportunity. We must use this
opportunity, this slack period to
build the foundation of lasting
prosperity.

These amendments will give
us the tools we need to build a
better Texas. Please support the
Build Texas amendments and
the appointed State Board of
Education on November 3rd.

Texas A&M videotapes
made to help businesses
trade with Latin America

aimed at helping small and mid-sized
Texas businesses export their goods to
Latin America have been created by

Texas A&M University's business

school. :
“What we 're trying to do is help small

'to medium-sized businesses overcome

some of the psychological barriers to
exporting, to show that it’s not that dif-
ficult if you take time to familiarize
vourself with it,” said Dr. Larry Wol- {
ken, director of Texas A&M’s Center
for International Business Studies.

The center produced two videotapes
and has sent 3,000 brochures about the
tapes to Texas businesses and cham-
bers of commerce.

“There are a lot of opportunities in
Latin America, but you wouldn’t deal
with someone there in the same way
you might deal with someone in New
York. Latin Americans are generally
more personal than we are in the
United States. They take longer lunch
hours and then may work until six or
seven o'clock at night,” he said.

For $195, business organizations or
chambers of commerce can obtain two
videotapes, each with two 30-minute
programs about exporting to Latin
America. Topics focus on marketing,
cultural, financial and legal aspects of
exporting.

Invesiors being told by
many market analysts to
invest carefully until it’s
clear where the bull market
is going are also being so-
licited by a multitude of
investment services, many
offering alluring ways to
make money fast.

For example, on the Fi-
nancial News Network and
in newspapers, it's claimed
that this or that service
picked a-number of special
stocks in January and
they’ve risen more than a
hundred percent, “on an
annualized basis.”

The first thing the inves-
tor should note is that the
market had a runup in the
firstof this year of some 200
points. If a stock’s price
increased nine percent in
January, that’s an annual-
ized increase of 108 Per-
cent. In the big rise in the
first half of this year, many
stocks did better than that.

The question the inves-
tor must ask is whether the
pickers could do this in a
bear market. If they can't,
and many can’t, the pro-
spective investor should

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Financial Planning
Kor Long-Term Care

Many middle-aged couples,
having planned for children’s
college educations or retirement
activities, may now need to
think about the cost of long-
term care for their elderly
parents and for their own later
years.

‘“Perhaps the reason so few
people seem to plan for long-
term care costs is the mistaken
belief that Medicare and Med-
icare  supplement insurance
policies will pay for it,”’ says
Mary Clayton Nance, an expert
in family economics.

‘““However, Medicaid is the
only government program -that
provides any extended coverage
for nursing home care, and only
those who are impoverished
can qualify.”’

With the cost of a nursing
home stay averaging over
$20,000 a year, she says it's not
surprising that two-thirds of all
nursing home patients who start
out paying their own bills
become impoverished within a
year of entering the nursing
home, and many within the first
four months.

‘““A combination of Medicare
and a good Medicare supple-
ment policy can provide ex-
cellent coverage against acute
illnesses such as heart attack or
injuries such as broken bones,
from which there is a reason-
able expectation of recovery,”’
concedes Nancc.

‘“However, once a person
‘becomes so ill that there is little
or no hope of making him or her
self-sufficient, Medicare and
supplemental plans typically
cease coverage,’’ she cautions.

Nance, who is a specialist
with the home economics pro-
gram of the Texas A&M
University Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, designs ed-
ucational materials to help
families better manage their
resources. :

She points out that in 1987,
Medicare pays 100 percent of
the bill for the first 20 days in a
Medicare-approved skilled
nursing facility, a varying per-
centage of the cost for the next
80 days, and nothing beyond
that point. This 100 days of
coverage must follow a hospital
stay of at least three days.

According to the specialist,
Medicare supplement policies
are typically limited to providing
coverage for Medicare’s deduct-
ibles and coinsurance only, and
most do not offer coverage for
services not covered by Med-
icare, including long-term,
custodial care.

‘““Private long-term care in-
surance is a mnew product
emerging from the life and
health insurance industries to

help finance long-term care,"”

You might be surprised
to know how many

she remarks. ‘‘While not in-
tended to replace Medicaid,
long-term care insurance offers
another option for protection

against the potentially de-
vastating costs of long-term
chronic diseases and dis-

abilities."”’

‘“‘Long-term care insurance is
not designed to pay all bills
associated with long-term care.
Whether long-term care insur-
ance is appropriate for you or
your family depends on age,
health and the family’s financial
condition,’’ she observes.

Because the long-term care
insurance industry is in its
infancy, policies may vary
greatly from company to com-
pany.

“It’s especially important to
determine if a long-term care
policy offers custodial care,
because many do not,”’
emphasizes Nance.

She advises consumers to
carefully study and comparison
shop among policies to find one
that meets their needs.

New pactlinks Texas A&M
and Czech universities
inexchange and research

COLLEGE STATION — Texas
A&M University recently signed a
landmark agreement with two

Czechoslovakian universities for fac-
ulty and graduate student exchange
programs as well as the promotion of
joint research and exchange of infor-
mation.

The pact is the first that the Czechs
have ever signed with the American
government. U.S. Rep. E. “Kiki" de la
Garza, chairman of the House Agricul-
ture Committee, was instrumental in
arranging the agreements.

One of the universities, Charles Uni-
versity in Prague, is the second oldestin
Europe. The other university in Nitra
is the primary agricultural academic
center.

“These are landmark agreements
that are exactly what we had in mind
when proposing the concept of a ‘world
university’ that transcends national
borders and politics to address specific
issues,” Texas A&M President Frank
E. Vandiver said.

De la Garza said he witnessed many
similarities in weather, terrain and
general appearance to Texas, and that
Texas A&M's widespread agricultural
research network could supply a vari-
ety of opportunities in climate and soil
for research of interest to the Czech

government.

The agreements were the culmina-
tion of events that began a year ago with
the signing of a document between the
United States and Czechoslovakia to
seek cooperation in cultural, educa-
tional and scientific endeavors.
