On account of
the fact that the double primary is to
be held the assessments against the
candidates will be heavier than has
formerly been true. The oest will be
almost double the cost of former pri-
maries. There are 14 precinct and 12
county candidates for the Democratic
nomination this year, and 47 state and
district candidates have wnpplied for
places on the ticket. ' The cost of the
election will be between $390 and $400.
To cover this cost county candidates
were assessed $18 each and precinct
candidates $7 each. The cost to dis-
trict and state candidates is $1 each.
The Primary Committee of five will
meet on the second Monday in July
to make up the ballots in accordance
with the arrangement made by lot
Monday, appoint presiding judges for
the various districts and attend to oth-
er details in connection with the forth-
coming primary.

NEW CLASSIFICA-
TION ORDERS
ARE RECEIVED
MARRIAGE SINCE MAY 18, 1917,

AND CERTAIN OCCUPATIONS
AFFECTED IN NEW RULE

The Local Exemption Board have
the past week received two new and
important rulings for their guidance
in the determination of relative liabi-

lity to military service, both of which,

are amendments to former rules pro-
mulgated by the Provost Marshal Gen-
eral. The first relates to recent mar-
riages,—in the case of registrants
June 5th, 1917, marriage since May
18th, 1917,—and in the case of regis-
trants June 5th, 1918, marriage since
January 15th, 1918. This order for-
warded by Major John C. Townes, Jr.,
Supervisor Selective: Service Law in
Texas, reads as follows:

“1. Rule V, Section 72, S. S. R., has
been amended to read as follows and
has been put into the form indicated
below in order that you may paste the
same in your office copy or copies of
the Regulations.

“Rule V. (a) The fact of depend-
ency resulting from the marriage of a
registrant who has become twenty-one
years of age since June 5, 1917, and
who has married since the date of the
introduction of the Joint Resolution in
Congress requiring his registration, to
wit, January 15, 1918, will be disre-
garded as a ground for deferred classi-

i fication.

“(b) If a registrant who has at-
tained the age of twenty-one since
June 5, 1917, and who has contracted
marriage subsequent to the date of
the enactment of the Selective Service
Law, to-wit, May 18, 1917, but on or
prior to January 15, 1918, claims de-
ferred classification on the ground of
dependency ‘resulting from his marri-
age, the fact of dependency resulting
from his marriage will be disregarded
as a ground for deferred classification
unless the dependent is a child of the
marriage, born or unborn on or prior
to June 9, 1918, in which case such a

'WOMEN MUST FILL
OUT OWN REGIS-
TRATION FORMS

Women who register in the State of
Texas for the purpose of qualifying as
electors in the forthcoming primary,
must fill out in their own handwriting
‘the receipts. Section 2a of the Wo-
man’s Suffrage Bill reads as follows:

“Every woman who possesses the
other qualifications of an elector un-

der the Constitution and laws of this:

State, and #H0 lives in a voting pre-
cinct outside of a city of ten thousand
inhabitants, shall have the right to
vote in all primary elections in
1918, who shall present herself, per-
sonally, at the office of the tax collec-
tor of the county in which she lives at
any time not less than fifteen days
prior to the holding of such primary
election, and shall personally fill out,
with her own hand, in duplicate, or up-
on a form and stub, the form of reg-
istration receipt prescribed in section
2 of this bill, and shall sign and swear
to same before said tax collector, who
shall certify one copy of such receipt
in form as prescribed in Section 2 of
this act and deliver same to such regis
trant, who shall present same; or an
affidavit as to its loss or destruction,
when she offers to vote at such pri-
‘mary election.”

The committee thus appointed re-
ported that they had seleeted as the
county council of defense, E. C. Nel-
son, I. D. Gamble, and J. N. Stalbird.
The report of the committee was re-
ceived and the committee discharged.

The committee also suggested that
the boards of trustees of the various
school districts of the county act as
members of district boards of coun-
cils of defense, in so far as they proved
to be loyal citizens.

