953 persons in Floyd County be-

* tween the ages of 18 and 45 inclusive,
not previously registered, were enter-
ed on the Selective Service lists of the
Local Exemption ‘Board for Floyd
County last Thursday in the four-
teen registration places in the County.
This figure was almost 300 less than
the board had expected to register,
the wide divergence from estimates
being accounted for by the large num-
ber of 18 to 21 year olds who have
‘already entered military serv1ce in the

" -army or navy and also those who have
-accepted war work in plants producing
“materials for the government. ,

At the
time those letters were written Paul
was in a rest billet behind the lines
and evidently went up to the front
soon after mailing them,

Prisoner of War Mail

The following information is given
relative to correspondence w1th pris-
oners of war:

Prisoners of War are entitled to re-|
ceive and send letters, money orders,
and valuables, as well as parcels by
post (not exceeding 11 pounds in
weight), when intended for interna-
tional mail, free from all postal duties.

Domestic mail and money orders are
subject to the regular postage charges
and money order fees, respectively, as
no provision is made for the free trans
mission in the domestic mails of the
United States of matter mailed by a
prisoner of war in this country to a
person residing therein nor for the

matter addressed to a prisoner of war
who is detained in the United States.
All mail should be plainly addressed
to the prisoner of war, giving his rank,
full name, and the name of the prison
camp where held (if known), followed

'NON-ESSENTIAL

BUILDING UN-
DER THE BAN
BUILDING MATERIALS, LUMBER-

MEN ADVISED, TO BE OBTAIN-
ED FOR NECESSARY WORK

Cement, lime, brick, hollow tile and
other building materials of all kinds
have been placed upon the restricted
list, and any work which can await
the ending-of the war, is to be post-
poned, according to information re-
ceived this week by M. L. Kizzair, lo-
cal manager of the McAdams Lumber
Company, from the ‘secretary of the
Lumbermen’s Association of Texas.
More especially strict are to be the
regulations as regards cement. Ce-
ment for new homes can be sold only
on a priority order from the War In-
dustries Board. Under no conditions
may it be sold for sidewalks, garages,
drive ways, tombstones, monuments or

other things that may await the end-.

ing of the war. Any building materi-
als may be sold for necessary repairs
on already existing construction work,
not exceeding $2,500.

“Every indication from Washington
points to the fact that the Government
has decided to suspend every effort of
this nation except those efforts that
go directly to help win the war,” the
bulletin says. “A well-known official
at Washington told a well-known lum-
' berman that they had had to choose
between half-hearted warfare with
“business as usual,” that might last
for years, and the alternative of turn-
ing the entire strength of the nation
toward winning the war quickly. They
chose the latter. The new draft ages
and the restriction of all industry ex-
cept essential war-winning business,
are evidences of that determination.”

| Floyd County Quota Will be 3100 000
Or More '

That Floyd County will not be “ex-
empted” from participation in the
Fourth Liberty Loan and moreover
that our quota will be assigned at or
near the figures of $100,000 is the be-
lief of Judge W. B. Clark County
' Chairman, who, with other Liberty
Loan Workers and business men at-
tended the meeting at Amarillo with
J. W. Hoopes, state campaign director
and deputy governor of the Federal
Reserve Bank of the 11th District.

Reports were heard by Mr. Hoopes
from practically every county west of
Vernon, south to Post and to the New
Mexico border. After hearing many
reports Mr. Hoopes said he could see
no reason why Floyd County should
not raise a considerable portion of the
Fourth Liberty Loan. The first three
loans, he declared, were made from
the abundance of the production of the
people during the last several decades.
The fourth must be made through per-
sonal sacrifices, as well as financial.

Mr. Hoopes is quoted by Floyd Coun
ty men who attended the meeting as
declaring that persons who have time
deposits in banks should convert these
into Liberty Loan Bonds.

