914 Men Register
In Floyd County

»
Registry Under Selective Draft Great­

ly Exceeds Estimate for Floyd 
County

Nine hundred and fourteen men in 
Floyd County twenty-one years of age 
and over and under thirty-one regis­
tered under the Selective Draft Act 
on Tuesday, comprising practically 
thirty per cent greater registration 
than was estimated and affording a 
big surprise to officials and others. 
The estimate made early after the 
passage of the law was »that Floyd 
County would furnish probably 550 
men within the age limit.

Reports from all over the county 
indicate that the registry passed off 
with no friction whatever. At Floyd- 
ada the rush in the forenoon was all 
out of proportion to the ability of the 
registratars to handle, and the early 
comers were compelled to wait in line 
from thirty minutes to an hour and a 
half. By noon three-fourths of the 
precinct’s quota had registered.

W . T. Montgomery conducted the 
registration here. He was ¿assisted 
by N. W . McCleskey, E. C. Nelson, 
Tom P. Steen and County Clerk Tom 
W . Deen.

Following the returns of all the 
registration cards from the fifteen 
precincts in the county at noon the 
County Board of Registration ,with 
J. A. Grigsby presiding, met Wednes­
day afternoon to complete the sum­
mary for the county. Much detail 
labor will be required of the board to 
complete the records for the county, 
the Provost Marshall General and the 
State Adjutant General, but tele­
graphic information will be forwarded 
today to the Provost Marshal General 
giivng the totals in the various class­
es.

Registration Day was observed gen- 
erallly as a holiday over Floyd Coun­
ty. Most of the business houses at 
Floydada and Lockney were closed 
and many of the persons who regis­
tered early in the day took advantage 
•of the holiday to spend the time in 
recreation.

Very little excitement was created 
by the registration. The registration 
officials in Floydada did a land office 
business during the earlier part of 
the day, registering 140 men before 
ten-thirty. The biggest surprise was 
in the number of persons registering. 
The total for the county it was esti­
mated unofficially would be around 
550, and about 170 at Floydada. More

SANTA FE PLANNING TOUR
THROUGH DAIRY DISTRICTS

The Santa Fe Railway Company 
are planning a tour through the dairy 
districts of Wisconsin and other states 
for the business men and farmers of 
the South Plains and the Panhandle 
generally.

than 25 per cent more than this regis­
tered here. If the same percentage 
prevailed over the county the total 
will run close to one thousand in all.

Some trouble over the registration 
was anticipated, but none was evi­
dent through the day, the early-morn­
ing rush being indicative of the 
patriotism that abounded.

In Floydada Precinct, 104 out of 
226 men registered claimed no exem­
ptions. At Lockney 101 persons 
claimed no exemptions. Figures on 
all the county are not available but 
it is believed from a cursory glance 
at the returns that the remainder of 
the ocunty will run in about this same 
proportion, or slightly under fifty per 
cent.

An interesting feature of the regis­
try in this precinct was that of the 
Whole number j of men t'wen,ty-one 
years of age not one claimed exemp­
tion on any grounds.

Many of the reasons by persons 
registering were plausible, and there 
were some claims that were amusing 
in the extreme. One eligible, answer­
ing “No. 12” , said that a loud noise 
on land made his head ache. It is 
said that the registrars wrote on the 
back of his card, “We recommend this 
gentleman for naval services.”

More than ninety-nine and two-' 
thirds per cent of the men in the coun­
ty liable for service are known to 
have registered. It is reported unof­
ficially but authentically that there 
are a few who did not register. If 
this report is found to be correct it 
devolves upon the registration board 
to report names of the delinquents to 
the United States District Attorney 
for this district.

Childers’ Sanitarium  
Closes for Period

Dr Childers Will Spend Four to Ten 
Months in California for 

His Health

Dr. R. A. Childers last week made 
it known to friends that he would 
close his sanitarium during the next 
week, and leave shortly for California 
and other sections of the far-west in 
an effort to recover his health, which 
has not been good for a period of 
several months.

“I can’t say definitely when the 
sanitarium will re-open,” the doctor 
said. “Possibly within four months, 
or it may be ten months. My plans 
are indefinite and depend entirely on 
the state of my health.”

The Childers Sanitarium opened 
eighteen months ago, and has enjoyed 
a period of unusual success as an in­
stitution for the treatment of cases re­
quiring surgical treatment.

Several weeks ago Dr. Childers suf­
fered a severe attack of pneumonia, 
which impaired his constitutional vi­
gor to such an extent that he has de­
cided a rest and change of climate 
and environment are absolutely neces­
sary to his recovery.

The doctor has ben practicing at 
Floydada for more than twelve years, 
and the state of his health will be 
the matter of sincere solicitude on the 
part of hundreds of friends in Floyd­
ada and Floyd County.

LOCAL BOARD WILL HELP

WEED OUT THE EXEMPT

It is not known exactly what the 
next step in raising the huge army of 
the nation will be but it is thought 
locally that it will be the call by the 
president for a draft of whatever 
number of men is needed,— probably 
500,000,— and that the quota of each 
county will be furnished local officials, 
together with a list of those the Pro­
vost Marshal considers most suited for 
military service. A  local board will be 
appointed by the governor consisting 
of three men who will then pass upon 
the merits of the claims of those who 
want to be exempted from the draft 
which will be made. It appears al­
most certain that not more than sixty 
men from Floyd County will be re­
quired on the first draft. These will 
be selected from those whose claims 
for exemptions are not allowed and 
those who do not claim exemption, 
by lot, it is believed here.

