Texans lag behind 
in average income

WASHINGTON (AP) — Tex­
ans’ incomes lagged behind the 
national average throughout 
most of the past decade, and 
Scurry County was no exception, 
according to a Census Bureau 
study that found the earnings pic­
ture bleakest in isolated stret­
ches along the Rio Grande.

Scurry County indicated a close 
parallel to statewide figures.

Scurry County had a per capita 
income of $10,094 in 1987, com­
pared to $7,063 in 1979 - a growth 
of 42.9 percent. Those figures 
compare closely to statewide 
figures, which show Texans had 
a per capita income of $10,645 in 
1987, and earnings of $7,203 in 
1979. Nationally, per capita in­
come grew to $11,923 in 1987 from 
$7,295 in 1979.

The report also found that 
Texas has the poorest county in 
the country — Starr County in the 
Rio Grande Valley, and the least- 
populated county in the country 
— little Loving County on the 
Pecos River in West Texas.

Statewide, the Cdhsus Bureau 
said per capita income in Texas 
grew at a rate of 47.8 percent 
between 1979 and 1987, while na­
tionally, per capita incomes grew 
by 63.4 percent.

Texans’ earnings put them in 
34tlKplace nationally in 1987, a 10- 
place drop from 24th in 1979, the 
Census Bureau said.

The earnings picture was 
especially bleak for three coun­
ties in South Texas, which the 
Census Bureau said were among 
the 10 poorest nationwide in 1987.

In Starr County, residents had 
a meager per capita income of 
$3,464. The nation’s fourth- 
poorest county was also along the 
Rio Grande in South Texas; 
Maverick County, with per capita 
earnings in 1987 of $4,269. The na­
tion’s seventh-poorest county 
was neighboring Zavala County, 
with a per capita income of 
$4,646.

The state’s richest county with 
a population over 100 was Sher­
man, in the Texas Panhandle, 
with a per capita income of 
$16,260, earning it a 35th-place 
ranking nationally.

Loving County actually had a 
higher per capita income, 
$23,500, but with an estimated 
population of just 100 in July 1988, 
statisticians find the sample is so 
small that “we don’t really have 
any confidence in it,” said 
George Patterson, an economic 
statistician  for the Census 
Bureau.

Financial deposits down $3.6 
million at end of first quarter

Total deposits in Scurry County 
financial institutions were $199.7 
million at the end of 1990’s first 
quarter-down $3.6 million from a 
year ago.

Total loans at the four repor­
ting financial institutions were 
$97.3 million on March 31, com­
pared to $107.1 million at this 
time last year-a  decline in loans 
of $9.8 million.

'The four reporting institutions 
were American State Bank, West 
Texas State Bank, Snyder Na­
tional Bank and Snyder Savings 
and Loan. AmWest,' formerly 
Olney Savings, does not report in­
dividual branch figures.

At the close of the first three 
months of 1990, West Texas State 
Bank had deposits of $84 million 
compared to $79 million at the 
end of 1989~an increase of $5 
million. The quarterly deposit 
number was up $7.7 million when 
compared to the first quarter of 
last year.

Snyder National showed 
deposits of $66.9 million-a drop of 
$800,000 when compared to the 
1989 year-ending figure and a 
decline of $12.9 million when 
compared to SNB deposits of 
$79.8 million in March, 1989.

A m erican  S ta te  B an k ’s 
deposits were $18.6 million at the

end of the first quarter of this 
year, up $200,000 when compared 
to both the fourth and first 
quarters of 1989.

Snyder Savings had deposits of 
$30.2 million, an increase of $1.5 
million when compared to £>ec. 
31,1989, and up $1.4 million based 
on a comparison to the first 
quarter of last year.

