EDINBURG, Texas (AP) —

Those convicted also face fur­
ther sanctions from the State 
Bar, including possible disbar­
ment.

“There will be some indict­
ments reported Friday,” Guerra 
said. ‘T here  will be some 
lawyers and one runner. ”

DEAR DR. GOTT: I’m S5 and still 
have my tonsils. For several months, 
the right tonsil has been secreting 
grayish white crumbs, and the sur­
face of the tonsil has a bad odor. Is 
this normal, or should I see a <kx;tor?

DEAR R^DEIR; You should see a 
doctor because you have chronic 
tonsillitis.

The tonsils are lymph glands in the 
throat. They are believed to play an 
important role in the immune system 
by helping the body develop defenses 
against upper respiratory infection. 
In childho^, they often become in­
flamed, swollen and painful. They can 
also be«>me coveretl with thick white 
pus. This is acute tonsillitis.

After repeated bouts of acute ton­
sillitis, tlw tmisils often become 
scarred and lumpy; crevices or crypts 
develop, providing an ideal place for 
bacteria to grow. This results in deep, 
chronic infection: crypts plugged with 
whitish, hard deposits. Thes^eposits, 
which are usually the size of a grain of 
rice but may be as large as the head of 
a hat pin, often are malodorous. They 
can be coughed up or may work them­
selves out of the tonsils.

Because such infection lies deep 
within the tonsils, antibiotic therapy 
is not as effective as it is in acute ton­
sillitis. Tonsillectomy is usually 
necessary.

I suggest you be examined by an 
ear-nose-and-throat specialist who 
can assess the degreeof infection and 
advise you about having your tonsils 
removed. Although chronic tonsillitis 
is not a health hazard, it can be associ­
ated with fatigue, listlessness, sore 
throat, swollen glands, fever and hali­
tosis. Many adult patients feel much 
healthier once their infected tonsils 
are removed, although the procedure 
appears to be more uncomfortable 
for adults than it is for children.

DEAR DR. GOTT: Can you advise 
what causes excessive sweating? An 
80-year-old female friend with arthri­
tis has the problem. Her only medica­
tion is aspirin.

DEAR REIADER: H3rperhiditMis 
(excessive perspiration) can be 
caused by stress and fever. Also, it is 
associated with skin diseases (contact 
dermatitis) and glandular abnormali­
ties, such as hyperthyroidism. Aspirin 
does not ordinarily increase sweating.

Secretary of State Jam es A. 
Baker III is concentratu^ in 
talks today with Soviet Foreign 
Minister Eduard A. Shevard­
nadze on limiting nuclear-tipped 
cruise m issile  as part of a new 
superpower arms control treaty.

But Lithuania casts an impos­
ing shadow over the State 
Department meeting, and will be 
tak^up-by  -Bcdwr and  President 
Bush with the visiting Soviet of­
ficial before his departure Friday 
night.

“It is a matter where we want 
the Soviets to know our views,*’ 
White House spokesman Marlin 
Fitzwater said Wednesday.

Soviet President Mikhail S. 
Gorbachev’s views are contained 
in a letter Shevardnadze brought 
for Bush. But Baker d ec lin e  to 
provide any details, although he 
said “ there is no disagreement’’ 
on the importance of Lithuania, 
the Baltic republic declared its 
independence from Moscow.

Saying he is encouraged that 
the Kremlin is showing interest 
in a referendum for Lithuania, 
Baker still served notice that 
whatever happens will have im­
portant consequences for the 
U.S.-Soviet relationship.

“This is a very, very important 
m atter,” Baker told reporters 
a fter his first round with 
Shevardnadze on Wednesday. It 
ran hours and touched on 
missiles as well as Lithuania.

The idea is to reach agreement 
on limiting cruise missiles 
aboard U.S. and Soviet jets, sur­
face warships and submarines. 
The issue still stands in the way 
of a treaty on strategic nuclear 
weapons that Bush anc| Gor­
bachev would sign at their next 
summit meeting.

