speech punctuated with ‘“‘power
claps’’ from the audience, saying
at the end, ““I dare you to stand
up for the values you have inside,
and I double-dog dare you to be
happy.” _

Serving for 1989-90, he is the
third national FFA president
from Texas, the others having
been Bobby Tucker of Mineola in
1975 and Ken Johnson of
Nacogdoches in 1977.

Brown, whose first name is
pronounced like ‘‘Donald”
without the “‘d,”” had the students
stand, raise their arms and shout
according to various activities
they are involved in, and he noted
that there appeared to be fewer
in agriculture than in some other
endeavors.

‘“Each and every one of you is
involved in agriculture in one
way or another,” he said, adding
that agriculture employs 20 per-
cent of the nation’s work force.

Brown said the key to each
young person’s future ‘‘is to find
a place’ in life, and he said suc-
cess is easier to achieve in the
United States than in any other
nation.

“You know, we are all lucky
people,’’ he said.

He has spoken to 112,000 people
in 30 states and several foreign
countries, including Japan and
China, in the course of his official
duties to date. He met with Presi-
dent Bush in Washington, D.C.,
two weeks ago.

He was Texas FFA president
last year and is taking a year’s
sabbatical from his studies at
Tech for the extensive travel that

For the past six years,
women living in Snyder and
the surrounding area who
wanted to break away from an
abusive environment have
found a safe haven in the Noah
Project.

The Noah Project opened in
October of 1984 and has been
operated by Linda Scalf,
outreach director, ever since.
Scalf is presently assisted by
Stacey Nowell, administrative
assistant.

In addition,
board oversees the shelter and
a group of volunteers help to
answer the 24-hour hotline —
573-1822.

The local program housed

\some 72 families and a total of

169 children during the past
year.

Also in 1989, 24 families were
placed at other locations due
to lack of space. At times when
the shelter is full, attempts are
made to place the woman and
her children with a sheiter
located near a relative or at
the shelter in Abilene, Scalf
said.

Since December, Scalf said
they have housed from one to
two families a month, and
while hotline calls are up,
counseling sessions have
decreased.

Most residents in the shelter
stay for about four to six
weeks, but longer stays are
permitted when the situation
warrants and space is
available.

While a woman and her
children are living at the
shelter, counseling is
available to them. In addition,
the Noah Project works with
existing social services in
Snyder in order to help each
woman obtain the maximum
amount of assistance
available.

This assistance may include
anything from finding employ-
ment to finding a place for
them to live once they leave
the shelter.

‘“Whatever the family needs
we try to help them get it,”
Scalf explained. ‘“We don’t do
everything for them, but
rather try to help them apply
for assistance themselves.”

Bush, Thatcher will ponder

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Bush and British Prime
Minister Margaret Thatcher are
meeting today against the
backdrop of Bermuda’'s coral
beaches to ‘‘stay in touch’ on the
changing landscape in Eastern
Europe and state of superpower
relations.

Bush scheduled an early-
morning departure for the ses-
sion, one of a series he plans with
NATO allies in advance of his
five-day summit with Soviet
President Mikhail S. Gorbachev
beginning May 30.

‘‘He wants to go into the session
with Gorbachev with a firm view
of the attitudes of other members
of the alliance,”” White House
spokesman Marlin Fitzwater
said Thursday.

Taxes listed

WASHINGTON (AP)
President Bush and his wife
Barbara paid $101,382 in
taxes last year and reported
charitable contributions of
$37,272 that included gifts to
hurricane and earthquake
relief efforts.

A copy of the first cou-
ple’s joint 1989 return,
released Thursday by the
White House, showed that
the Bushes reported total
income of $456,780.

Both taxes and income
were up sharply from the
couple’s 1988 return on
which they reported total
income of $287,171 and taxes
of $62,106.

The higher income came
from Bush’s better pay as
president — $200,000 a year
against his $115,000 vice
presidential salary — and
from a growth in business
investments.

The Bushes’ tax return
showed that the Bushes
earned $208,274 last year
from business holdings held
in a blind trust, up from the

previous year. '

Arms treaty

WASHINGTON (AP) —
The main obstacles to con-
‘¢luding a U.S.-Soviet
strategic arms treaty are
likely to be overcome before
President Bush meets
Soviet President Mikhail S.
Gorbachev on May 30, a
senior American negotiator
says.

