Swollen Trinity river surgeî  toward gulf
DALLAS (A P ) -> A 

meteorologist for the National 
Weather Service has good news 
and bad news for residents of 
North Texas hard hit by the 
state’s worst fkioding since 1908.

“For the short term, the rain is 
over,” Rodney Jacques pro­
claimed. “But May is our rainiest 
month.”

With parts of flood-ravaged 
N<rth Texas still under water, 
the swollen Trinity River surged 
southward Sunday toward the 
Gulf at Mexico, threatening to 
swamp rural areas along the 
way.

Wator still stood several feet 
deep on Sunday in the Rochester 
Park area southeast of downtown 
Dallas, as residents spent a 
fourth day waiting for flood- 
waters to recede.

U.S. Rep. John Bryant, D- 
Dallas, and City Council member 
Diane Ragsdale toured the 
Rochester Park area by boat 
Sunday afternoon and found one 
of the last flood victims still 
waiting for rescue. — a large dog 
p e rch ^  atop a filing cabinet in 
water still several feet deep.

“ I’m not sure how we’re going 
to get him out,” said Hank Byrd, 
operations officer for the city’s 
emergency preparedness depart­
ment. “ I’m not sure what we’ll do 
with him if we do get him in the 
boat.”

Bryant went to Dallas to see 
the portion of bis congressional 
district that is aitiong t te  16 coun­
ties declared disaster areas by 
President Bush.

Officials expected no more 
than 10 to spend the night Sunday 
at the shelter, down from more 
than 50 the night before.

Cooksie, who depends entirely

on his monthly Social Security 
checks, says this is the second 
consecutive year he has been a 
flood victim — and he is getting 
tired of it.

“Everything I had was totally 
destroyed, for two years in a 
row,” he said.

The only thing he managed to 
grab when he discovered the 
water was rising rapidly early 
Thursday morning was one pair 
of pants and a few changes of 
underwear.

“ I had moved from where I liv­
ed before,” he said. “It was 
higher. I thought it was high 
ground. I m o v ^  two blocks up, 
but the same thing happened.”

Another a t the shelter Sunday 
night was Rickey Henderson, a 
30-year-old unemployed han­
dyman.

Please tell “Kid Sister” and all 
others with a similar problem to take 
big sister by the hand and run, do not 
walk, to the American Association of 
Retired Persons (AARP) and sign up 
both of them in a “55-Alive Mature 
Driving Course.”

'This classroom-refresher course 
was designed specifically for those 
55 and older. It makes those who 
participate aware of age-related 
changes (hearing and vision) that 
affect our driving, teaches us meth­
ods to compensate for these changes, 
and also to recognize that eventually 
we must give up driving in some 
situations, or altogether.

A large-scale study in California 
showed that those who have com­
pleted the course are approximately 
16 percent less likely to be in an 
accident involving iqjury or death. It 
is well worth the $7 fee.

An added incentive: Many insur­
ance companies give a reduction in 
automobile insurance premiums to 
those who-have taken the “55-Alive” 
course. If you cannot find such a 
course lis t^  with local information, 
write to: 55-Alive, American Asso­
ciation of Retired Persons, 1909 K 
Street N.W., Washington, D.C.

Mike Howard, president of the 
Houston Police P atro lm an’s 
Union said the conviction and 7- 
year prison sentence that former 
Houstim policeman Alex (iron- 
zales received in Dallas last 
month will make police officers 
hesitant to answer emergency 
calls while off-duty.

(jionzales was convicted April 
27 on charges of voluntary

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manslaughter,, and the jury 
decided teree days later on the 
prison sentence. Gonzales shot 
Ida Lee Delaney eight times Oct. 
31 after a freeway chase while he 
was off duty and intoxicated.

T he  H o u s to n  P o l i c e  
Patrolm an’s Union, the Houston 
Police Officers Asscxiation and 
the Organization of Spanish 
Speaking Officers criticized the 
Gonzales’ conviction.

Howard said that because of 
the Gonzales conviction, there’s a 
danger that officers would choose 
not to get involved while off-duty 
rather than stop the commission 
of a crime.

In fact, that’s the advice of the 
union’s attorneys, Howard said.

Black activist Ada Edwards of 
Houston cheered the verdict and 
condemned the Howard’s com­
ments as “ irresponsible” and 
“inflammatiNry.”

