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Water towers are key focus
of city council budget talks

City courcil members ques-
tioned extensively Monday night
the benefits of a capital improve-
ment project to raise two
overhead storage tanks.

The discussion came during a
budget planning session in
preparation for approval next
month of a $5.2 million budget for
1990-91.

Included in the proposed
budget is $302,000 for the eleva-
tion of water towers at 24th St.
and Ave. B and at College Ave.
and 4th St.

John Kelley, an engineer with
the firm of Parkhill, Smith and
Cooper of Lubbock, was on hand
to answer questions. Kelley said
the project, first identified in
1973, would stabilize water
pressure to a large section of the
city, would help lower fire in-
surance rates, would lower head
pressure at the water treatment
plant, resulting in lower
maintenance costs.

No action was taken on the
water tower project, but Coun-
cilman Paul Zeck asked about
the age and condition of the ex-
isting storage tanks.

Kelley said he had not per-

Zeck and Councilman Jackie
Greene noted that the elevation
project was within two-thirds of
the cost of errecting a new and
larger tank.

In addition to water tower
elevation, other major items in
the budget — which represents
an increase of 4.87 percent over
current spending levels, include
$60,000 for 37th St. right-of-way
acquisition, and $220,000 in prin-
cipal and interest for water and
sewer bonds to finance utility
lines to the Price Daniel unit.

The council also accepted a
recommendation from City
Manager John Gayle to include in
the budget $24,000 for two police
cars, and $9,500 for module beds
for the fire department.

The council was also given new
tax value information which
shows a total tax value in the city
of $235.3 million, an increase of
almost $1 million over the May 11
estimate.

The estimated effective tax
rate would be .3637 cents per $100

to eligible households with
residents 60 years of age or older
and/or the handicapped. This
priority does not exclude other in-
come eligible households,
however.

Final arguments begin
in school funding trial

AUSTIN (AP) — A state judge
says he may not rule until Oc-
tober orr whether Texas’ new
school funding plan is con-
stitutional, after hearing final
arguments scheduled today.

State District Judge Scott Mc-
Cown on Monday asked lawyers
in their closing arguments to give
him “a real sense of what
everybody wants.”

McCown said he had a pretty
good idea of the state’s wishes,
but was unclear on what poor
school districts desire. The trial
on the plan began July 9.

Poor school districts are
chall the school funding
plan, w was passed in June.
They say it doesn’t make mean-
ingful changes in the system
declared unconstitutional last
year by the Texas Supreme
Court.

State leaders defend the new
plan, which would pump $528
million more state aid into
schools in 1990-91.

The state says it meets the
Supreme Court’s order to even
out funding available to rich and
poor sc districts. The plan is
meant to phase in an equitable
finance system over several
years, backers say.

McCown has said he probably
will allow the new plan to be used
this school year even if he
ultimately overrules it. He said
halting the measure immediately
could disrupt school budgets.

The school system relies on
state aid, local property taxes
and some federal money. School
district budgets last year totaled

$14.25 billion, the Texas Research
League said.

McCown earlier said he hoped
to decide on whether the school
funding plan is constitutional by

Sept. 1.
But on Monday, he said, “I
think realistically it’s

Souter’s view of key issues

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Bush’s choice of David H.
Souter for the Supreme Court
now heads for Senate confirma-
tion hearings, where the little-
known New Hampshire judge is
sure to be quizzed about his views
on abortion and other divisive
social issues.

Calling Souter ‘‘a remarkable
i.t:dge of keen intellect and the

ighest ability,”” Bush said Mon-
day that he and his advisers had
deemed it ‘‘inappropriate’’ to ask
Souter his views on specific
issues.

That will be the task of the
Senate Judiciary Committee, ex-
pected to hold hearings in
September. '

One liberal committee
member, Sen. Patrick Leahy, D-
Vt., pledged, ‘“There will be a lot
more krdown about him, I
guarantee you that.”

- Souter, 50, spent a dozen years

as a state judge before joining
the Boston-based 1st U.S. Circuit
Court of Appeals on April 30.

If confirmed, he would become
the court’s 105th justice — its
sixth bachelor. Never married,
he lives alone on the family farm
near Weare, N.H., where he mov-
ed from the Boston suburb of
Melrose, Mass., when he was 11.

Souter has a reputation back
home for brilliance and
diligence. Outside New Hamp-
shire, he’s barely known.

The president moved quickly in
announcing his intention to
nominate Souter to replace
Justice William J. Brennan, 84,
who retired Friday because of ill
health.

