Monday the 8th, six cars of
Floyd County Milo-fed calves
and steers were put on the
market at Kansas City. Of these

two cars were steers and four
cars calves. The shippers were;
J. E, Staley, Cope and Thornton |
and Oscar Shurbet.

When the cattle went on the
market they created a big
interest among buyers and
cattledealers at the vards, who
were surprised to see killer stuff
from the South Plains. Cope &
Thornton’s yearlings weighed
833 average and brought $7.40.
Oscar Shurbet’s two cars of
weighed 777 pounds averages and
540 pounds average respectively.
The first car brought $8)
and the second $7.85, both
coming in the Baby Beef divi-
sion.

Staley’s steers weighed 1057
pounds at the market and

THE COMMUNITY ORGANIZED FOR
NEIGHBORHOOD PATRIOTISM

Outline of Method for Securing
Community Cooperation in

Business and Social Affairs.

A scheme for the organization
of rural communities for both

pbusiness and social purposes
is worked out on an article
which is to appear in the

forthcoming Yearbook of the
Department of Agriculture and
which has already been printed
as a pamphlet for the use of the
department’s Office of Markets
and Rural Organization,
The scheme calls for
commttees, 5 of which are to
deal with business needs and 5
with social needs. Every
member of the organization is to
me on some one ot these
committees. - In addition there
is to be a central or executive
committee composed of the
president of the organization,
its secretary, its treasurer, and
the chairman of the 10 other
This central body
isto direct the general policy
of the organization, raise all
funds and contro their expendi-
tures. The committies that are
1o deal with the business inter-

ests of the com“numts are as
follows; :

1, Committee on farm
production.

2.Comnuttee on marketing.

3. Committee on securing
farm supplﬂs.

4, Committee on farm finance
and accounting.

5. Committee on communica-
tion and transportation.

Similarly, the five committees
that attend to the community’s
social interests will deal with,

1. Education,

2. Sanitation,

3. Recreation.

4. Beautification

5. Household econom ics,

The work of most of these
eommitties is indicated suffic-
iently clearly by  their titles.
“For example, the committee orn
production can do much good by
improving the breeds of live
stock in a community through
‘cooperative purchases of pure
bred males. It can encourage

the formation of corn, poultry,
canning,

cattle, and

pig,

10/

they have been establised, and |
1t can carry on useful studies
of the type of agriculture best
fitted to loeal conditions.

In the same way the
committee on marketing can
secure the standardization of
the community’s products, and
thus obtain better prices than
are possible when nondescript
goods are dumped upon the
market. The committee can
also search out the best market,
make contracts on a large scale
which will be more favorable
than any individual cdn secure
for himself, andin many other
ways economize in the selling
of the community’s goods.
Even if cooperative marketing
is not actually resorted to, the
information which the com-
mittee collects can hardly -fail
to be of great assistance to the
individual shippers.

Just as the committee on

marketing can facilitate selling
the committee on farm supplies
can  economize in buyg.
Farmers are warned, however,
not to underestimate the cost
of running a store or commerecial-
agency, and not to overestimate
the saving which this can effect.
The cooperative society, of
course, does away with the

a profit, but somebody » must
manage the store and that
somebody must be paid for his
time. His = salary, therefore,
corresponds in a way to the
ordinary store’s profit, and it is
not always possible to secure a
good man for less than he
would be able td make in

business for himself. There
are, however, several
methods of purchasing farm

supplies cooperatively which witl
be found to be of advantage.
The simplest is the joint order,
in which a group of farmers
can buy a given article in large
quantities, thereby effecting a
considerable saving in the
handling, = commission, etc.
Sometimes when this method
is adopted, a warehouse is
added, which 1s owned or
1ented cooperatively, and in
which the goods are stored
until the associated purchasers

need them.

After
this is done, the next step is
to secure the most favorable
terms for financing proper and
sound enterprises. This is
frequently not difficult if the
committee -~ has
mastered the subject and is
able to put it clearly before local

bankers. Where the local
bankers are . unwilling to
finance genuinely productive

enterprises at a reasonable rate
of interest, the committee must
consider other ways of securing
capital. One of the simplest
plans for accomplishing this is
a credit union or cooperative
credit association. The es-
sential features of this plan are

group of T8rmers organize them-
selves to receive deposits and
make loans. By keeping the
expenses down 1o a minimum it
has beesn possible in some cases
for such associations to pay
interest on deposits that is with-
in1l per cent of the interest it
charges on loans.

