or other departments which you
do not have.”’

Among the things commended
were the library, which ne
considers above the average,

- and the physies and Chemistry

equipment. Hetsays,, however,
that thesphysical geography and
physiology laboratory equipment

are below the standard, and the

same applies to the books, maps
and charts for the grades. ‘'You
have fewer paved walks than is
usual and the water system is
not so ' good as it should be,”
were among the other criticisms
offered,

The schovl grounds play equip-
ment came in for praise, as did

_also, the sanitary drinking foun-

tains. Mr. McDonald says the
2rade of the teaching faculty is
higher than the average in
The slogan
of the State Department of Ed-
‘A High School Edu-
cation for every Child in Texas’’
as enunciated by Mr. McDonald
whose visits are a part of the
department’s scheme in raising
the standards of the schools of
the state.

Kansas City Stock Yards, Jan-
uary 21 1916.—The depression
of 10 to 25 cents on steers, and
more than that on butcher catt
last week was forgotten today.

'Everything in the butcher line

10 to 15 higher. DBest steers
brought $8.50. Receipts were
8000 head, and packer buyers
were out early for cattie to start
killing gangs with, there having
been a close cieanup. last week,
as receipts were lightafter Tues-
day. Buyers were in a willing,
not to say anxious mood, and the
predictea rise in cattle values in
the next thirty to sixty days,
estimated at around a dollar per
cwt. in some quarters, appears
more logical than it did last
week. Receipts were 8000 head
here, considerably less than on
recent Mondays. Good to choice
steers sell at $7.75 to $8.50, med-
ium to common Kkinds $6.50 to
$7.50, western fed steers $7 to

The feeder, the stock farmer,
and the stock grower in north-
west Texas and eastern New
Mexico enjoy important advan-
tages over the corn belt farmers
and feeders. This fact impress-
ed the writer very forcibly dur-
ing a recent visit to Minnesota.

“"Land in the middlewest is high
in price, ranging from $75.00 to
$200.00 an acre, The crob sea-
son is short= It takes careful
husbandrv to make both ends
meet 1n farming high priced
land with a short growing sea-
son, If the planting of a regu-
lar crop fails for some reason in
spring there is no chance to do
it over the same year.

Here land is cheap and the
growing season long. The far-
mer does not have to work un-
der high pressure to eet his erop
planted in spring, or harvested
before winter sets in.  Here
feed may be grown cheaply and
abundantly, the forage grains
yielding heavily in grain and for-
age.

The cllmate 1S an lmportant

asset. No expensive equipment
is needed to protect livestock in
It requires but little
feed to offset what little cold
weather occurs here in winter.,
The feed lot is usually dry.
As not enough livestock is
raised in the corn belt to eat all
the feed raised, feeders are
shipped in, the first cost of trans-
portation being an jimportant
item in the feeding operation.
Here livestock comes into the
feed lot without the first cost of
transportation. With vproper
care the finished stuff goes to
market without excessive shrink-
age.

This section . has the advan-
tage of mild climate, long grow=
ing season, and cheap land well
suited to the heavy producing
forage erops. The corn belt is
awakening to the faet that it
must produce cheaper feed to
compete with northwest Texas
and eastern New Mexico.

Located under the recently es-
tablished stairway leading into
the upper vortion of the court
house, this booze room contains
a vast array of bottles. These
bottles some entirely full of hquor
of varying colors, and others
showing ‘that they have lent oi
their liquor joy to some thirst-
tortued mortals tending towards
or completing a ‘‘full,”” are of
many sizes and shapes. There
they set in irregular rows await-
ing as silent evidence o be used

‘‘SenatorCulberson began his
political career at Jefferson, in
Marion county, where he served
as countv attorney. He then
moved to Dallas, where he be
came active in the councils of the
young Democracy of Texas. In
1890 he was nominated for the
office of attorney general on
the same ticket with James
Stephen Hogg. In 1892 he was
nominated by his party and was
on the stump constantly in the
ever memorable Hogg-Clark cam
paign of that year. In 189%4 he
announced as a candidate for the
Democratic nomination for gov
ernor. Pitted against him were
John H. Reagan, S. W. T. Lan.
ham and John H. Cochran, then
of Dallas county, but now a eciti-
zen of Nolan county. Another

bitter campaign followed for the
nomination. The state conven-
tion was held at Dallas. The
Culberson delegates abrogated
the two-thirds rule, a majority
nomination preyailed and Culber-
son was the choice of the con-
vention. Then came the high
tide of populism. In hisrace for
the second term the Populists
nominated against Culberson the
late Colonel Jerome C. Kearby.
a distinguiched Confederate sol-
dizr; a leader of the Texas bar,
and one of the most popular ora-
tors of the South. The Populists
polled a tremendous vote for
their ticket, but Culberson was
re elected by a handsome major-
ity. Then came the memorable
contest between the forces of
the late Colis P. Huntington and
the Democratic administration.
Huntington’s legal advisors sub-
mitted to the legislature the fa
mous railroad consolidation bill
These measures passed house
and genate and weresent to the
governor. He vetoed them and
the legislature sustained his veto.
During his administration he
called a special session of the
legislature which enacted the
famous statute prohibiting prize-
fichting in Texas. This was
brought about by the proposed
Corbett-Fitzsimmons fight which
was to have beengiven in a large
arena in the city of Dallas by
Don Stuart, perhaps the most

Island gamblhing house in the
City of Dallas, and was for many
vears a power in thelocal politics
of that city. For this Culberson
won the title of the ‘‘young
Christian Governor,’”’ which was
conferred upon him by a very
prominent Tex as clereyman.
Stuart died a few years ago In
the city of New York.

