Whp and How a Pit Silo . g
Should be Cons{ructed

A pit silo will keep silage as
well as any other kind ot silo.

A pit silo is durable arid should
last indefinitely with little up-
keep.

A pit silo is economical. as the
principal item in construction is
labor and this can be supplied by
. the home help. Also the costof a
cutter is about half of one with a
blower attached, and the engine
power required is about half that
required in filling an overground
‘silo.

A pit silo with proper equip-
ment is efficient, for feeding can
be done easier than from an over
ground silo.

A pit silois practical -only in
soil that is dry, well-drained, and
of such a nature that will not
readily cave in. ,

In digging a pitsilo the follow-
ing points should be considered:

'The silo and fesd lot should be
adgommg, in order to decrease
‘the cost of feeding.

‘The diameter of the ‘silo should
be in proportion to the number

of live stock to be fed silage.
~ Generally it is not advisable to
dig silos deeper than thirty feet,

~ae the labor of removing dirt and

silage increases with depth. In
digging a silo the upper part is
least expensive, and hikewise the
upper part of the silage .is the
easiest to remove. Thirty feet
will give sufficient pressure,.

Taking all thingsinto consider-
ation, the round silo will be
found to be the most efficient,
though there may be times when
a trench silo would be found
better,

When the size and location of
the silo has been decided upon,
the first thing to be*done is to
dig a circular trench with the
diameter of the silo. This trench
should be six inches across and
two and a half to three feet
deep. - After the completion of
the trench, fill it with water to
give the surrounding ground a
good soaking and after the wa-
- ter has seeped into the soil, fill
the trench with concrete. The
concrete is to be made of one
part cement, two parts sand and
four parts gravel or crushed
rock. Any old wire or scrap iron

serve as a reinforcement. Tle
object of this concrete ring is to
form a collar around the silo and
to serve as a base for a light wall
to be built alove.. This wall
should not be over three or four
feet high, and may be of any
material desired, but a light con-
crete wall is advisable, as it is
substantial and by doing this,
three or four feet mav be added
to the silo at very little cost.
Care should be taken to see that
the inside wall of this trench is
smooth, so that the inside sur-
face of the collar will also be|
smooth, as this collar forms the
top of the silo. The bottom of
the trench should be level, re-
gardless of the slope of the
ground, for if the bottom of the
collar is not level it will be diffi-
cult to get a silo started in a cir-|
cular form.

Afier the concrete has set hp
for several days, the digging of
the silo may be started. Remove

sure to keep the wall perpendic-
ular and smooth. If the wall
slopes outward, the silage will
settle away, leaving an air space
and spoiling some silage. Should
the wall slope inward, it will

keep the silage from settling |8
If possible see that no |

properly.
holes or pockets are formed in
the wall.

In digging there are several
ways of lightening this task.
Where no rock is encountered,

water should be run into the silo|f§
every night at quitting time, |E
Run in just as much as the|§

ground will absorb by morning.
By doing this no picking will be
required, and all the dirt can be
spaded out very rapidly. Keep

ths floor level so that the water|B

can reach all parts of the floor
equally. If one should strike
rock, it will be necessary to
blast.

Upon reaching five or siX feet
in depth, the wall should be
plastered, Plaster on the collar
and to the dirt below,* for this
reason see that the wall is plumb
with the inside of the collar. For

two parts clean, sharp sand, and
apply plaster about an irfeh in
thickness. Todo this two coats

working in this way the possibil-
ity of the wall eaving in is elimi-
nated as well as the necessity of
building a scaffold for the plas-
tering after the excavation is
completed.

In some cases it may be neces-
sary todampen the dirt wall
slightly before applying the plas-
ter, to prevent the dry soil tak-
Ing the moisture from the plast-
er be fore it has set. After the
plaster has set, it is a good idea
to go over the wall with a wash
composed of pure cement and
water. This should be applied
with a whitewash brush and it

will make the wall smooth, air-

tight and water proof. Keep the
wall'damp for several days as
this will cause the plaster to
harden better and make a strong
wall.

Where a man does all of his

lown work and a home made

hoisting apparatus is used, 2 150
to 180 ton silo may be construct-
ed for a cash outlay of about
fifty dollars, for the cement is
all he will have to buy. In good
soil that is easily handled, three
men should dig about two feet a
day inasilo twenty feet in diam-
eter.

