A  Compliment not Intended.

Some days ago, there appear­
ed in one of the daily papers of 
Texas, an article with these 
flaming words: “ A  preacher 
sentenced to the i penitentiary, 
for robbing a grave.”  There 
were two other men with the 
preacher when the crime was 
committed; but the occupation 
of neither of the two, if we 
remember correctly was named, 
as was that of the minister. It 
stated that a preacher, with two 
other men robbed a grave with 
the hope of finding buried trea­
sures. How would it have 
sounded, if instead of the head­
lines reading. “ A  preacher 
sentenced to the penitentiary, 
for robbing a grave, “ we had 
had this statement:”  A  farmer 
sentenced to the penitentiary 
for robbing a grave?”  The 
robbing of the grave did not 
seem the main thought in the 
article above mentioned. It 
was the preacher that attracted 
the attention of the writer. 
Now we have occassionally a 
preacher who does wrong. 
They are human like other peo­
ple, and are liable to err as is 
any one; but can you on the 
face of the earth, find a band of 
men, who are as universally free 
i> om blame as the ministers of 
the Gospel? Should the world 
require any more exemplery 
lives of the ministers, than of 
the merchants or other profes­
sional men? I think not. I am 
persuaded to believe, that the 
better element do not. Of 
course in every community, are 
to be found those who make 
great capital out of an occasion­
al mistake, of a rfiinister of the 
gospel. These men are gener­
ally, morally speaking, at a dis­
count in the community in which 
they live. There lives are often 
vile and loose- They do but 
little real harm to the great 
class of cljean ministers, for 
the r influence is limited. When 
a preacher beats his debts, or 
fails to meet his obligations 
generally, there is raised a 
great hue and cry against the 
ministry. We are all safe in 
saying that one hundred Bank­
ers go wrong, where one preach­
er steps aside and yet none of 
us believe that the great body 
of bankers are rascals and dead­
beats. The Dr. often is found 
guilty of crime, still we think 
that they are the greatest body 
almost we have in the Country. 
I f  the minister goes wrong let 
us treht his co-workers as we do 
the bankers and the doctors. 
I have no idea that the man 
who penned the article that 
brought out this answer, thought 
of bringing into ‘ disrepute the 
ministers of the* country. He 
perhaps goes to Church regular 
ly, and has friends among the 
men of the ministry. Neither 
am I persuaded to believe that 

intended to compliment the 
"try, by indicating by the 

'rity nf the title, that 
-id not often occur among 
ms. He simply followed 

custom of using this 
*f pointing out the ex­

ception, to a rule more are less 
general, that man will do wrong. 
This is a great compliment to 
the ministry. We thank the 
great daily paper for calling 
attention to the fact that the 
ministry is generally pure and 
up-right. There is a great les­
son in this for all men. It mat­
ters not what our profession is, 
we should adorn that profession 
with a clean life. Let every 
man live so carefully, that the 
wrong doer in his profession 
will be seldom, if ever found.

NEED LEGISLATION FOB 
EDUCATIONAL SYSTEM

Dr. Brooks Compiles Some Strong Sta­
tistics.

Waco, Texas.— Dr. S. P. Brooks, 
president /of Baylor university, lias 
compiled some strong statistics re­
garding the education system of 
Texas, and his report to the Texas 
Welfare Commission is a forceful ar­
gument  ̂ for better educational facili­
ties in this state. Prof. Brooks’ report 
is now in the press and will be ready 
for free distribution by the Texas 
Commercial Secretaries and Business 
Men’s ‘Association within a short time. 
The report, in part, follows:

“Too long Texans have lulled them­
selves to sleep in contemplation oi 
their great public school fund, trying 
to believe that there was nought to do 
for the present generation but to drink 
at the fountain prepared by the fa­
thers. Few people saw the mistake we 
were making in not supplementing this 
fund by local taxation. Fewer still had 
the courage to tell it out on the stump 
or in the press.

