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We lost a good friend last 
week, Mr. Arthur Mullins, a 
man who had made his home in 
Sherman County for 74 years.

We first met Mr. Mullins 
when we moved to Stratford 
almost 13 years ago and have 
always enjoyed the chance to 
visit with him over the years. 
We always get a photo of the 
new license plates> up at the 
Court House each spring, and 
we shall never forget this one 
time when we took a picture of 
Mr. Mullins buying his license 
plates.

After we took his photo with 
his new plates, he grinned and 
said, “ Y’know, if I live much 
longer, I’m going to have to buy 
a new car, that old 1946 Pontiac 
just isn’t going to last much 
longer!”

We shall just relate one more 
incident about Mr. Mullins, 
then quit. Back in 1970 there 
was a story about the state’s 
oldest voter casting a ballot 
downstate. Mr. Mullins was not 
a man to brag, but this got to 
him, he called us and informed 
us that he was several years 
older than the person in the 
story and that he had always 
walked into the polls to cast his 
ballot. So we wrote up a story 
about him voting challenging 
the origional story which hit the 
AP wires.

On this subject, Mr. Mullins 
was proud of the fact he had 
paid taxes into the Stratford 
School system for more years 
than anyone else, he had voted 
in every election that came 
along since his first one back in 
1899 and cast his first ballot in 
Sherman County in 1901 in an 
old dugout over by the Rock 
Island tracks in Stratford.

We could recall many other 
instances which come to mind, 
so many we’d have to write a 
book about this man who has 
made such an impression upon 
us.

One of the things we shall be 
greauui for, and we know his 
family was grateful for, is the 
fact that Mr. Mullins was as 
sharp in his wit as could be up 
unto his death.

were talking about how much 
we used to dread those weekend 
as kids when momma would 
pack us off to go “ a-visiting.”

We recall one instance when 
our momma and her sister along 
with a cousin about my age all 
went visiting one afternoon.

Seems as how we were going 
to visit some old-maid aunts of 
my mothers out in the country. 
We can recall vividly the old 
two-story farm home with the 
porch which went around three 
sides.

We can also recall the two old 
ladies who greeted us upon our 
arrival. Naturally after much 
“ how much the boys have 
grow n”  and a few similar 
remarks we were hugged and 
kissed. As you can remember 
small boys about four or five 
years of age don’ t take to such 
treatment kindly.

Anyhow, we got inside and as 
we sat down our cousin went 
into a fit o f coughing and 
choking and turning red. His 
mother jumped up, came to his 
aid hitting him on the back and 
finally Billy caught his breath 
and rallied.

“ What happened to you?”  
his mother asked

We shall never forget his 
reply for as we had come up on 
the porch Bill and I had been 
eating peaches.

Well, Billy choked out this 
answer...“ Well, when that old 
woman kissed me I swallowed
my peach seed!”

Needless to say, our visit after 
that was very brief and both 
Billy and I got a good going over 
on how to respect our elders.

Present Conservation Crop­
ping Systems of farmers in 
Sherman County can truly by 
appreciated if one experienced 
enviromental conditions here 
from 1930 to 1936. In Sherman 
County, being in a semi-arid 
region, it is very important that 
a cropping system be used that 
will produce high residue. So, 
when we have very little 
moisture, we can produce that 
750 to 1000 lbs, acre residue 
necessary to hold the soil in 
place.

Sorgham and wheat are both 
high residue producing crops 
and most of the time produce 
enough cover to hold soils that 
have wind errosion characteris­
tics. They also furnish soil 
openings to allow rainfall to 
enter the soil, reducing errosive 
rainfall run-off.

High residue crops are soil

building and keep the soil 
aerated with a loose tilth, 
holding fertility in place. 
Bacteria inoculated legumes in a 
cropping system is also a very 
good soil builder and conserves 
fertilizer expense by utilizing 
and fixing the nitrogen from the 
air.

