At least 15 perish
in battleship fire

NORFOLK, Va. (AP) Fire
broke out aboard the battleship
USS Iowa after an explosion this
morning, killing at least 15 people
and injuring an undetermined
number, officials said.

The extent of damage was not

known, said Atlantic Fleet
spokesman Lt. Cmdr. Chris
Baumann, who confirmed the
deaths.

The explosion occurred about
10 a.m. in one of the battleship's
three 16-inch gun turrets as the
ship was taking part in a gunnery
exercise about 330 miles nor
theast of Puerto Rico, said
another Navy spokesman, Lt
Cmdr. Steve Burnett

The training exercise to im
prove fleet readiness began April
13 and involved 19,000 people
aboard 29 U.S. ships, three allied
ships and shore-based aircraft,
Baumann said. The ship's guns
were being fired to check that
they worked when the explosion
occurred, he said.

The gun turret was *‘full of gun-
powder," he said.

A gun turret is normally oc
cupied by 27 people, but can hold
up to 60 or 70 people, Baumann

said.

“We don't know how many peo-
ple were in there at the time,"” he
said

There were 1,600 people aboard
the ship. including Vice Adm
Jeremiah Johnson, the com-
mander of U S. 2nd Fleet

The aircraft carrier USS Coral
Sea was about 120 miles west of
the Towa and steaming toward it,
Baumann said. He said it would
arrive about 2:30 p.m

The Coral Sea could provide
additional medical assistance,
Navy Cmdr. Mel Sundin said in
Washington

In addition to its massive 16-
inch guns, which can fire 2.700-
pound shells 23 miles, the Towa is
equipped with 12 five-inch guns
and Tomahawk and Harpoon
missiles. The 887-foot model for
three other Jlowa-class bat-
tleships, 1s among the most
heavily armored of U.S. war
ships

The lowa was built during
World War II, mothballed until
the Korean War, and mothballed
again. It was modernized and
reactivated in 1984, and returned
home last year

Spill’s
cleanup
criticized

WASHINGTON (AP)--The
Bush administration faced sharp
criticism today for not acting
decisively enough in taking con-
trol of the Alaska oil spill, as
senators called for new laws that
would require the president to
direct such cleanup efforts.

“There has never been a time
when this situation was under
control,”” declared Sen. Max
Baucus, D. Mont., chairman of
the Senate environmental protec-
tion committee, which convened
a hearing on the oil spill recovery
effort.

Senate Majority Leader
George Mitchell said that Presi-
dent Bush was ‘‘slow to com-
prehend the magnitude of this
disaster,”” and valuable hours
were lost after the March 24 spill
in Alaska’s Prince William Sound
when the spill might have been
controlled.

Mitchell, of Maine, said federal
environmental laws need to be
changed to require the president
to either take over oil spill
cleanup efforts or specifically to
declare that the cleanup is being
conducted through private ef-
forts.

Transportation Secretary
Samuel Skinner, the president’s
point man on the oil spill
recovery, who was scheduled to
testify before the Senate panel
later, has said that Bush rejected
a federalization of the Alaska
cleanup because of concern that
such a move might affect Ex-
xon's financial liabilities

The president has said the U. S
Coast Guard is coordinating
cleanup efforts

But in a round of opening
statements, one senator after
another criticized everyone in-
volved in the cleanup, especially
recovery efforts in the first days
after the Exxon Valdez tanker
ran aground, spilling 10 milhion
gallons of o1l into the pristine
waters

“From all accounts the
cleanup crews initially.. acted
more like the Keystone Cops.”
declared Sen. John Chafee, R
R.L

Meanwhile, Interior Secretary
Manuel Lujan Jr., was scheduled
later today to fly to Alaska for a
four-day tour, his first visil to the
area contaminated by the March
24 spill. Lujan’s department is
charged with planning long-term
recovery efforts for the region's
wildlife and public lands

AUSTIN (AP) — A con-
sumer group says many
pesticides Texans apply to
their lawns may cause
serious health problems,
but a spokesman for the
lawn care industry denied
the charge.

