Market value of all agricul­
tural products sold by the 298 
farms in Sherman County 
during 1974 amounted to 
$103,103,000, according to a 
preliminary report of the 1974 
Census of Agriculture release 
by the Bureau of the Census.

Of this total, production 
expenses qn-these same farms 
totalea $99,299,000, during the 
year.

The figures Tire for farms 
qualifying under the defmifion 
first used for the 1959 Census of 
Agriculture: A farm includes all 
agricultural operations conduct­
ed at any time during hte census 
year under the control of an 
individual management, prov-

ided that sales of agricultural 
products amounted to, or 
normally would amount to, at 
least $250 for places of less than 
10 acres or $50 for places of 10 
acres or more.

Figures for farms with sales 
of $2,500 or more are shown for 
1974 and 1969. These farms 
accounted for the $103,103,000 
of all agricultural products sold 
in 1974 and compare with
$67,788,000 in 1969.

There were 288 of these farms 
in Sherman County in 1974 
compared with 293 in 1969. The 
average size farm unit increased 
from 1,776 to 1,896 acres during

CVER FIVE YEARS

More New Equipment 
Planned By SWPS

Southwestern Public Service 
Company will invest more than 
$500-million during the next five 
years in new equipment and 
improvements, Berl Springer, 
president and chief operating 
officer of the electric company, 
announced.

Expenditures for 1977 will be 
about $84.5 million, while the 
projected expenditures for the 
other four years range from 
$84.5 million, to $116.5 million, 
the latter expenditure scheduled 
for 1981. The new equipment 
and improvements are necess­
ary so that SPS can continue 
providing electric service for the 
45,000-square mile area it 
serves.

“ During the five-year period, 
Southwestern will be required to 
borrow' about $300-million to 
meet these construction expend­
itures,” Springer said.

Two additional generating 
facilities to be installed during 
this period will increase the SPS 
system capability by more than 
700,000 kilowatts, bringing the

total capability to almost three 
and one-half million kilowatts.

Harrington Station, northeast 
of Amarillo, will be the site for 
the two new generating units. 
Construction has just started on 
Harrington #2 and it is 
scheduled to go on the line in 
1978. Harrington #3 is schedul­
ed for completion in 1980. Both 
generators will have a capability 
of 350,000 kilowatts and will use 
coal as their primary fuel.

“During the latter part of the 
five-year period, substantial 
expenditures will be made on a 
fourth unit, in the 550,000 
kilowatt range, presently plann­
ed for completion in 1982. This 
unit will also use a coal-fired 
boiler,” Springer said.

Southwestern has been using 
low-sulphur coal frqm Wyoming 
at its Harrington Station for 
about five months. Approximat­
ely 11,000 tons are delivered 
twice a week by a 110-car unit 
train. The Harrington units each 
use about 1 million tons per 
year.

Southwestern Public Service 
Company, through ’ its fuel 
subsidiary. TUCO INC., is 
continuing its aggressive prog­
ram to assure adequate fuel 
supplies. “ The Company's 
traditional suppliers of natural 
gas have been successful in 
acquiring additional reserves 
and. at the present time, 
indicate they have adequate 
supplies to meet their delivery 
needs," Springer said.

“The introduction of coal as a 
fuel to this area should act as a 
stabalizing factor for the cost of 
electric service, and we do not 
contemplate asking the regulat­
ory authorities in our service 
area for an increase in electric 
rates during fiscal 1977” .

Transmission lines and trans­
mission substations scheduled 
for completion during the 
five-year period represent an 
investment of about $75 million 
with more than $10 million 
being invested in 1977.

Land Bank 
Has New 
Loan Rate

Burke Bell, manager of the 
Federal Land Bank Association 
of Dalhart. announced the 
Federal Land Bank of Houston 
will reduce the interest billing 
rate on variable rate loans to 8 
percent. This reduction will be 
effective on January 1. 1977, 
and will affect S980 million in 
variable rate loans to P.OOO 
Texas farmers and ranchers. 
This billing rate change will be 
effective on both farm loans and 
rural residence loans.

