The contract price of $95,999
includes rebuilding the school
plant as well as some addi-
tions. These include two re-
frigerated drinking fountains,
ceramic tile in the hallway,
and metal outside doors.

Sections of the building to be
rebuilt will be fireproof, with
all steel frames throughoutand
walls of tile and brick.

Insurance company adjust-
ers who were here for award-
ing of the contract have

to pay $92 219 on the
cost of the rebuilding contract.

Water was readily found al-

most anywhere In town from
15 to 20 feet, while along
Spring Creek which rnn through
town there were numerousout-

cropping springs which ran
the year 'lound.

When the water system was
first built, one lnrgc well was
dug on the north side of Spring
Brnnch where the city ware-

house now stands. The city's
pumping plant was located nt
this well, which furnished the
city with water for more than
a decade.

The plant was
steam-operat- ed for manyyenrs,
and generally required not
over two men to maintain and
operate the entire system.

Old-time- rs recall that the a
volunteci fire department had
only hose (arts 50 yenrs ago.
nnd pumper ti ticks were un-hca- id

of in small towns.
In fighting flies, the volu-

nteer fiienien d epended on
pressure furnished by the city's
overhead water tower and in
most cases this was sufficient,
since theie were no buildings
of more than two or three
stoiies.

There were times however,
when additional water pres-
sure was needed In fighting
fires in the business section.

The late J. (Haynes)
Hambleton, first

of the city water works,
saw this need and devised a
method of giving firemen ad-

ditional water pressure when
needed.

When a bad fire broke out,
Hambleton would head for the
pumping plant and soon have
his steam water pumps going.
He would i lose the water lines
to the ovcihenu tower, ami
start pumping directly into the
mains.

This would give firemen all
the pressure needed, and on
several orcaslons was credit-
ed with bringing some devast-
ating fires under control. One
instance recalled by oldtimers
was the Elks Club building fire
around 1912.

Haskell firemen were red-face- d,

however, during the
winter of 1916. when the city
water pumping plant caught
fire! The flames had spread
through the small wood and
sheet metal building before it
was noticed, and heat then pre-
vented plant operators from
getting to the pumps and start-
ing them.

should take care when shop-
ping. The short hemlines and
snug-fittin- g bodices don't al-
low much room for shrinkage,
the agent reminds.

When you purchase a gar-
ment, study the shrinkage per-
centage given on the label, and
change It to inches.

"For example." Misa Mc-
Anelly says " a dress 50 inches
long and 25 inches at the waist
with 5 percent shrinkage will
be 47'i inches long and 21
inches at the waist."

Look; for lalies hat say
"pre-shrun- k" or "stabilized
against shrinkage." Then when
you take the garment to your
dry cleaner, ask him to size"
it against shrinkage. He will
pre-measu-re the garment and
make sure it retains its origin-
al measurements.

If you ask for "sizing ". how-
ever, you are requesting a dif-
ferent treatment for your gar-
ment. The dry cleaner will give
the fabric extra body bo the
flared skirt won't wilt.
