The supervisor who recently visited 
your school makes the following rec­
ommendations:

a. A term of eight months only
b. Fuilure to pay teachers' sal­

aries.
2. .'-erious consideration should h« 

given the m atter of failing to keep 
work on file in all classes, (see Bulle­
tin  3(ln. page 46); grading too liberal 
fo r quality work done; no diagnostic 
tests  given in English, (see Bulletin 
30-'>, page 80); and )ier cent of fail­
ures entirely too irreat. In the la tte r 
case, either studenu  arc improperly 
classified, or teachers fail to present 
their subject m atter according to 
standard.

3. Due to  finatKial conditiona it 
would be more practicable to  replace 
aome of the sciencea, th a t la, phys­
iology, physiography, biology, chem­
istry , and physics with more voca­
tional courses. The list now includes 
agriculture, I, home economics III, 
commercial geography, and commer­
cial arithm etic. .At least chctni«try 
and physics might he omitted a* 
pre-ent.

4. In spite of the unfortunate fi­
nancial conditions, a romnicndable 
spirit prevails. More gracious hos­
pitality  has not been met in any Sc'hwl, 
and special appreciation is express«*d 
to  Suporintendeiit and Mrs. Sone for 
their kindness.

Their small sire is the ir only handi­
cap. The red cherry or Red Peach va­
rieties are the best.

Feeding For Egg Production
Fee<!ing for egg prodiiction begins 

with the pullet. Poorly de'-el<>i>ed 
pullets seldom make a profit even 
with the lie>t of care and fewling. 
Likewi**v, iM-mbbens pc'urly matiaged 
are unprofitable regardless of the 
feed given them.

In nd.litiop there are other tmp 'rt- 
an t factors such ;is breu*bng, culling, 
housing, coiitiol of parasites, etc., 
th a t m ust he eonsie’ere*! when a ttem p t­
ing to  get the largest iiunilicr of eggs 
for the least amount of money.

A good poultry ration should coi> 
tain  abuu t  one-fifth (19 to 21^4^) 
protein in both animal and vegetable 
form. Proteins arc made up of much

sim pler cumpoumhi, currespomliivr to  
the bricks in a house, and no two pro­
teins are exactly alike. Animal p ro -| 
trin.4 are more complete and are 
therfore more desirable than 'ege- 
table proteins. This explains why it 
is essential to  add milk or m sat 
scraps to  a mash of ground grains. 
O ther sa tisfactory  sources of protion 
are fish meal, green cut bones, tank ­
age, etc.

Milk is an excellent source of p ro­
tein and usually the cheapest. I t may 
be fed in any form, although whole 
milk is not economical since the fat 
is worth no more than equal am ount ■ 
of com  or other grain. Skim milk, 
butterm ilk, clabber or dried milk pro­
ducts can be used to replace the most  ̂
expensive p art of the feed, the meat 
«cmpa. When the birds are actually- 
consuming as much as 4 gallons of, 
milk per 100 birds a  day, no m eat! 
scrap is necessary. '

E ither sweet or sour milk may be 
used but It is preferable to  feed or>ei 
kind or the other and not change from 
day to day. In as much as milk will 
always sour, i t  is usually more prac­
tical to feed it in this form. Care 
should be taken, however, to keep the , 
vessels clean and feed it in earthen­
ware, aluminum or wooden vessels. 
The arid in sour milk acts on iron, tin 
and zinc vessels to  produce ilightly  
poisonous substances. Sour milk is | 
also a control factor in various di- [ 
senses.
