Termed 'Almost Sensational
Governor Daniel reported an “al­

most sensational'* decrease of 28 per 
cent in traffic fatalities for the first 
seven weeks of 1980 

The period coincides with the new 
automobile insurance rating plan 
ordered by the Stale Board of In­
surance.

“There were S8 less fatal crashes 
and W fewer deaths than during the 
similar penod of 1958. In the first 
seven weeks of 1980 there were 147 
fatal collisions and 174 traffic fatal­
ities as locnpared with 306 fatal 
crashes in 243 deaths for the first 
seven weeks of 1959.'* Daniel said 

Penn .Jackson, insurance board 
chairman, when asked for comment, 
saul the decrease was what the 
board had expected to happen when 
the new safe-dnving plan became 
effective.

“We can't categorically claim full 
crtxht for it. " he said, but added

that the plan was responsible for “a 
considerable portion of the credit.” 

Jaclcson said the plan, which pen­
alizes drivers with accidents .and 
moving vehicle accidents with high­
er insurance, was designed to reduce 
accidents and to keep insurance 
rates from going up 

Jackson saul the preliminary fig­
ures show a “remarkable” drop and 

we are certainly happy to see it.” 
He and Daniel a g re ^  it was too 

early to make a definite prediction 
although the governor said "if this 
keeps up. Texans could save hun­
dreds of lives on streets and high­
ways during 1980

T^e preliminary figures supplied 
the governor by the Departnu-nt of 
Ihiblic Satety apply only to traffic 
fatality cases Total accidents will 
be reporiwl later.

Jaclcson pointed out that with un-

Senator Johnson said- "There have 
been federal loans for dormitories, 
but no loans or federally guaranteed 

. loans for the laboratories, class­
rooms. libraries and other building 
necessary to teach young people 
staying in the dormitories built with 
federal a id "

I nder existing high interest rates 
and due to other factors, most col- 
lt*ges in Texas cannot secure the 
necessary loans on the open market

The prupo-sed legislation was first 
aexx-ptwi by the Senate as an amend­
ment to the $1,800 000.000 federal^ 
aid to educauon bill recently pass-1 
(xl. but then withdrawn with the! 
understanding a separate bill would 
be offered

The new measure specifically pro­
hibits loans to colleges when the 
necessary funds can be borrowed 
from other sources at equally fav­
orable interest rates 

In Texas at the present time there 
are 188.000 young Texans attending 
colleges. Studies show this number 
will be double in the next 10 years 
if we have the cla.s.srooms and 
teachers for them Only 32 per cent 
of our college-age Texas youth a t­
tend college now. This is a low per­
centage iximpared to the 60 per cent 
in California and other high per 
centoges in many other states

Tornado ^Season” In Texas Is Near
4-H  Campaigns For Traffic Safety

Hie f«dt*ral gevemment consider* 
March 15-May 31 the heighlh of the 
tornado season. But the Icathal fun­
nel can strike anytime of the year 
and in County the time is
nearing when residents begin scan­
ning the skies every time a blai'k 
cloud appears.

It is the time when tornadoes 
snake down out of leaden skies more 
often than at any other periods.

And they can strike anywhere in 
the world, although the Great Plains 
and the Gulf Coast seem to be the 
favorite bowling alleys for the ter­
rifying tornadoes.

The Weather Bureaus call tor­
nadoes "one of the most dangerous 
of ail storms.**

iiome of the danger has been les 
sented in recent years by better 
predictions. The Weather Bureau

now issues forecasts which warn 
areas where weather conditions 
make tornadoes possible or prob­
able j

And two-way radio on many ve­
hicles traveling in the countryside 
have permitted early warning when 
a funnel appears to be approaching 
a town or city. .

CoMittioin Outlined I
The Weather Bureau says tornado 

formation requires presence of lay-1 
ers of contrasting temperature, mois­
ture, density and windflow. Cool, 
dry air from the west of northwest 
moves over warm moist surface 
area. When this is acconnpanied by 
a narrow band of strong winds at 
intermediate levels, a whirl occurs. 
This whirl is the tornado.

Texas has suffered some vicious 
tornadoes, the most lethal the one

which struck Waco May 11, 195.3, 
with a loss of 114 lives. But the 
state does not hold the record.

This was set in modem times 
by a March 18, 1925, tornado or ser­
ies of tornadoes which ripped through 
Mi.ssouri, Illinois and Indiana and 
killed 689 persons.

.No Real Proleetioa 
No real protection against tor­

nadoes has been devised except 
going underground, either in a storm 
cellar or a well-supported basement 

But some protective measures 
con be taken. Tornadoes usually 
travel along the ground at a rate 
lees than 2U m p.h. although winds 
within them may be 500 m p.m.

So an automobile easily con out­
run them.

Tornadoes travel in a general 
southwest to northeast direction, al­

though they may change directions 
often while moving in a generally 
northeasterly direction.

