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THE PREUMINARY COUNT OF 
the I960 census showed Stanton had 
a population of 2.229. The final fig­
ures reported last week by the Cen­
sus B urau  showed a descrepancy 
by one figure—the count stands per­
manently at 2.2M. The 1960 popula­
tion of Stanton was 1,609. In a space 
of 10 years' time (from 1960) Stan­
ton inhabitants increased 629. During 
I960 the Humble Oil Co. located its 
oil farm in Stanton with several fami­
lies, building substantial residences 
for the families and office buildings 
for the officers, and a place of beau­
ty. The farm didn't remain long un­
til it was ordered moved. In the 10 
years the Spraherry oil field south 
o( Stanton in Midland County boom­
ed into play and several drillers and 
oil field workers made their homes 
in Stanton, driving back and forth 
to work. So with the increase of over 
600 inhabitants during the 1960 per­
iod to present census figure 2,2X is 
a credilable showing.

or down one percent. Florida grape- 
friut production is estimated at 90 
millioa boxes — just a half million 
boxes short of last year.

Helping to offset these Florida dt- 
rut losses are substantial increases 
in Texas orange and grapefruit 
crops Texas growers expect to har­
vest about three million boxes of 
oranges this year, 11 per cent more 
than last year

And the Texas grapefruit crop Is 
the largest since the 1961 freeze —
6 7 million boxes. This is 29 per cent 
larger than last year. |

By the time Auctin sweepe up the 
last of the holiday tinsel, it will be 
time to prepare for another round 
of festivities.

Committees already are meeting 
to plan details of the inaugural 
events that will attract thousands 
of visitors to the Texas capital, come 
January 17.

Gov. Price Daniel will take the 
oath of office for his third term; 
Lt. Gov. Ben Ramsey, for his sixth 
term. If weather permits an inau­
gural parade these two officials will 
ride at the head of it up Congress 
Avenue, to the Capitol grounds where 
the swearing-in ceremony will be 
held.

A reception and a half-dozen balls 
will fill out the day. For his past two 
inaugurals. Governor Daniel has held 
a  prayer breakfast beforehand for 
state officials.

.NO SPECIAL SESSION -  Hag­
gling and suspense over who will 
be Speaker of the House for the S7th 
Legislature will continue until Jan­
uary 10.

Tliat is the first day of the regular 
session when House members, by 
secret ballet, will elect the speokcr 
from their membership.

Rep. James Cotton oif Weatherford 
asked Governor Daniel to call law- 
makers together this month. New 
members could be sworn in and a 
speaker elected in a one-day ses­
sion, he said. This would give the 
speaker time to organize committees 
and be ready to go to work in Jan­
uary.

But Governor Daniel said that any 
legislature meeting this year would 
be the S6th Legislature, which could 
not elect a speaker for the 57th Leg­
islature.

Reps Wade Spilman of Mc.Mlen 
and James Turman of Gober are 
candidates for speaker Both, re­
portedly. are “ahead ”

.Spilman, in a recent letter to 
House members, announced addition 
of two more pledges to him He said. 
"A majority of the members have 
committed their vote to me for 
Spc‘aker.“ Jim Turman says the 
same thing.

Here wos o newspapermon's newspaperman —  it wo$ his 
life. He worked as a printer in Son Angelo os o young man, 
become a foreman on newspapers in Bryon and Jocksonville, 
joined his brother in purchosing the Cooper Review in 1904, 
and established the Abilene Morning News in 1907.

He begon his Commerce service in 1909 and wos o moving 
force in thot community's life ond progress for half o cen­
tury In the hey-doy of roilrood passenger transportation, he 
regularly met all trains with his notebook and pencil. He 
chronicled the birth, the schooling, the morrioge, the business 
and social life, ond finolly the death of some of his thousands 
of friends in the Commerce oreo

Sterling Hart wos o leader and a trainer of men. He dir­
ected o number of young journalists who hove mode their 
name in Texas ond Southwestern newspoper circles. We were 
fortunate to hove "broken in" under his skilled bond and guid­
ance He was one of the best friends we hove ever hod. He 
helped nryjny young men to get their first business training.

We solute the memory of Sterling Hart. Along with thou­
sands of other odults now living in the Commerce orea ond 
otfiers who hove since moved elsewhere, we shall olwoys re­
member the owner-publisher-editor of the Commerce Joumol 
os o mon who doily helped others ond helped his community 
to a better woy of life.

