WASHINGTON —  The fedorol govemnrient hos spent billions of our dollars on local 
urban ronewol projects. Nevertheless, Mrs. Lody Bird Johnson wife of the President —  
recently went out of her way to proiso a local urbon renewal program thot did not toke one 
dime of taxpoyers' money from tho foderal treasury, according to the Chamber of Commerce 
of tho United States.

She spoke ot the dedicotion of tho rtow $4.5 million county courthouse at Peoria, III.
Money to construct the courthouse was raised by o locol bond issue, ortd within one 

block of where Mrs. Johnson spoke were somj $50 million worth of hondsome, new build­
ings, built with privote finorKing.

Mrs. Johnson praised the progrom os "on example and o model for on entire nation."
No higher accolade could be bestowed. She added another graceful compliment, "As one 
of your leading citizens told me 'those peopl? hove transformed downtown Peorio into one 
of the prettiest cities in Americo.'

"I con see for myself thot the tribute is o just one. Your downtown is marked by on 
ease arxl grace of londscoping and orchitecture that masks the long, hard work and plan­
ning that built it."

Renewal of Peoria got underway when S?ars, Roebuck & Co. decided to join the flight 
of stores to the suburbs. Busines leaders reo'ized the downtown would soon be blighted.
Some 20 got together. This group set out to decide whot was needed to spark o revival of 
the downtown area. Retention of Sears wos ob*/ious. They also determined to replace the 
decrepit courthouse.

To keep Sears, o corporotion was formed to roise equity capital, buy land and put up 
a new building to rent bock to Sears.

Number Three — permits 
Legislature t o apprc ;̂>rlate 
funds for use In the following 
categories: (1 ) needy aged,

On November 2 Martin 
County voters will Join with 
those over Texas to make de­
cisions about ten proposed 
constitutional amendments. 
They wll Isay yes or no to 
what they want done.

’The ten amendments are 
part of a batch of 27 approv­
ed by the 59th Legislature for 
submission, and the first to 
be submitted (on Sept. 7 fail­
ed.) The remainder of the 
amendments will be voted 
upon in 1966.

First of this year’s amend­
ments was to enlarge the num­
ber of senatorial districts, but 
the big cities voted heavily 
against It.

We submit here condensed 
contents of each of the ten 
amendments to be considered 
on Nov. 2.
I Number One — provides for 
a method of payment for 
acquiring, constructing and 
equli^lng buildings and other 
improvements at certain state 
Institutions of higher learn­
ing. It raises state ad valorem 

5 to 10 cents per

ceeds be used for auxlllaiy 
enterprises. The interest rate 
on bonds or notes Is Increas­
ed from 3 to 5 per cent per

valorem taxes provided the 
organization met certain con­
ditions and expended at least 
$1.5 million annually for free 
medical and hoq;>ltal care for 
Texas citizens. Limited to 
counties having a population 
of 1,240,000.

Nomber Eight — requires 
automatic retirement of cer­
tain district and an>ollate 
Judges at age 75, or such ear­
lier age not under 70, as may 
be required by law. Would 
also create State Judicial 
Qualifications Commission, 
’nils provision would empower 
Supreme Court of Texas, at 
Its discretion, to retire such 
Judges for disability a n d  to 
remove them for misconduct 
upon recommendation of the 
Commission created by the 
amendment.

Number Nine—would allow 
Legislature to set annual sal­
ary of Lieutenant Governor 
and Speaker of the House. 
They now receive the same 
compensatitm as legislators. 
Hie proposal sets the per diem 
allowances for LegMators at 
$20 per day for the first 140 
days ot each regular seaslon, 
and for SO days ot each spe­
cial session. As Oonstutltlon 
now stands legislators are 
paid a per diem of $25 per day 
for ths first 120 days only of 
each regular session. ’The sec­
ond part of this proposed 
amendemtn deals with vacan­
cies In the office of Governor

Either the bill was worth passage or it 
wos rK>t— on its merits— ond r*ot because of 
personal desires that in this particular case 
caused the beautificotion measure to be

known as "Lady Bird's bill." Mrs. Johnson 
is reported to have called a Chicago congress­
man, taking French leave from Woshington, 
demanding to know why he was not at the 
copitol pushing her bill out of committee.

Charges of some house Republicons and 
Democrats of the executive pressure on the 
legislative branch neared a boiling point 
after this instance. Angry congressmen have 
hod slowly rising temperatures ever since the 
session began They publicly resent chorges 
of being rubber stomps yet continue to be 
dominated by the supposedly equal bronch 
of triangular government.

