Work is more than just a 
task, more than a drudgery., 
Saint Paul says “Whether! 
therefore ye eat, or drink, or 
whatsoever ye do, do all to the 
glory of God.

The spirit in which one’s 
work Is performed is impor­
tant. One may take great 
satisfaction in performing his 
part in the fabrication of fin­
ished, marvelous products.

Also, there is a great com­
pensation In the fact that 
even monotonous routine has 
been offset by shorter hours 
of labor, which leave the work­
er more time for family and 
real business of living.

Nevertheless, the old debate 
remains as to whether work 
is a curse or a blessing. The 
original conception In Gene­
sis suggests that it Is some­
thing of a curse: “In the

But in the Old 
Testament that conception re­
ceived another luterpreta-1 
tlon. To extract from the soil 
abundance and prosperity be­
came a national and social 
ideal. A glory was attached to 
work, and to achlvement of 
craftsmanship.

The blessedness of work, 
too, became more emphasiz­
ed and vindicated in all that 
Jesus said. “My Father work- 
eth hitherto, and I work.'* — 
Work was what Jesus called 
His “Fathers Business.” It 
was Christian work, and as 
such Paul commened It by 
precept and example.

And St. Paul had a message 
as a tent-maker as well as 
In the role of an Apostle and 
Christian leader.

I*Ege 2 for Form 1040 
tULS a line where you may take 
the exclusion you refer to. 
Note that this Is $100 for di­
vidends of qualifying domes­
tic corporations. On Joint re­
turns where both husband 
and wife receive dividends, 
each may exclude up to $100 
of such dividends.

Q — I moved and didn’t  get 
my 1040 package. What should 
I do?

A — Cot>ies of forms and 
Instructions are available at 
any local IRS office as well 
as at many banks and post 
offices.

Q—How should I make out 
my check for the balance of 
tax I owe?

A — Checks should be 
made out to the Internal Re­
venue Service. Never send 
cash through the mails. Use 
a check or money order.

Q — Do you need to have 
records of your medical bills, 
contributions and other Items 
when you take the minimum 
standard deduction?

A — No. you don’t. The mln- 
I Imum standard deduction, like 
the 10% standard deduction, 

I makes It unnecessary for tax- 
I payers to itemize or substan­
tiate deductions.

Q — How can you tell a 
“fly - by - night” tax return 
.specialist from one who is re­
liable and honest?

A — Here are few things to 
look for:

1 — avoid the man who 
“guarantees” you a re­
fund

2 — be on guard If he sug­
gests that the refund be 
sent to hls addre.ss

3 — never .sign a blank tax 
form

4 — don’t sign a form that 
has been prepared in pjen- 
cll; the figures could be 
easily changed.

5 — ask the advisor to sign 
the return he has prepar­
ed. Remember that when 
you ask someone to help 
you prepare a return you 
are still legally re.sponsl- 
ble for every Item on the 
return.

By now all earnings state­
ments — known as W-2 slips 
by Internal Revenue Service 
—should have been received. 
January 31 is the deadline set 
by law for employers to get 
them Into the hands of all 
salaried workers and hourly 
paid employes. If you don’t 
have yours yet you have the 
right to demand It of your 
employer or former employ­
er.

January 31 was the dead­
line, too, for corporations, 
banks, savings and loans to 
mail out notices of dividends 
and Interest paid during 1966.

.Must Attach W’-2's
While all original copies of 

your W-2 slips must be attach­
ed to your return when you 
file It — one for each employ­
er you may have had last 
year — it is not necessary to 
remit your dividend and In­
terest notices.

ers will not accept a return 
that has errors or ommlsslons. 
Failure to list all taxable In­

Before sealing the envelope 
and mailing your return make 
one final Irrspectlon Make 
sure you sign your return. If 
It IS a joint return. It must 
carry the signatures of both 
husband and wife. You would 
be startled a t the number of 
unsigned returns received.

Texas Population
Climbs 1.1 Million 
Since 1960 Census

Texas has grown by 1.1 mil­
lion residents since the 1960 
census,pushing the Lorre Star 
State over the 10 million mark, 
the University of Texas re­
ported today.

The university’s Popula­
tion Research Center b as^  Its 
new estimate on a combined 
formula of scholastic census, 
vital statistics and pas.senger 
car registrations.

The latest estimate through 
April 1966, shows Texas with 
10,711,743 residents, an aver­
age annual percentage In­
crease of 1.9 per cent when 
compared with the 1960 cen­
sus figure of 9,579,677.