TEXAS SAVES ENOUGH
FLOUR T FEED ARMY
IN FRANCE ONE MONTH
\

Since Texas went on a wheatless ba-
sis on April 15, there has been actually
saved to the Government 14,895,000
pounds of flour or sufficient to feed
the entiré American army of 700,000
men in France for one month and suf-
ficient to feed the Texas boys in the
National Guard, the National army,
the Regular army, the navy and the
Marine corps for one year.: The ac-
tual saving by Texas mills, and turned
over to the Government amounts to
65,225 barrels or 13,045,000 pounds.
The quantity purchased from various
small merchants who had small sur-
pluses account of wheatless period ag-
gregates 1,700,000 pounds. Flour from
the mills and flour from the small
merchants was diverted to Galveston
and New Orleans and sent direct to
the allied countries for their use for
the use of American soldiers. The 150,-
000 pounds of flour collected in Fort
Bend county was delivered direct to
Camp Logan, Houston, Texas, and

departure of the Illinois Brigade for
France.

Texas has demonstrated that every
state in the union can without hard-
ship completely supply all of its men
who are under American arms and
Administrator Peden recommends to
his fellow State Administrators the
slogan: “Every State should actually
save enough flour to feed its soldiers
and sailors now with the Government.”

The saving of 14,895,000 pounds of
flour is sufficient to make 19,558,500
loaves o fbread without substitites;
and 26,078,000 loaves with the regulat-
ed amount of substitutes.

PROGRAM INCLUDES BIG LOAN

Temporary Loans Will be Financed
Through Banking System of
the Country

Washington, June 16.—The Govern-
ment’s financial program for the next
four months was diclosed today by Sec
retary McAdoo’s announcement that in
preparation for the fourth Liberty

floan to be floated probably in October

about $6,000,000,000 certificates of in-
debtedness will be issued. They will
be offered in blocks of $750,000,000

each every two weeks, beginning June
25th. |

Every national bank and trust com-
pany is asked to assist the Govern-
ment by subscribing 5 per cent of its
gross resources monthly. The ecrti-
ficates will bear 4 1-2 per cent, like
those preceding the third Liberty loan,
and will have varying maturity pe-
riods, none exceeding four months.

In addition, an undetermined quanti-
ty, perhaps $2,0000,000,000, of tax cer-
tificates will be issued during the sum-
mer for use in paying taxes a year
from now. g

The announcement of this program
indicated that the fourth Liberty loan
was for at least $6,000,000,000, the ex-
act amount depending on Government
expenditures in the next few months.

The Treasury already has estimated
these roughly at about $12,000,000,000
between July 1 and next January 1.

The sale of certificates under the
plan in effect during the last year
amounts virtually to borrowing in ad-
vance from banks on projected popular
war loans or tax collections and per-
iodically refunding these short-term ob
ligations in long term Liberty bonds.
Depository banks make 2 1-2 per cent
net, the difference between the 4 1-2
per cent interest paid by the Govern-
ment and the 2 per cent collected for
deposits.

The future financial program was
announced at this time to enable
banks to prepare for the Government
demands. In a letter to the presidents
of each of the 7,500 national banks
and 20,000 State institutions ,Secre-

tary McAdoo said:

“The expenditures of the Govern-
ment, as nearly as can be estimated,
will require the sale of certificates of
indebtedness up to the 1 of November,
1918, aggregating approximately $6,-
000,000,000.

ORDINANCE NO. 36

An ordinance regulating the traffic
of vehicles at the intersections of all
street s in the city of Floydada, as
well as parking of all vehicles on the
streets of the city of Floydada, defin-
ing vehicles as used in this ordinance
and providing a penalty.

Be it ordained by the City Council
of the City of Floydada.

Section No. 1

All operators and drivers of all ve-
hicles approaching an intersection of
the public street in the city of Floyd-
ada with theintention of turning such
vehicle there at, shall, in turning such
vehicle to the right, keep to the right
of the center of such intersection, and
in turning to the left shall run beyond
the center of such intersection
passing to the right before turning
such vehicle to the left.

Section No. 2

All operators and drivers of vehic-
les approaching an intersection on the
public highway shall yield the right
of way to a vehicle approaching such
intersection from the right of such
first named vehicle.

Section No. 3

It shall be unlawful for any person
to park any vehicle on the street of
Floydada except in the following way:
All vehicles shall be driven front in as
close as possible to the curb to its
right at an angle of 45 degrees with
said curb at the right.