Floyd County. The situation is reveal-
ed in a strong light in a letter received
by him under date of September 3rd,
from H. W. Lewis, Federal State Di-
rector at San Antonio. Tt says:

The new man power bill has been
signed by the President and notice has
gone forward that on September
12th, 1918, approximately 13,000,000
males between the ages of 18 and 45
inclusive will register for the purpose
of being . drafted into the military
army. Out of this number only 2,500,-
000 men will be used on the fighting
line; the balance, approximately 10,-
000,000, will be given a furlough, in
order that they may join the Industrial
Army and engage in war wark conse-
quential to maintaining and equipping
our military forces with the necessary
pre-requisites of war. This furlough
will, in all probability, be for the du-
ration of the war unless the conditions
upon which the furlough was granted

are abused by a refusal to do war work

or quitting war work without leave of
‘ absence. In either case the industrial
i soldiers will be recalled, inducted into
the military army and sent to the
| fighting line.
Men accepting war work under these
| provisions will be allowed civilian pay,
Lat wages prevalhng in the particular
E trade or industry they engage in.

From this proposed new Industrial
| Army of 10,000,000 must be deducted
| for calculation purposes, those that
1 are now engaged in war work together
with those that will be excepted on
i account of physical disability, an esti-
' mated difference of fifty per cent,
ileaving only 5,000,000 new war work-

it will require a minimum of 15,000,000

military force to be inducted into ser-
viee through this draft, a shortage of
man power beyond the 10,000,000,
mark. What is the answer?

Women’s Working Reserve Corps

15,000,000 to 20,000,000 women will|
be required to fill the shortage in war
work and semi-essential industries va-
cated by men who have been inducted
into either the Military or Industrial
Army.

Every able-bodied female, without,
encumbrance more vital to humanity
than war work, should be induced to
take up war work according to their
physical resources and educational
qualifications. This can be accomplish
ed only through organization. Are
you willing to make a few personal
sacrifices in assisting the Government
to organize in your community a
branch of the Womens’ Working Re-
serve Corps?

The President has given his solemn
promise to the nations, allied with us
to this war for the “freedom of de-
mocracy”, that the United States will

GARTFIELD PREDICTS
GASOLINE SHORTAGE

Washington, Sept. 11.—Fuel Admin-
istrator Garfield informed the Senate
today in response to the Lodge reso-
lution of industry that unless conser-

vation steps are taken immediately
there would be a deficit of approxi-
mately one million barrels of gasoline

consumption in August he estimated
that there was only about one month’s

The resolution was introduced by
Senator Lodge after the Fuel Admin-
istrator asked the public to stop using
automobiles on Sunday for pleasure.

The daily domestic consumption of
gasoline in this country, Dr. Garfield
reported, amounts to 160,000 barrels
and 34,000 barrels are exported daily.
The daily production is 181,000 barrels,

Gasoline and naptha: stocks on Jan.
1 last totaled 8,400,000 barrels, which

by April 1 had been increased to 11,-]

000,000 barrels. By Aug. 1 this sup-

ply had fallen ‘to 7,800,000 barrels.

The total reduction in the stock of gaso
line and naptha during July was ap-
proximately 1,367,000 barrels.

The Administrator estimated that
reports for August from territory east
of the California fields would show a
reduction of close to 2,000,000 barrels,
or 65,000 daily ,and with the August
reduction in stocks materializing the
reserve supply would be reduced to an
amount which would not exceed thirty
days’ supply.

ONE AND TWO-DOLLAR BILLS

The Federal Reserve Bank of Dallas
has received a shipment of $20,000
- worth of new one and two-dollar Fed-
eral Reserve Bank notes. They are
being distributed to the banks in the
district, but the present supply is in-
adequate to meet the demand. The
present are the first issues ever made
by the Federal reserve system of Fed-
eral reserve bill in less than five-dol-
lar denominations.

The bills resemble in the main, the
large denominations of Federal re-
serve notes. They are issued by the
Dallas bank and bear the signature of
R. L. Van Zandt, the governor, and
Lynn P. Talley, the cashier of the
bank.

“The issuance of the smaller deno-
' minations is to take the place of the
| silver dollars ,which, according to the
recent act of Congress, is to-be melt-
ed into silver bullion and used by the
Secretary of the Treasury in the main-
tenance of trade balances with other
countries,” Mr. Talley said. “There
will be no 'disappearance of the silver
dollar, however, although the notes
will replace about 350,000,000 silver
dollars.”