The same manner of procedure will 
be followed on the second, third and 
other successive drafts “Until the avail­
able list of men is exhausted.

No report has been received here 
late yesterday as to whom the local 
exemption board will be, though it is 
said that the governor has been busy 
compiling a list for each county in the 
state since the latter part of last 
week. This board will pass on exemp­
tion claims. Should the person whose 
claims are passed on not be satisfied 
with the decision, of this board it is 
understood that an appeal may be 
taken to the courts.

Most evidently Floyd County is not 
taking as much of the 1917 issue of 
the “Liberty Loan” as the treasury 
department had expected.

Making their estimates on the pro­
portion of bank deposits in every 
county in the United States, as a ba­
sis to proportion the loans that could 
be made by each county, figures for 
Floyd County are $81,000.

The treasury department expected 
the entire issue of bonds to be over­
subscribed by June 15th. It now ap­
pears, if all counties of Texas are as 
slow as Floyd County there will be a 
large percentage lacking from this 
state.

The proportion for the various 
counties, lying from Floyd County 
west to the New Mexico line, north 
to the Oklahoma line and east to 
Childress is as follows: The first 
figures denoting bank deposits and 
the second the total amount of bonds 
apportioned to each:

The Department of Commerce in co­
operation with the Department of 
Agriculture has long been earnestly 
striving to increase the output of tin 
cans for food containers. To this end 
it has endeavored to increase the sup­
ply of tin, to secure the continuous 
movement of the materials entering 
into tin cans from the place of pro­
duction to the place of use, and to 
facilitate the supply and movement 
of machinery for producing cans. The 
Department desires in every practi­
cable way to promote the present and 
permanent prosperity of the tin-can 
industry. There is no possible doubt 
of the steady and growing demand 
for its products.

Tin plate is 98 per cent steel and 2 
per cent tin. Steel is the backbone 
of war, and the mills have not’ been 
able to keep all their customers fully 
supplied at all times. Moreover, ab­
normal freight demands have made 
prompt deliveries uncertain. There 
have also been decreased imports of 
pig tin, due to decreased production 
and reduced shipping facilities. It is 
not surprising, therefore, that the tin­
plate makers can not provide the can 
manufacturers with sufficient plate to 
enable them to meet the increase in 
the demand for cans, which is 25 to 
40 per cent greater than it was last 
year.

It is therefore imperative that the 
available supply of cans be utilized, in 
so far as possible, for packing pro­
ducts that can be preserved only in 
tin, and that substitutes be used for 
other products wherever practicable. 
Such containers should be cheaper 
than tin, so that the ultimate benefit 
from lower costs may offset the ini­
tial expense of the substitute.

Cost and Description of Fiber 
Containers

The price of glass has steadily risen 
and has reached a point at which any 
large extension of its use for food 
containers is impracticable. At pres­
ent fiber or paper containers of good 
quality are being produced in consid­
erable and increasing quantities, and 
for many purposes are supplanting 
glass and tin plate. The price of the 
fiber containers depends upon size, 
the quality of the paper pulp material, 
the number of treatments with 
paraffin, and the amount of printed 
matter on the outside. The common­
er types may be obtained at 1.25 to 1.5 
cents for the half-pint size, 1.25 to
1.6 cents for the pint size, and 1.5 to 
1.65 cents for the quart size.

Fiber containers are made in va­
rious shapes and sizes adapted to dif­
ferent purposes and may or may 
not be coated with paraffin, which is 
chemically inert and is sometimes 
baked into the paper material. Some 
of these containers are claimed to be 
air tight, proof against leakage, and 
protected from contamination by the 
paraffin. Some containers appear to 
be^»ore nearly air tight than others 
of the same style, probably because 
of better fitting covers. These con­
tainers are 1 light, pack l'eadily for 
shipment, are easily opened, and are 
used but once.
Fiber Containers for Delivering Foods 

to Consumer
The demand for “ready-to-eat” 

foods, such as baked pork and beans, 
spaghetti, etc., with the simple direc­
tion “Heat and serve,” represents the 
largest factor in the increased use of 
tin cans. These foods must be pro­
cessed in the containers at or above 
the temperature of boiling water, and 
no-substitute for tin has been found 
that satisfactorily meets these con­
ditions. However, a great economy 
in tin can be effected by home cook­
ing of such products during the pres­
ent shortage.

Fiber containers are recommended 
fo rthe distribution by the retailer 
of many foodstuffs, including milk, 
cream, buttermilk, ice cream, oysters, 
sirups, marshmallow creams, dried 
fruits, preserves, jellies, mincement, 

'horseradish, relishes, pickles, deviled 
ham and chicken, vinegar, dry and 
prepered mustard, soda water, salads, 
sauerkraut, and olives.
Fiber Containers for Packing and the 

Wholesale Trade
It is claimed that dry food products 

such as coffee,tea, alum, baking 
powder, spices ,raisins, and prunes 
may be successfully packed by pro­
ducers and manufacturers in paper 
or fiber containers. For some of 
those products, bags lined with tin­
foil have been in successful use for 10 
years or more and they form an at­
tractive package that is said to be 
moisture proof.

Other commodities usually packed 
in tin could be marketed as well in 
paper of fiber, with the advantage of 
lower cost. Among these tobacco oc­
cupies a prominent position and 
other articles are lye, cleansers, soap 
powders, shoe polishes, mtal polishes, 
soaps and shaving preparations, toil­
et articles, such os talcum powder, 
and various dry drugs and chemicals. 
Paper containers are also suggested

for preserved fruits and jellies made 
at home. Cloth sacks for tobacco and 
wood for sirups and molases are al­
so recommended where retail sales 
can be made in bulk.