Loans at W’TSB were $32.7 
million, down $900,000 when com­
pared to the $33.6 million loan 
figure at year-end. The WTSB 
loan total was up $1.1 million 
when compared to the first

T. Gabay of San Diego is the 
teacher you always wished you 
had, but probably didn’t.

Ms. Gabay, a high school 
English teacher w 1h> seriously 
considered leaving the profession 
years ago, today was named the 
1990 National Teacher of the 
Year.

Ms. Gabay, who teaches at 
Junipero Serra High School in 
San Diego, was given the title by 
the Council of Chief State School 
Officers, which sponsors the pro­
gram in partnership with En­
cyclopaedia BriUtnnica Inc.

President Bush was to present 
Ms. Gabay with a crystal apple, 
the traditional symbol of 
teaching, in a White House 
ceremony later today.

‘‘It is very easy to become 
disillusioned from all that we 
hear outside of education itself,” 
said Ms. Gabay, who has been a 
teacher for 17 years. ‘‘It feels like 
oftentimes we are not supported. 

We’re 
seen as those people who do those 
tasks, rather than as profes­
sionals.

“That disappoints me and per­
sonally even affected me at one

Ms. Gabay said she is happy 
she was able to shake the doubts.

‘‘I’m very optimistic about 
education,” she said. ‘‘I cannot 
be a teacher without being an op­
timist. I have great faith in the 
abilities of our students. That’s 
my job — to tap that, to elicit 
^hat, to bring out that perfor­
mance. Every student is full of 
marvelous potential.”

International trade favored
TEMPLE, Texas (AP) — U S. 

Agriculture Secretary Clayton 
Yeutter said the nation’s farmers 
are making a mistake by setting 
their sights too low.

Yeutter told a banquet crowd of 
more than 700 people a t the 
Mayborn Civic Center on Tues­
day the Bush administration 
hopes to significantly increase 
the free trade of agricultural 
goods during current world trade 
negotiations.

“It is incredibly short-sighted 
for us to focus only on the 
domestic market. We’re in a 
global economy, and we have to 
recognize that, and part of that is 
being able to sell skillfully in 
other markets,” Yeutter said.

Yeutter criticized Americans

for shipping too many raw 
agricultural products instead of 
trying to process the food before 
shipping.

“We need to sell more in the 
way of processed food products 
around &e world,” he said. ‘‘We 
do too much exporting today of 
raw materials and not enough ex­
porting of materials in which 
we’ve added value and created 
jobs here.”

Yeutter also was critical of ad­
vocates of “supply manage­
ment,” which calls for federal 
control over how much acreage 
can be planted with each crop, 
thus raising the price of that crop 
and reducing the need for sub­
sidies to prop up the price.

Many Democratic leaders, in­

cluding Agriculture Commis­
sioner Jim  Hightower, favor 
some form of the supply manage­
ment concept, and portions of the 
1985 farm bill include supply 
management provisions.

Y eu tte r likened  supply  
management to the failed Com­
munist economies of Eastern 
Europe and said the proper 
response is to expand markets 
abroad.

“I don’t see Poland, Bulgaria, 
East Germany, Romania and 
Nicaragua and other countries 
sticking with supply manage­
ment,” he said.

Instead, Yeutter said, farmers 
should concentrate on opening up 
markets abroad and creating 
new demand for their products.

DEAR DR. GOTT; Please tell the 
the connection of taking blood pres­
sure medication, drinking alcohol and 
impotence. I understand there is a 
blo^ pressure medication called cap- 
topril that does not cause impotence. 
Are these problems related?

DEAR READER: The three factors 
you mention are interrelated. Alcohol 
can cause hypertension and impo­
tence. Also, alcohol may not agree 
with, patients who are taking pre­
scription medicine for high blood 
pressure. Further, many anti-hyper­
tensive drugs, such as beta-blockers 
(Inderal, Tenormin) and diuretics (hy­
drochlorothiazide, Lasix) and reser- 
pine (Serpasil) can affect sexual func­
tion. Finally, h^rtension itaelf may 
diminish sexual ability. Captopril (Ca­
poten), a prescription medicine used 
to treat hypertension, is not usually 
associated with impotence.