A date for that meeting is likely 
to come out of the talks with 
Shevardnadze. So far, the second 
half of June is targeted.

There is no sign that summit 
planning is being slowed down 
because of the Lithuania situa­
tion.

“We will have to see what 
develops,” Baker said. But he

quickly added: “ I wouldn’t want 
to leave you with the impression 
that it would” affect the summit.

The United States wants to set 
a celling only on air-launched 
cruise missiles with a range of 
more than 1,000 kilometers (ht 
about 625 miles. That would per­
mit unlimited deployment of a 
new U.S. missile, the Tacit Rain­
bow, with a shorter range.

The Soviets .have proposed 
restricting air-launched cruises 
with a range over 600 kiiometers, 
about 375 miles.

The two sides decided ten­
tatively last September to ex­
clude the tough issue of sea- 
launched missiles from the trea­
ty and deal with it in a separate 
statement. But a disagreement 
remains on whether all such 
weapons should be included 
whatever their range.

Responding to Baker on 
Lithuania before reporters in the 
S ta te  D ep artm en t lobby, 
S hev ard n ad ze  o ffered  an 
assurance that the Kremlin 
would find a peaceful solution.

“ Let me tell you very 
authoritatively and seriously I 
have no doubt we will be able to 
find a solution to that situation, 
that we will find a wise and fair 
soluti(Hi,” he said.

He added, without elaboration, 
that it would be in the interests of 
the Lithuanian people, the entire 
Soviet Union, Europe and peace.

“This is a very, very important 
m atter,” Baker said. “I have 
pointed out to the minister how 
very important it is in terms of 
the relationship between the 
United States and the Soviet 
Union ”

Baker said there was no 
disagreem ent with Shevard- 
nad% “with respect to its impor­
tance, and with respect to the im­
portance of resolving it through 
dialogue and through peaceful 
means.”

Earlier, Baker said he was en­
couraged that the Soviets seemed 
to be considering a referendum in 
Lithuania to determine its future.

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. 
(AP) — NASA technicians finish­
ed testing the $1.5 billion Hubble 
Space Telescope today, keeping 
pace for Tuesday’s launch 
aboard space shuttle Discovei^.

“We’re working under a  tii^it 
schedule,*’ NASA spokesman 
Bruce Buckingham said today. 
“But there’s really nothing right 
now to indicate the 10th can’t be 
met.”

Further delays in prepara­
tions, however, would force a 
postponement of the 8:47 a.m. lif­
toff, NASA said.

Technicians completed a check 
of the Hubble’s systems and 
scientific instruments Wednes­
day. Overnight, they finished 
readying the telescope’s com­
puter system fru* launch.

On completion of the teiescope 
tests, technicians started routine 
pre-launch procedures, placing 
explosive devices on the shuttle’s 
solid rocket boosters, external 
tank and the orbiter itself to be 
used in the event of a serious 
malfunction, Buckingham said. 
Cooling propellants also were to 
be loaded today into the orbiter’s 
strn^ ge tanks. - —

Testing was interrupted Mon­
day by a power outage at Ken­
nedy Space Center that knocked 
out a ir conditioning and forced 
the shutdown of heat-sensitive

computers. Work resumed Tues­
day using a backup power 
system.

An unrelated mishap resulted 
in possible damage W e^esday to 
one of shuttle Atlantis’ fuel cells. 
The extent of damage was not 
known, but it w a a  iMn t;Xpected to 
affect Atlantis’ next flight, in Ju­
ly, said NASA spokesman Dick 
Young.

Because the tests on the Hubble 
telescope were longer than ex­
pected, the deadline for comple­
tion was moved from midnight 
Wednesday to this morning. To 
give itself extra time, NASA 
rearranged launch preparations, 
said George Diller, another 
NASA spokesman.

Bill Taylor, the telescope’s 
chief engineer, said technicians 
were being “extra cautious.”

“We’re doing a look-twice and 
then another look again to make 
sure everything’s going right,” 
Taylor said. 'The te le sc (^  is 
NASA’s most expensive unmann­
ed spacecraft.