I think it is highly iikely
we will get all the major
issues resolved by the sum-
mit,”” Ronald Lehman,
director of the Arms Con-
trol and Disarmament
Agency, said Thursday.

Gorbachev also express-
ed optimism about the arms
talks in a meeting in
Moscow on Thursday with
Sehate Majority Leader
George Mitchell, D-Maine,
and six other U.S. senators,
Mitchell reported.
Soviet crisis

WASHINGTON (AP) —
CIA Director William H.
Webster foresees a ‘‘deep
and prolonged”’ crisis in the
Soviet Union, with a
deteriorating economy and
ethnic unrest accompany-
ing President Mikhail Gor-
bachev’s reforms.

U.S. specialists on the
Soviet Union generally
agreed with the assessment
offered by Webster in a
speech in Boston on
Thursday, although some
said better times may be
ahead for the Soviet
economy.

“I would say it's just one
side of the story,” said
Stephen F. Cohen, professor
of politics and director of
Russian studies at
Princeton University.

WASHINGTON (AP) — En-
vironmentalists and lawmakers
are hailing a decision by three
U.S. tuna canners — including
the world’s largest — not to buy

any tuna caught in association
with dolphins’’ and ‘“‘will sell only
dolphin-free tuna.”

The action was taken in
“recognition of increased con-

or sell tuna captured along with'—imer concern for the environ-

dolphins.

Environmental groups
predicted the move by companies
selling the StarKist, Bumble Bee
and Chicken of the Sea brands
will save some of the estimated
100,000 dolphins that die annually
in huge nets used to catch schools
of tuna.

StarKist Seafood Co. said
Thursday it “will not purchase

ment’’ and because ‘‘the greatest
concern in the tuna industry is
dolphin mortality,” said Anthony
A F. O'Reilly, president of the
HJ. Heinz Co., which owns
StarKist.

StarKist has a 35 percent share
of the U.S. tuna market and is the
world’s largest tuna canner. The
change could cost consumers “‘a
couple or more cents’’ per can,

Bumble Bee Seafoods Inc., a
chief competitor, followed suit a
few hours later saying it ‘‘would
now implement its plan to end the
purchase of tuna caught in
association with dolphin.”’

“Our tuna cans will begin to
reflect the dolphin-safe label in
U.S. stores within the next three
months,”’ the statement said.

Van Kamp Seafood of St. Louis,
seller of Chicken of the Sea
brand, said it would ‘‘discontinue
buying tuna caught in association
with dolphins,” according to a
statement from Jose E. Munoz
Jr., company president.

‘““To do this, we are asking our
few existing contract vessels to

relocate their operations to the
western Pacific, where the
dolphin mortality problem does
not exist,’”’ Munoz said.

Leslie Scheele of the en-
vironmental group Greenpeace,
which backs a worldwide boycott
of tuna caught with nets, said the
action could ““finally end the kill-
ing of dolphins by tuna nets
forever. Others are going to have
to follow suit.”

Sen. Joseph Biden, D-Del., who
is sponsoring legislation to re-
quire canners to label tuna that is
caught by nets that ensnare
dolphins, said the announcement
made StarKist ‘“not ouly the
largest but the most enlightened”’
tuna canner in the world.

Tutition increases may
moderate during 1990s

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
new decade may bring a reprieve
for parents and students worried
by spiraling college tuition and
fees, two higher education groups
reported today.

Arthur M. Hauptman, an in-
dependent research consultant,
said his study shows that college
costs are beginning to catch up
with the value of a college
degree. That may result in more
moderate prices in the 1990s after
a decade of huge increases, he
said.

“I don’t think there is as big a
gap, simply put, between price
and value as there was 10 years
ago,”” Hauptman said in an inter-
view. “I think the same market
forces that led to tuition escala-
‘tion in the 1980s may well lead to
moderation in the 1990s.”’

Hauptman used available data
to conduct the study for the
American Council on Education
and The College Board.