“At best, I would expect that to 
come from somebody who 
operates out of a country that has 
police states,” said Ms. Ed­
wards, who said she doubted if 
H ow ard ’s com m en ts  a r e  
representative of those of the ma­
jority of police officers.

Howard’s comments were so 
offensive, said Ms. Edwards, 
that they will have the beneficial 
impact of bringing the coipmuni- 
ty together.

May Walker, president of the 
370-member Afro-American 
Police Officers League, said Gon­
zales’ case went through the pro­
per judicial channels and criticiz­
ed Howard for his comments.

Flanked by representatives of 
other black organizations, Ms. 
Walker said Friday the members 
of her organization would con­
tinue to serve the city while put­

ting the controversy over Gon­
zales’ conviction behind them.

“We want to move on and leave 
this Gonzales thing alone,” she 
said.

In another case, a former Hem* 
phill police chief and two former 
Sabine County sheriff’s deputies 
were convicted in Tyler on 
charges of murder and given 
prison terms ranging from 10 to 
28 years in the Deramber 1987 
death of a black inmate who died 
from wounds that were inflicted 
in the Sabine County jail.

The officers insisted they didn’t 
use excessive force, and Hem­
phill’s mayor and the Sabine 
County sheriff testified as 
character witnesses for the three 
officers during the punishment 
stage.

Black leaders said they were

surprised but pleased with the 
convictions of the former officers 
in the jail beating case because 
there was an all-white jury, and 
the three officers had been ac­
quitted two years ago (rf violating 
the civil rights of the slain in­
mate, Loyal Gam er Jr.

“ I th ii^  justice has been serv­
ed and it certainly is a compli­
ment to the criminal justice 
system that it worked,” said 
Pearlie Henderson, a local black 
activist in Tyler who monitored 
the trial daily. “ If a persmi wears 
a law badge, he’s not beyond the 
law himself.”

“ It’s a great feeling,” said 
Vollie Grace, president of the 
Hemphill chapter of the National 
Assixiation for the Advancement 
of Colored People. “It restored 
my faith in the system.”

Houston educator dies
DALLAS (AP) — Evelyn 

Straughan Thompson, a longtime 
University of Houston faculty 
member and a former Houston 
resident, died here Friday. She 
was 90.

Ms. Thompson had lived in 
Dallas the past six years. She 
was a native of Beaumont, and 
joined the UH faculty in 1940. She 
was chairwoman of the depart­
ment of elementary education 
when she retired in 1970.

Ms. Thompson helped organize 
the Texas Association for the Im­
provement of Reading, wrote a 
children’s books column that ap­
p ea red  in s ev e ra l  Texas  
newspapers and was a children’s 
literature consultant for various 
sch(M>ls and organizations. The 
Evelyn S. Thompson Elementary 
School in Aldine was named for

her.
S u r v i v o r s  i n c l u d e  two 

daughters, Mrs. Robert Zelsman 
of Austin and Mrs. William Dunn 
Kuhlmann of D allas; eight 
grandchildren and 10 great­
grandchildren.

A college classmate of mine had a 
favorite bridge expression. “Aces are 
meant to take kin^,” he would happi­
ly exclaim, as he used an ace in just 
that fashion. As with so many bridge 
maxims, one must be' alert to the 
exceptions.

Today’s deal was sent by lawyer 
Steve Barcus of Orlando, Florida. 
Steve was sitting West when his oppo­
nents quickly bid six no-trump. He led 
the six of spades.

Declarer could count 10 top tricks 
and knew he could get one more by 
leading up to the K-Q of diamonds. So 
he won the jack of spades in dummy 
and played a diamond to the king. If 
West takes the ace of diamonds, de­
clarer has no choice except to first 
cash the queen of diamonds, hoping 
that the jack will fall. When it doesn’t, 
he will probably play out four club 
tricks and the rest of the spades. Even­
tually his only chance for a 12th trick 
will be to take the heart finesse. Since 
the queen is tuiside, the slam will 
make.

However, Barcus had been doing a 
little thinking after the dummy ap­
peared. He could tell that his partner 
did not hold more than a jack, and he 
was looking at the queen of hearts, 
poorly situated for the defense. So he 
was ready when the declarer played 
diamonds. South played the king, and 
West played low without hesitation. 
Declarer cashed four club tricks and 
then played another diamond from 
dummy. When he went up with the 
queen. West took the ace and played a 
diamond back to his partner's jack to 
set the contract.