Bush on Monday praised Bren-
nan, the court’s longtime leading
liberal, as ‘““one of the greatest
figures of our age.” Brennan’s
departure gave Bush his first
chance to name someone to the

nation’s highest court.

If confirmed, Souder’s vote
may prove decisive for the future
of legalized abortion, as four of
the remaining eight justices ap-
pear ready to overturn the 1973
Roe vs. Wade decision that made
abortion a constitutional right.

Abortion rights groups already
have demanded that the Senate
hearings focus on Souter’s abor-
tion views.

The increasingly conservative
court also has been closely split
on such issues as civil rights and
criminal justice.

The reaction from key senators
was restrained. Sen. Edward
Kennedy, D-Mass., a Judiciary
Committee member and early
opponent of President Reagan’s
failed nomination of Robert Bork
to the court, said he would wait to
hear from Souter before making
up his mind.

MHMR suit: state not in compliance

AUSTIN (AP) — Two years
after the deadline, Texas still
hasn’t complied fully with key
court-ordered reforms in the care
of mentally retarded residents in
state schools, a monitor of the
situation says.

‘““There remain significant pro-
blems in compliance, and that
means there remain significant
problems in the quality of care
that is being provided,’’ said Lin-
da O’Neall, a Florida sociologist.

Ms. O’'Neall, who is the ap-
pointed federal court monitor of
the reforms, and a team of ex-
perts reviewed conditions at
Austin State School and state
schools - in San Antonio, Fort
Worth and Denton, the Austin
American-Statesman reported
Tuesday.

Their report to U.S. District
Judge Barefoot Sanders in Dallas
evaluates medical, educational
and behaviora! programs, and
the prevention of abuse and
neglect.

“‘No school is in complete com-
pliance with all provisions’’ of the

court order, Ms. O’Neall said.

But an attorney for the state
criticized the new report, saying
the Texas Department of Mental
Health and Mental Retardation is
in substantial compliance with
court orders.

Dona Hamilton, an assistant
Texas attorney general, said the
court monitor evaluated areas
not covered by court orders.

The new report ‘‘doesn’t reflect
the services being provided at
state schools,”” Hamilton said.
““It doesn’t reflect reality.”’

Jaylon Fincannon, deputy
MHMR commissioner for mental
retardation, said, ‘“Some of the
things she (Ms. O'Neall) believes
we're not in compliance with, we
believe we are.”’

There are 13 state schools for
retarded people in Texas. The
Austin, San Antonio, Denton and
Fort Worth institutions are nam-
ed in a 16-year-old federal lawsuit
against the state.

Sanders, who oversees the
case, had ordered the four
schools to make key im-

provements by April 1988. His
order came after his 1987 ruling
that Texas was providing an un-
constitutional level of care to
, state school residents.

The court monitor’s report
released Monday said the quality
of care varied among the four

state schools, and that some pro-
vided good care in certain areas
while offering inadequate care in
other areas.

At Austin State School, for ex-
ample, Ms. O’Neall found that in-
vestigation of abuse and neglect
has improved significantly, but
the school has insufficient
psychiatric services and fails to

adequately use behavior pro-
grams instead of anti-psychotic
drugs.

All the schools were criticized
for providing inadequate care to
residents who are both mentally
retarded and mentally ill. Some
of these so-called dually diagnos-
ed people have injured other
state school residents, the report

said.

At Fort Worth State School, a
10-year-old profoundly retarded
girl with medical problems was
found dead hours after a nurse
tried three times to insert a nasal
feeding tube but stopped because
blood or mucous a red. A
doctor was not called, and the
girl missed three feedings. She
was found dead later.

Mattox sees uphill race for
Richards against Williams

DALLAS (AP) — Democrat
Ann Richards should develop a
new theme for her gubernatorial
battle against Clayton Williams
because her ‘‘New Texas'’ slogan
doesn’t appear to be working, At-
torney General Jim Mattox said.

Mattox, who endorsed Ms.
Richards after she beat him in a
bitterly-waged Democratic
primary, said she faces a tough
battle beating Williams in
November.

““There is enough time, but it is
going to be very difficult” for her
to beat the Republican nominee,
Mattox said in an interview with
The Dallas Morning News.

“The way youbeat Clayton
Williams, if you can beat him, is
to get leaders in the business
community to say that he pro-
jects the wrong image for Tex-
as,”” Mattox said.

Williams probably will
outspend Ms. Richards, and the
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GOP nominee is making an all-
out effort to attract conservative
Democrats, Mattox said.