The committee on communi-
cation and transportation should
deal primarily with the roads
and telephones. The keynote
of ‘the work should be organized
self help, not appeals to get
Government help.

Just as the. five business
committees are to grapple with
the fundamental problems of
producing and selling in their
various forms, the five social
committees should direct their
efforts to the improvement of
living conditions in the country.

Head Fed Here this Year

Marketing feed on the hoof
is proving to be the best way
to put it on the market in this
section, and feeding operations
here the past three vears have|~
grown greatly in favor as shown
by the figures on the number of
cattle fed here the past three
years.

In 1913 the first bunch of
cslves were fed by J. E. Ctaley.
He had 35 head in the pens and
made good money with them.

In 1914 there were 216 head
fed out, ranging from calves to
steers and cows. Among this
number were the 76 head of
steers fed out by W. A. Parks
in lots herein Floydada and
attracted much attention both
locally and on the Kansas City
market.

The year statistics ot the new
enterprise show that 600 head
of calves, cows and steers have
been fed in the country adjacent
to Floydada. The weights made
according to the feed wvalues
given the stock have heen entire-
ly satisfactory, and the fact that
the feeders have in this way
marketed their feed to good
advantage i spite of a declining
cattle market and a rising feed
mavket, has proven one of the
best demonstrations of the
money to be made in the cattle

feeding business here.

The stock were fed each year
in about the same manner, the
owners using mainly the feeds
which were available,—Kaffir,
maize and sorghum,—in com
bination with cotton seed meal
or cake.

" Dallas, Texas, Maach 15--Ten
bulletins have been prepared
for the more than 20,000 Texans
who have entered the various
contests of the Texas Industrial
Congress with a view of winning
its large cash prizes through the
growth of best crops and farm
animals, cost of (production
vonsidered. Four of the bulle-
tins have already been mailed
to the contestants in the classes
for which they were prepared;
their titles are °*‘A Garden
Bulletin,”” ‘‘Cowpeas’’ ‘‘Corn’’
2nd ‘‘Small Grains.”’

Titles of other bulletins which
have been prepared for the
Congress are *‘Kaffir, Milo and
Feterita.”’ ‘‘Peanuts.’”’ *‘‘Plant-
ing Time.”” ‘‘Fattening Hogs
for Market,”’ ‘“The Family Cow”’
and ‘‘Cultivation of the Crop.”
Preparation has been made to
send copies of these bulletins to
each contestant. They may be
secured by any farmer in the
state by enrolling in the con-
tests, for which there is no
charge, and which places no ob-
ligation whatever on the contest-
ant.

“If the Lizard (Lizard point, Corn-
wall, England) ¢ould see as one half
believes it can, from that one piercing
eye, Cyclops-like, in its forehead, what
sights it could report—Phenician and
Roman galleys; the ships of Hawkins,
Drake, Frobisher and Raleigh; the

voyage, 8o confidently and cheerfully
begun, which ending in the unforeseen
ice, was also its last,” William H. Ride-
ing writes in Scribner’s.

ADVICE HANDED TO EDITORS

Extracts From a Satirical Pamphlet
Published in England
in 1791.

“Advice to Editors,” an anonymous
pamphlet, rich in satire, has come into
the hands of a correspondent. It was
published at London in 1791, and
throws light on the journalistic meth-
ods of the time. ‘“The reporting of
parliamentary debates,” says the au-

The danger of overstepping the
mark is made clear in another para-
graph: “Whatever may be your tal-
ents, your ingenuity and your practice,
never attempt to fabricate the report
of a debate altogether in your study.

jury. He wasarrested in Floyd-
adaTuesday afternoon and placed
in jail following the returnof the
indictment. A ecase of  this
nature is not bailable andthe de-
fendant’s recourse to secure his
liberty will be thorugh habeas
corpus proceedings. He had-not
made application for a hearing
late Wednesday afternoon.

Judge Joiner stated that he
w ould likely transfer the case to
Hale County in which it originat-
ed when it is called for trial.

Tuesday night at three v‘clock
the jury returned a verdict in the
joint case against Messrs S. R
Wheeler and W. D Clarke the
trial of which began Monday fore
noon Wheeler was acquitted and
Clarke given a sentence ot two
years in the penitentiary.