WoN FIrST ELECTION EASILY.

‘‘Before the close of his second
term Governor Culberson was
urged by his friends and politi-
cal associates to become a candi-
date for United States senator.
He yielded to their wishes and
advice and he won without a
straggle. He is serving his
third term, which expiresin 1917.

ROAD MATERIAL BULLETIN
NOW BEING DISTRIBUTED |

Road Materials of Texas are List-
ed With Estimate of their
Desirability.

University of Texas, Feb. 2.
1916—The Bureau of Economic
Geology ana Technology of the

University of Texas sent out a

new bulletin recently on ‘‘Road
Materials of Texas.’” Itcontains
a discussion of the road build-
ing materials of Texas and pre
sents a report of the tests made
by James P. Nash, who has
charge of the testing laboratory.

‘‘In modern engineering prac-

tice it has been found that for|

economy and safety and for the
betterment of the materials
themselves, they should be test-
ed; and their properties, espe-
cially their physicial properties
determined,’’ says Mr. Nash.
Many of the road-building ma-
terials have been tested by actual
practice, but this, being an ex-
pensive method, the Bureau of
Economic Geology and Technol-
ogy has undertaken to make
laboratory tests which will ob-
viate the use of the more expen-
sive method of practice.

*“The object of the road ma-
terial testing laboratory,’”’ com-
ments the bulletin, ‘‘is to study
the road material question in
Texas and aid the road builder
in the selection of proper mater-
1al for his locality. If many
materials are available, it is well
to know which is the best to
use; or to ascertain if it would
not be cheaper to bring material
from a distance rather than use
a poorer quality which my be at
hand.” :

In the bulletin are discussed
the properues of the road mater-
ials found in various localities of
Texas.

TEXAS COTTON GROWERS
FACE LOSS OF MILLIONS.

Dallas Texas, Jan. 29.— “‘Cot

fronting' the danger o f losses
running into millions this year,”’
said M. H. Wolfe, a leading cot-
ton buyer of Dallas yesterday.

*Frequently one hears three
hundred million dollars mention-
ed as the value of the Texas crop.
In the event it is inferior quality
or any appreciable amount of it
undesirable, plainly the loss can
readily reach millions. The dan-

ger now grows out of the ten-!

dency in some parts to plant
what is known as the ‘Half-and-
half’ variety of cotton.

“‘Our experience in the buying
field has convinced us that this
type of cotton produces a short
fiber —one that is not readily usa-
ble on the machines of the spin-
ners. Quite naturally they object
to it, and those who buy it re-
tuse to pay standard prices for
it. Nor 1s that all, for when
spinners oegin to buy in one
territory and find they are get-
ting occasional bales of the short-
er fibered staple, they either
lower the price they are willing
to pay tor all e>tton in that ter-
\itory. or they may refuse to
buy 1n that section any further.

*‘Whichever alternative t h e
spinners choose the cotton farm-
er is the loser. The one who
plants ‘Half-and-half’ loses be-
cause there is little or no de-
mand for his product ° The
neighbor of this farmer finds
that the price of his long staple
article is lowered by the spinner
Who takes this method of recoup-
ing himself against the accept:
ance of an objectionable bale of
‘Half-and- half’ cotton.

*“The interests of the cotton
producers and those of the cot-
ton factors and exporters are
pretty nearly identical. The
better the grade of cotton, the
longer the staple, the more it

will be sought by spinners, and

ton growers of Texas are con- |

| the more profitable for all con
cerned will be the business.
With the hope of getting higher
prices for both producer and
buyer, the Dallas Cotton Ex-
change has undertaken to expose
the fallacy and danger of plant-
ing ‘Half and-half’ cotton in
this state.

‘““The United States Depart
ment of Agriculture declares
‘Halt-and-half’ cotton undesira-
ble and not only has ceased to
propagate it, but advises against
its further production,’ said D.
A. Saunders, of Greenville, ex-
pert in charge of cotton experi-
ments in the Sonth for the U. S.
Bureau of Plant Industry. “This
variety was first developed in
Georgia and is a degenerate
sport of the Cook variety. Itis
practically worthless for textile
purposes, and many of the most
responsible buyers will not buy
it, while those that are less par-
ticular take it only at reduced
prices. Itis actually worth from
three to five cents less than the
corresponding grades of ordinary
upland cotton.

“Its large yielding quality
lead some farmers to believe they
can make more money per acre
by growing it in preference to
the Lone Star, the Mebane, the
Rowden, and other standard
varieties. The grower finds diffi-
culty in disposing of it, however,
aud must accept sucn a reduced
price that it more than offsets
any difference 1n the yield.
Growers sometimes try to es-
cape the difficulty by planting a
row of °‘Half-and-bhalf’ and a
row of standard cotton, alter-
natelv, the purpose being to mar-
ket a large yield at the price of
the ordinary staple. If they
knew that the buyer always
takes the mixture at the ‘Half-
and-hal?’ price, theyfiwould not
follow such a practice.

*“The Texas farmers should
stop planting ‘Half-and-half’

cotton, By growing it they are
injuring the cotton vroduction

and cotton business of the state,,
injuring them 3elves most of all..
Larger yields ¢f standard varie-
ties of cotton, and certainly
much more profitable yields,

may be grown by the use of good:
seed and right cu!tural methods.’”