One of themain objections to a
pit silo has been the difficulty of
getting out the silage, It might
be well to deseribe a very effi-
cient method of  removing the
silage. The hoist described here
is patented and may be bought,
or the farmer may rig up a home
hoist that is probably not as effi-
cient but will answer the pur-
pose.

The hoist is built over the silo
and supported by a frame or
trussel made of four by fours. [A
picture may be had of this on ap-
plication to the writer at Amaril-
lo, Texas.] The hoist works on
the principal of a hand freight
elevator.

The hoist consists of one large
pulley wheel, about 24 inches in
diameter, on a short axle to

which is keyed a two-inch cog
wheel. This small cog meshes
into a large cog wheel, about 20
inches in diameter, which is key-
ed to a long axle or drum on
which the rope winds which lifts
the feed box. An endless rope

cor chain runs over the large pul-
'ely wheel first mentioned and ex-
‘tends into the silo.

feeding rides on the box going
down, controlling the speed of
the descent by the endless rope.

The box!

The dirt taken from the silo
should be wused in filling in
around the silo so as to make a
raised, well drained feedlot.
The dirt should be banked up 2
couple of feet around the silo in
order to drain all water away.
A shed should be built over the
silo to keep out rain and Snow.
It is well to build a light wﬂl of

some kind up from the concrete

collar as it will add three or four
feet to the depth of the silo,
and it can be done at little ex-
pense.

SUMMARY.,

If possible, have silo and feed
lot adjoining. >
The silo should be in fiim, dry,

well-drained soil.

Putin good strong collar, to
protect top ot silo, and to support
a light structure above.

Keep wall smooth and' plumb,
allowing no bulges. . .

Apply plaster at ‘least three-
quarters of an inch thick.

Use a rich strong plaster.

Do not plaster over the bottom.

The proper kind of hoist
greatly reduces the labor in re-
moving silage.

Land Prepara-
tion for Wheat
i

There are several good methods
of land preparation for wheat,
the choice depending largely on
work given the ground during
the past year.

Discing (Wrong): The disc is
~ne of the best and at the same
time one of the most abused im-
plements on the wheat farm. To
cotinually prepare land for wheat
with a dise, year after year, is to
insure crop failure. The use of

. a disc for the entire seed bed

preparation, not only last year,
but this year, and again next
year works all of the vegetable
matter out and puts the soil in
condition toblow. This process
alsomakes too shallow a seed
bed, with insufficient space
for roots and conservation of
moisture. 3

Discing (Right): Itis always
advisable, where wheat is to
follow wheat, or some other
small grain crop, to disc the
stubble immediately after the

binder, uunless it 1s possible to

plow or list at that time, instead.
To disc the stubble just as soon
as the crop is removed, killing
weeds, saves moisture and keeps
the ground in condition to plow
or list later. Wheat land pre-
pared deeply last year, on which
another crop of wheat is to be
sown this year, under average
conditions, will not need deep
preparation again this  year,
and in many instances, can be
well prepared by the use of the
disc only.

Plowing: Deep July and early
August plowing, properlv- cared
for until planting time, will - in-
sure a better yield, than that
plowed deeply at a. later date.
Wheat requires a firm seed bed,
therefore later plowing must
necessarily be done shallower.
Plowing done as late as Septem-
ber 1, even though shallower
than that done towards the close
of July or the first of August,
will only by rarest favorable con-
ditions makes as large a yield as

ter resuls than later and shal-
lower work. When this pre-
paration is used it is better to

single-list the field as early as
possible, relisting or breaking
out the middles as soonthereafter
as time will permit. The field
should then be leveled, as long
as possible before seeding. This
leveling may be accomplished
with a cultivator or disc harrow,
or perhaps better with both of
them, By leveling the field
some time in advance of sow-
ing time, the loose ground plac-
ed in the furrows, will have
time to settle.

Volunteer Wheat: Volunteer

wheat should not be allowed to
grow on land thatis to be sown
to wheat later. This volunteer
growth is one of the best breed-
ing places for wheat destroying
insects, likely to attack the crop
to be sown later.

not a Disease of The
Blood. .