At last more eyes were open and 
our public educators began to cry out

By this comparison it is seen that 

Texas is far behind in the items con­
sidered, and all people who study the 
statistics in the comparisons made 
will doubtless arrive at the same con­
clusion, to-wit: That there is a cryin§ 
necessity for further progress and de 
velopment in the school system oi 
Texas, and that every statesman and 
educator of this commonwealth should 
be willing to co-operate along well 
thought-out and definite lines of work 
for giving the one million school chil­
dren of Texas a school system which,
when compared with that of the most 
advanced state educationally in th€ 
union, will be a source of pride rathei 
than of humiliation.

We believe the work of the Confer­
ence for Education in Texas has been 
■most helpful and we herewith quote 
with approval a part of its program foi 
year 1912-13:

"1. More efficient county organiza­
tion of schools, and the establishment 
of rural high schools.

An adequate and permanent fi­
nancial support for the higher educa 
tional institutions of the state.

“3. The adoption of Section 30a, as 
an amendment to Article XVI of th6 
State Constitution, which provides that 
the governing bodies of educational, 
eleemosynary and penal institutions 
under control of the state may be elect­
ed for six-year terms.

"4. An enlightened public schoel 
sentiment in the school districts oi 
Texas, "which will result in supplement­
ing the state school fund by local tax­
ation, the lengthening of school terms, 
the employment and retention of effi­
cient teachers, and for the construction 
of modern school houses.”

We recommend to the forthcoming 
legislature the fulfillment of the educa­
tional plank of the Democratic plat­
form for 1912.

Your committee believes that every­
thing possible should be done to the 
■end that all Texas educational institu­
tions should be freed from politics and 
the executives thereof should not b« 
required to be mere messenger boys t£ 
Receive grudgingly-given biennia] 
handouts from the legislatures.

FARM LIFE COMMISSION TO STUDY 
MARKETING METHODS.

Tyler, Texas.— “The greatest waste 
in the nation to-day lies in our system, 
or rather lack of .system, in the mar­
keting of farm products,” was the 
statement of Mr. S. A. Lindsey, a 
prominent truck grower of this section, 
in discussing the organization of the 
new Farm Life Commission, which was 
organized last week and of which he 
is president “The Farm Life Com­
mission will direct its efforts largely 
to the proper marketing of perishable 
and other farm products. Every pre­
ventable Ire  loss and every prevent­
able illneta is an economic waste; just 
so is at least 25 per cent of the value 
of farm products a waste. It is wasted 
in methods of preparation for market, 
in getting the products to market and 
in the lack of organized marketing 
plans which glut the market at one 
time and starve it another.

“The one absolute essential In bring­
ing about better market conditions is 
co-operation,” continued Mr. Lindsey, 
‘%nd the first work of the Farm Life 
Commission will be to secure co-oper­
ation among the farmers.”

Mr. Lindsey agrees with Col. B. F. 
Yoakum in his recent statement that 
by better marketing systems, 25 per 
cent more of the value of the farm 
products can be saved to the farmers 
of Texas without increasing, but de­
creasing the cost to the consumer.

Dallas Yiad.uct Longest in the World

Dallas, Texas.—This city claims the distinction of having the longest 
concrete highway in the world, which is 5,840 feet in length and cost com­
plete $680,000. The viaduct crosses the Trinity river on the west of Dallas 
and connects that city with Oak Cliff, which was until a few years ago a 
separate city of 15,000 population. The structure consists of 51 concrete 
spans 79% feet long and one 100 foot span which crosses the river channel. 
The width of the viaduct is 53 feet, giving a roadway of 44' feet and a side­
walk on. each side 4% feet wide.

veraity of Texas, the A. & M. College 
and all other institutions of higher edu­
cation should be placed above actual 
want to meet the needs of a great 
state like ours.