We should compliment our
farmers for practicing a good
Conservation Cropping System
and managing the residue, for if
he did not, air pollution here
could be as bad as some of the
large cities.

Quarterly wage reports and 
social security contributions for 
household workers are due by 
April 30, according to Robert H. 
Schaller, social security Branch 
manager in Guymon, Okla­
homa.

‘ ‘People who pay a household 
worker $50 or more in cash 
wages in any 3-month calendar 
quarter must send a report of 
the wages, along with the social 
security contribution, to the 
Internal Revenue Service within 
one month after the end of the 
quarter,”  Schaller said.

Quarters are January-Feb- 
ruary-March, April-May June, 
July-August-Septem ber, and 
October-November-December. 
W age reports and social 
security contributions for the 
first quarter of 1974 are due by 
April 30.

People who employ household 
workers may file the wage 
report on a form available at any 
Internal Revenue Service Office- 
‘ ‘ Em ployer’ s Quarterly Tax 
Return for Household Emp­
loyees (for Social Security).”

The 1974 social security 
contribution for a household 
employee is 5.85 percent of 
covered wages, and the 
employer pays a matching 
amount. ‘ ‘ Some household 
employers may prefer to pay the 
full 11.7 percent contribution,”  
Schaller said, ‘ ‘ and this is also 
acceptable.”

Social security contributions 
help build retirement, disabi­
lity, survivors, and Medicare 
protection for workers and their 
families. People who employ 
household workers can get a 
free copy of the leaflet, “ Social 
Security and Your Household 
Employee,”  at Guymon social 
security office at 106 East 6th 
Street, Schaller said.

What is low in sulpher, so 
inexpensive that American 
families throw out 5 pounds of it 
every day, and is so abundant 
that it could supply all of the 
electric lighting needs of the 
U.S. in the future? Household 
garbage, and there’s lots of it. If 
the utility companies can figure 
out a way to use it as a source of 
power, it could provide 5 
percent of all the electricity 
produced in the U.S. and solve 
one of our biggest environmen­
tal headaches; what to do with 
all that trash. This is 
becomming a critical problem in 
our larger cities.

Union Electric Co. of St. 
Louis, Mo. will invest $70 
million in trash collection 
centers, boiler conversion, 
seperation and shredding equip­
ment and hauling vehicle for 
garbage fuel. By 1977 all of the 
garbage from the city of St. 
Louis and six surrounding 
counties, 7,500 tons per day, 
will be burned in Union Electric 
boilers to generate electricity 
under a mixture of 20 percent 
trans and 80 percent coal. This 
will save Union Electric 1 
million tons of coal a year and 
get rid of a massive trash 
problem for St. Louis and the 
surrounding area. The fuel 
savings to Union Electric are 
estimated $10 million a year and 
these savings will increase as 
the price of coal rises in the 
future.

Union Electric also expects to 
reap additional financial bene­
fits by receiving the dumping 
fees now paid by commercial 
sanitation hauling companies 
for places to dump trash for 
landfill or to incinerate it. Too, a 
ton of garbage contains 
approximately 150 pounds of 
usable steel and about 20 
pounds of other metals which 
can be sold for scrap.

It has taken two years and 
$3.3 million to prove the 
feasibility of such a project. 
Most ventures such as this wind 
up being sponsored by 
municipalities or counties. The 
refreshing thing about the St. 
Louis project is that it is 
sponsored by an investor-owned

utility.
So far only coal burning 

electric generating plants can 
convert to garbage fuel, but 
experiments are being made to 
see if garbage can be converted 
to a fuel similar to oil which can 
then be used in oil-fueled 
electric generating plants.

Since a 20 percent 80 percent 
garbage and coal fuel mixture 
has been used succssfully, a 
project is now underway to get 
the fuel mixture up to a 50-50 
ration in plants specifically 
designed for garbage fuel.

What a great accomplishment 
to discover that garbage, which 
costs huge sums of money to 
dispose of, now has a valuable 
and worthwhile use to benefit 
mankind. Now that’s progress.