A study released Tuesday
by Public Citizen — a na-
tionwide group founded by
consumer advocate Ralph
Nader — says many com-
monly used lawn care
pesticides have been linked
to birth defects, liver,
kidney, or nervous system
damage, in addition to other
health care problems.

“Why are we letting our
lawn care companies poison
our lawns, our kids, our pets
and ourselves?,"” said Tom
“Smitty’ Smith, director of
Public Citizen of Texas

But Don R. McCullough,
director of the Texas Pest
Control Association, said of
the report, ‘“None of that is
substantiated.”

The vote officially slammed
the dour on any hopes the project
could be saved.

““There’s no warehouse or fac-
tories — no buildings out there,”
said Curtiss Brown, ad-
ministrative aide to Galveston
County Judge Ray Holbrook.
“It's not like the stories we’ve
seen about communities which
lose a base and later find a pot of
gold at the end of a muddy rain-
bow.

“The fact of the matter is all
we're finding is more mud.”’

The project would have made
Galveston home to five Navy
ships, and would have brought
the economically struggling area
a $16.5 million annual shot in the
arm when completed in 1991.

Crews now hope to have the site
restored by mid-June.

“We had done a lot of digging
and moving of earth,”” said Navy
spokeswoman Sue Lawley.
“We're grading now and putting
CLic
shape.”

“They had physically changed
the shore line to accomodate
ships,”” Brown said. ‘‘But, of
course, there's not going to be
any ships now."’

The five naval vessels and
almost 900 military and civilian
jobs are earmarked for Corpus
Christi

Although graders and
bulldozers are working
feverishly at the site and a sign
optimistically proclaims the
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work as ‘‘Ship Support Complex
— Galveston,” the fate of the
land at the east end of the island
just inside the Galveston seawall
is uncertain.

The Army Corps of Engineers,
which donated some of the
parcel, would like it back. The
Coast Guard, which had an
agreement with the Navy that
they would be able to use the
finished homeport facilities,
wants land back, according to
Rrown

City and county officials both
have indicated they would like
some kind of economic develop-
ment project on the site.

“It’s a great piece of property
right in the middle of a military
complex,” Galveston Mayor Jan
Coggeshall said. ““It’s between
the Corps of Engineers disposal
area and the Coast Guard. What
we don’t want is for the govern-
ment to take it over.”

Local officials dedicated $8
million for the project, then froze
that account when the federal
government tried to make its
first withdrawal to pay for work
already completed.

“The county has the $8
million,” Brown said. “We still
have that money tucked away for
a naval base in Galveston. Should
any efforts be successful to
realize the navy base as a
reserve _center or something
along those lines, I think those
funds could be looked at as a
possible source of support.

“If they want our money,
they’ve got to build a project.”

The Navy still needs to buy its
way out of a $21 million first-
phase construction contract
rendered obsolete Dec. 29 when a
Pentagon commission recom-
mended the Galveston project be
scrapped. That came four years
after the city first put in a bid for
the project, 10 months after a
groundbreaking celebration and
three months after construction
already had started.

“It's pretty wild,” Ms. Cog-
geshall said. ‘I felt betrayed on
Dec. 30. The city put four years of
economic effort and someone just
pulled the plug.”

DEAR DR. GOTT: I am a substitute
teacher. It astounds me to discover
how many schools provide no soap or
paper towels in the restrooms, and it
seems as if these schools are always
running out of toilet tissue as well. Do
you think ‘nere 1s any connection be-

tween poor hygiene and absenteeism?

DEAR READER: Although it may
be tempting to conclude that the con-
dition of the school's washrooms is a
cause of poor hygiene and absentee-
ism, several other possibilities come
to mind

Maybe the maintenance staff tries
to keep the restrooms stocked but the
paper products are vandalized. The
demand exceeds the supply, as it
were. In my limited experience, most
schools attempt to stock their lavato-
ries but cannot cope with the delin-
aunent hehaviar of same stndents.