The variable rate loan was 
introduced by the Houston Bank 
in July, 1969. and allows the 
rate to fluctuate with variations 
in the money market. Improve­
ments in the money market have 
made this billing reduction 
possible. Bell stated. “This 
action is in keeping with the 
Land Bank's policy to provide 
farmers and ranchers credit at 
the lowest possible cost 
consistent with sound business 
practices."

The Federal Land Bank of 
Houston makes long-term real 
estate loans on farm and ranch 
land and rural residences 
throughout Texas and now has 
$1.2 billion in loans outstand­
ing. The local Association 
makes and serves loans in four 
counties. Officers and directors 
of the Association are Roy 
Browder, president of Sunray; 
Hugh Gordon and Ed Lathem.

How old does a person 
have to be before a nursing 
home will take them?

Adults of all ages are admit­
ted to nursing homes in Tex­
as. The condition of health 
rather than age is the main 
consideration. Recent statis­
tics gathered at the national 
level, show 8% of patients/ 
residents below 50 years of 
age and a total of 19 9f under 
age 70. The average age is 
77.

How much would it cost 
me to start a nursing home 
in my town?

First, it should be under­
stood that a nursing facility, 
by law, cannot be placed in 
operation without first secur­
ing a Certificate of Need 
from the Texas Health Faci­
lities Commission. Assuming 
that the need could be estab­
lished, the prospective builder 
of a modern nursing home 
should be prepared to invest 
approximately $6,000.00 per 
bed plus an additional 
$750.00 per bed for neces­
sary equipment. Thus a new 
60 bed facility, properly 
built and equipped represents 
an investment of $405,000.00

at current costs and equip­
ment prices. Facilities must 
be designed and built to con­
form with the rigid require­
ments of the National Life 
Safety Code and the Ameri­
can National Standards In­
stitute.

What is the “waiting 
period” to get a person in a 
nursing home?

In the case of a private pay­
ing patient, there would be 
no “waiting” period except 
when there is no space avail­
able. This is the case in a

number of homes which, by 
virtue of good reputation, do 
have waiting lists. If the pati­
ent is seeking admission 
under any of the several types 
of State/Federal assistance 
programs, the time factor can 
vary a great deal ranging 
trom two weeks or less to 
months in some cases where 
processing of numerous ap­
plications and forms is re­
quired. Your local Welfare 
Case Worker is well versed 
in these matters and will give 
expert guidance and assist- 
ance to the point of helping 
get emergency care where 
situations warrant it.

More Vets 
Take Part 
In GI Bill

College training under the 
current GI Bill has attracted 
more veterans than the 
combined total enrolled in 
college tourses under the World 
War II and Korean Conflict 
bills, Jack Coker, VA Regional 
Director, reported today.

More than 3.5 million 
veterans have received college 
training under the current bill. 
The World War II bill provided 
college training for 2.2 million 
veterans. There were 1.2 million 
enrolled in college courses 
under the Korean bill.

Vietnam-era veterans have 
been the greatest participants in 
GI Bill training. Of 8.3 million 
persons who werved during the 
Vietnam era, 64.1 percent have 
enrolled in some form of 
training, 37 percent of college 
courses. Only 14.4 percent of 
the World War II veterans chose 
college courses and 22 percent 
of the Korean veterans.

Enrollments in GI Bill 
training during November 
totaled 1.2 million, including 
857,000 in college courses.

Regional VA offices reported 
increasing interest in the 
additional nine months educat­
ional entitlement signed into 
law during October for eligible 
GI Bill students. The law 
extended entitlement to 45 for 
all persons who have served at 
least 18 months continuous 
active duty and have not been 
separated for more than 10 
years.

The law also terminated 
eligibility for GI Bill training for 
those entering active duty after

Q. How does social security 

actually ‘determine whether a 
person is retarded enough to be 
considered disabled?

A. Social security works with 
the Texas Rehabilitation Comm­
ission in deciding if the retarded 
person is disabled. In reaching a 
decision the State agency 
evaluates reports from Psychol­
ogists, psychiatrists and other 
professional people, and rev­
iews any other evidence 
describing the retarded per­
son’s condition.