Persons caught in the open 
should lie flat in the nearest low 
place.

Weathermen say the safest place 
in a building is the southwest cor­
ner. This is because debris from a 
tornado running true to form would 
be blown away from a person in 
the southwest comer if the house is 
demolished.

Persons in a tornado’s path 
should not try to seal their h ^ e  I 
or office building. The tornado acts 
like a tremendous vacuum pump I  
and a house can be literaily explod-1 
eil outward by the inside pressure 
w hen the tornado reduces the out-! 
side pressure.

' They will be in Wharton March I, 
Big Spring.

Chamber of Commerce the Big 
Spring meeting

3 State Board of Water Engineers 
called for a ''lime out” until March 
8 on the kmgest-ever water hearing. 
At issue in the hearings which began 
.Nov 2 is whether the Trinity River 
Authority and City of Houston shall 
be granted permits to build two 
down.stream reservoirs on the Trin- 
ity

Water Board, apparently getting 
short on patience, advised oppon­
ents to get together and solve their 
problems cooperatively Hearing has 
been given to long, bitter agruments 
and frequent flare-up among partici­
pants

San Jacinto River Authority has 
been chief objector to granting of 
the permits. SJRA contends that 
Houston will shortly need more wa­

ALTO DEATH.S DROP — Texas

This is the period since the new 
.Safe Driving Auto Insurance Plan 
went into effect.

There were 69 fewer deaths dur­
ing the first .seven weeks of this 
year than during the .same period 
in 1959. Drop was from 243 deaths 
in 1959 to 174 this year.

IBS Nan Reviews 
Federal Law On 
Community Retnms

The Internal Revenue Service re­
ports that many Texans become 
confused on the community property 
requirements at tax filing time. As 
many os S.noo tax audits ore expect­
ed in the Dallas District alone due 
to taxpayer confusion on this point.

Russell G. Bell. .Xdministrative Of­
ficer of the 5Udland office, exphnin- 
ed that many new Texans find it 
hard to believe that Texas commun­
ity property law requires them to 
file their income tax return differ­
ently from most other states. He as­
s u r e  these new Texans, as well as 
the old ones, that the community 
property law does apply to their in­
come tax. He gave this explanation

• 1' Texas community property law- 
gives both husband wife one-half 
of the total income and withholding 
credit each one receives.

*3' This means that in Texas the 
husband and wife must either file 
a joint return including all income 
or split equally between them for 
tax purposes all the income receiv­
ed by both and each file on one-half.

<3> If the husband and wife each 
file a M-parate return then they 
must either itemise the total deduc­
tions. taking one-half on each re­
turn. or both elect to take the stan­
dard deductMO

<4> The wife who works a short 
period cannot file a claim for refund 
claiming her exemption and then file 
a joint return with her husband.

*5* The husband and wife must 
split the income ifthey file separate 
returns The husband and wife who 

I file separate returns and do not split 
 ̂the income may cause a long delay 
in receiving their refund checks. 
Their returns will probably be audit­
ed if they do not follow the com­
munity property law in determining 
their income for the year.

lOUR SOCIAL SECURITY
Age 72 and social security benefits 

; have a great deal in common. Bene­
ficiaries throughout the nation are 
receiving monthly benefits regard­
less of the amount of their annual 

' earnings, simply because they have 
pas.sed their seventy-second birth­
day.

You are probably aware of the 
fact (hat insured individuals who 
have worked long enough under so­
cial security can draw retirement 
benefits—for women starting at age 
62 and for men at age 65. However, 
there are restrictions in the law as 
to how much these individals can 
earn and still receive their monthly 
.social security checks, as long as 
they are under age 72. Basically, this 
amount is 3I2(X) and if their earn­
ings in the calendar year exceed 
this amount, they cannot receive 
benefits.

.Something you may not be aware 
of is the fact that once an insured 
individual reaches age 72. this eam-

' ings restriction no longer applies.
. There is one word of caution, how­
ever, and that is in the year in which 

I the individual becomes 72. If this I person continues to work all year 
! long and his earnings arc over $1200 
I in that year, his benefits will be 
I payable only from the month he 
I reaches age 72 on. Here is an ex- 
' ample to illustrate this point, An 
I insured individual is continuing to 
; work for $.300 a month, but he comes 
' into the social security office in 
January and files his application nt 
that time. He will be 72 years old 
in April. It will be explained to him 
that as long as he continues to work, 
there will be no monthly benefits 
paid to him until April, but from 
then on his benefits will be paid 
monthly regardless of his earnings 
for the rest of the year. He works 
all year long and his earnings are 
$.36000 for the year. Con.sequently 
this individual will not receive bene­
fit checks for the first three months 
of the year.

If you are nearing that 72nd birtli- 
dayday and are still working, but 
have never inquired about social 
security benefits, you should contact I 
your social security office in the 
near future. I