He was a good man, o churchmon, o man who gove count­
less hours weekly to oil kinds of worthwhile orgonizotions and 
their octivities in the Commerce oreo. He gove counsel, en­
couragement, and news space constantly to churches, schools, 
government, civic and cultural offoirs, community octivities,

AU growers of upland and extra 
long staple cottons in Texas are re­
minded by B. P. Davenport J r  , 
chairman, Texas Agrictiltural Stabil­
ization and Conservation Committee, 
that December IS is referendum day. 
At stake in the voting is the deter­
mination of whether or not market­
ing quotas wiil apply to their 1961 
crops.

Marketing quotas have been pro­
claimed for both upland and extra 
long staple cottons as required by 
law. However, pointed out Daven­
port, the quotas do not become 
operative unless approved by at least 
tw-o-thirds of the fanners voting in 
the referendum Any grower engag­
ed in cotton production in 19(0 is 
eiigible to vote. Davenport said.

The state chairman added that all 
iipianri growers should receive, prior 
to the referendum, official notice of 
their 1961 farm acreage allotments 
These notices will come from the 
county ASC officers. Davenport said. 
The sUotmenU determine the m ar­
keting quotas for the individual farm. 
In a change from the programs in 
effect for I960 and 1960, each farm 
operator will receive only one allot­
ment for 1961. This will represent the 
farm's share of the natieiud upland 
acreage allotmmt of 194 millioo 
aores. Davenport added.

If marketing quotas get the two- 
thirds favorable vote needed to make 
them cflectiva, Oovenport said all 
cotton from oompliance farms could 
be marketed without penidly a n d  
would be eligible for the full avail­
able rate of price mpport. If quotas 
are disapprevod. compliaoce with the 
acreage MIotment will determine eli­
gibility for the lower rate of price 
support available.

During the past two years, farm 
operators had a choice brtween regu- 
I v  allotment and price support rate 
and a larger allotment at a reduced 
rate of support. However, the state 
chairman s^d. the law that provided 
this spccizd program applied only to 
the 1966 and I960 crops

Davenport said every eiigible cot­
ton producer should vote, and that 
local ASC offices or committeemen 
could supply additional information 
on the r^erendum Voting plans will 
be announced locally.

Do you store your own cotton 
planting seed? If you do, it would 
be a good idea to check the seed 
for stored grain pests. Fred Elliott, 
extension cotton specialist, and C. 
F. (lamer, extension entomologist, 
say these pests occasionally infest 
stored cottonseed This is especially 
(rue if a large percentage of the 
seed are cracked or if the seed is 
stored in infested bins.

Cottonseed should only be stored 
in bins (hat have been thoroughly 
cleaned of waste material such as 
old grain, trash or feed sacks, the 
specialists say. Sometimes it is nec­
essary to sweep the ceiling and walls 
and clean the floor to remove hid­
den waste. It is also a  good prac­
tice to cover cracks with buUder's 
molding to prevent seed from col­
lecting in them. Waste grain, seed 
and other materials beneath and 
near tlie bins should be destroyed.

After the bind and surrounding 
area have been thoroughly cleaned, 
they should be sprayed with a  24 
percent soluUen of either Methoxy- 
chlor, TDE or premium grade Mala- 
thion. MMhoxychlor and TDE are 
also available as wetiable powders 
and emulsisn concentrates.

Dust can also ghre satisfactory 
protection against insect pasts. Toxa- 
phene (2D% I. DDT (9%) or mala- 
thion iWgS) should be mixed with 
the seed at the rate of I  ot. per 
bushei

EllioU and Gamer warn that treat­
ed seed should never be crushed or 
ueed for feed. For further informa- 
tiaa on treating stored cottonseed 
canlact the local county agmt.

Thurber, you may recall, wos o bustling West Texos coal 
mining city of opproximotely 10,000 populotion For years, 
there hod been constont strife between the monogement of the 
mines ond the labor union, ond on occosions, flonng tempers 
erupted into the worst kirvd of violerKe Finally, monogement 
gave in to the union ond Thurber come to be known os the 
"only 100 per cent union city in the world " Despite the foct 
the miners were making $1.32 on hour, big money in those 
days, they struck for higher woges.

It was in this setting of lobor turmoil thot Jim Ferguson 
uttered these prophetic words.

ers struck, the mines, then numbering 15 ond producing 3,000 
tons doily, were closed.