Sentiment and emotion are odmiroble 
human qualties but they are not basic crit­
eria for legislative action that becomes law 
of the land. If the congress has indeed abdi-> 
cated its prerogatives it has only itself to 
blome. — The SuryJoy Oklohorryin

A  number of them 
are of vital importonce to the future of our 
people.

It is o college student loon progrom, outh- 
ored by our own State Rep. George Hinson in 
the House ond by Sen. Grady Hozlewood in 
the Senate. It has the strong backing of Gov. 
Connolly and it passed the Legislature with­
out opposition.

To our woy of thinking it is the simplest, 
most practical and least costly woy to pro­
vide needed funds for our deserving young­
sters to ottend the college of their choice, pub­
lic or private, without being a burden upon 
their fomily.

Briefly it provides thot the State of Texas 
will use its credit to issue bonds to provide 
low interest rote loons for these college stu­
dents who show in their opplicotion thot they 
need them. Interest rote would be obout 4 per­
cent Loons are mode to the student and not 
the college or university.

Thus, o boy or girl who had wanted to 
attend a privote school, such os Baylor or 
SMU, will be oble to obtain any needed funds 
through this state-backed loan. The funds ore 
good for junior college expenses os well os 
senior ones.

When o student ottends a private college, 
this relieves the growing burden of the stote 
tox supported schools, R. P. Hinson pointed

in thot sense.out, so it is "good business 
too.

And it is not a scholarship. The student 
doesn't hove to be in on upper percent of hl8 
high school doss—-only have the obility ond 
determination to do college level work and 
mointoin the gome grode level required of 
any passing student.

The funds odvonced are for the differ­
ence between whot a student may be getting 
from his parents or from working end whot 
he needs to stoy in school. It will apply all 
the woy through a professionol school such 
OS medical school.

Repoymen t is carefully controlled, on 
either a nwithly or similor basis. And when 
o student becomes delinquent, the Stote At­
torney Generol's office is emplowered to sue 
him for the debt anywhere he nnoy be. This 
and other safeguards placed in the measure 
hove sotisfied the Legisitoture thot the state 
tax poyers will never hove to moke up any 
deficit.

Adiministrotion of the program is through 
the new Texas College ond University sys­
tem co-ordinoting board ond the loon officers 
of the college or university ot which the stu­
dent ottends. The repoyment of the loons 
goes bock into the state fund, similor to the 
woy the Veterons Lond Loon progrom hos 
operated. Red tope in obtaining a loon is ot 
0 minimum os is the cost of hondling the 
loons.

It is called the Texas Opporunity Plan, 
TOP for short and in our opinion it is exoctly 
thot, tops Vote for it, No. 6.

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The Family Lawyer
Who Owns A LetUr? 

Interesting letters may give 
birth to interesting notions. 
Such as: <

"I’d better not throw away 
this letter from Fred. He m ight! 
I become famous some day. and 
' then the letter could be worth 
I  a lot of money as a collector’s 
item.” j

Suppose Fted really does, 
become famous and his letter 
valuable. Would It belong to 
you, because It was sent to 
you? Or would It belong to! 
Fred, because he created It? I 

The law’s deft solution Is to ; 
divide the ownership of a let- ! 
ter into two separate rights— 
the right of possession and 
the right of publication. The 
recipient has the right of pos­
session of the paper and Ink 
He may keep the letter as a 
memento, sell It to a collector, | 
or even toss It onto a bonfire 
If he pleases.

But the right of publication 
—to make cc^les and exploit 
it as a literary work — still 
belongs to the original writer.

This division of rights was 
illustrated in a famous law­
suit involving some personal 
letters written by Mary Baker 
Eddy, founder of Christian 
Science After Mrs Eddy’s 
death, her executor tried to 
prevent the auctioning o f 
these letters.

The court ruled that the 
sale itself could not be pre­
vented. because Mrs Eddy had 
given aw'ay the right of pos­
session when she first mailed 
the letters But the court did

: forbid reprinting o t the let­
ters In advertisements of the 
'auction, because Mrs. Eddy 
(had never given away the right 
of publication.

Of course, circumstance al­
ter cases. For example, If you 
write a letter - to - the - edi­
tor, you are obviously giving 
|the editor not only the right 
,of poee.ssion but t.he right of 
publication as well.

ALSO, publication of a letter 
without the writer’s consent 
may be Justified by the neces­
sities of law enforcement. 
'Thus, when a wotrjin was 
charged with adultery, Incrim­
inating letters she had writ­
ten were held admissible In 
court even through .she tired 
to keep them out.

But as a rule, the separate 
rights of possession and pub­
lication will be kep Intact. 
For the law is simply lending 
form to the instinctive pro- 
motlngs of fair play.