Despite the overall Increase, 
the estimate shows 76 of Tex­
as’ 254 counties lost popula­
tion.

But this was more than off­
set by large gains In such 
areas as Harris County, up 
254,209; D all^  County, up 
214.350, and Bexar County, up 
121,747

In fact, 954,572 of the state 
Increase came from the state’s 
22 metropolitan areas.

Only three of the metropol­

itan areas showed declines. 
They were led by Broruvllle-' 
Harlingen - San Benito, which 
fell 9,320 to 14,778 for a 1.1 
average annual drop. '

The other two metropolitan 
areas showing decreases were 
Odes.sa, down 1,558 residents 
to 89,438, and Wichita Falls, 
down 1,120 to 128 508.

'Hie Reds have matiaged to 

do away with excesses in 
men's clothing, and fur this 
they .should be applauded. I 
am not prepared to go all the 
way With the Chinese on this 
or any other subject, but I 
would like a little piece of 
their action They went over­
board. I think, in simplif>-ing 
men's clothing. They use can- 
caa. or what we would call 
ducking, for a lot of their 
clothes This material will 
never return to popularity in 
the TTolted Rtates

The Chinese, especially the 
ones who work for a living, 
are clad In garments that look 
su.sptelously as If they could 
be used sls pajamas on cold 
nights. You might describe 
them as comfortable.

Although Mao TSe-tung and 
his boys aren't known for 
worryuig about the comfort of 
the peasant (as a matter of 
fact, they're making things 
ancomfortable for Just a lot 
of people right now), the Uni­
ted States might be wise to 
observe the loose fit of Chin­
ese garments.

All of which brings us 
around to the necktie The 
big step the Chinese have 
made is its elimination. Now, 
there are those who will ar­
gue that this wasn’t much of 
a step, since the Chinese nev­
er had any Windsor knots to 
brag about in the first place.

This is true The same might 
be said for most Africans and 
not Just a few Latin Ameri­
cans furthermore. I suspect

the car salesmen. And govern-! 
ment workers. And newspap-l 
er people. And Just about 
anyone else who works sitting 
down

Do not for an Instant think 
that your friendly corres­
pondent goes to work in Levis 
and a T-shirt. Not so. Nor 
am I advocating anything less 
than the highest standards of 
cleanliness.

I wear my tie — a cllp-on 
bow tie — to work, but I’m 
not proud of it. As a matter 
of fact, if work gets rough I 
often take the tie off. This 
quick - removal idea is one 
advantage of a bow tie, es­
pecially a cllp-on Job.

But occasionally I think of 
the Chinese and wonder why 
I wear a tie in the first place 
It l(X)ks nice? Maybe. But 
most of us aren’t overly fan­
cy and we could be Just su 
happy (f w<* looked clean and 
awake — and not colorful 
around the neck.

It is hard for a fellow who 
occasioanlly wears a red bow 
tie to attack neckties as vesti­
gial adornments ment to a t­
tract he opposite sex. That is, 
some pieople. Including me, 
believe that a tie is second 
cousin to a peacock’s tail.

Let’s not limit the compar­
isons to neckties. I see oy the 
papers that an Italian de­
signer is offering a line of 
men’s clothes with sequins.

How’ever, we do live In a cum- 
munlty of Free World nations 
who suhscribe to the capital­
istic rules of earning state­
ments and balance sheets. 
Hcncc, our failure to live

within our means os a body 
politic for 16 of the past 17 
years is raising more and more 
suspicion among other na­
tions.

Why Now?
Well, you say. If we have 

been getting away with such 
high living for such a long 
time, why should we nm Into 
big trouble in 1967? Why did­
n’t we last year . . or why not 
next year, perhaps? The an­
swer lies in a bunching this 
year of unfavorable financial 
trends and attitudes In our 
relation with other nations of 
our Free World community.

First and foremost Is the 
Viet war. With half a million 
men in Southeast Asia, we 
are forced to spend a great 
deal more for foreign mater­
ials . . .  in Japan for In­
stance. Additional defense 
outlays abroad for 1967 will 
run half a billion dollars 
above 1966. With air fares 
aboard sharply cut and the 
attraction of EXPO 67 In Mon­
treal, U. S. tourists should add 
almost as much as the war 
to 1967 futelgu speiullag. We 
may make some net gains 
from exports of goods; but 
with imports also tilting hig­
her, with foreign Investments 
likely to rise, and with lowrer 
Interest rates In the U. 8. 
raising do u b t as to other 
countries’ keeping their ac­
counts here, our deficit in in­
ternational payments for 1967 
may tut $3 billion or more.