Section No. 4

_ All vehicles shall be backed out at
an angle of 45 degrees with the curb
to its right, and then be driven and
operated on the right hand side of
the street, and it shall be unlawful in
backing said vehicle to ecross the
street. -

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TEXAS MUST INCREASE ITS
WAR SAVINGS PLEDGES TO
$91,000,000 BY JUNE 28th

N
" Dallas, Texas, June 17.—With more
than five months of the war savings

' campaign already gone, Texas up to
June 1 had invested but $13,617,847.50
of its $91,000,000 quota in United
States Governmeht war savings
stamps. This anonuncement was made
by Louis Lipsitz, State Director of the
National War Savings Committee, who
declared that at the present rate of
purchases Texas will have sold its
$91,000,000 allotment by October 1,
1920, or a year and nine months after
December 31, 1918, the time limit set
by the Government for going over the
top.

“The per capita investment of Texas
in War Savings Stamps on June 1
amounted to the paltry sum of $3.85
On that date,” Mr. Lipsitz declared,
“the purchase records should have
shown that every man, woman and
child in Texas owned $8.33 in war sav-
ings stamps.

“If Texas keeps poking along at
this slow pace, the State’s $91,000,000
war savings stamp quota, which the
Government confidently expects Tex-
ans to purchase in twelve months, will
not be sold until the campaign has run
full thirty-three months, or just three
months short of three years.

“If we are to hold up our end of the
work assigned by the Federal Govern-
ment, if we of Texas are mnot to be,
listed as slackers, then things must
commence to happen. Texans are go-,
ing to have to wake up to what the '
Government expects of them, or Tex-
ans are going to learn that the Gov-|
ernment thinks little of them,” the
-State Director declared. “If Texaa
does not invest full $91,000,000 in war}
savings stamps it will be forever dis-,
graeed, and not even its glorious his-
tory and past service can remove the
taint of slackerism which failure to
back up the Government in its time of l
greatest need will mean. If every man
every woman and every child does not !
save and invest to thé limit in these
Government, bonds, he will have proven
deaf to his Government’s request, and
have laid himself liable to the most

" serious of charges. .

“No less person than Pres)dent Wil-

son hxmself has emphatlcally declared

that the person who aoes not save and
heed the injunction of the Govemment

Soldiers Transferred to Meet Needs
Nearly 240,000 transfers of, men
from one unit to another have been
made in army camps as a result of
occupational qualifications determin-
ed by investigations by the war de-
partment committee of classification
of personnel. Recently about 40,000
transfers have taken place each week.
Through the committee organiza-
tions Fave been built up in all army
camps, by which enlisted men and
commissioned officers are classified
according to occupational qualifica-
tions. In some camps, where as many
as 2,500 men are received daily, forces
of 200 interviewers are employed to
aseertain full information regarding
each man’s occupation, education, ex-
perience, and special qualifications.

Procedure in Notifying Relatives of
Casualties

Relatives of soldiers named in casu-
alty lists forwarded from France ordi-
narily are notified within 24 hours
after receipt of the lists ,according to
a statement authorized by the ywar de-
partment. A “statistical. division,”
with a staff of officers and a corps
of stenographers, gives all its time to
the maintenance of files of soldiers’
names and addresses. This division
notifies relatives.

A copy of the roster of each contin-
gent sailing to join the Expeditionary
Forces is filed in card index fashion,

Expeditionary Force is listed with the
emergency address on file in the card
index. As rapidly as the new list with
emergency addresses is built up the
telegraph clerks get duplicates. These
clerks already are supplied with
blank telegrams which require only
the relative’s address, name of sender,
nature of casualty and the date, and
filling in the blank spaces they get
the telegrams off as quickly as pos-
sible. In addition to maintaining the
telegraph blanks for the sake of speed
the statistical division is suppiled with
sets of form letters to be filled in and
mailed when further details are avail-
able.

While relatives are generally in re-
ceipt of information within 24 hours
after the cables are received, delays
are sometimes due to clerical errors:
caused. by the fact that names must
pass through so many hands in France
and in America, incorrect emergency
addresses turned in by soldiers, re-
moval of families to addresses other
than those listed, and the occasional
necessity for cabling back to Gen. Per-
shing to verify a name or to obtain an
address.