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WAR WORK SOCIETIES
CAMPAIGN TO COMBINE

The latest decision from Washington
combines all seven of the officially
recognized war work societies in a
united campaign for funds necessary
to carry on their work for the coming
year.

These recognized organizations are
the Young Men’s Christian Associa-
tion, Young Womens’ Christian Asso-
ciation, War Camp Community Ser-|
vice, American Library Association,'
Knights of Columbus, Salvation Army,;
and Jewish Welfare Board. The first
four of these, according to previous
plans, had been combined in a cam-
paign to be launched in November,
the last three'in a campaign for Janu-
ary. Now, the single campaign will
begin November 11, lasting one week
and will call for $170,500,000.00, to be
appropriated as follows:

Y. M. C. A. $100,000,000.00; Y. W.
C. A., $15,000,000.00; Catholic War
Council, (Knights of Columbus) $30,-
000,000.00; Jewish Welfare Board, $3,-
500,000.00; American Library Associa-
tion, $3,500,000.00; War Camp Commu-
nity Service, $15,000,000.00; Salvation
Army $3,500,000.00.

In announcing the plan, President
Wilson declared that it was evident
the services rendered by these agen-
ices are essentially one and all of a
kind and must be rendered in the clos-
est co-operation.

years Coleman county has held her
own, as a farming and stock raising
country ;in faet, this county has com-
pared favorably with the best farm-j
ing belt of Texas.

Shakespeare.

Ben Jonson occupied a promi-
nent position on the British parnas-
sus. Herrick said of his wit that we
ghould husband it, for, should it
come to an end, the world would
have no more. Yet his words are
little read, because there is some-
thing of roughness or boldness in his
style for réaders who read poetry for
recreation, rather than ecritically.
His was a prolific muse; his pen was
seldom still.
lost, and yet his surviving works are
voluminous. Dramatic composition,
some plays and most of his prose
have passed into oblivion, yet there
still remains some twenty plays,
about forty masques, a book of epi-
grams, epistles, translations and an
unfinished English grammar, writ-
ten in English and Latin.

In his early youth he followed the
trade of a bricklayer, which he tells
us he could not endure, so he joined
the army in Flanders. He sickened
of the sword and returned home,
bringing with him the reputation of
a brave man, a smattering of Dutch,
and an empty purse. It was then
that his early education, he being a
Westminster and a Cambridge man,
stood him in good stead. He began
to write for the stage. After the
death of Shakespeare, he retained
undisputed possession of the high-
est poetic eminence and was made
poet-laureate by King James.

| NOTES ON STUDENTS' _
ARMY TRAINING CORPS

Some of the new features that en-
ter into the plan for establishing and
conducting Students’ Army Training
Corps at the University of Texas, and
other educational institutions, begin-
i ning October 1, are outlined by Presi-
dent R. E. Vinson who has just re-
turned from Washington, D. C., where
he conferred with War Department
officials on the subject. He says that
these institutions will run practically
the full twelve months of the year.
The sessions will be divided into three
months each. It is now planned to
withdraw on January 1, 1919, men who
are twenty years old at the time of
registration for the draft, while the
’nmeteen vear-old boys will be drawn
on March 1, 1919, and the eighteen-
i year-old boys on July 1, 1919. Quar-
ters and mess will be paid for at the
rate of one dollar per day, with such
additional amount per day as will cor-
respond to the actual tuition or fees
charged by the several institutions.
Contracts to this effect will be enter-
ed into between the War Department
and colleges which expect to maintain
units of the Students’ Army Training
Corps. Proper housing accommoda-
tions will be furnished by the differ-
ent institutions. After finishing the
time allotted to him in college, a mem-
ber of the Students’ Army Training
Corps may be sent to an officers’ train
ing camp for the line of service which
he elects; he may be sent to a training

he may be sent to an army cantonment
for training as a private soldier: to
one of the vocational schools for me-
chanical training, or he may be re-
tained in college to finish his course;
provided he is a technical student in