For packers of dry products who 
are opposed to the adoption of fiber 
containers because of the good will 
built upon the style and shape of a 
tin container, fiber containers having 
a tin top and bottom are available. 
These containers, when labeled, have 
the appearance of all-tin cans, and 
are almost as serviceable.

Purchasers of large quantities of 
foodstuffs, such as hotels, restaurants, 
and boarding houses, can also contri­
bute directly to the tinsaving cam­
paign by buying supplies in large cans 
instead of small ones. In addition to 
aiding in tin conservation, they will 

1 thus get the supplies at a lower rate. 
Tests of Substitute Containers— Trade 

Lists
Certain types of these containers 

are now being tested to detrmine to 
what extent the claims of their manu­
facturers as to their general qualities 
can be substantiated. Manufacturers 
of substitute containers who wish 
their products tested should send 
samples to the Bureau of Standards 

j Department of Commerce, with full 
I information regarding commodities 
for which the containers are specially 
designed, prices, and ability to con­
tract for early deliveries. Names and 
addresses of firms prepared to supply 
fiber and other containers may be ob­
tained from the Bureau of Foreign 
and domestic Commerce or its district 
or co-operative offices. Co-operation 
is required between the Government 
departments, the manufacturers of tin 
plate and of substitute containers, the 
packers of foodstuffs and of other ar­
ticles commonly put up in tin, and the 
general public, if the available sup­
ply of tin plate is to be limited to 
strictly necessary uses and if, at the 
same time, the largest possible quan­
tity of food is to be preserved against 
the special needs of the coming 
months.

Food selection 
and food preparation are better under­
stood than they ever have been, and 
the best medium for extending the 
benefits ofthis scientific information 
to the homes of our land is through 
the schools. A knowledge of foods 
and sanitation is as important as ari­
thmetic or botany.

Courses in cooking, sewing, agri­
culture, and home making successful­
ly put into effect cannot fail to create 
a new confidence and ingratiate the 
school in the minds of all who patron­
ize it. With discreet and intelligent 
direction, they beget a new communi­
ty faith. They dignify the idea of 
home and increase the respect the 
average layman for the school. 
When properly taught, they give les­
sons that are easily appreciated by all 
and promote that type of interest that 
means for educational, social, and do­
mestic uplift. Bath-tubs, well bal­
anced rations properly prepared, pic­
tures, music, books, and a right appre­
ciation for the beautiful, make a home 
a home, and not a mere place of resi­
dence.

Better homes mean much for com­
munity life of a higher order. Such 
homes make civic clubs, social cen­
ters, and other forms of community 
co-operation camparatively easy to es­
tablish. Home betterment is as much 
a problem for the school as for the 
social worker. The school and the 
home have a common interest. With 
the proper unity of interest and ac­
tion each becomes an influence for 
good in rehabilitating the life of the

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914 Men Register
In Floyd County

Registry Under Selective Draft Great­
ly Exceeds Estimate for Floyd 

County

Nine hundred and fourteen men in 
Floyd County twenty-one years of age 
and over and under thirty-one regis­
tered under the Selective Draft Act 
on Tuesday, comprising practically 
thirty per cent greater registration 
than was estimated and affording a 
big surprise to officials and others. 
The estimate made early after the 
passage of the law was that Floyd 
County would furnish probably 550 
men within the age limit.

Reports from all over the county 
indicate that the registry passed off 
with no friction whatever. At Floyd- 
ada the rush in the forenoon was all 
out of proportion to the ability of the 
registratars to handle, and the early 
comers were compelled to wait in line 
from thirty minutes to an hour and a 
half. By noon three-fourths of the 
precinct's quota had registered^

W . T. Montgomery conducted the 
registration here. He was assisted 
by N. W . McCleskey, E. C. Nelson, 
Tom P. Steen and County Clerk Tom 
W . Deen.

Following the returns of all the 
registration cards from the fifteen 
precincts in the county at noon the 
County Board of Registration ,with 
J. A. Grigsby presiding, met Wednes­
day afternoon to complete the sum­
mary for the county. Much detail 
labor will be required of the board to 
complete the records for the county, 
the Provost Marshall General and the 
State Adjutant General, but tele­
graphic information will be forwarded 
today to the Provost Marshal General 
giivng the totals in the various class­
es.

Registration Day was observed gen- 
erallly as a holiday over Floyd Coun­
ty. Most of the business houses at 
Floydada and Lockney were closed 
and many of the persons who regis­
tered early in the day took advantage 
■of the holiday to spend the time in 
recreation.

Very little excitement was created 
by the registration. The registration 
officials in Floydada did a land office 
business during the earlier part of 
the day, registering 140 men before 
ten-thirty. The biggest surprise was 
in the number of persons registering. 
The total for the county it was esti­
mated unofficially would be around 
550, and about 170 at Floydada. More

In Floydada Precinct, 104 out of 
226 men registered claimed no exem­
ptions. At Lockney 101 persons 
claimed no exemptions. Figures on 
all the county are not available but 
it is believed from a cursory glance 
at the returns that the remainder of 
the ocunty will run in about this same 
proportion, or slightly under fifty per 
cent.

An interesting feature of the regis­
try in this precinct was that of the 
Whole number j of men twenty-one 
years of age not one claimed exemp­
tion on any grounds.

Many of the reasons by persons 
registering were plausible, and There 
were some claims that were amusing 
in the extreme. One eligible, answer­
ing “No. 12”, said that a loud noise 
on land made his head ache. It is 
said that the registrars wrote on the 
back of his card, “We recommend this 
gentleman for naval services.”