I gather from your question that 
you are familiar with a man who 
drinks, takes blood pressure medicine 
and is impotent. Here is my advice to 
him:

• Stop using alcohol. This addictive 
substance may be raising the blood 
pressure and contributing to impo­
tence. If problem drinking is present, 
seek help from the doctor or considw 
a self-help group, such as Alcoholics 
Anon^ous.

• Tell the doctor about the impo­
tence. Further investigation may be 
in order, such as a check for diabetes. 
A urologist can often help diagnose 
the reasons fm- impotence and offer 
suggestions for treatment. Or the doc­
tor may choose to change the anti-hy­
pertensive medicine to one that does 
not cause sexual dysfunction.

Although hypertension treatment, 
alcohol and impotence are related, a 
physician should be able to sort out 
the varied roles played by each 
factor.

DE^R DR. GOTT; My daughter has 
her good days and her bad ones. Some­
times she is OK, and other days she 
vomits a lot and has bad stomach 
aches. Can you tell me how long I can 
expect this to last? Could it life- 
threatening?

DEIAR READER: I cannqt offer 
you a specific answer to your general 
question. Ordinarily, cyclic vomiting
and abdominal pain reflect diseases 
of the stomach aiid'upper intestine, 
such as gastritis (s to in ^  irritation) 
and peptic ulcer. However, pancreati­
tis (inflammation of the pancreas) 
and gallstones could also cause these 
symptoms.

To discover the cause Kf your 
daughter’s problem, she should see 
your family doctor, who will take a 
detailed medical history — to learn 
about the type of pain and its pattern 
— examine her and order certain lab­
oratory tests — for example, an up­
per gastrointestinal X-ray and an ab­
dominal ultrasound.

Whether the pain and vomiting are 
serious or simply temporary and 
harmless depends on the cause. Your 
daughter clearly needs attention from 
a professional.

Blacks call for new 
probe into shooting

3 states '

'The march toward national ac­

ceptance of a holiday honoring 
the Rev. Martin Luther King Jr. 
gathered up Kentucky, Wyoming 
and Idaho recently, leaving only 
three states as htridouts today, 22 
years after King’s death.

‘T think it’s shows that we are 
making headway,” said Lloyd 
Davis, executive director of the 
King Federal Holiday Commis­
sion.

He expressed confidence that 
Arizona, New Hampshire and 
MoiiDina wouldnot tUud tmi mutai 
longer amid what he sees as 
d ram atic  reverberations of 
King’s non-violent philosophy as 
far away as the Philippines, 
Qiina, P<dand and E ast Ger­
many.

“M ^ t ’s happening around the 
world shows the universality of 
King,” Davis said in a recent 
te lephone  in te rv iew  from  
Washington.
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HOUSTON (AP) — Black com­
munity leaders called for a new 
investigation after a Harris 
County grand jury declined to in­
dict a former police officer in the 
fatal shooting of an off-duty 
security guard.

The 182nd District Court grand 
jury no-billed former Officer 
Scott M. Tschirhart Tuesday in 
the Nov. 5 shooting death of 
Byron Gillum, 24. Tschirhart, a 
white man, told authorities he 
shot Gillum, a black man, when 
the security guard reached for a 
gun during a routine traffic stop.

Gillum was shot six times — 
four times in the back.

“It’s basically a problem of ab­
ject, absolute, uncontroverted 
racism. I think if Tschirhart had 
been Hispanic or black, he would 
have been indicted,” said state 
Rep. Ron Wilson, D-Houston.

Wilson and members of the Ida 
Lee i)elaney Justice Committee 
have asked for another grand 
jury investigation of Gillum’s 
death. Committee members met 
at Shape Community Center 
across the street from Gillum’s 
home ’Tuesday night.

Wilson and the committee also 
want an independent prosecutor 
assigned to ^ e  case and have 
sought a federal justiqe depart­
ment investigation of the inci­
dent.