Discovery’s five astronauts are 
scheduled to put the telescope in­

to orbit during a five-day mis­
sion.

The Hubble will orbit 380 miles 
above Earth for 15 years, free of 
atmospheric disUn-tion. It will be 
capable of detecting objects 50 
times fainter and with 10 times 
gicalci’ cluiiiy thaii ihe best 
ground-based observatory.

Astronomers will be able to 
study stars and galaxies so dis­
tant that their light has been 
traveling to Earth for 14 billion 
years.

One of Atlantis’ fuel cells pro­
bably was damaged because ex­
cessive pressure was exerted 
when the unit was being 
prepared for removal for repairs, 
NASA said. Fuel cells provide 
electrical power through a reac­
tion between liquid hych^ogen and 
liquid oxygen.

Atlantis returned to Kennedy 
Space Center last month after a 
secret Pentagon mission to put a 
spy satellite into orbit. One of the 
fuel cell unit’s 96 individual cells 
had failed a voltage test during a 
post-flight checkout.

Squires. “Failure to control the 
competing weeds may result in a 
situation where the producer 
may be required to pay back 
some, or all, of the cost share that 
may have already been receiv­
ed.”

A large part of the weeds pre­
sent during the establishment 
period are proportional to the 
amount of weeds that were pre­
sent when the field was being ac­
tively farmed. Most weeds act 
only to slow down the process of 
the grass becoming the dominant 
species and to aggravate the 
operator. There is however, one 
specific weed that is causing 
severe problems for not only the 
operator, but also for his 
neighbors. It is Russian Thistle 
or Tumbleweed. If the thistles in­
vade the CRP land to an ex­
cessive degree it can produce a 
situation that may have the ef­
fect of putting a producer out of 
compliance or in violation of the 
(3RP contract. If a violation is 
identified there is a potential for 
the producer to become liable for 
liquidated damages.

“Already this year there have 
been numerous complaints about 
CRP fields and the weeds 
associated with them,” Squires 
stressed.

Meanwhile, teachers warned 
schools may close unless 
lawmakers meet a court deadline 
to reform the public education 
finance system. Speaker Gib 
Lewis is trying to put the House 
on a “fast track” to approve the 
$450 million finance bill.

“ We a re  hoping to get 
everything solved as soon as we 
possibly can,” Lewis, D-Fort 
Worth, said Wednesday, throw­
ing his weight behind a measure 
by Rep. Ernestine Glossbrenner, 
D-Alice, head of the House Public 
Education Committee.

But some lawmakers question­
ed Lewis’s prediction that the bill 
will pass when the House takes it 
up Monday. The House Public 
E d u c a tio n  C o m m itte e  
substituted the bill for a Senate 
plan to pump $1.2 billion more in­
to schools in 1990-91.

“ I think it’s going to be tough to 
try to get a majority on this bill,” 
said Rep. Hugo Berlanga, D- 
Corpus Christi, who Is working 
with other lawmakers on an 
alternative plan he said would 
more fairly distribute money to 
school districts.

If the House approves a bill — 
which it failed to do in a previous 
30-day special session — a con­
ference committee could be ap­
pointed to work out differences 
between it and the Senate 
measure.

Lawmakers are ip their second 
special session to address a 
Texas Supreme Court ruling that 
the school finance system is un­
c o n s titu tio n a l b ecau se  of 
disparities in funding available 
to property-rich and -poor school 
districts.

If they don’t meet the court’s 
May 1 deadline to reform the 
$13.5 billion-a-year system — 
which relies on a combination of 
local property taxes, state aid 
and some federal funds — the 
court could freeze state funds 
and close most schools, said Ollie 
Besteiro, president of the Texas 
State Teachers Association.

Ms. Besteiro, whose groig) stq>- 
ports the Senate’s $1.2 billion 
plan, said Gov. Bill Clements will 
be to blame if the schools close. 
She said his $300 million limit on 
new school funding for 1990-91, 
meant to avoid a tax increase this 
year, is “woefully inadequate.”