He said college tuition and fees
inereased by slightly less than 10
percent a year — about twice the
rate of inflation — from 1980 to
1987, serving as ‘“‘a lightning rod
for criticism of the American
system of higher education.”

median family income rose only

all goods and services increased

The trend of the 1980s was in
sharp contrast to the late 1970s,
when tuitions and other charges
grew more slowly than inflation.

Hauptman said both public and
private institutions were affected
by a decline in the number of
traditionally college-age
students. With the leveling of
enrollments, institutions could no
longer spread fixed costs over a
growing number of students, he
said.

Patterns of state funding had a
strong influence on the size of tui-
tion increases at public colleges
in the 1908s, Hauptman said.

Soviet Union admits World War II atrocity for the first time

MOSCOW (AP) — The Soviet
Union today admitted for the
first time t its secret police
murdered 15,000 Polish officers
in the Katyn Forest during World
War II in what it called ‘“‘one of
the most horrifying Stalinist
crimes.”

The Tass news agency issued
an official statement as Soviet
President Mikhail S. Gorbachev
met with Polish President Wo-

jciech Jaruzelski.

Western historians concluded
years ago that the Soviets were
responsible for killing the captive
officers, most of whom were shot
in the back of the head, but
Moscow’s refusal to admit it was
a barrier to better Soviet-Polish
relations. Jaruzelski is scheduled
to visit Katyn on Saturday.

Until today, the Soviet Union
blamed Nazi Germany for the

massacre. The Katyn . Forest,
located near Smolensk southwest
of Moscow, was captured by Ger-
many during World War II, and
later recaptured by Soviet
soldiers.

program and Scalf said she
works with the Department of
Human Services, which refers
cases of child abuse to her.

In child abuse cases, if
caught early enough, Scalf
said they try to work to keep
families together. But if the
abuse is allowed to continue
untreated often parents will
have their children taken from
them. Sometimes only one
parent is the abuser but the
other parent often can’'t or
won’t do anything to assist the
child.

Presently, Scalf is working
with five couples where child
abuse is the problem. Beginn-
ing Monday, she will teach a
parenting class for couples

referred to her through the
Department of Human Ser-
vices.

Outreach counseling is also
available for victims of family
violence and she often
counsels from 6-10 individuals

DEAR DR. GOTT: What would be
the effect on a person who unknow-
ingly had celiac disease — an inabil-
ity to digest fats — and who also con-
sumed a fair amount of marijuana (a
fat-soluble substante) during his late
teens and early 20s?

DEAR READER: First of all, celi-
ac disease has nothing to do with the
digestion of fats. Rather, it is an he-
reditary disorder of fat absorption,
caused by intolerance (g gluten
Symptoms may be
minimal: bloating and occasional di-
arrhea. Or patients may show ane-
mia, weight loss, skin rashes and
chronic diarrhea.

Patients usually respond to a glu-
ten-free diet. Because gluten is ubiq-
uitously used in commercially pre-
pared foods — such as soups, sauces,
ice creams and processed meats —
patients usually need counseling from
a dietician who is familiar with celiac
disease.

The issue of marijuana and its stor-
age in the body is unrelated to celiac
disease. THC, the active ingredient in
marijuana, is stored in fat cells, par-
ticularly those in the brain and repro-
ductive tract. However, to my knowl-
edge, no expert has defined how long
significant quantities are stored, what
constitutes a significant quantity and
what effects stored THC has on a per-
son’s healtl.. Marijuana is a dangerous
substance because it is habit-forming
and affects thinking, coordination and
the emotions.

To answer your question specifical-
ly, a person with celiac disease would
experience the same effects from
marijuana as would any person with-
out gluten sensitivity.

To give you additional information
about the addictive characteristics of
marijuana (and other drugs), I am
sending you a free copy of my Health
Report “Help I — Mental/Substance
Abuse.”

DEAR DR. GOTT: Will you please
explain fibromyalgia? Is there treat-
ment and a cure?

DEAR READER: Fibromyalgia is
characterized by pain, tenderness and
stiffness of certain muscles, especial-
ly of the neck, shoulders, back and
thighs. The cause is unknown, but the
condition is often associated with
stress and tension in otherwise