‘^The strike is over, or a t least 
it is irrelevant,” said Chairman 
FredCurrey.

Greyhound Lines Inc. no longer 
is ”m ver-inlubited” and is 
operating as if there were no 
strike, Currey said a t a  news con­
ference a t Greyhound head­
quarters.

But union officials said the 
strike was far from over, notii^ 
the company’s $56 million loss in 
the first three months of this 
year.

Spokesman Nidt Nichols said 
Cuney should review the bus 
line’s financial documents and 
look a t picket lines for a truer ih c - 
ture of the strike.

“Then, quite frankly, he should 
jump on a bus and try and travel 
across the country and see how 
far he gets,” Nichols said. “If he 
takes those three actions, he in­
deed will conclude a vary effec­
tive work s to f^ g e  is under way.

“We hope his conclusitm will be 
to get back to the bargaining 
table and get to the business of 
rebuilding his company and pro­
viding bus sorvice to t te  nation’s 
pub l ic ,”  sa id  Nichols, a 
spokesman for the Amalgamated 
Council of Greyhound Local 
Uni(His.

Currey said Greyhound now is 
serving the cities ^ t  brought in 
98 percent of its revenue last year 
with 2,500 replacemoit drivers

and about 500 who have creased 
the picket lines. Greyhound’s 
revenues this year are  about 70 
percent of last year.

He declared “a  new day in the 
life of the new Grejdiound” and 
said the company is putting the 
events of the hist two months 
behind.

Currey said the company may 
have some Jobs available for 
union drivers over the summer 
and will negotiate with the union 
for those.

Women like Dianne Feinstein 
in California, Ann Richards in 
Texas and Barbara Hafer in 
Pen n sy lv an ia  a r e  t>n the  
forefront of what some pcditical 
observers expect to be a  
Imaktturough (iM de for wmnen 
inpditics.

Just this year, a t least 10 
women are considered sorious 
g ii^ n a to r ia i hopefuls.

“ It’s a  testam ent to the 
w(»nen’s movemrat. I t’s no 
longer a sym bi^c movement but 
a  real k M  of recognition that 
women a re  equal players in the 
pcriltical game,’’ said Shana 
Weiss with the Hollywood

Women’s Political Committee.
In Texas, thare has been 

nothing subtle about Ms. 
R icharw ’ Democratic campaign 
against Republican canebdate 
^ y t o n  Williams.

Gender politics had loomed in 
the wings because of Clayton’s 
anti-abortion stand and opposi­
tion to the Equal Rights Anaend- 
ment. But it took center stage 
when he revealed he had solicited 
sex from prostitutes when he was 
a  tera-ager and a college student 
a t Texas AAM.

This statemmit came after he 
made a comparison between bad 
weather and rape — and passed 
it off as a  joke.

sunset sort of diing,’’ said Ms. 
Richards’ campaign manager, 
Glenn Smith.

Sensing a  p<ditical change, 
Feinstrin has made the very fact 
that she’s a woman an issue in 
her campaign, urging voters to 
make history by electing her the 
state’s first woman governor.

“This is a  big m wnoit for me, 
and a  historic one for womoi,’’ 
she said in announcing her can­
didacy. “Much thought and 
(M bim tion  preceded this deci­
sion. I am a non-incumbent in a 
race against two entrenched 
statewi(K figures — a women in a

field of men.’’
Feinstein faces Attorney 

General John' Van de Kamp for 
the Democratic nomination. The 
likely GOP nominee is U.S. Sen. 
Pete Wilson.

Van de Kamp has responded by 
pointing to what he calls his 
strong record on feminist issues 
and accused Feinstein of using 
her gender to obscure her own 
record.

“ If a man were to stand in front 
of a crowd of men and say, ‘Vote 
for men because as a fellow man 
I can hd p  men’s interests,’ I can 
be labeled a sexist,’’ said Duane 
Peterson , Van de K am p’s 
spokesman. “ I’m start oi surpris­
ed she’s doing that.’’

The (a s p e c t of making hisUary 
isb lso  a  theme in Joan Finney’s 
bid to win the Democratic 
nomination for governor of Kan­
sas.

But in her case, the notion that

becoming the state’s first woman 
governor is significant has been 
woven into speeches subtly, 
rather than offered as a  major 
campaign issue. . ^

In a  number of campaigns, 
male and female stereotjrpes 
have spilled over into candidates’ 
defenses of issues, naost notably 
abortion.