“If she wins, it will take the
really united effort of the leader-
ship of the Democratic Party,”
he added.

Mattox was quick to endorse
Ms. Richards after the hotly-
contested primary race, but
former Gov. Mark White criticiz-
ed her harshly and said he would
never vote for her. He stopped
short of saying he would support
Williams.

During the primary, allega-
tions of drug use were levied
against Ms. Richards, who accus-
ed White of financial improprie-
ty. White ran third in the
primary, behind Ms. Richards
and Mattox.

After the primary defeat, Mat-
tox offered to campaign for Ms.
Richards, but hasn’t been asked.

In what the News described as
a wide-ranging interview, Mattox
said he believed a decisive factor
in Ms. Richards’ Democratic vic-
tory was her keynote speech at
the Democratic National Conven-
tion in 1988.

In making Ms. Richards the
keynote speaker of the national
convention, the national
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Democratic Party ‘‘gave her
credibility and made her the
darling of the Democratic Par-
ty,”” Mattox said.

“The national Democratic Par-
ty did a terrible thing to me. That
speech put a person with no real
record into a prominent posi-
tion.”

Mattox represented Dallas in
the U.S. House of Represen-
tatives before becoming attorney
general.

Wood refutes
‘cellie’s’ story

EL PASO, Texas (AP) —
David Leonard Wood says his
former prison cellmate invented
grisly descriptions of El Paso’s
desert murders and attributed
them to Wood in order to make a
deal with prosecutors.

“I told Randy Wells nothing
about my case. Nothing,”” Wood
told the El Paso Times in a
telephone interview Monday
from his cell in the county jail.
‘‘He was my ‘cellie’ not even two
months and we didn’t even talk.”

An EIl Paso County grand jury
indicted Wood July 13 on capital
murder charges in the deaths of
six El Paso women. Their bodies
were found between Sept. 4, 1987
and March 14, 1988 in shallow
graves in the Northeast El Paso
desert.

Wood is serving a 50-year
sentence for a 1987 rape that oc-
curred near where the bodies
were found. If convicted of the
capital murder charges, he could
face life in prison or the death
penalty.

In the interview, Wood accused
police of making deals with con-
victed felons to set him up for
crimes he didn’t commit.

Wells, a convicted thief facing
capital murder and forge
charges, told a Fort W
newspaper in Sunday editions
that Wood told him of killing six
young women by stretching them
between trees and his truck
bumper until they couldn’t move,
then raping and strangling them.

“Randy Wells is a convict.
What you are dealing with is the
lowest form of life that there is,”
Wood said. “A cellmate will tell
on you (in) a minute if there’s
something to gain.”’

Wood described Wells’ story as
“science fiction book horror.”

DEAR DR. GOTT: I need informa-
tion on a nervous condition. I'm calm
when sitting in a chair but begin shak-
ing up a storm when I pick up any-
thing or attempt to write. I find my-
self being able to do less and less as
time goes on.

DEAR READER: You seem to be
describing an intention tremor, un-
controllable shaking that appears
during movement.

This could be due to a number of
conditions, the most common of
which are:

e Enhanced physiologic tremor:
This is shakiness produced by stress,
anxiety, fatigue, certain substances
(such as alcohol and caffeine) and
metabolic disturbances, such as
hyperthyroidism.

e Benign hereditary tremor: The
cause of this common but harmless
disturbance is unknown, but the trem-
or is worsened by performing skilled
acts (such as handwriting) as well as
by anxiety and stress.

o Serious neurological diseases: In
multiple sclerosis (progressive loss of

nerve-tissue insulation) and amyotro-
phic lateral sclerosis (progressive
nerve degeneration), also known as
Lou Gehrig’s disease, tremors can ap-
pear before other, more disabling
neurological symptoms develop.

I believe you should be examined
by a neurologist who should, after
testing you, be able to dia the
cause of your shaking and suggest
treatment. To give you more informa-
tion, I am :eoging you a free copy of
my Health Report “Multiple Sclero-
sis.” Other readers who would like a
copy should send $1.25 with their
name and address to P.O. Box 91369,
Cleveland, OH 44101-3369. Be sure to
mention the title.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I've been ad-
vised that I have a 3%-inch cyst on my
liver. I'm on no medication and not
taking any kind of treatment. Will I

nce any serious effects in the
future? How serious is it to extract
the fluid from the cyst, and what will
keep it from refilling?