Bert Harrison pled guilty to

the charge of swindiing in the
same connection and was given
a two yearsuspended sentence.

Memorlﬁl to Famous British Mariners
s Far Off the Tour-

Sir John Benn ‘has persuaded the
London’ county councll to commemo-

rate the Elizabethan 'sailors at Old:
Ratcliffe Cross, says the Manchester | .

Guardjan. The schemé hung fire for
a time because the antiquaries could
not fix' the site of the cross, which
has vamshed as ‘utterly as the name
and reputatlon of - the: Ratcliffe high-
way pear by. " The place chosen .is
a little east of Rotherhithe. tunnel,
where a grimy wharf has preserved
the name of the cross where so many
of the stout-hearted explorers set sail
for the northern seas.

Perhaps when Shadwell gets its riv-
erside park there will be a few bold
exploring sightseers from the West
to look upon-the memorial which is
otherwise far from the tourist track
as any spot in London. It shows
square-ended Tudor ships under full
saii above .the names of Sir John Wil-
loughby, Sir Martin Frobisher and
other great names in Hakluyt and in
English ~memories. Frobisher lies
near Milton:in St. Giles’, Cripplegate,
well within the tourist area.

If you go from the memorial up
Butchers’ row into Stepney you are in
the traditional sailors’ town, although

lnowadays: you find the sailors far-

ther east, where dockland has grown
up since the Elizabethan sailors went
to sea. The church in Stepney’s one
bit of green is the sailor’s church of
London, unless Deptford with memo-
ries of the shipbuilders is admitted to
have as good a claim. All the chil-
dren born at sea were baptized par-
ishioners of Stepney. Mariners’ tombs
are as thick here as those of Dutch
merchants in Austin Friars. The dis-
coverers should go back by Wapping,

s packed in between London docks and

the river and still keeping in a score
of tarry inns suggestions of the Fro-
bisher times. You can drink ale in
the “North American Sailor” and think
of the great days of old wlen they
used to hang the pirates somewhere
about Wapping Old Stairs. It was
Johnson advised Boswell to explore
Wapping, but Boswell did not find
much that was exciting—‘‘perhapsfrom
want of sufficient exertion,” he says
humbly.

TAKE DISEASE FROM WHITES

Tuberculosis Among Alaskan In-
dians Has Been Laid at the Door
of the “Paleface.”

—_—r

The great prevalence of all forms
of tuberculosis among the Alaskan In-
dians, as proved by a report by Dr.
Emil Krulish, is explained by the
Journal of the American Medical Asso-
ciation as follows:

“Tuberculosis is' a comparatively
new infection among Indians, be-
stowed upon them by the benevolent
paleface along with firewater and cer-
tain other blessings of civilization.
Among these blessings must probably
be counted scarlet fever, measles, in-
fluenza, .whooping cough and diphthe-
ria. Not yet possessing the racial im-
munity which it takes many genera-
tions to acquire, the poor Indian suf-
fers from them in greater degree than
does the white, and more frequently
dies of them. Then there are the
overcrowding and the unsanitary con-
ditions prevailing in most of the homes
of tuberculosis sufferers; while at
least this much good arises from their
misfortune that after the disease is

- well developed in them its progress

(unless they are well cared for) is
rapid, and death removes what would
otherwise remain a menacing focus
of infection.”

Tuberculosis was one of the chief
causes of the dying out of the In-
dians all over North America.

Two' Famous Names.

“Thomas Atkins” is a newcomer
compared with “Jack Tar” of the senior
service. “Jack Tar” as a nickname for
a sailor is first recorded in 1786, but
sailors were known as “tars” for more
than a hundred years before that. The
name already appears in literature in
the latter half of the seventeenth cen-
tury. - “Tar” may be short for ‘“tar-
paulin.” Sailors were called “tarpau-
lins” early in the seventeenth century.
Tarpaulin, of course, is canvas tarred
to make it waterproof, and the sailors’
hat made of that material, something
like a sou’-wester, was called a tar-
paulin. However that may be, British
sailors have been “honest tars,” “jolly
tars” and “gallant tars” for 200 years.
There is more steel and oil about a
modern battleship thag tarry rope,
perhaps, but probably Jack will remain
Jack Tar for another hundred years
yet.—Manchester Guardian.