Cancer causes thousands of
preventable deaths because peo-
ple do not seek surgical treat-
ment in time, even after they
know they have the disease.
Surgeons with practices so ex-
tensive that their reports fur-
nish a reliable guide have shown
that cancer patients even after
discovering  some ' suspicious
symptoms wait on the average a
whole year before. they seek
treatment. To control the dis-
ease with our present knowledge
the first thing to do is to elimin-
ate this fatal delay. Todo this
it is necessary to understand why
patients are so loath to seek ex-
amination. A misapprehension
which constitutes one reason
for reluctance to consult a
physician in time, is the notion
which still prevails that cancer
is a constitutional disease caused
by some poison in the blood.
Those who hold ' this mistaken

the diseaseis hereditary and in a
vague way they think there must
be some taint handed down from
one generation to another which
causes cancer to flourish in cer-
tain families. Such misappre-
hension combined with the no-
tion which has leng prevailed
that cancer is incurable and that
1t is of no use to try to bave any-

thing done for it, accounts - for
the extraordinary delay of the
sufferer in seeking relief in
some cases. A further. probable
cause is the fact that cancer in
the early stages is relatively
painless. Many a surgeon has
wished that cancer in its early
manifestations might cause the
sufferer half as much trouble as
the toothache, in which case the
patient would surely be driven
to seek relief in time. Cancer
is at first a local growth and not
a general disease of the system.
This factis of the utmost im-

high hope of etre if the malign-
ant growth is removed before it
has time to spread to other parts
of the body. Cancer appears in
other places because small par-
ticles of cells are carried away
from the first site and start new
growths elsewhere, The great
hope of cure therefore lies in
removing cancer entirely from
the gystem betore ithasa chance
‘to spread from its first foothold.

The reason why so many pec-
ple came to believe'-that cancer

was observed to come again in
the same or other parts of the
body atter having been appar-
ently cut out. It was natural to
assume that when "the disease
kept coming back-in this manner
there must bé some taint in the
blood. The trouble was that in
earlier times cancer was not
really cut out. Surgeons then
did the best they knew how, but
without the advantagés of mod-
ern methods they were unable
successfully to exterminate the
disease even in its incipient and
local stage. This was princi-
pally because they did not oper-
ate extensively encugh. The
microssope has now shown us
the paths by which cancer cells
start their invasion of the body
and modern surgeons are re-
peatedly successful in removing
the disease once for all. Cancer
is not a blood disease, and there
is no conclusive evidence that it
is  hereditary. Many efforts
have been made to show that
the disease is transmitted from
one generation to another or
that at least a certain suscepti-
bility to cancer is thus passed on:
The évidence on this point, how-
eVer, remains insufficient. On
the other hand, there is much
statistical and ‘experimental
evidenceto show -that heredity
plays a very small part if any in
the development of cancer,—

Reformatory for
Young Men Needed

Youths of 17 and 25 Should Be
Separated From Hardened
Criminals.

The speech of C. S. Potts, a
Texan, before the Prison Reform
Congress at its last meeting in
Memphis, Tenn., is considered
by those who heard it as one of
the most thoughtful contribu-
tions of recent years to the prob-
.em of pr#son reform.

He pointed out the startling
fact that there are 1,500 young
men between the ages of 17 and
25" in the penitentiary of Texas
today, one-third of whom are
white. These are formative years,
the years when ' young men are
preparing for life work. Under
the present system these young
men are worked upon the State
farms—trained, if trained at all—
to become farmers. But Mr.

An interesting
thrown upon the connection be-
tween tenantry and popular edu-
cation by observing the Pasa-
dena -school, ten miles southwest
of Houston. Here is a school
district with possibly the lowest

percentage of tenantry of any

scheol district in Texas, (out of
the 83 farms 80 are farmed by
owners) and it is more than a
coincidence that this district has
a model rural school. It is one
of those bright spots which the
University of Texas Extension
Department found in making a
survey of the rural schools of
Harris county.

The school house is a modern
srick building of five class rooms.
There is a library of 400 vol-
ames, an auditorium and piano,
ind excellent equipment. There
are four teachers, two of whom
are college graduates, and each
of the other two have done three
years of university work,

Mr. Glasgow, the principal, has
taken the lead in industrial and
sivic affairs. He promoted, or-
ganized, and is president of the
Pasadena Producers’ Exchange,
which is a co-operative plan of
selling the truck farm products
of the community. A sales agent
ind a bookkeeper are employed
the year round. Sales last year
imounted to $90,000, which will
srobably be increased next year
to $150,000. A cannery is now
being proposed. Five hundred
thousand strawberry plants were
recently bought for the 80 stock-
nolders.

Once each month, Mr. Glas-
gow -meets ‘with the farmers at
the school house, where they
liscuss informally questions that
pertain to better farming and
country life improvement. It is
said of Mr. Glasgow that he has
not missed a meeting in two
years. , He has also directed the
social center activities of the com-
munity.