Twenty million people will be in 
Texas in a few years. Our University 
should not only have departments oi 
Arts, Daw, Medicine, Labor, Commerce, 
Engineering, but should project a 
seifcool of mines and forestry.

L«t Texans support the University— 
let the University help to guide th« 
Teaans—her professors should not be 
thought of as apart from the people, 
but © part of the people. Let the Legis­
lature call on them for expert knowl­
edge on every subject—let these men 
be heard not as foreigners seeking 
gain, but as citizens seeking to help. 
They can be of service; they are will­
ing to be of service to th© depart­
ments of State, government, land, fi­
nance, education or general welfare. 
Ini them can be found a clearing house 
for information for all people.

As we have plead for the University, 
so we plead for further developments 
of the institutions of the blind and 
deaf, the College of Industrial Arts, the 
Normals. Let them all be enlarged 
along modern lines to meet the needs 
of a great people.

We now appeal for the A. & M. Col­
lege. It should not stop short of the 
very best in the world of its kind. In 
that institution they will not stop with 
mere books. Its professors will be 
trained in the noblest industries that 
have to do with the soil and growth 
thereof. They will not only teach stu­
dents sent to them, but will go to the 
people with messages, not from the 
stars, but from the orchards and farms 
and dairies andl stock pens. They will 
teach not only the selection of seeds, 
but their planting and growing and 
marketing. They will be evangels of 
pure food and pure feed, of sanitation 
and good health. They will show that 
these are the fallow ground in which 
good morals grow, the atmosphere that 
makes for good homes and happiness. 
They will go forth to preach the gos­
pel of good roads, country as well as 
city parks, the beautifying and utiliza­
tion of all school grounds and build­
ings for .social service for all the peopl« 
all the time.

After having said this much about 
state institutions, we believe that a 
law should be passed looking to the 
standardizing of all public and private 
institutions that 'give the well-known 
college degrees.

Believing that who pays taxes for 
public education serves his country, we 
also believe that those who have chil­
dren should educate them. Profiting 
by the best educational lessons drawn 
from the experience of nanny progress­
ive states of the American Republic, we 
hereby declare ourselves as advocates 
©f some wise system of compulsory 
education.

We commend the work now done by 
the public schools along the lines of 
agricultural and manual training, and 
hope that as the years go by more and 
more attention shall he paid to voca­
tional culture in the High Schools, 
Normal Schools, College of Industrial 
Arts and the A. & M. College.

Finally, Mr. Chairman, y'our commit­
tee throws its heart into an earnest 
appeal to every member of this com­
mittee and to every reader of this re­
port to do his best to the end that 
every child in Texas shall be enabled 
to learn and to use all the knowledge 
that his growing life may demand.

A FACTORY A DAY FOR TEXAS.

Washington, D. C.: According to 
data compiled by the Federal Depart­
ment of Commerce and Labor, new 
manufacturing enterprises are being 
opened up in Texas at the rate of one 
per day. The number of manufactur­
ing establishments in Texas has in­
creased from 3,158 in 1904 to 4,588 in 
1909, a gain of 1430 in number or 35 
per cent. The increase in the number 
of establishments in the United States 
as a whole does not compare favorably 
with Texas. The increase in the 
United States during the same period 
was 47,311 in number, or only 21 per 
cent. In 1909 there were 263,491 es­
tablishments in Continental United 
States as compared with 218,180 in 
1904.

Texas Topics
A charter has been granted the In­

ternational Electric company, which 
will maintain headquarters in Eagle 
Pass. The company has a capital 
stock of $150,000.

The Northeast Texas Fair associa­
tion will have permanent headquarters 
in Pittsburg so that all important mat­
ters can be handled with dispatch. J. 
W. Hill will continue as secretary of 
the association.

J. B. Cooper, formerly editor of the 
Waxahachie Herald, has purchased 
the plant of the Gregg County News at 
Longview and has introduced a new 
morning paper in that city. The Tri­
bune made its first appearance Oct. 
31.