I'll bet that schools having students
with pride and respect experience
fewer problems of the sort you de-
scribe. In a real sense, the appearance
of the school and the proper use of its
equipment is often associated with
good personal hygiene and low absen-
teeism of its students

Therefore, the youngsters' attitude
may be an important consideration,
rather than the apparent consequence
of it

DEAR DR. GOTT It is suggested
that men take an aspirin a day to min-
imize heart-attack risk. Why is the
same advice not given to women?

DEAR READER: Not all men are
encouraged to take aspirin as a heart-
attack preventive Experts urge only
those men who have had heart attack

Funeral held for slain police officer

DUNCANVILLE, Texas (AP)
— More than 500 friends and
family members gathered for the
funeral of a Dallas police
sergeant who was fatally shot by
police as he tried to enter his
suburban home brandishing a
gun.

Sgt. Larry Wise was
remembered Tuesday as a
‘“father to everyone’’ at the
Southwest Division, where he led
a sector of 10 patrol officers.

Wise, 39, was killed early Sun-
day by a Duncanville officer who
was summoned by a relative who
was concerned for the safety of
one of Wise’s children after the
Dallas man argued with his ex-
wife.

‘““He held the station together
and was kind of like a father to
everyone,”’ said Linda Dillon, a
secretary at the Southwest Divi-

sion. ‘‘He was probably the most
well-loved sergeant there.”

The image friends and col-
leagues painted of Wise con-
trasted with the history of con-
flict with his ex-wife, Cynthia.

The couple, who were divorced
two years ago but had been living
together for the past year, went
to a country nightclub Saturday
night to celebrate her birthday.
They got into an argument and
Mrs. Wise went to spend the night
with her sister, Brenda Smith.

Mrs. Smith asked Duncanville
police to be present when.she
picked up Wise's teen-age son
and a friend from the Wise home
early Sunday. The police, Mrs.
Smith and Wise arrived at the
home at the same time.

Wise pointed his gun at the of-
ficers, but they convinced him to
lower it

Nine family
members are known to be involv-
ed in drug trafficking, Mexican
federal judicial police com-
mander Juan Benitez Ayala said
Tuesday.

But with the arrests of three
family members and a search on
for two more, the clan has all but
been put out of business.

“The family is disintegrated,”
Benitez said, lacing his fingers
together, then slowly and
dramatically unlacing them and
drawing his hands apart.

The first to be arrested were
Serafin Hernandez Garcia Jr.
and his uncle, Elio Hernandez
Rivera. Mexican police took
them into custody after 12
mutilated bodies were unearthed
last week at Rancho Santa Elena,
20 miles west of Matamoros.

Three more bodies were found
later in the week, and police said
a marijuana-trafficking occult
sect had performed human
sacrifices on some of the victims
in the belief it would make the
organization invincible. Elio led
police to the ranch, which he
owns, after he sped through an
Army checkpoint believing he
was invisible and the troops
wouldn’t see him.

On Monday, Serafin Hernandez
Garcia Sr. was arrested in
Houston on a federal warrant
charging him with marijuana im-
portation, possession and con-
spiracy. Authorities said Serafin
Sr. was not involved in the cult

Benitez said federal police are

looking for Brigido Hernandez
Rivera, who had owned Rancho
Santa Elena before giving it to
Elio. Authorities on beth sides of
the border are looking for Ovidio
Hernandez Rivera, son of Brigido
and brother of Serafin Sr. and
Elio.

Benitez said the family is well-
known as being one of the
region’s chief drug-smuggling
organizations. Oran Neck, agent
in charge of U.S. Customs in
Brownsville, said Customs has
files on the Hernandez clan going
back to 1977.

The cult that Serafin Jr. and
Elio belonged to was responsible

for smuggling a ton of marijuana
a week into the United States,
Neck said. But Benitez said it’s
likely the Hernandez clan has

-been put out of business for now.

When the family started
disintegrating is hard to deter-
mine. It could have been when
the alleged leader, Saunl WHer-
nandez Rivera, was shot to death
in January 1987 in a drug-related
killing in Matamoros. Saul had
owned a 250-acre marijuana
plantation in southern Mexico
that Benitez helped raid in 1986,
Benitez said.

Another sign of disintegration
came last Aug. 12, when Ovidio
and his 2-year-old son, Ovidio Jr.,
were kidnapped at Amigoland
Mall in Brownsville, police said.