Q. I’m not sure my employer 
reported all my wages each 
year. Since I’ll retire in a few 
years, how can I check into this?

A Get a free Request for 
Statement of Earnings” card at 
any social security headquar­
ters. You’ll get a statement of 
earnings reported for you. If you 
think you spot an error, get in 
touch with the people at any 
social security office. They’ll be 
happy to help you check it out.

Q. I was in a bad accident 9 
months ago and still must use a 
cane. The doctor said it’ll be 
several more months before I 
can work and suggested I apply 
for disability benefits. But since 
I’m only 20 and worked just 2 
years, could I qualify?

At your age, you need only 1 
1/2 years of social security work 
credits during the 3-year period 
before you became disabled. 
You should apply for disability 
benefits at any social security 
office. A decision will then be 
made as to whether your 
disability is severe enough to 
qualify you for benefits.

County Agent’s Report

Cyanides are sometimes 
used in the chemical form as 

1 fumigants, soil sterilizers, or 
rodenticides, and livestock can 

1 become poisoned with this; but 
poisoning occurs much more 
frequently from eating plants 
which contain hydrocyanic acid. 
Plants which are potentially 
dangerous in this area are 
Johnson grass, Sudan grass, 
common sorghum, and arrow 
grass. These plants contain a 
compound called cyanogenetic 
glucosides. This form of the acid 
is non-toxic, but it may be 
broken down to hydrocyantic 
acid, which is toxic, by an 
enzyme which may be present in 
the same or other plants or by 
the activity of the bacteria in the 
rumen. This action in the 
normal plant is usually slow 
enough, though, that there is no 
problem since poisoning dep­
ends both on the amount of 
cyanide compound consumed 
and how fast it is absorbed into 
the blood stream.

Damage to the plant by 
freezing does not increase the 
amount of cyanogenetic glucos- 
ide in the plant but this damage 
may release the enzyme so that 
the glucoside is broken down in 
the plant. Therefore, temporar­
ily, there would be more free 
cyanide available which could 
be absorbed rapidly. Heavy 
nitrate fertilization, wilting, 
plant diseases or young rapidly 
growing plants have a higher 
contest of cyanogenetic glucos­
ide.

Cyanide is one of the most 
toxic and quickest acting 
poisons, preventing the transfer 
of oxygen from the red blood 
cells to the body tissue cells and 
the animal dies from lack of 
oxygen. Cattle are much more 
susceptible to poisoning from 
grazing plants containing hydró;‘ 
cyanic acid than horses or swine 
because the acidity of the 
stomach of single stomached 
animals helps destroy the 
enzyme.

Symptoms of poisoning will 
vary depending on the amount 
of poison absorbed at a given 
time. If large doses are 
consumed the animal goes into 
severe convulsions and dies in a 
few minutes. With smaller 
doses and absorption over a 
longer period of time the onset 
of symptoms is rapid and 
characterized by salivation, an 
increased respiration rate, very 
heavy breathing will develop in 
5 to 15 minutes, and staggering 
and convulsions occur shortly 
before death. The course 
usually does not last over 30 to 
45 minutes. Animals that live 
for 2 hours after onset of 
symptoms usually will recover.

Treatment consists of inject-

ing sodium nitrite and sodium 
thiosulfate. The best precaution 
is to avoid grazing prussic acid 
producing plants when factors 
that increase the toxic hazard 
are present. If in doubt, samples 
of the forage can be sent to the 
Diagnostic Lab for analysis. 
Samples should be collected 
from several areas in the 
pasture; also select samples 
from all types of terrain such as 
low spots where extra water 
would stand and high spots that 
drain better.

If prussic acid is high, 
continue testing every week or 
so until the prussic acid content 
goes down.

If you are thinking of grazing 
forage that is potentially 
dangerous it would be advisable 
to talk with your veterinarian. 
Make sure he has plenty of the 
treatment drugs on hand and I 
would also suggest that you 
have some medicine yourself. 
Get specific instructions on how 
to give it and the proper dosage.