More than ninety-nine and two- 
thirds per cent of the men in the coun­
ty liable for service are known to 
have registered. It is reported unof­
ficially but authentically that there 
are a few who did not register. If 
this report is found to be correct it 
devolves upon the registration board 
to report names of the delinquents to 
the United States District Attorney 
for this district.

LOCAL BOARD WILL HELP

WEED OUT THE EXEMPT

It is not known exactly what the 
next step in raising the huge army of 
the nation will be but it is thought 
locally that it will be the call by the 
president for a draft of whatever 
number of men is needed,— probably 
500,000,— and that the quota of each 
county will be furnished local officials, 
together with a list of those the Pro­
vost Marshal considers most suited for 
military service. A  local board will be 
appointed by the governor consisting 
of three men who 'will then pass upon 
the merits of the claims of those who 
want to be exempted from the draft 
which will be made. It appears al­
most certain that not more than sixty 
men from Floyd County will be re­
quired on the first draft. These will 
be selected from those whose claims 
for exemptions are not allowed and 
those who do not claim exemption, 
by lot, it is believed here.

The same manner of procedure will 
be followed on the second, third and 
other successive drafts "Until the avail­
able list of men is exhausted.

No report has been received here 
late yesterday as to whom the local 
exemption board will be, though it is 
said that the governor has been busy 
compiling a list for each county in the 
state since the latter part of last 
week. This board will pass on exemp­
tion claims. Should the person whose 
claims are passed on not be satisfied 
with the decision, of this board it is 
understood that an appeal may be 
taken to the courts.

FLOYD COUNTY’S PART OF,
THE LIBERTY LOAN

Very Little of Loan Being Taken—  
Estimated Would take $81,000

Most evidently Floyd County is not 
taking as much of the 1917 issue of 
the “ Liberty Loan” as the treasury 
department had expected.

Making their estimates on the pro­
portion of bank deposits in every 
county in the United States, as a ba­
sis to proportion the loans that could 
be made by each county, figures for 
Floyd County are $81,000.

A  GOOD S U B S TITU TE FO R  TIN  CANS
HOW TO OFFSET A N Y  POSSIBLE SHORTAGE

The Department of Commerce in co­
operation with the Department of 
Agriculture has long been earnestly 
striving to increase the output of tin 
cans for food containers. To this end 
it has endeavored to increase the sup­
ply of tin, to secure the continuous 
movement of the materials entering 
into tin cans from the place of pro­
duction to the place of use, and to 
facilitate the supply and movement 
of machinery for producing cans. The 
Department desires in every practi­
cable way to promote the present and 
permanent prosperity of the tin-can 
industry. There is no possible doubt 
of the steady and growing demand 
for its products.

Tin plate is 98 per cent steel and 2 
per cent tin. Steel is the backbone 
of war, and the mills have not been 
able to keep all their customers fully 
supplied at all times. Moreover, ab­
normal freight demands have made 
prompt deliveries uncertain. There 
have also been decreased imports of 
pig tin, due to decreased production 
and reduced shipping facilities. It is 
not surprising, therefore, that the tin­
plate makers can not provide the'can 
manufacturers with sufficient plate to 
enable them to meet the increase in 
the demand for cans, which is 25 to 
40 per cent greater than it was last 
year.

It is therefore imperative that the 
available supply of cans be utilized, in 
so far as possible, for packing pro­
ducts that can be preserved only in 
tin, and that substitutes be used for 
other products wherever practicable. 
Such containers should be cheaper 
than tin, so that the ultimate benefit 
from lower costs may offset the ini­
tial expense of the substitute.

Cost and Description of Fiber 
Containers

The price of glass has steadily risen 
and has reached a point at .which any 
large extension of its use for food 
containers is impracticable. At pres­
ent fiber or paper containers of good 
quality are being produced in consid­
erable and increasing quantities, and 
for many purposes are supplanting 
glass and tin plate. The price of the 
fiber containers depends upon size, 
the quality of the paper pulp material, 
the number of treatments with 
paraffin, and the amount of printed 
matter on the outside. The common­
er types may be obtained at 1.25 to 1.5 
cents for the half-pint size, 1.25 to 
1.6 cents for the pint size, and 1.5 to 
1.65 cents for the quart size.

Fiber containers are made in va­
rious shapes and sizes adapted to dif­
ferent purposes and may or may 
not be coated with paraffin, which is 
chemically inert and is sometimes 
baked into the paper material. Some 
of these containers are claimed to be 
air tight, proof against leakage, and 
protected from contamination by the 
paraffin. Some containers appear to 
be more nearly air tight than others 
of the same, style, probably because 
of bétfer fitting covers. These con­
tainers are ' light, pack readily for 
shipment, are easily opened, and are 
used but once.
Fiber Containers for Delivering Foods 

to Consumer
The demand for “ready-to-eat” 

foods, such as baked pork and beans, 
spaghetti, etc., with the simple direc­
tion “Heat and serve,” represents the 
largest factor in the increased use of 
tin cans. These foods must be pro­
cessed in the containers at or above 
the temperature of boiling water, and 
no substitute for tin has been found 
jhat satisfactorily meets these con­
ditions. However, a great economy 
in tin can be effected by home cook­
ing of such products during the pres­
ent shortage.