“Nothing to this point surprises 
me,” said Deloyd Parker, direc­
tor of Shape. “’That’s why we are 
firmly sold for the n e ^  for a 
civilian review board in the city 
because the system is not work­
ing.”

Wilson said a letter by former 
Police Chief Lee Brown’s to the 
Houston Firefighters and Police 
Officers’ Civil Service Commis­
sion concerning Tschirhart’s 
suspension from the force shows 
that the officer killed Gillum 
“basically in cold blood.”

But grand jurors disagreed.

“The case was presented to us 
— the 12 pe(^le that were in that 
jury room,” said Jim  Over- 
priller, a member of the 182nd 
District Court grand jury. “We 
heard the facts that ^ e  rest of 
the city and the rest of the county 
does not know. We know what the 
facts were and we voted our con­
science.”

Tschirhart, 27, was fired from 
the police department, but he has 
appealed his dismissal. The 
shooting was the third black 
civilian killed by Tschirhart in 
his seven years on the force, 
records show. He was not in­
dicted in the other two shootings.

Police Chief Elizabeth Watson 
said a civil service arbitrator will 
review Tschirhart’s case before 
he can be reinstated to the 
department. Mrs. Watson said 
she wouldn’t decide whether to 
rehire the officer.

“It wouldn’t be fair for me to 
render a decision,” she said. “It 
would be influential to the a r­
bitrators for me to make a state­
ment one way or the other.”

Mrs. Watson urged officers and 
community groups not to assume 
the justice system had failed.

“ I would only urge our 
citizenry and our officers to try to 
keep  p e rsp ec tiv e  and  to 
understand that there is a great 
deal about which they cannot 
know and about which I cannot 
tell them — and to let this issue 
run its c(Hirse,” she said. /

The shooting was the second 
within a month of a black civilian 
by a Houston police officer. Ida 
Lee Delaney was shot to death 
Oct. 30 when three off-duty of­
ficer followed her on a freeway 
during the early morning.

Senators grill DHS officials

Both sides 
have a chance
By James Jacoby

Here is a deal where, depending 
upon the choice of plays, both defend­
er and declarer have a chance to shine, 
but not at the same time. Let’s first try 
defender Elast. After South opens with 
a strong no-trump and is raised to 
three. West leads a spade. When de­
clarer wins and plays a diamond to the 
jack, it is natural for Elast to.win the 
king and return a spade. 'Too bad. De­
clarer wins, plays on more diamonds 
and gives up a trick to West, but still 
has control of the hand.

What if Elast simply plays low on 
the first diamond, letting dummy’s 
jack win the trick? South will surely 
return to his hand to try another dia­
mond finesse. Elast now takes the king, 
and declarer is no longer able to set up 
a long diamond (rick, so the contract is 
set.

You can say that declarer could 
have gone up with the ace the second 
time diamonds were led, but that as­
sumes that the declarer could see 
through the backs of the cards. How­
ever, X-ray vision is not necessary for 
declarer to make a play that will 
guard against any but the most bizarre 
distribution in tm diamond suit. Let 
him simply win the first spade and 
play a low diamond from both his hand 
and the dummy. Of course the defense 
wins the trick, but now South can play 
a second diamond to the jack. E ^ t 
will win, but dummy’s diamonds will 
be good, and the club king will be the 
entry to get to them. Declarer sacri­
fices a possible overtrick or two to 
give himself the best chance for guar­
anteeing nine tricks.

AUSTIN (AP) — Texas 
senators criticized a plan to solve 
the Department of Human Ser­
vices’ projected $550 million two- 
year deficit, while health care 
providers pleaded with officials 
not to slash aid to the needy.

At a Tuesday news conference, 
members of the Texas State 
Employees Union called for state 
leaders to institute personal and 
corporate income taxes.