“History has recorded Gover­
nor Clements as the first 
Republican governor in Texas 
since Reconstruction. If he shuts 
down odl* publkrschools,.. I think 
it would be safe to predict that it 
may beYnany, many years before 
Texans will risk decting another 
Republican governor,” she said.

Clements’ press secretary, 
Rossanna Salazar, responded, “I 
don’t think you can place the 
blame of the Legislature’s beihg 
unable to reach a consensus on

the governor.”
If schools close, Ms. Besteiro 

said, TSTA would call on 
educators, parents and students- 
to descend on Austin May 5 “ in 
the largest demonstration of 
public outrage since the fall of 
the Alamo to Santa Anna. ”

Ms. Besteiro also criticized a 
proposal that would funnel up to 
$172 million to schools by tem­
porarily reducing the state’s con­
tribution to the Teacher Retire­
ment System, while boosting 
benefits.

A variety of propos^ taxes and 
funding shifts are being discuss­
ed in the House, where any tax 
bill must originate.

But Lewis said lawmakers 
must get a “bottom line” on the 
cost of a school finance bill that 
emerges from a conference com­
mittee before voting on funding.

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AIDS experiments bring hope in interferon
LUBBOCK. Texas (AP) — A licensed drug prepared in a  novel 

way alleviated symptoms of AIDS patients, a cell researcher said, 
but medical e x p ^  are wary of surprising reports of the drug’s 
success.

Alpha interferon given to patients in a wafer form in small 
amounts “has reduced the symptoms of a person suffering from 
AIDS,’’ said Dr. Joseph M. Cummins, hrad of the Anuuillo Cell 
Culture Company lac.

Cununins, 1  veterinarian, said be began experiments with 
interferon to  treat illnesses in cattle.

He offered a pure form of the drug to Dr. Davy K. Koech, the 
director of the Koiyan Medical Research Institute in Nairobi, for use 
on AIDS patients.

“Dr. Koech was desperate enough to try something new,’’ 
Cummins said Wednesday. “And he is reporting positive results with 
every patient he has treated.’’

In the current issue of Biotechnology Newswatch, Koech reported 
that within days of taking oral alpha intorfwon all of his 99 AIDS 
patients in the test group wveloped an appetite. Fever, diarrhea and 
fungal infections a ^  otb«' symptoms subsided, the report said.

Medical experts say data is too inconclusive to embrace results 
b ( ^  reported from interferon treatment. Doctors in several 
location around the world, including Mount Sinai Hospital in New 
Y<m1c, plan further study.

Dr. Anthony S. Fauci, head of the National In titu tes  of Allergy 
and Infectious Disease in Bethesda, Md., said Wednesday the results 
from Africa were “astounding and very difflcult to helieVe,’’ but 
“youhavetokeepanopenm ind.’’

Dr. Sidney Wcdfe, director of the Health Research Group in 
Washington, D.C., said th « «  is not enough data on the tests to mmke 
an opinion.

Cummins agreed that more tests need to be done.
“P e ^ e  don’t have to believe it, but let’s test it,’’ he said. “We 

needtoseeif i f s a  trueandnabiral way to trea t AIDS.”
Koech’s research showed interferon led to a  significant increase in 

the number of CD4 lymphocytes, the white blood cell destroyed by 
the HIV virus, which causes acquired immune deficiency syn^em e.

Alpha interferon has been scrutinized for its antiviral activity 
since its diMoverv more than 90 years ago.

The U.S. Food and Drug Administration has approved alpha 
interferon to treat Kaposi’s sarcoma, a cancer that occurs 
commonly among people with AIDS; genital warts, and a rare  finmi 
of leukenim, FDA ̂ c i a l s  said.

But the drug has not gmerally been tested in pill form because of

the belief if would be destroyed by acid in the stomach. Koech 
p r ^ r e d  the drug in wafer form so that small doses could be 
absorbed through the mouth.

Cummins said a veterinarian called him last year seeking 
interferon “to treat a big dog for leukemia.’’ (Cummins later learned 
the man had AIDS and was using the interferon to treat himself.