The U.S. Supreme Court’s deci­
sion in the Webster case to |0ve 
states more power in regulating 
abortions has h^iwd make abor­
tion rights a  key campaign issue 
in nuiny races.

In Pennsylvania, where abor­
tion is a particularly hot issue, 
Hafor is running as a pro-choice 
Republican against staunchly 
anU-abortion Gov. Robert P. 
Casey, a Democrat seeking a se^ 
condterm.

In an interview last August, 
Hafer said she expected male 
candidates to shy away from run­

ning for governor because of the 
abortion issue.

“That’s a  tough issue to talk 
about,’’ she said. “ It’s a  gut 
issue, it’s  not a  nice issue. How . 
can you be statesmanlike when 
people are  screaming a t you on 
both sides. A lot of men wouldn’t 
be comfortable speaking about it 
and they know it’s  going to he an 
issua.’’

Though all three California 
gubernatorial hopefuls are  pro- 
choice, Feinstein’s  campaign has 
contenided that a  woman gover- > 
nor would be more likriy to 
strongly defend abortion rights.

“A man can be a  staunch 
defender of abortion rights. 
Many have  b e e n ,’’ sa id  
Frinstein’s spokeswoman. Dee 
Dee Myers. “But there’s a 
visceral reaction that women 
have to the issue because they 
are women. It’s a point of com­
mon experience.’’

Texas inmate requests speedy death sentence
HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP) — 

A Texas death row inmate who 
says his greatest fear is beemn- 
ing a ghost that would have to 
hang around ixison “for another 
300 years’’ has asked that he 
receive his death sentence as 
soonaspossible.

“Nine tonight would be Hne 
with me,’’ said Jam es E^dward 
Smith, 37. “The sooner the bet- 
ter.’’ ^

Smith, 37, was sentenced to 
death for the 1963 robbery­
shooting of insurance agent 
Larry D. Rohus, 44, oi Missouri 
City.

Although Smith does not have 
an execution date, he was the se- 
ccttid death row prisoner in as

many days to insist on being ex­
e c u te . -

On ’Tuesday, Jesse D. Jacobs 
Udd State District Judge James 
Keeshan he’s tired of a t t c a n ^  
appealing his convictiem oi the 
1966 abduction and murder oi E t­
ta Ann Urdiales, a 2S-year-old 
Conroe paramedic.

The last inmate executed also 
ordered his lawyers to stop their 
appeals. On A|m11 21, Jerenne 
Butler was executed fm* the 1966 
murder of a taxi driver.

Butler was the 34th inmate to 
be executed in Texas since the 
state resumed capital punish­
ment in 1962. The total is the 
highest of any state.

He was the 122nd inmate ex­
ecuted in the United States since 
the Su{N:’a n e  Cknirt in 1976 allow­
ed states to resume the death 
penalty.

Smith, a former voodoo priest 
and tarot card reader, came 
within six hours of being ex­
ecuted in May 1966.

Despite his insistence that no 
one inta:fere in his case, Smith’s 
mother, Alexine Hamilton, won a 
temporary reprieve when she 
asked the court to allow her to 
challoige the death sentence tm 
the basis that her son was men­
tally incompetent.

The U.S. Supreme Court, 
however, lata* rejected the In­

dianapolis schoolteacher’s plea. 
It upheld lower court fin in g s  
that Smith is competent to waive 
his appeals.

Last week, the Sup^m e Onirt 
ruled in an u n re la t^  Arkansas 
case that thm« is no c(xi- 
stitutional guarantee to appeals 
oi death sentences and that third 
parties have no right to assert 
those claims on behalf of another.

Smith said he hopes the ruling 
speeds his own death sentence.

“ I haven’t been doing anything' 
... (except) sitting here, wasting 
away,’’ Smith told,the Houston 
Chronicle.

“Once you come in there’s no 
way out except by execution or

some fluke in the system. The 
American gulag is in Huntsville, 
Texas,’’ he said.

The Texas Department Cor­
rections is lo c a te  in Huntsville, 
where death sentences are  car­
ried out.

So angered was Smith by his 
unwanted stay of execution, that 
he told repcH-ters he not only kill­
ed Rohus but participated in six 
ritualistic killings in New Y«rk, 
Florida and North Carolina, 
claims never substantiated.