DEAR READER: Most liver cysts

are harmless; they're often discov-
ered by accident examina-
tions, such as ultr , for other

purposes. Unless you are having
symptoms (such as (rcin or liver en-
largement) or your doctor a
more serious ailment (such as tumor),

I think you are better off disregarding
this benign cyst. A tumor would re-
quire surgical removal.

To extract the fluid from the cyst,
your doctor will either have to oper-
ate.or introduce a long, hollow needle
throng!nr & abdominal 1 wall into the
cyst. unpleasant procedures
should be avoided if possible. Follow
your doctor’s advice with respect to

monitoring the cyst.
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Board bans use of
pesticide chlordane

AUSTIN (AP) — Having voted
to prohibit all uses of the
pesticide chlordane, the state’s
new pesticide regulation board
now is looking for a way to
dispose of the chemical.

“What we have done today, in
addition to outlawing it, is to say
we're going to establish a system
of collecting that material,”

Agriculture Commissioner Jim
‘Hightower said Monday.
Hightower chairs the

Agricultural Resources Protec-
tion Authority, which approved
the chlordane ban.

The panel also asked the Texas
Water Commission to create a
system of collecting the remain-
ing chlordane from around the
state. The 1991 Legislature likely
will be asked to fund a disposal
program, Hightower added.

“What are people supposed to
do with it? We don’t want them
putting it down the drains and
dumping it in the rivers,” he
said.

Chlordane is a highly effective
pesticide when used to prevent
the spread of termites. But tests
have shown that it can remain
lethal for nearly 30 years after
application, officials say.

The Texas rtment of
Agriculture ba sale of the
chemical in 1987, and the federal
Environmental Protection Agen-
cy did likewise in 1988.

However, Hightower said, the
chemical remains stored in
homes and on farms.

Obviously
victory in the lower quarters has less
prestige than victory in the higher
ranks

I played in the event with American
bridge professional Gaylor Kasle, and
in a qualifying round we discovered
that there's no way to run over the
South Africans

South’s two-heart opening was
strong and natural, Gaylor came in
with two spades, trading on favorable
vulnerability, and I bid three dia-
monds as a possible lead-direct
against whatever our vulnerable op-
ponents might venture. You can see
from the bidding diagram how slight
the intimidating effect of my bid was.
Eschewing any pedestrian method of
inquiring about aces, South jumped
right to six hearts. I can’t blame Kasle
for saving at seven diamonds, but
North quickly bid the grand slam.

There was of course no way to go set
in seven hearts, but declarer held out
for excitement by drawing trumps
without even ruffing a diamond. Al-
though playing out all the trumps and
the ace of diamonds would squeeze
West between the club queen and the
spades, South simply discarded a dia-
mond on dummy’s second high spade
and took the diamond finesse to chalk

up the grand slam.

Healthy oil to be used for french fries

CHICAGO (AP) — After a little
prodding from a well-heeled
health crusader, the nation’s top
four hamburger chains agree:
french fry lovers need an oil
change.

McDonald'’s Corp. and Wendy's
International announced Monday
they are switching to cholesterol-
free, all-vegetable oil to cook
their fries.

Hardee's made the change two
years ago and Burger King said
last week it will no longer use
beef tallow, the industry’s
previous standard oil for french
fry vats.

“Everything that’s deep fried
is now done in_ 100 percent
cholesterol-free oil,”" said
McDonald’s spokesman Chuck
Rubner. The company started
cooking its chicken items, pies
and fish in vegetable oil four
years ago, he said.

McDonald’s has been a target
of newspaper and TV ads placed
by anti-cholesterol crusader Phil
Sokolof, who accused the world’s
largest restaurant chain of
poisoning Americans with fatty
foods.

Streamlined meat inspection dangerous

DALLAS (AP) — Some federal
meat inspectors have complain-
ed that new, streamlined in-
spection guidelines now in place
at two West Texas meat plants
make it more likely that
substandard meat will go out.

In interviews with WFAA-TV,
Dallas, two inspectors who spoke
on condition of anonymity said
the new guidelines call for less
trimming and more carcass
washing to remove contamina-

tion. But the procedure at Excel
meat plants in Plainview and
Friona is more likely to increase
the contamination, the inspectors
said.

USDA officials counter that the
wash _contains bacteria-killing
acid.

Excel officials deny any sug-
gestion that contaminated or
otherwise substandard meat is
leaving their plants.

In a statement

drafted in

response to the criticism, com-
pany officials said in addition to
any inspection system used ‘‘the
company has maintained and
met its own internal standards of
consistent high quality for all
beef carcasses and beef products
leaving its plants.”
Ronald Prucha,
associate administrator,
stood by the system.