Compare this school with that
of any district in which there
are 80 tenants to three-land-
owning farmers, and the connec-
tion between the tenant problem
and the problem of rural educa-
tion will emerge with appalling
distinctness.

Farm Bookkeeping

Starts Co-operation |

Bookkeeping is as Important to
the Farmer as the Merchant.

Chas.' B. Austin of the Exten-
sion  Department of the State
University, is an ardent advocate
of- accurate bookkeeping on the
farm.
keeping . is as important to the
farmer as to the merchant. In
the course of an address recently
delivered before a large audience
of farmers, he said:

“Cost of production, reckoned
through a system of farm book-
keeping, is the beginning of co-
operation among growers. I am
not talking about your special-
ized men, but I am talking about
your four hundred thousand av-
erage growers in Texas. The
bookkeeping will show him in
black ‘and white what he can
and cannot do effectively; and,
even if he is in Texas and not
from Missouri, he must be shown
just the same. As a man said to
me a few days ago, he objected
to the purchase of-a cream separ-
ator .because it proved- to him
that he was keeping three cows
at a loss.

“There is no marketing system
possible unless you can prove
that the selling price is greater

than the cost, and at the present |.

time nobody can prove that. It
is the system of bookkeeping
that will show whether the price
should be raised or lowered. It
is the system of bookkeeping
that will demonstrate that spe-
cialization in cotton is a detri-
ment and diversification is a ben-
efit. You show me a lot of farm- |
ers engaged in diversification,
and I will show you a class of
farmers more < prosperous than
any class engaged in specializa-
tion. The farmer who is produc-
ing the greater percentage of
what he consumes is the farmer
who is the most prosperous.”

Senate Joint Resolution.

To amend Section 7 of Article XI of
the Constitution of the State of
Texas, authorizing counties border-
ing on the Gulf of Mexico to build
sea~-walls by adding Section 7a, so
as to authorize such counties to
build sea-walls and designate sea-
wall reclamation districts for the
protection of life and property from
storm overflow, and to build or con-
demn land for sea-wall and reclama-
tion districts, the county to have
State’s title to the roads and bay
shore line to low tide within the dis-
trict, and the right to issue district
bonds for acquiring and developing
the district and building the sea-
walls, and when district is devel-
oped as townsite to sell such por-
tions of the land as not not reserved,

the following amendment to the Con-
stitution of the State of Texas, as pro-
vided for in Section 1, Article 17, of
said Constitution, relating to proposed
amendments thereto, it being intended
to amend Section 24, Article 3, of said
Constitution, relating to the pay of
members of the Legislature, and ex-
tension of term of regular sessions, so
that the said Section shall read as fol-
lows:

Section 24. The members of the
Legislature shall each receive from the
public treasury as compensation for
their services twelve hundred (1200.00)
dollars for the year in which each
regular session of the Legislature is
held, payable in equal installments
on the twentieth days of January,
April, July and October of the year-in
wkich the regular session is held, and
five dollars per day for each day of
every special session held in the year
next succeeding that in which any reg-
ular session is held. In addition to
said compensation the members of
each house shall be entitled to mileage
going to and returning from the seat|
of government, which mileage shall not
exceed five cents per mile, the dis-
tance to be computed by the nearest
and most direct route of travel by
land, regardless of railways or water
and the Comptroller of the
State shall prepare and preserve a ta-
ble of distances to each county seat,
now or hereafter to be established,
and by said table the mileage of each
member shall be paid. Each regular
session shall continue until the busi-
ness of such session is disposed of.

Sec. 2. The Governor of this State

Fruits and vegetables for can-
ning should be in prime condi-
tion—not too ripe nor too green.
They should be carefully clean-
ed, picked over, washed and all
over-rope portions cut away.

Method No. 1 for canning
(Cooking in the Jar) follows:

Fill the cold jars to the top
with uncooked fruit and syrup—
or in the case of vegetables with
uncooked vegetables and water.
Put rubber ring in place and
put on the lid, but do not screw
it down. Place the false bot-
tom in the boiler and put the
jars upon it, not allowing the
jars to touch one another. Pour
in sufficient water to make steam,
cover the boiler, bring to a boil
and keep boiling for one hour.
Remove cover to allow steam to
escape and screw down the tops.
On the second day loosen tops of
jars, place in boiler, and bring
to a boil, répeating this process
on the third day, screwing down
the tops firmly after each heat-