Plans are on foot in Gilmer to re­
vive the commercial club and a mass 
meeting will be held in the near future 
to stimulate interest in civic and com­
mercial development.

Petitions are being circulated in 
Precinct No. 3, Panola county, in 
which Carthage is the principal city, 
to vote on the issuance of good roads 
bonds to the amount of $100,000.

The secretary of state has granted 
a charter to the Texas Bottle Manufac­
turing company; headquarters in 
Wichita Falls. The capital stock of 
the company is $60,000 and the incor­
porators are Frank Kell, J. A. Kemp 
and T. S. Obear.

Money has been raised to complete 
the Trans-Calcasieu road through the 
Louisiana marsh east of the 'Sabine 
river. This road will be a powerful 
factor in the development of Orange.

The contract for the $70,000 govern- 
nent building at Brownwood has been 
let and work will start by the first of 
Dececber and will be completed by 
March 1st. This, together with the 
Santa Fe improvements, which are tc 
be made in Brownwood, will furnish a 
great amount of labor for over a year

The American Agricultural e.~socia 
tion is planning for the erection of a 
building in Chicago to become the 
home of a permanent agricultural anc: 
industrial free exposition in which if 
is desired that every state shall he 
well represented. The matter has been 
referred to the Texas Commercial Sec 
retaries and Business Men’s Associa­
tion; headquarters in Fort Worth, and 
they will co-operate with the national 
organization.

The new flour mill at Burnet has 
been completed and placed in opera­
tion. The first few weeks’ run oi 
business, have been very successful.

The capital stock of the Denison 
Mill and Elevator company of Deni­
son, Texas, has been increased from 
$60,000 to $75,000.

The Texas Horse and Mule associa­
tion, which was organized at the state 
fair this season, is planning an active 
campaign to improve the breeding of ‘ 
horses and mules in Texas. The as­
sociation will hold its first annual 
meeting in connection with the Farm­
ers’ Congress, which assembles at 
Bryan next August.

Plans are being drawn for the new 
K. of P. building at Comanche to be 
erected at a cost of $20,000. The 
structure will be one of the most mod­
ern and complete buildings of its kind 
in the state.

Recent statistics show that the popu­
lation of San Benito is now 4,100, 
which, is almost phenomenal when 
compared with the figures of 1908 
which shows there were only 20 peo­
ple in the town at that date. In 1910 
there were only three brick buildings, 
now there are 22 two-story buildings 
and 8 three-story buildings besides 
two brick school buildings costing $25,- 
000 each.

Building activity is at its height ir 
Houston at present and several large 
buildings are being constructed. Over 
$15,050,1 0-0 have been spent on build­
ings and improvements in the business 
section during the past two years. 
This city also claims the distinction 
of having more six-story buildings than 
any other city of its size in America.

The federal government is erecting 
a $100,000 government building in 1 
Rio which will he modern in every re­
spect. The structure will be thre 
stories with •& basemen1 and wiP

Texas Election Results Shown.
Austin, Texas, Dec. 7.—The 

canvassing of the returns for 
presidential electors in the elec­
tion held last month was com­
pleted this evening by the state 
election board and .the result 
announced.

The tabulations disclosed that 
a total of 301,788 votes cast for' 
electors of the six state tickets 
in the field.

The following is the votes cast 
for each of the six parties. De­
mocratic 219,489. Progressive 
26,745. Republican 28,530; 
Prohibition 1,698, Socialist 24,- 
896. Socialist labor 430.

Jhe returns disclose that the 
Republican party defeated the 
Progressives in Texas by a ma­
jority of 1735 votes.

Another notable feature of 
the returns is the big gain made 
by the Socialist party in Texas. 
The total votes cast for this 
party at the recent election was 
24,896 while four years ago the 
Socialist party polled only 7870 
votes in Texas.