Elio and Serafin Jr. told police
Ovidio had been kidnapped by a
cousin who was asking $800,000

ransorm.

“It became apparent that the
root of these problems was a bot-
ched narcotics transaction,”
Brownsville police chief Andres
Vega told the Brownsville
Herald.

Ovidio and his son were releas

o4 the next day, poiice said, and

no charges were filed. Lt. Victor
Rodriguez said the investigation
tied Ovidio to money-laundering
transactions involving three
vehicles and $38,000 cash.

At about the time of the kidnap-
ping, Serafin Jr., Elio and Ovidio
became involved in a cult led by
Adolfo de Jesus Constanzo and
Sara Maria Aldrete Villarreal,
who introduced the men to their
occult rites, police said.

Constanzo and Ms. Aldrete are
at large and are the objects of an
international hunt.

LOS ANGELES (AP) — Lucille
Ball, the zany redheaded queen
of comedy, was in guarded condi-
tion today after seven hours of
emergency high-risk cardiac
surgery during which she receiv-
ed heart tissue donated from a 27-
vear-oldwman

The 77-year-old comedian suf-
fered a heart attack at her
fashionable Beverly Hills home
Tuesday, and arrived at Cedars-
oindl Miedical™ Cenver
husband, Gary Morton.

“‘She came out of the surgery
OK,” said Ron Wise, the
hospital’s spokesman.

Miss Ball suffered a tear in her
aorta, the main artery in the
body, said her surgeon, Dr.
Robert Kass.

During the operation, her heart

was stopped for two hours, said
Kass. With the heart stopped,

Miss Ball, who has been in ill
health in recent years and suf-
fered a mild heart attack May 11,
was eonscious when she arrived
at the hospital. She complained of
moderate chest pains and short-

ness of breath.

“I told her the nature of the
conditionshehad; that it was life-
threatening and that we had to
operate immediately,”” Kass
said.

Her last public appearance was
introducing a production number
with Bob Hope at the March 29
Oscar presentations. Wearing a
slit skirt, she appeared to be in
good health and giggled’
throughout a brief routine.

“Lucille Ball is one of the most

wonderful women I have ever
known,” Hope said Tuesday
night.

“I'm shocked, especially since
we worked together so recently
at the Academy Awards and she
was so full of energy.

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College president’s
home auctioned off

WACO, Texas (AP) - Two
homes owned by Paul Quinn Col-
lege, including that of its presi-
dent, have been sold at auction by
the Internal Revenue Service in
an attempt to collect delinquent
taxes owed by Texas’ largest
black private college.

The homes were auctioned
Tuesday after the IRS filed
$303,129 in liens against the
school in January.

McLennan County resident
Gene Chapman purchased Paul
Quinn President Warren
Morgan’s residence and 14 acres
for $60,000. The minimum bid
was $37,910.99. Chapman declin-
ed to comment on his purchase.

Elizabeth Price, also a local
resident, bought the school’s
other residence for the minimum
bid of $29,332.91. That residence
is home to Van Allen, Paul
Quinn’s assistant to the president
and director of federal relations.

Price said she hopes the school
would be able to buy it back from
her in the next six months.

“I’'m an investor, but I do hope
they can possibly buy it back,”
she said.

Paul Quinn College has 180.
days to buy back the properties
at the prices the new owners
paid, plus 20 percent interest.

Morgan and Allen have six
months before they must leave
the properties unless Paul Quinn
buys them back, according to the
IRS, which will issue the deed at
the end of 180 days. :

School business manager Joe
Fortson, declined comment on
what the home sales mean for the
college or what the school is do-
ing to raise money to pay the IRS.

Temple Emanuel, which Hoff-
man attended as a child, was to
be led by folksinger Pete Secger.

“I think it is likely that he
literally fell asleep and died in his
sieep.

Phenobarbital is a long-acting
sedative and an anticonvulsant.

But Jack Hoffman denied his
brother was suicidal, despite
having earlier admitted that the
founder of the Yippie movement
had been showing signs of disen-
chantment in recent months.