Fiber containers are recommended 
fo rthe distribution by the retailer 
of many foodstuffs, including milk, 
cream, buttermilk, ice cream, oysters, 
sirups, marshmallow creams, dried 
fruits, preserves, jellies, mincement, 
horseradish, relishes, pickles, deviled 
ham and chicken, vinegar, dry and 
prepered mustard, soda water, salads, 
sauerkraut, and olives.
Fiber Containers for Packing and the 

Wholesale Trade
It is claimed that dry food products 

such as coffee,tea, alum, baking 
powder, spices ,raisins, and prunes 
may be successfully packed by pro­
ducers and manufacturers in paper 
or fiber containers. For some of 
those products, bags lined with tin- 
foil have been in successful use for 10 
years or more and they form an at­
tractive package that is said to be 
moisture proof.

Other commodities usually packed 
in tin could be marketed as well in 
paper of fiber, with the advantage of 
lower cost. Among these tobacco oc­
cupies a prominent position and 
other articles are lye, cleansers, soap 
powders, shoe polishes, mtal polishes, 
soaps and shaving preparations, toil­
et articles, such os talcum powder, 
and various dry drugs and chemicals. 
Paper containers are also suggested

for preserved fruits and jellies made 
at home. Cloth sacks for tobacco and 
wood for sirups and molases are al­
so recommended where retail sales 
can be made in bulk.

For packers of dry products who 
are opposed to the adoption of fiber 
containers because of the good will 
built upon the style and shape of a 
tin container, fiber containers having 
a tin top and bottom are available. 
These containers, when labeled, have 
the appearance of all-tin cans, and 
are almost as serviceable.

Purchasers of large quantities of 
foodstuffs, such as hotels, restaurants, 
and boarding houses, can also contri­
bute directly to the tinsaving cam­
paign by buying supplies in large cans 
instead of small ones. In addition to 
aiding in tin conservation, they will 
thus get the supplies at a lower rate. 
Tests of Substitute Containers— Trade 

Lists
Certain types of these containers 

are now being tested to detrmine to 
| what extent the claims of their manu­
facturers as to their general qualities 
can be substantiated. Manufacturers 
of substitute containers who wish 
their products tested should send 
samples to the Bureau of Standards 
Department of Commerce, with full 
information regarding commodities 
for which the containers are specially 
designed, prices, and ability to con­
tract for early deliveries. Names and 
addresses of firms prepared to supply 
fiber and other containers may be ob­
tained from the Bureau of Foreign 
and domestic Commerce or its district 
or co-operative offices. Co-operation 
is required between the Government 
departments, the manufacturers of tin 
plate and of substitute containers, the 
packers of foodstuffs and of other ar­
ticles commonly put up in tin, and the 
general public, if the available sup­
ply of tin plate is to be limited to 
strictly necessary uses and if, at the 
same time, the largest possible quan­
tity of food is to be preserved against 
the special needs of the coming 
months.

Training for life in the home is 
more important today than ever be­
fore in the history of civilized society.

best things of modern science in the 
home, practical scientific training for 
housekeeping must be had. The fire­
less cooker, the dustless sweeper, the 
cream separator, the sanitary sink, 
the refrigerator for meat, vegetables 
and milk, and many other like con­
veniences make it indispensable that 
the modern housewife have a scien­
tific knowledge of the material with 
which she is to work. Food selection 
and food preparation are better under­
stood than they ever have been, and 
the best medium for extending the 
benefits ofthis scientific information 
to the homes of our land is through 
the schools. A  knowledge of foods 
and sanitation is as important as ari­
thmetic or botany.

Courses in cooking, sewing, agri­
culture, and home making successful­
ly put into effect cannot fail to create 
a new confidence and ingratiate the 
school in the minds of all who patron­
ize it. With discreet and intelligent 
direction, they beget a new communi­
ty faith. They dignify the idea of 
home and increase the respect the 
average layman for the school. 
When properly taught, they give les­
sons that are easily appreciated by all 
and promote that type of interest that 
means for educational, social, and do­
mestic uplift. Bath-tubs, well bal­
anced rations properly prepared, pic­
tures, music, books, and a right appre­
ciation for the beautiful, make a home 
a home, and not a mere place of resi­
dence.

Better homes mean much for com­
munity life of a higher order. Such 
homes make civic clubs, social cen­
ters, and other forms of community 
co-operation camparatively easy to es­
tablish. Home betterment is as much 
a problem for the school as for the 
social worker. The school and the 
home have a common interest. With 
the proper unity of interest and ac­
tion each becomes an influence for 
good in rehabilitating the life of the

AMERICAN RAILROADS WILL
HELP ROADS OF FRANCE.

Nine Regiments Will Soon be Helping 
Operate the Railroads Behind 

French Army.

Instructions have been issued by 
Railroad’s War Board to the railroads 
of the United States to take vigorous 
action to assist in the organizationJ.be a complete railroad operating unit
of nine regiments of qualified railroad 
men for service in France. It is an ur­
gent necessity that these men be sent 
to France at the earliest possible mo­
ment.

Railroad executives have been*ask- 
ed to give immediate attention to a 
communication which has just been 
sent them, which says, in effect: *

“The French railways are badly 
run down. They need more oF less com 
plete rehabilitation. /France has no 
men who can be spared for this work. 
She wants all her men at the front.

“Before we can train men to go in­
to the trenches we can supply 
France’s railroad wants and we can 
do it practically immediately. Any

tendent of Motive Power; the Cap­
tains will he master mechanics, the 
Lieutenants will be shop foremen and 
the non-commissioned officers gang 
foremen. The rest of the company 
will be made up of boiler makers, ma­
chinists, blacksmiths and their help­
ers.”