DHS employee Sylvia Meyer 
said state services — already 
among the worst-funded in the 
nation — provided to the growing 
number of poor can’t be cut to 
reduce the deficit.

“We have seen the effects of 
our state’s refusal to fund and 
implement the programs and in­
novations which could help 
alleviate the problems of our 
poor,” said Ms. Meyer. “It is not 
the time to hammer down on 
health and human services with 
funding cuts.”

Tuesday evening, about 45 
union employees and represen­
tatives of the Texas Alliance for 
Human needs stood on the steps 
of the Governor’s Mansion to pro­
test proposed cuts in the welfare 
b u d g e t. T hey  c h a n te d , 
“ Clements, Clements, i t ’s 
nothing new. What this state 
needs is revenue!”

Some held signs with slogans, 
including, “ Income Tax Now” 
and “We can’t turn our backs on 
elderly Texans, Disabled Texans, 
Retarded Texans.”

At a politically charged joint 
meeting of the Senate Finance 
and Health and Human Services 
committees held ’Tuesday after­
noon, lawmakers criticized a 
m easure proposed by Rob 
Mosbacher, chairman of the DHS 
board, to solve the deficit crisis.

Mosbacher is the Republican 
candidate for lieutenant gover­
nor. His Democratic opponent is 
State Comptroller Bob Bullock.

Mosbacher supports, a plan to 
borrow $32 million from 1991 ap­
propriations to pay for the state’s 
portion of the 1990 shortfall.

“What you want to move from 
1991 is an impossibility, because 
we’re broke,” said Sen. John 
Whitmire, D-Houston. “Where 
are the dollars that you could put 
your hands on and spend them? ”

Mosbacher said the $32 million, 
plus $178 million more needed by 
the state to meet the DHS’s 
budget in 1991, can be obtained 
by increasing the amount of 
f^ e ra l dollars leveraged by the 
state.

The remainder of the $550 
million budget deficit is in

Sen. Kent Caperton, D-Bryan, 
chairman of the Senate Finance 
Committee, said Mosbacher’s 
proposal could worsen the budget 
crisis.

“To suggest that we’re going to 
solve the shortfall problem by 
somehow magically capturing 
these federal dollars is naive at 
best, and probably worse,” 
Caperton said. “We shouldn’t

perpetrate that kind of fraud 
upon the people who we repre­
sent.”

DHS officials last week revised 
downward the deficit estimate 
from $851 million to $550 million.

On Monday, the DHS board ap­
proved a $65 million ra te  increase 
for nursing homes and hospices 
providing Medicaid services to 
patients.

The action reversed a rate 
freeze enacted by the board two 
weeks ago as a cost-cutting 
measure.

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Valvano is seeking 
financial settlement

RALEIGH, N.C. (AP) — A 
financial settlement appears to 
be the only peaceful way for 
North Carolina State to end its 
relationship with basketball 
coach Jim Valvano, according to
hiQ  lA w v p r

“I don’t know that it’s  fair to 
say that we’ve given up,” Woody 
Webb, Valvano’s lawyer, sai(L- 
‘‘It appears that the option of him 
staying on as coach is no longer 
available.”

Webb met on Tuesdav with 
Raleigh lawyer Howard Manning 
and chief deputy attorney
general__Andy_Vanore, both
representing Pf.C. State.

Manning and Vanore have 
declined comment on the negotia­
tions, but Webb said the universi­
ty b ^ r d  of trustees apparently, 
w on’t d is c u s s  e x te n d in g  
Valvano’s contract.

Webb said a lawsuit would be 
“ the only way I know of” to keep 
Valvano’s job, but the coach 
would “rather be on the basket­
ball court than in court.”

“He just said, ‘If it’s impossi­
ble for me to stay on here, then I 
guess we’ll have to focus on a 
financial settlement,” ’ Webb 
said. “He’s talking with his finan­
cial people ta  come up with 
figures that might be agreeable.” 