The man agreed to talk to The Associated Press if his identity was 
not revealed. The 47-year-old man said interferon was keeping him 
alive.

“I contracted AIDS along with three other people who split 
infected blood during a  transfusion,’’ he said WednMday. “They are 
both dead and I am still here.’’

The man, who said he was diagnosed widl AIDS three years ago.

said the drug stimulated his appetite, boosted his low CD4 count and 
eradicated fever blisters.

“I do not believe interferon is a cure for AIDS,’’ he said. “My CD4 
count has been coming dowm slowly. But with more testing and 
perhaps a combination of interferon and something else we will find 
a cure.’’

Dr. Jordan U. Gutterman, an interferon expert at the M.D. 
Anderson center in Houston, said Wednesday that Cummins’ use of 
interferon to treat a n im ^  with leukemia produced ’̂some 
intriguing results.’’

“We are going to start studies ourselves with interferon for cancer 
treatm ent,’’ Gutterman said. “More studies need to be done to 
provide confirmation for the results being reported. ’’

Officials ask pardon for ^innocent’ man
DALLAS (AP) — Stephen Lynn 

Russell should not have been pro­
secuted — much less convicted — 
for a 1979 restaurant robbery, a 
district atUxmey, sheriff and 
state district judge said in recom­
mending that Gov. Bill Clements 
grant Russell a full pardon.

The reconunendation Wednes­
day came after two women who 
rode in the getaway car told pro- 
secuUn^ anotho- man was the 
robber. That man has since con­
fessed in a court hearing.

The recom m endation also 
came nearly 11 years after one of 
the women, Mary Newttm, t<rfd a 
Dallas police sergeant that 
Russell wasn’t present when the 
restaurant was robbed on Sept. 
20, 1979. The woman told Uie 
sergeant that a man named 
Robert Wilkey was the robber.

However, the woman’s state­
ment was never passed along to 
Garland police when Dallas in­

vestigators transferred the case 
to the suburb, according to the 
letter from District Attorney 
John Vance, Sheriff Jim  Bowles 
and State District Judge Mark 
Tolle — the three trial officials in 
the case.

“ If a man would not have been 
prosecuted and a jury would not 
have convicted him had all the 
facts been known, he should not 
have the conviction attached to 
his record,’’ Vance said Wednes­
day.

“I am asking the governor to 
grant a pardon to Stephen 
Russell for this offense (xily.

“ I didn’t lose the information,’’ 
said Sgt. Harold Rice, now a 
bailiff in a Dallas County felony 
court.

The Garland detective who 
built the case against Russell 
could not be reached f«r com­
ment.

Russell, who is in the Ramsey I 
state prison unit in Rosharon, 
ll^xas, could not be reached fw  
comment. Prison authorities 
refused to allow reporters to talk 
to him by telephone.

According to court records, a 
tall, brown-haired man pointed a 
gun at restaurant manager C^hris 
Reeves and ordered him to emp­
ty the cash register, he fled with 
about $400. As two employees 
chased the robber, he was seen 
jumping into a late-model white 
vehicle waiting in the alley 
behind the restaurant.

The next day, police received a 
tip that WDkey, Ms. Newton and 
a third person were involved in 
the robbery and would be visiting 
a friend in jail that afternoon. 
Police intercepted Wilkey and 
Ms. Newton and arrested them at

the jail.
Ms. Newton gave Sgt. Rice a 

statement that Wilkey robbed the 
restau ran t, but Wilkey im­
plicated an acquaintance who 
bore a striking r^ m b la n c e  to 
him — Russell, a tall num with 
blond hair.

For three months, authorities 
searched for Russell. After he 
surrendered on a warrant for a 
prim' offense, police showed 
r e s t a u r a n t  e m p lo y e e s  
photographic lineups that includ­
ed Russell’s picture. All iden­
tified Russell as the man who 
robbed the restam ant.

Russell’s sentence upon convic­
tion was particu la rly  stiff 
because he had two prior cmivic- 
tions.