Smith insisted last week, 
however, that he did not kill 
Rohus but admitted to his earlier 
crim es 'so  people could be 
disgusted with haying saved his

life.
He did, however, ask to clarify 

what he called the mistaken no­
tion that be had asked prison of­
ficials for dirt as his final meal.

Smith said what he asked for 
was a type of clay used in some 
voodoo ceremonies so he could 
mark his body with it. Ilia t, he 
said, would ensure “ the spirit 
doesn’t become a  ghost’’ and his 
body wouldn’t be degraded and 
used for witchcraft.

“That scares me more than 
anything — becoming a ghost,’’ 
Smith said. “ I’d be stuck here 
around (the prison) for another 
300 years.’’

Tech alum says toinasked rider statue
LUBBOCK, Texas (AP) — 

Ralph Blodgett refuses to look 
this gift hiM'se in the mouth ... or 
anywhere else fenr that matter.

The 1941 graduate Texas 
Tech and one of the university’s 
most genraous and ccxisistent 
contrU>ut(gs is kicking hard 
against plans the Red Raider 
athletic dq>artment has fen: plac­
ing a lOV^-^t-high brcnize statue 
of the original Masked Rider 
aboard a rearing quarter horse
— Tech’s nationally known 
mascot — in the lobby of the 
remodeled south wing of Jtmes 
Sta^um .

However, Blodgett is currently 
the lone voice of dissent amtmg 
the handful of persons who have 
seen recent replicas of the statue.

Blodgett has no problem what­
soever with the idea of immor­
talizing in bronze one of Tech’s 
best-known traditions, and he 
finds the craftsmanship of 
renowned w estern sculptor 
Grant S p e ^  superb down to the 
finest detail.

His major compfaint — one 
that he has aired loud and clear 
to university president Dr. 
Robert Lawless, as many of the 
board of regents members as 
he’s been able to contact and Red 
Raider athletic director T. Jones
— is that the statue depicts the 
Masked Rider as he first ap­
peared in 1954 — as a m a sk ^  
cowboy on a rogue horse — not as

the Zorro-type character he is to­
day.

‘We’re not cowboys,’’ said 
B l o d g e t t ,  a  S p e a r m a n  
businessman. “ I’ve lo()ked a t pic­
tures of Masked Riders th ro u ^  
the years, and ncme of them looks 
like that. I think the work is Hne; 
the w(N*kmaitthip is wonderful. 
My main objection is it doesn’t 
dcmict the Masked Rider as he is 
to&y. That’s why I’m so upset.

‘“̂ r e ’s no use having one big­
ger than Dallas if it’s not going to 
depict the Masked Ridw m o ^  
pecqile know. You’d have to be 70 
years d d  to recognize that one. 
I’m going to do everything I can 
d o to s ti^ it.’’

Bliodgett, who estimates he has 
contributed “9300,000, maybe 
more,’’ to Tech (athletic depart­
ment, band and business school) 
during the last 30 years, is more 
than slightly perturbed about the 
statue. He said he will go as far 
as to transfer funds from his en­
dowed athletic scholarship to 
other areas of the university if 
Jones proceeds with plans to 
place the statue as it appears 
now inside the Jones Stadium lob­
by.

“That’s not intended as a 
threat,’’ Blodgett said. “That will 
be an after effect if they go 
thnnigh with it. I will withdraw 
my membership with the Red 
R aider Club, never attend 
another Tech football game and

make every attempt to get the 
lump sum money back from 
them (athletic department) and 
give it to some other school.’’

The original statue is not 
scheduled to be completed until 
August, but 30 miniature replicas 
of the work — priced a t $3,000 
each —were of the bronze, which 
Jones estimated to be between 
$90,000-1100,000. Eight people, in­
cluding Blodgett, have purchased 
miniatures thus far. Some of the 
mini-statues, Blodgett’s includ- 

were delivered last week.
Blodgett, however, is the only 

person to take exception to the 
likeness of the original Masked 
Rider.

“ T h e  b ro n z e  i t s e l f  is 
a w e s o m e , ’’ sa id  Lubbock 
businessman Joe Jack Reynolds, 
another Icmgtime university sup­
p o r t e r  who p u rc h a se d  a 
miniature.