Cheney committed to seven
years of hurricane hunters

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
U.S. Air Force will continue sen-
ding ‘‘hurricane hunter” planes
to monitor storms in the Atlantic
Ocean and Gulf of. i Mexice

through 1997 under orders from:

Defense Secretary Dick Cheney,
a congressman said.

Cheney reversed his earlier
decision and agreed to continue
the reconaissance program after
receiving a letter singed by 30
congressmen and senators from
Atlantic and Gulf coast states,
&S. .Rep. Tom Lewis said Mon-

y.

Lewis, a Republican from
North Palm Beach, has been a
leading opponent of attempts by
the Air Force to scrap the WC-130
program. The congressman
renewed his efforts when
Secretary Cheney on June 29
ordered Air Force Secretary

Donald B. Rice to transfer the
program to the Department of
Commerce by Sept. 30.

“This is the kind of commit-
ment we've been after for three
years and we finally got it from
the top,” said Lewis. ‘‘His deci-
sion shows me that Secretary
Cheney understands the impor-
tance of the data provided by the
hurricane hunter planes."

Lewis met with Cheney on Fri-
day and said he was notified of
the defense secretary’s position
on Monday by Admiral William
Owens, Cheney's chief military
adviser.

Admiral Owens told Lewis the
Air Force will continue to have
eight of the WC-130s in active use
and four for backup through 1997
and plans to upgrade numerous
systems on the airplanes next
year.

“I will continue to monitor the
program'’s authorization and fun-
ding by Congress on a year-to-
year basis, but I am confident
this commitment ensures we will
get the best possible information
on hurricanes and major storms
while we establish the next
generation of weather recon-
naisance systems,"’ Lewis said.

Legislation calling for the
development of long-term
weather reconnaisance program
by the Defense and Commerce
departments has been approved
by the U.S. House and is to be
considered by the Senate. That
bill calls for continuation of the
hurricane hunter program until
the new program is established.

Calls to the Department of
Defense for comment on Lewis’
statements went unanswered
Monday evening.

State, fed officials announce
program for homeowners

AUSTIN (AP) Realistic
prices, a warranty, and low 8.35

- percent interest rate are being of-

fered low- and moderate-income
Texas families who might not
ever before had enough money to
buy their dream home.

A program for ‘‘forgotten
Texas families” was announced
Monday by state and federal of-
ficials, who said approximately
$140 million in Texas Housing

houses.

The program combines the
resources of the Housing Agency,
Resolution Trust Corp. and
Federal National Mortgage
Association, or Fannie Mae,
which purchased more than $93
million of the $140 million in
bonds.

The funds are expected to pro-
vide financing — at an average
$40,000 per home — to purchase

3,000 to 3,500 homes acquired by
the RTC in closing savings and
loan associations.

“There’'s never. been a real
estate sale of this magnitude in
the state of Texas on residential
property,” said Kenneth De-
Jarnett, chairman of the housing
board.

““Nothing good happens to a va-
cant house, especially if it's own-
ed by the federal government,”
DelJarnett told a news con-
ference.

“We hope and we have con-
fidence that she will be absolv-
ed,” said Americo Delgado de la
Pena, one of four attorneys for
Sara Maria Aldrete Villareal, 25,
a former honor student at Texas

Southmost College in
Brownsville.
The additional criminal

association charge which Ms.
Aldrete faces in Mexico City car-
ries a sentence of up to eight
years imprisonment.

Delgado dismissed police
allegations that Ms. Aldrete was
a witch and a priestess to the
group, and insisted she ““‘was a
friend, nothing more” of Con-

stanzo. )
‘“We are ready to demonstrate
that she knew absolutely

nothing'’ about the crimes at the
Santa Helena ranch near
Matamoros, Delgado told a news
conference here Monday.

Delgado pointed out that it was
Ms. Aldrete who ti off police
to Constanzo's whereabouts in
Mexico City by passing a note
through a window to a passerby.

Rate hike sought

BEAUMONT, Texas (AP) —
Gulf States Utilities Co. asked for
a temporary $56.5 million rate’in-
crease that would increase rates
for the typical residential
customer by $8 a month.

The nine percent rate hike re-
quest would increase the average
residential customer's bill from
$79.12t0 $87.18.

GSU applied for the increase
Monday with the Public Utility
Commission of Texas.

In a news release, GSU said a
temporary rate increase is

necessary because of the long
delay in a rate case filed in
March 1989. GSU's motion noted
that state law empowers the PUC
to grant temporary rates when a
case is in suspension.