Three railway operating regiments 
will be' formed. Each regiment will

and will be commanded by a Colonel 
from the United States Army. The 
Lieutenant-Colonel will be a General 
Manager or amènerai Superintendent 
of a railroad, the Captain Adjutant 
will be an officer of the United States 
Engineers, the Captain Quartermast­
er will be chosen by the Colonel, and 
the Captain Engineer will be selected 
from the railroad engineers of main­
tenance of way.

Two Majors for each of the oper­
ating regiments will be chosen from 
the General Managers or their assist­
ants, while two Captains-adjutant 
and six Captains will come from di­
vision superintendents or their assist­
ants. Twelve first lieutenants will be 
chosen from trainmasters, road fore-men we send over must be soldiers,, ,

it will be necessary for the raili3ad engines, and engineers of
forces to enter the army.

“We propose to make up five con­
struction regiments of six companies 
each to do this rehabilitation. Each 
regiment will have an engineer officer 
of the United States Army as Colonel 
and another officer from the army as 
Adjutant. The other officers will be 
made up of railroad men, except that 
the commissary will be provided by 
the United States Army. The Lieu­
tenant-Colonel will be a Chief Engi­
neer of a railroad, or some one else 
of similar experience. Captains will 
be taken from the Engineers of Main- 
etnance of Way, Lieutenants from su- 
pervisiors or roadmasters, and the 
non-commissioned officers from track 
and bridge foremen. The privates 
will be track laborers.

“The pressing need just now is for 
officers for these regiments. They 
will require five Chief Engineers, 
thirty Engineers of Maintenance of 
Way, ninety supervisors or roadmag- 
ters, sixty track foremen, and thirty 
bridge foremen. Each company will 
have 150 track laborers and fourteen 
bridge carpenters as privates.

“The next important requirement 
on the French railways is for shop 
forces. They are short of men to re­
pair their locomotives. It is proposed 
to organize a shop regiment, to be 
made up the same way as the con­
struction regiments, except that the 
Lieutenant-Colonel will be a Superin­

maintenance of way, and six second 
lieutenants from chief dispatchers 
and mechanics.

The make-up of each company in 
the regiment will include the follow­
ing enlisted men:

7 Electricians, linemen and signal 
maintainers.

2 Gas enginemen.
3 Clerks and stenographers.
2 Draftsmen.
2 Surveyors.
12 Car Inspectors and repairers.
2 Storekeepers.

Pile driver engineers.
Pipe fitter.
Locomotive inspector.
Wreck derrick engineer.
Water supply man.
Cooks.
Conductors.

16 Brakemen.
12 Locomotive engineers.
4 Stationery engineers.
4 Yard foremen.
8 Switchmen.
8 Machinists.
4 Blacksmiths.
6 Boiler makers.
12 Operators and agents.
4 Dispatchers.
14 Track foremen.
14 Bridges and buildings force.
Forty non-commissioned officers 

are included among these 164 men. 
They will be selected from supervi­
sors, section foremen, bridge fore­

men, carpenter foremen, and others 
in similar positions.

Each regiment will have 25 men 
rated as wagoners, who will he cho­
sen from men who can act as chauff­
eurs, though half of them must be 
capable ofother duties as well.

HOW SUBMARINE NETS WORK

A submarine net is made of wire 
rope, about as thick as a lead pencil, 
and the meshes are of great size—  
about ten or fifteen feet square. The 
net has floats on top that keep bob­
bing up and down like the float on a 
fishline, and on the bottom are 
weights that keep the whole thing in 
a perpendicular position. The sub­
marine cannot submerge to very great 
depths on account of the pressure—  
200 feet being about the limiting 
depth. It sails innocently along, 
therefore, until it pushes it nose into 
these meshes. The net now trails 
along both sides of the submarine— its 
progress revealing the fact that some­
thing below is supplying the motive 
power. Perhaps the net suddenly 
stops; that means that the hidden sub­
marine has stopped, its navigators 
have made the horrible discovery that 
they are trapped— or perhaps the net 
has become twisted in the propeller. 
Under these conditions the wise sub­
marine rises to the surface. It sur­
renders, becomes the property of the 
enemy, and its crew are made pris­
oners. If it does not take such action 
one of two things will happen. The 
enemy will wait upon the surface un­
til the submarine comes up, or, if it 
starts moving the enemy will follow 
until the inevitable uprising. But 
perhaps the surface commander gets 
impatient; in such a case he can let a 
bomb down into the water, which will 
explode when it touches the roof of 
the submarine. Of course, the sub­
merged Germans know that this bomb 
is likely to drop at any minute; the 
“psychology” of such a situation tends 
to persuade the imprisoned crew to 
surrender.—'Indianapolis News.

THE FRENCH BOND BUYERS

The French people are the greatest investors in Government bonds 
in the world. At the close of the Franco-Prussian War in 1870 Ger­
many demanded and collected from France $1,000,000,000 indemnity. 
The French people, who were loyal then in responding to their coun­
try’s need as their soldiers are today, hastened to loan this tremendous 
sum to their country.

Their patriotism turned a great misfortune into a great benefit. 
Their thrift in thus saving their money and investing i t 1 in Gocern- 
ment bonds not only brought great prosperity to France but the bonds 
rose in value all over the world and made the French national credit 
good wherever civilization existed. Ten years after the bonds were 
issued they commanded a premium of 25 per cent.