Valvano was in his office 'Tues­
day but would not take phone 
calls from reporters, said his 
secretary, Beverly Sparks.

Asked >^ether N.C. State had 
increased a $100,000 offer made 
several weeks ago, Webb said, 
“They have not, in essence, but 
they have indicated a softening of 
posture.”

The sticking point remains a 
$500,000 buyout clause the school 
must pay Valvano if he is fired 
without cause. The contract also 
calls for Valvano to pay the 
school $500,000 if he leaves to take 
another professional or NCAA 
Division I coaching job.

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Comanche Peak...
Plant logs its first nuclear chain reaction

GLEN ROSE, Texas (AP) — At 5:42 p.m. Tuesday, the $9.1 
billion Comanche Peak nuclear plant logged its first nuclear 
chain reaction.

The low-power start-up a t Comanche Peak, 80 miles southwest 
of Dallas, marked a crucial turning point in the long story of the 
behind-schedule, over-budget plant.

The start of the reaction — “ reaching criticality,” in nuclear 
jjargop- r -  came four days after U.S. Supreme Court Justice 
Byron White refused to block low-power testing at Comanche 
Peak.

Nuclear fission — a milestone in the plant’s 15-year quest to 
generate power — began in om  of the plant’s two reactors, said 
Sid Underwood, a spokesman for TU Electric, which owns the 
facility.

“It’s eagerly been anticipated by everyone, but I suspect most 
of all by the actual operators” who run the reactor, Underwood 
said. ‘T o say the least, it’s a very great day for them. ”

Citizens for Fair Utility Regulation, a Fort Worth-based group, 
had hoped to halt the early tests, which the Nuclear Regulatory 
Commission authorized Feb. 9.

With the legal challenge to testing dismissed, operators at the

plant worked through the weekend to prepare for the start of the 
nuclear reaction.

By midnight Monday, TU Electric spokesman Mark Manroe 
said, the operators had completed a major task for starting the 
plant: lifting the control rods that regulate the reaction. When 
the control rods are fully inserted in the reactor, the reaction 
can’t occur. Lifting them lets the reaction begin.

That left one more job: reducing the amount of boron in the 
water inside the reactor. Boron, like the control rods, prevents 
the reaction from starting.

By gradually adding water containing less boron, the reaction 
could begin, utility officials said.

“When you start to reduce the boron level, you achieve the 
start of the chain reaction,” Underwood said.

The plant is authorized only for low-power testing, up to five 
percent of the reactor’s thermal power — the amount of heat the 
reactor can generate. By early 'Tuesday evening, the plant was 
still below one percent of its power, Underwood said.

The plant was to reach two to three percent of its operating 
power within several hours, said company spokesman Dick 
Ramsey.

Once the chain reaction started, NRC inspectors were to start 
monitoring safety and operations 24 hours a day.

No electricity will be generated during testing. The plant 
works by using the reactor’s heat to make steam. The steam 
turns electricity-generating turbines.

The beginning of low-power testing means the utility can now 
make plans to ask the NRC for a full-power, commercial 
operating license, Manroe said.

The company may make that request this month, but the 
commissioners set their own timetable for making a decision, he 
said.

One problem arose March 12 when a tiny electrical component 
in the plant’s control system apparently failed. The NRC 
classified the incident as an “unusual event,” the least serious of 
four categories of nuclear-plant operational problems.

When construction on Comanche Peak began in 1975, TU 
Electric estimated that it would take five years to build and cost 
$779 million. The plant has cost $9.1 billion.

The utility has asked the Public Utility Commission for a $442 
million, 10.5 percent rate increase to pay for the plant’s Unit 1. 
Its second reactor is not completed.

Cigarette machines targeted
MINNEAPOLIS (AP) — The 

first state to ban indoor smoking 
except for designated areas is 
now taking the lead nationally in 
trying to snuff out cigarette 
macMnes — or a t least k e ^  them 
out of youngsters’ reach.