The two women who could have 
cleared Russell were unavailable 
to testify a t his trial. One (Mf them 
said recently she did not come 
fmrward because she feared she 
would be prosecuted.

The restaurant manager, who 
now lives in North Carolina, told 
the Dallas Morning News three 
months ago that Garland police 
pressured him into identifying 
Russell in the photo lineup.

IBM scientists use 
35 atoms to write 
coi^orate initials

NEW YORK (AP) — Scientists 
have arranged 35 atoms to create 
what is probably the wm-id’s 
tiniest advertisement, attaining 
a precision that may one day lead 
to development of new materials 
and far faster computers.

It took 22 hours of moving 
atoms one by one to create the 
le tte rs  “ IBM,’’ researcher 
Donald Eigler said.

The design, about 660 billionths 
of an inch long, is featured in a 
report by Eigler and Erhard 
Senweizer, who did the work at 
IBM’s Almaden Research Center 
in San Jose, Calif. The report is in 
today’s issue of the British jour­
nal Nature.

Physicists called the work a 
s ig n i f ic a n t  s te p  th a t  
demonstrates that individual 
atoms can be arranged with high 
precision.

“The implications are really 
remarkable,’’ said Stuart Lind­
say of Arizona State University. 
He called the work “absolutely 
fascinating.’’

Smneday, that ability may let 
researchers build vanishingly 
tiny electronic components, 
allowing com putes far faster 
than today’s supercomputers, 
scioitists said. AUnns may also 
be assembled someday into 
m o lecu les to c re a te  new 
substances and m ato la ls, they 
said.

The aUnn-hauling process was 
akin to tugging ping pong balls 
over the bumpy lx>ttom of an egg 
carton. The atmns were placed 
with such precision that scien­
tists could choose an individual 
atom on the surface as the point 
on which to put a second atom to 
build the design, Eigler said in a 
telephone int«wiew.

The IBM scientists arranged 
atoms of a heavy gas called 
xoion on a surface made of 
nickel. They used a device called 
a scanning tunneling microscope, 
which produces extremely detail­
ed images of surfaces. It can 
sense atoms on a surface by pass­
ing the tip of a needle over it.

The tip holds a magnet-like a t­
traction for atoms. When the tip 
was brought close enough to a 
xenon atom, it could pull the 
atom across the surface.

The needle had to tug hard 
enough to haul a xenon atom over 
bumpy nickel atoms on the sur­
face, but gently enough not to lift 
it off the surface, Eigler said.

The amount of pull was ad­
justed by changing the needle

tip’s height. Typically, the tip 
hovered about 10 billionths of an 
inch above a xenon atom.

Atoms could be moved about 16 
billionths of an inch per second. 
Once they were positimed, the 
tip was withdrawn.'

Apart from the “ IBM’’ design, 
researchers also arranged seven 
xenon atoms into a chain.

The work was done a t about 
minus 452 degrees Fahrenheit, 
almost as cold as anything can 
get. That kept the xenon atoms 
trom wandering, Eigler said.

In addition, it was done in an 
extremely high vaccuum to keep 
unwanted molecules from con­
taminating the surface, Eigler 
said.

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GOP will allow some 
choice in abortion

AUSTIN (AP) — Texas 
Republicans have developed a 
“ I^islative action plan” that 
permits abortion before the fetus 
is 20 weeks old.

After 20 weeks, medical tests 
would be required to determine if 
the fetus could life outside a 
mother’s womb; and -if so, a 
woman would only be allowed an 
abortion if her life were in 
danger, GOP officials say.

State GOP chairman Fred 
Meyer said the relaxed anti­
abortion stance would be follow­
ed by Republican candidates the 
next four years.

Some Democrats and pro- 
choice advocates called the stond 
announced Wednesday a political 
ploy. The critics said it was a 
smokescreen to cover anti-, 
abortion campaign stands of the 
top two Republican candidates — 
Sen. Phil tiram m  and guber­
n a to r ia l nom inee C layton

Williams.
“They only believe in abortion 

if the campaign of their can­
didate is in danger,” said state 
Sen. Hugh Parm er, D-Fort Wor­
th, who is challenging Gramm in 
the November general election.