“T. Jones’ idea was to make a 
statue of the original Masked 
Rider, and that’s what it is,’’ add­
ed Reynolds, Tech’s head 
cheerleader in 1954 when Joe 
Kirk Fulton intrcxluced the Mask­
ed Rider to the world a t the Gator 
Bowl. “It looks exactly like he did 
those first couple of years.’’

“ I have no problem with it,’’ 
said Tech r ^ e n t  Rex Fuller, who 
viewed a replica of the statue in 
Jones’ office last week after 
receiving a complaint from 
Blodgett, a close friend and

business partner.
“What Texas Tech is represen­

tative of is not the same with 
every person. It’s the same with 
art; some people like something; 
other people don’t. I haven’t 
heard complaints from anyone 
ehM, but 1 don’t  know how many 
people have seen it. ’’

Lubbock businessman Mike 
Higgins is another r^ l ic a  owner 
who thinks the statue is magnifi­
cent.

“ I’m eager to see the big one,’’ 
Higgins said. “The whole idea 
was to do the original Masked 
R i d e r ,  w i th  c h a p s  a n d  
everything. That was the whole 
idea. If you want to know the 
truth, I like Western a rt and I 
prefer the old, more rugged 
Masked Rider.’’

Blodgett’s second complaint is 
that Jones decided to use the 
original Masked Rider as a 
mcriel without first consulting 
Tech alumni' or boosters, and 
then convinced Fulton to under- 
yirrite the project.

“I think he made a helluva 
mistake,’’ Blodgett said. “He 
should have found out what Tech 
people really think the image of 
the Masked Rider really is.’’ 

Jones acknowledged that the 
decision to use the original Mask­
ed Rider as the model for the 
statue was his idea; however, the 
other people apparently knew of 
and agreed with the decision

before work began on the statue.
“ As far as I know and 

understand a lot of this actually 
happened prior to July 1,’’ 
Lawless said, before he officially 
took over as Tech president. 
“There was much discussion 
with a  lot of poopie. I t  wasn’t  
something that was done in 
secret. I’ve been told there were 
discussions.’’

“ I knew it was being done; I 
knew Mr. Fulton was helping 
with payment,’’ said Alan White, 
a member of the board of 
regents. “We knew he was doing 
it; I guess the only t h i ^  I’m 
disappointed with is that it’s not 
here sooner.

“We gave him the responsibili­
ty (as athletic director) to do it; I 
don’t want to second-guess him 
or Joe Kirk Fulton, either one.”

“T. told me what he was talk­
ing about and that he had talked 
to Joe Kirk Fulton,” Fuller said. 
“I would think that (Jones’ deci­
sion) would fit within his job 
description as athletic director.”

Although he would not reveal 
the name of the person, Jones did 
acknowledge that the statue had 
been underwritten and that the 
unnamed contributor had “total 
financial responsibility” for the 
project. Jones said Uie under­
writer likely would have to pay 
“at least half of the total price” if 
all 30 replicas are sold.

When asked if he was under­

writing the statue, Fulton 
replied, “I’d just as soon not com­
ment on that.”

Jones said he is dumbfounded 
and saddened by Blodgett’s pro­
test, but said the statue of the 
M a^ed  Rider will go into the lob­
by as planned.

“ I only anticipated j[oy from 
the friends and alumni of this 
university when they walked into 
our lobby and saw the statue of 
the original Masked Rider,” 
J(Hies said. “One of the best and 
finest traditions of this university 
is the Masked Rider, and my in­
tent was to try to capture history 
... I think we’ve done that.

“No one else.-has reacted 
negatively,” Jones said. “People 
who have seen it think it’s 
marvelous. I’m thrilled to death 
with it. Everyone has the right to 
disagree; I have absolutely no 
problem with that. But the plan is 
to continue what was started 
months and months ago.”

Blodgett already has returned 
his replica and received a $3,000 
refund. He said he doesn’t care 
what they do with the original, as 
long as it never ends up in the 
Jones Stadium lobby.

“They can melt it down or give 
it to Fulton and let him put it in 
his back yard,” Blodgett said. 
“What they ought to do is chisel 
the Texas Tech off the chaps and 
give it to Oklahoma State. 
They’re Cowboys; we’re not.”

Town stunned as 4 die in weekend collision
EMORY, Texas (AP) — Only 

questions and tears remain for 
many in this northeast Texas 
town of 800 people after a two- 
vehicle collision Killed four of its 
residents over the weekend.