What the American Nation is called upon to do in lending the Ameri­
can Government $5,000,000,000 and taking its bonds therefor is little 
compared with the loan of $1,000,000,000 to France after the Franco- 
Prussian War by the French people. Called upon to do much less than 
their present allies, the French, the American people will demonstrate 
that they are second to no people in the world in patriotic support of 
their Government*

THE TERMS OF THE LIBERTY LOAN

The act authorizing the Liberty Loan Bonds of 1917 was passed 
April 24, 1917. It provides for the issuance of $5,000,000,000 of 3%  
per cent bonds, the interest payable semiannually on December 15 and 
June 15 of each year. The principal is repayable on or after the 15th 
day of june, 1932, at the option of the Government, and if this option 
is not exercised the bonds will run full 30 years and become due June 
15, 1947.

The bonds are exempt both as to principal and interest from all 
taxation, national, State, county, or municipal, except the inheritance 
tax, which is really not a tax on the property, but on the transfer of 
property by will or inheritance.

The bonds are to sold at par; that is, dollar for dollar, no premium 
and no discount. They are to be sold by the Treasurer of the United 
States and by all Federal Reserve banks. But all banks, National and 
State, post offices, and express companies have been designated as 
agents of the Government to receive applications for these bonds. It is 
almost as easy to purchase one of these bonds as it is to get a post 
office money order.

It is not necessary to pay cash in full for a bond. One can pay down 
2 per cent of the purchase price on application— that is, $1 for a $50 
bond, $2 for a $100 bond, etc.— 18 per cent on July 25, 1917; 20 per 
cent July 30, 1917; 30 per cent August 15, 1917; and the balance, 30 
per cent, August 30, 1917.

W HAT A,GOVERNMENT BOND IS

The Government of the United States has two methods of raising 
money. One is by taxation. The other is by the sale of bonds, which- 
is a method of borrowing money.

The Government bond is the printed promise of the Government to 
pay back thé borrowed sum of money at a certain time, and to pay 
interest on it at regular intervals unUi it is repaid.

The Government borrows money in this way only after it has been 
the right to do so by act of Congress approved by the President, and 
the terms of the loan are set out in the act.

Back of the promise of the Government stands the honor of the
vernment and all its taxing resources. Really the whole wealth of 

the Nation stands behind this solemn promise of the Government to 
pay.

This makes a United States Government bond the safest investment 
in the world. If the bond of the United States Government is not safe, 
no property in the United States is safe. If the United States can not 
pay its bonds, it is hardly probable that it will be able to protect the 
citizens in their other rights.

The Liberty Loan Bonds of 1917 are especially attractive invest­
ments. Not only have they this absolute safety characteristic of all 
United States bonds but they aretax free not only from all existing 
taxes but from any war tax that may subsequently be levied. No 
State, city, nor county may tax them. The inheritance tax of the 
United States and of some States may affect them, or, rather, affect 
their transfer after death of the owner by will or by inheritance.

Another advantage these Liberty Loan Bonds possess is that if the 
Government issues bonds later on during this war at a higher rate of 
interest the holders of Liberty Loan Bonds will be allowed to exchange 
at par their bonds for bond's bearing the higher rate of interest.

WAR LOANS

Great Britain’s estimated wealth is $85,000,000,000; she has made 
. nree great loans since the commencement of the war, aggregating- 
$10,000,000,000. Her last loan was for $487,000,000, which was the 
greatest single loan ever floated in the history of the world. It was 
taken up in 30 days, 5,289,000 individuals subscribing to the loan. One"

person in every 11 inhabitants of the United Kingdom subscribed to 
this loan, and the average subscription was $950, though a great many 
subscribers took only £1, or about $5. The great number of subscrib­
ers to this loan is pointed out as evidence of the patriotism of the 
British people. *

Germany’s wealth is estimated at $80,000,000,000. Germany has put 
out five loans since the commencement of the war, aggregating $11,- 
750,000,000. In Germany’s latest loan 1 person in 13 of the popula­
tion is reported to have subscribed, and the average amount taken by 
each subscriber was $700.

Taking into consideration these figures ,the $5,000,000,000 loan of 
the United States with an estimated wealth of $220,000,000,000 and a 
population of over 100,000,000 seems almost small.

PRICE-GOEN
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LAKE SHIPPERS WILL POOL 
COAL CARGOES TO SAVE CARS

As part of the efforts being made 
in all directions to increase the capa­
city of the existing railroad facilities 
of the country, arrangements have 
been made by shippers and railroads 
whereby all coal for shipment on the 
Great Lakes through Lake Erie ports 
will be ‘pooled.”

The practice heretofore has been for 
each individual shipper to send his 
coal to a Lake Erie port, and gradu­
ally accumulate enough for a com­
plete shipload. In the meantime the 
cars were held, and, as numerous 
grades of coal were handled in this 
way, much switching was necessary. 
Under the new arrangement coal own­
ed by different producers will be put 
ina common pool and dispatched to 
the northwest as fast as the steamers

are ready for it. The pooling plan j 
will necessarily reduce very largely 1 
the number of grades of coal handled, j

It is estimated that 26,000,000 tons 
of coal will be shipped over the Great 
Lakes to the northwest during the 
180 days of the navigation season, 
and that 36,000,000 tons of ore will 
be moved over the railroads from 
Lake Erie ports to the furnaces.

It is believed that the pooling ar­
rangement will effect a saving of one 
and one-half days in the time of each 
car that carries coal to Lake Erie 
ports.

It is expected that this will effect 
such a saving in time of freight cars, 
that it will be practically equivalent 
to adding 52,000 cars to the freight 
equipment.