Since the St. Paul suburb of 
White Bear Lake passed the 
state’s first ban on cigarette ven­
ding machines in October, a t 
least 20 other Minnesota cities 
have prohibited or restricted the 
machines.

The restrictions are part of a 
grass-roots movement for a 
smoke-free society, said Jean 
Forster, assistant professor in 
the University of Minnesota’s 
School of Public Health.

“ It’s captured the imagination

of local communities,” she said. 
“ It’s something they can do at 
their level. There are a lot of 
places watching what’s happen­
ing in Minnesota.”

A measure pending in Con­
gress, sponsored by Rep. Thomas 
Luken, D-Ohio, would ban 
cigarette machines in any loca­
tion accessible to people under 
18.

Testimony at a hearing last 
year cited a National Automatic 
M erchandising Association 
report that only 2.5 percent erf 
teen-age smokers buy their 
cigarettes from machines.

But advocates of cigarette 
machine bans say any percen­
tage is significant.

Mattox attacks Richards duriiig ^debate’
DALLAS (AP) — Democratic 

gubernatorial hopeful Jim  Mat­
tox’s claim of having proof that 
opponent Ann R ich ard  has used 
illegal drugs is just another 
“ trashy allegation,” says Ms. 
R ichards’ cam paign press 
secretary.

“Mattox has a  new trashy 
allegation every day. And it does 
not deserve Ann’s respcmM or 
attention,” said Monte Williams. 
He refused to comment further 
about the allegation.

“We’re not going to play into 
his hand on this stuff,” Williams 
said.

During a 30-minute televised 
“debate” in Dallas Tuesday, 
Mattox blasted the sta te  
treasurer, saying he possesses 
s i g n e d  s t a t e m e n t s  f ro m  
witnesses alleging Ms. Richards 
has used illegal drugs in the past 
10 years.'

The attorney general faced 
three reporters alone, since Ms. 
Richards declined to attend the 
debate, citing a previous 
commitment to appear at an 
Austin rally.

Mattox said he has “proof from 
the perspective of individuals 
that have said to me that Ann 
R ichards has used certain  
dnigs.”

But, Mattox refused to say who 
his informants are.

“Whether they will come for­
ward and agree to have their 
names r e l e a ^  to you is an en­
tirely different subject, and I'm 
not going to violate their con­
fidence,” Mattox said.

Ms. Richards, a recovering 
alcoholic, has refused to answer 
directly the question of whether 
she ever used illegal drugs, say­
ing she has not used any “mood- 
altering” drugs in 10 years.

“My response has been my 
message to the people out there 
that if you need help you can get 
help,” Ms. Richards said in a 
televised debate with six other 
Democratic candidates in Mar­
ch.

Ms. Richards faces Mattox in 
an April 10 runoff for the 
D em ocra t ic  g u b e rn a to r ia l  
nomination. She had a slim lead 
over Mattox in the March 13 
primary.

“She’s not here because she’s 
afraid to discuss these issues,” 
Mattox said.

When asked during the debate 
why he hasn’t made his income 
tax returns public, Mattox said 
he first wants Ms. Richards to 
release medical documents from 
the Minnesota clinic that treated 
her for alcoholism in 1960.

But Will iams said  Ms. 
Richards has made public a let­
ter pertaining to her treatment 
stay.

Likening politics to a chess 
game, Mattox said, “ If you put 
everything out there, well then 
you’ve never got anything to 
b a r^ in  with.”

Williams said Ms. Richards 
wouldn’t release any additional 
medical documents.

“There’s only one thing to be 
released in this campaign and 
that’s Jim Mattox’s income tax 
returns,” Williams said. *

(Questioned by reporters about 
his acceptance of $200,000 'from 
Danny Faulkner, a Dallas area 
developer facing re tria l on 
federal fraud charges, Mattox 
said the money was not a per­
sonal gift.

“He did not give me the

money,” Mattox said. “ I was in­
volved in a number of business 
transactions with him.”