“We certainly welcome any in­
tent on behalf of the Republican 
Party to better represent pro- 
choice Republicans, but this is an 
effort to keep the debate off the 
fundamental question, which is, 
‘Who makes these personal deci­
sions, women or politicians?” ’ 
said Phyllis Dunham, executive 
director of the Texas Abortion 
Rights Action League.

Meyer denied assertions that 
the plan contradicts the GOP 
state platform to work for a  con­
stitutional ban on abortion. He 
said Gramm, who has been under 
fire from Parm er over abortion, 
was involved in composing the 
plan.

No one answered the telephone 
late Wednesday afternoon at 
Gramm’s Washington office.

Parm er said even if Gramm 
agrees to the plan, he can’t hide 
from his record. He said Gramm 
has co-sponsored five con­
stitutional amendm ents that 
would ban abortion even in cases 
of rape or incest.

The plan also calls for a pro­
hibition on abortions that are 
based on the sex of the fetus, and 
requiring paren tal consent 
b^ope^ an abortion can be per- 
formed.on a minor.

Other provision^ would in­
crease criminal penalties against 
a person who harms an unborn 
child through assault ef the 
mother; require that abortions 
be performed in safe, clean 
facilities; and require abor­
tionists to be licensed by the 
state.

Mattox: I  can beat Williams
DALLAS (AP) — If he can get 

by Ann Richards, Democratic 
gubernatorial hopeful Jim  Mat­
tox says he believe he can beat 
GOP nominee Clayton Williams 
in November.

“ I think Clayton Williams will 
turn out to be a joke and an em­
barrassment to the Republican 
Party ,” Mattox said. “ I don’t 
fear Clayton Williams because he 
has millions, but he no real 
knowledge of the issues.”

Mattox also said Wednesday 
that he may release proof that 
Richards, his opponent in the 
April  10 runoff  for the 
Dam(x:ratic nomination, has us­
ed illegal drugs.

He said Tuesday in a televised 
appearance that he has “proof 
from the perspective of in­
dividuals that have said to me 
that Ann Richards has used cer­
tain drugs,” but on Wednesday 
he said he was not ready to 
divulge his sources — yet.

“ I didn’t say I didn’t have any 
intention of releasing their 
names,” Mattox said. “You can 
never tell what’s going to happen 
over the course of the next few

days.”
Ms. Richards, a recovering 

alcoholic, has refused to answer 
directly the question of whether 
she ever used illegal drugs. She 
m aintains she has not used any 
“mood-altering” drugs in 10 
years.

“He doesn’t deserve my atten­
tion or my response. Every day 
it’s a new rumor, it’s a new 
allegation, it’s a new charge or 
it’s a nasty television spot,” Ms. 
Richards said Wednesday in 
Aust in,  wTiere she voted 
absentee.

W om an found g u ilty  o f m itrder 
sentenced to five years’ p robation

BIG SPRING, Texas (AP) — A Big Spring woman who.claimed 
she killed her husband to keep aliens from torturing him was found 
guilty of murder and sentenced to five years probation.

A jury Wednesday reached the verdict after just a few hou^s of 
delit^ration, rejecting Janice Brown’s plea that she was inn<x:ent 
because she was in s ^ e  in May 1989 when her husband Lonnie was 
shot to death.

Mrs. Brown, who did not testify iq the trial, took the stand in (he 
sentencing phase and asked for probation.

Answering a series of yes or no questions posed by her attorneyv 
Mrs. Brown said she understood the terms of probation, which 
include keeping in touch with a state hospital and taking medication.

Prosecutors and defense attorneys would not talk about the 
verdict or sentence, the Big Spring Herald reported.

Neighbors and friends testified in the trial that Mrs. Brown was 
terrified that aliens were going to torture her husband and her 
children for eternity. Psychologists have testified that Mrs. Brown 
was diagnosed as a paranoid scMzophrenic.
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