Authorities don’t know how the 
fatal accident came to happen, 
only that a pickup driven by 17- 
year-old Christopher Harder 
slammed head-on into a Jeep 
Cherokee driven by 36-year-old

Edward Meadows about 12:38 
a.m. Sunday on Farm  Road 35.

Those two died, along with 
M eadows’ wife, Lou Del 
Meadows, 33; and their nephew, 
Jason Day, 9.

The couple’s youngest son, 
Joseph, 8, was in fair cemdition at 
Citizens General Hospital in 
Greenville being treated for in­
juries suffered in the crash, 
authorities said.

Most of the residents in this 
town have been stunned, said 
Barbie Ice, who has been comfen*- 
ting Jason’s mother, Diane Day, 
and the Meadows’ 13-year-<dd 
daughter, Melissa, who were at 
home when the fatal accident oc­
curred.

“Diane has been very touch­
ed,” Ms. Ice said. “We didn’t 
realize that many people cared. 
They’ve brought food, and their

blessings.”
The Meadows’ oldest son, 

Michael, 18, is a U.S. Army ser­
viceman who was rushing home 
to be with his grieving family. He 
was due to arrive in Dallas late 
Sunday night, then was going to 
head to the hospital to be with his 
injured brother.

Ms. Ice said there has not yet 
been talk about setting up a fund 
for the dead couple’s three sur­

viving children. Relatives and 
friends are closely watching 
them, and trying °to help them 
through the tragedy, she said.

“Melissa told me tonight it just 
hasn’t hit her yet,” Ms. Ice said 
late Sunday night. “She’s holding 
up good so far. But it’s been very 
hard on Diane.”

The Meadows had taken their 
youngest son and Ms. Day’s son 
fishing for the day and were just

returning when the accident hap­
pened.

“We just don’t know what hap­
pened,” Ms. Ice said. “Somebody 
crossed the center line, but we 
don’t know who.”

Harder’s father also has no 
idea what caused the fatal colli­
sion. He only knows where his son 
had been,'and where he was try­
ing to go.

Rural Texans urged to acknowledge AIDS
DALLAS (AP) — The difficulty 

that AIDS victims have in getting 
adequate medical treatment in 
Texas’ larger cities is multiplied 
several fold when they live in 
small Texas towns, officials say.

With AIDS spreading in rural 
Texas communities, health of­
ficials say residents need to ac­
quaint themselves with the facts 
about the deadly disease.

The Texas Department of 
Health has reported cases of ac-

auired immune deficiency syn- 
rome in more than 150 of the 
state’s 254 counties. Nationwide 

last year, AIDS cases in rural 
areas increased 37 percent, com­
pared with a 5 percent rise in

cities.
AIDS is an affliction in which a 

virus attacks the body’s immune 
system, leaving victims suscepti­
ble to disease. The virus is most 
often transmitted through sexual 
con tac t ,  mostly  between 
homosexual males, and through 
the sharing of contam inate 
hypodermic needles or blood pro­
ducts. ^

Ignorance is the reason mMt 
often cited for discrimination 
against AIDS patients in both 
rural and urban areas.

Rosemary Sanderfer of Beau­
mont, executive director of the 
Triangle AIDS Network, said she 
still is asked by people in Jeffer­

son, Orange, Hardin and 
Cham bers counties whether 
AIDS can be transmitted through 
mosquito bites.

“ In the beginning, it didn’t 
make a difference what I told 
people; they wouldn’t believe me 
anyway,” said Ms. Sanderfer, a 
former teacher. “No one had any 
trust in what the government 
said or the (scientific) reports. 
But now people say they don’t 
feel like they’re going to breathe 
AIDS in.”

Ms. Sanderfer said some doc­
tors are reluctant to treat people 
with AIDS because they fear a 
backlash from other patients. 
Many of the 60 AIDS patients in

Jefferson County must go to the 
University of Texas Medical 
Center in Galveston — a 180-mile 
round trip — for care, she said.

“What’s needed is awarenesS 
that small towns and rural areas 
are not exempt from AIDS,” said 
June Osborn, chairwoman of the 
National Commission on AIDS in 
Washington, D.C.

Experts say the “ruralization” 
of AIDS in Texas has given new 
life to the misconceptions, fear 
and discrimination associated 
with the disease.