THE TORRENS SYSTEM OF LAND TITLES
By C. O. LANEY, IN THE TEXAS FARM AND RANCH

The “Land Question” originated 
with the eviction of Adam and Eve 
from the Garden of Eden and will con­
tinue to be of supreme importance so 
long as civilization shall last. Adam 
and Eve were evicted because they 
had sinned. Unfortunately their de­
scendants, time without number, have 
ben evicted from land they possessed 
through no wrong they had commit­
ted, but because of the cruel, cumber­
some and archaic system of land laws 
the Anglo-Saxon race has tolerated 
from time immemorial. No branch of 
the Anglo-Saxon law has developed so 
slowly as that branch which seeks to 
regulafe and control the ownership of 
real estate. Even the Fendal System, 
which was based Upon the grossest 
sort of tyranny and oppression, was 
clung to with a tenacity which now 
seems little less than astounding.

So the time will come when we will 
be amazed that we have with appar­
ent equanimity, for so many years, 
endured the present system in vogue 
in Texas. A system which even cur­
sory examination clearly demon­
strates is the direct cause of inex­
cusable delay, as well as an enormous 
economic waste.

No one man has done more to bring 
about a reformation of the “Land 
Question” than Sir Robert Richard 
Torrens, an Irshman born in Cork, in 
1814. In January, 1852, he was ap­
pointed colonial treasurer and regis­
trar general of South Australia. 
Later he represented the city of Ade­
laide in the house of assembly, and

mous benefits that would be derived 
from the passage of such a bill. In­
stead of the expensive delay and un­
certainty now existing, such a law 
would provide a safe and speedy meth­
od of selling land or using it as col­
lateral for the purpose of borrowing 
money. It would make the transfer 
of land titles as easy, as simple ana 
almost as cheap as the transfer of a 
certificate of stock in a corporation.

As is well known the Federal Farm 
Loan Act is the fruit of long study 
by one or more federal commissioners 
on rural credits. Senate document 
number 380 of the 63rd congress, sec­
ond session, 1914, giving the report 
of one of these commissions, contains 
these words:

“Every student of the subject must 
conclude that the states should adopt 
some system of state guaranty of ti­
tle, for instance the Torrens system. 
It is against the best interests of the 
general public to have possible legal 
disputes over the ownership of land. 
* * * Some American states have 
taken the first step, and the United 
States government has recognized the 
principle by prescribing the Torrens 
system of transfering titles for the 
Phillippine Islands.”

And in the report of the committee 
on banking and currency, concerning 
rural credits, to the 64th congress, 
first session, on February 15th, 1916, 
we find this paragraph:

“It is well understood that the laws 
in the several states vary as to land 
titles, registry, exemptions, home-

one form or another it has spread all 
over the English-speaking world. In 
the United States the following states 
have already enacted laws based up­
on the Torrens system: Massachu- 
settes, Minnesota, Illinois, California, 
Oregon, Colorado, Washington, New 
York, North Carolina, Mississippi, 
Ohio, Nebraska, Virginia and South 
Carolina. In other states this law is 
being considered.

During the regular session of the 
55th legislature of Texas a bill based 
upon the “Torens Act” was introduced 
in both branches of the Texas legis­
lature. It was passed by the senate, 
but stubborn opposition on the part of 
the membership of the house prevent­
ed it from ever being reached for con­
sideration by that body.

The purpose of this article is to 
briefly discuss the provisions of that 
bill and then to attempt to show in 
what way it would have been bene­
ficial to the citizens of Texas had it 
passed both branches of the legisla­
ture and received the approval of the 
governor.

The bill provided that any owner 
of land in this state could, if he so 
desired, file an application in the dis­
trict court of the county where the 
land was located to have his title 
registered. Proper notice would then 
be issued by the court to all persons 
claiming any interest in the land to 
appear on a date named in the notice 
and show cause why the title should 
not be registered in the name of the 
applicant. An examiner of titles
would then be appointed by the court 
and the applicant for registration 
would furnish him with an abstract 
of title for examination. If upon the 
trial of the case no one claimed ad­
versely to the applicant the court 
would cause h certificate of title to be 
issued to him. If on the other hand, 
one or more persons should claim an 
interest in the land the case would be 
tried and the court would cause a cer­
tificate to issue to the real owner. The 
certificate so issued would be conclu­
sive against the whole world, and the 
owner would never thereafter be in­
voluntarily dispossessed of the prop­
erty because of any latent defect in 
the title.

The owner who filed such an appli­
cation was required to pay to the 
registrar one-tenth of one per cent 
of the assessed value of his land, 
was for the benefit of any person who 
did not have actual notice of the ap­
plication for registration of the title, 
and had therefore been wrongfully 
deprived of any interest or estate in 
land. In other words, stripped of its 
legal verbosity, the bill provided, first, 
a means for the owner of lands in 
Texas to procure a title that should 
for all time to come be freed from any 
cloud and, a fund for the protection 
of the interest of any person who had 
through no fault of his own been pre­
vented from making his claim at the 
proper time.

So much for the provisions of the 
bill. Any one who is at all familiar 
with the conditions in Texas relating ; 
to land titles can readily see the enor-

in those states where the laws do not 
give adequate protection to those 
loaning on first mortgage. Very few, 
if any, states will fall within this rule, 
and they will doubtless amend their 
laws promptly in order to bring the 
benefits of the farm loan system with­
in reach of their citizens.”

In other words, the states are put 
on notice that they must adopt the 
Torrens system if they wish to “bring 
the benefits of the farm loan system 
within reach of their citizens.”

This measure was defeated. The 
time is not very for distant when the 
people of Texas will realize the great 
benefits that would flow from the en­
actment of such alaw and doubtless 
they will demand its passage.