Williams said Mattox has 
changed his position regarding 
the gift.

AUSTIN (A P )  — Ann 
Richards’ campaign is offering 
no apologies for its tactics after 
former Gov. Mark White accused 
the Democratic gubernatorial 
hopeful of waging a dirty caih- 
paign and likened her behavior to 
that of the head of the Nazi 
Gestap(>.

Stopping short of endorsing At­
torney General Jim  Mattox over 
Ms. Richards in the Democratic 
runoff for governor.

“I will never endorse Ann 
Richards. I will never support 
Ann Richards. And I will never 
vote for Ann Richards,” said 
White, who finished a distant 
third in last month’s Democratic 
primary.

“ I’ve always thought he (Mat­
tox) was one of the toughest cam­
paigners I’ve ever seen, but what 
Ann Richards has done would 
make Himmler blush,” White 
said, an apparent reference to 
the G ^tapo chief Heinrich Him­
mler.

During a campaign stop Tues­
day in ^ n  Benito, Ms. Richards 
said, “Well, that’s too bad ... I 
really don’t think that it’s like 
Mark White to call anyone a 
Nazi.”

Her campaign manager, Glenn 
Smith, sai<] the campaign stands 
by television commercials it 
aired which were critickl of 
White.

“Ann Richards fulfilled the 
pledge she made when she an­
nounced her candidacy — she 
said she would run a  positive 
campaign until she was attacked 
— and she was, by both her op­
ponents,” Smith said.

“Like all of us, Mr. White 
should support any candidate h% 
chooses, and I’m sure he’ll let his 
conscience be his guide,” Smith, 
said.

White said his no-vote p<riicy 
will apply in the general election, 
should Ms. Richards win the 
nomina tion  to cha l lenge  
Republican Gayton Williams, he 
said.

“ If she gets the nomination it 
will be without my help. And I 
think if she’s able to be elected, 
she’ll have it in the same 
fashion,” White said.

Williams had courted 'White, 
hoping to win the ex-governor’s  
endorsement. But the Republican 
is pleased with the outcome, said 
press secretary Bill Kenyon.

“We’re happy with the gover­
nor’s statement. We think it il­
lustrates that moderate to con­

“I didn’t even know until I talked 
to Austin this morning that they 
intend to have Mattox on there by 
himself.”

message: “The 10 Most Common 
Causes o f Infection.”

To remind doctors, nurses and 
employees~bf the Mayo Clinic to 
w ash .th eir  hands frequently  
w ere other posters bearing this  
catchy message: “A milligram o f  
handw ashing is worth a kilo­
gram o f antib iotics.”

Discovery of sunken ship 
happened by accident only

FREEPORT, Texas (AP) — A 
utility com pany’s workers 
stumbled across the wreck of a 
sunken wooden ship off Quintana 
Beach while laying pipeline.

That discovery in January pro­
mpted an investigation of the 
wreck by two marine a r ­
chaeologists, who say the ship 
may have dated back to the mid 
1800s.

Last winter, Tejas Power C<^. 
hired a private archfipological 
firm to survey the area before in­
stalling a new pipeline.

“They even surveyed right 
over the wreck," said Gail 
Oelmer, an archaeologist with 
the U.S. Army Corps of

Engineers. “But since there 
wasn’t any metallic materials on 
the boat it didn’t register."

When the workers discovered 
the ship, which was apparently 
constructed of rough cedar 
planks, they contacted the Corps 
of Engineers, prompting a study 
of the ship.

“Her state of preservation is 
unique," marine archaeologist 
Steve Jam es  said. “ She’s 
preserved for all time.”

For five days Jam es and 
a n o t h e r  u n d e r w a t e r  a r ­
chaeologist studied the 100-foot 
ship, which sits upright, its hull 
encased in gray clay, 'hieir in­
vestigation was hampered by 
choppy seas and murky water.