And the need for medical care 
for rural AIDS patients has 
revealed what some call serious 
problems in the health care

system.
“ The lovely, small-town 

dynamic turns into something 
rather poisonous for sick people 
with AIDS when fear and ig­
norance are involved,” Ms. 
Osborn said.

Last month, the commission 
visited Waycross, Ga., to look at 
problems faced by rural AIDS 
patients. Members talked with 
people who couldn’t find doctors, 
and with health and social 
workers who couldn’t handle the 
emotions associated with AIDS.
’ They also heard tales of small 
hospitals reluctant to treat in­
digent AIDS patients, The Dallas 
Morning News reported.

Such instances are possible in 
Texas, where more than 8,806 
people are known to have AIDS 
and tens of thousands more carry 
the virus. About 30 percent of the 
cases«re reported outside Dallas 
and Houston.

New York, California and 
Florida are the only states with a 
higher incidence of the disease.

“Texas is a microcosm of the 
nation when it comes to AIDS,” 
said the Rev. Chris Steele of 
Houstixi, formerly head of the 
state’s L ^isla tive  Task Force on 
AIDS. “These problems are 
characteristic of the disease, but 
there are places not ready to look 
at them.”

•  Vitamin BT is not a vitamin and 1* 
abnndant in animal tissae. More fa­
miliarly known a* carnitine, it wn* 
discovered in IMS and was originally 
believed to be a vitamin; siilw^aent 
scientific studies have proved that is 
not a dietary essential.

•  Vitamin P is not a vitamin. The 
designatioo “vitamin" was with­
drawn when the compound, now rec­
ognised as a mixture called bioflavoo- 
oids, was discovered not to be 
essential for humans. Bioflavonoids 
were discovei^ in 1936 and, at that 
tune, were believed to cure scurvy 
and help prevent colds and flu. These 
claims Mve not been substantiated by 
scientific testing.

•  Vitamin Q is a substance that pur­
portedly aids blood coagulation. It is 
not now recognized as a vitamin or an 
essential nutrient.

•  Vitamin U, known by the chemi­
cal name metanoic acid, has no 
known nnetabolic function. It is not 
now recognized as a vitamin, al­
though it was, upon its discovery, 
thought to cure ulcers.

•  Vitamin B-15. known by the 
chemical name pangemic acid, is nei­
ther a vitamin nor a nutrient. It was 
discovered in 1949, and its investiga­
tors claimed that it played a role in 
reproduction and was useful in treat­
ing a wide variety of conditions in­
cluding heart disease, glaucoma and 
liver inflammation. R entable scien­
tific studies have proved that it has no 
known role in treating illness or main­
taining health.

•  Vitamin B-17 (laetrile) a sub­
stance extracted from apricot pits, 
enjoyed short-lived popularity a few 
years ago as a cure for cancer. No 
reputable scientific study has shown 
any benefit from it. In fact, because 
laetrile contains cyanide, it has 
caused cyanide poisoning in patients.

It’s all too easy for unscrupulous 
promoters to pin the label “vitamin* 
on any quack cure. The alert consum­
er slMwld shy away from unsupported 
health claims, reserving real vita­
mins for their proven benefits — and 
only in the recommended doses.

The two vehicles a i^ re n tly  
swerved in the same direction 
trying to averid each othm*, police 
said.

Okelberry, who was seated in 
the back of the squad car directly 
behind the driver, died a t the 
scene. His partner died minutes 
later en route to ParkUuid 
Memorial Hospital.

Eldridge was seated next to

‘Agent Orange’ ' 
claims will be' 
reopened for vets

VA officials have announced 
they will immediately begin to 
identify and re-open daim s flled 
by veterans who served in 
Southeast Asia and who alleged 
that their development of non- 
Hodgkins’ lymphoma resulted 
from Agent Orange expoeure, E. 
H. (Dan) Dever, J r ., Scurry 
(bounty Veterans Service officer, 
said.

The action follows a consulta­
tion between Edward Derwinskl, 
Secretary of Veterans Affairs, 
and President George Bush. Der- 
winski acted  following the 
release of study results by the 
U.S. Center for Disease Control 
that showed an increased risk of 
the disease among veterans who 
served in Vietnam.

Using a new “ significant 
statistical association” standard, 
the Veterans Advisory Commit­
tee on environmental hazards 
last fall reviewed 31 studies ^nd 
their relationship to non-Hodkin’s 
lymphoma and reported that 
while no association could be 
definitely made, it would not rule 
out the possibility.
