Ra­
dio Cairo said Libya had made 
a similar request of the U nit-, 
ed States to get out “ at the 
earliest possible moment.”

An official announcement. 
Radio Cairo said, was made 
by Libyan Premier Husslan 
Mazlq.

The United States signed an 
agreement with Libya, gover­
ning the use of bases, at Be­
nghazi In 1954. A treaty of 
friendship and alliance, toge­
ther with military and fin­
ancial accords, was signed be­
tween Britain and Libya in 
1953.

In Washington, the State 
Department had no comment 
on the reports of a requested 
withdrawal. And the Libyan 
Embassy said It had no word 
of such a notification.

A South Texas farm leader 
called thj Lower Rio Grande 
Valley melon crop the best In 
history and estimated It-s val­
ue at $8 million, 
walls Deines, executive vice- 

president of the Texas Citrus 
A' Vegetable Shippers and 
Orow êrs Association, said 2,- 
323 carloads of cantaloupes 
and 553 carloads of honeydew 
melons have been shlpp^ to 
market.
The melon harvest Is expect­

ed to end within two weeks.
Deines called the actlvtles 

of a farm labor union In Starr 
County a “farce” and said not 
one melon was kept from bei­
ng shipped to market.

Deines said the success of 
this year’s crop can be attri­
buted to Ideal weather In both 
the growing and harvest per­
iod. He also pointed out that 
melons from California and 
Arizona, normally harvested 
at a time when they would 
compete with valley melons, 
were held up because of cold 
weather.

He said prices have been 
•very good.”

The United Farm Workers 
Organizing Committee, AFL- 
CLO, has sought for a year to 
organize the field hands of 
Starr County. Before the me­
lon harvest began, union lea­
ders said the harvest would 
be the time for a showdown 
between the union and the 
grower.s

Deines .said melon and veg­
etable .shipments out of Starr 
County for the past market­

ing year totaled 2,476 car­
loads, compared with 1,058 
carloads the year before.

“The union leaders are much 
better at gaining th e  head­

“If this ulon has the 3,000 
members It claims in Starr 
County, why could It muster 
less than 150 to attend Its re­
cent rally In Rio Grande City 
to protest the presence of the 
Texas Rangers?” he asked.

Deines said “the people who' 
are sincerely Interested In do­
ing this farm work stayed on 
the Job throughout the past 
year despite harassment by 
the union.”

He said all the workers are 
being paid a minimum of $1 
an hour and said many work­
ers are getting up to $3 an 
hour when they work on a 
piece rate basis.

He had “special praise for 
the work of the Texas Rang­
ers, local officers and special 
guards of the Missouri Paci­
fic Rallrooad for maintaining 
law and order and protecting 
the rights of the worker to 
stay on the Job and for pro­
tecting the pre^rty  of the 
growers and shippers.”

The strikers have been high­
ly critical of the arrests of de­
monstrators and pickets by 
Rangers.

Deines said, “Those who 
have first-hand knowledge of 
the entire situation know thi.s 
union movement has become 
a farce a n d  Is a complete 
failure In Starr County and 
the sooner those would - be 
organizers get out of this 
area the better off will be the 
workers, growers and general 
public.”

Again and again in the an­

Haganah, the Jewish under­
ground army, was a modern 
version of th e  Maccabees, 
fighting the British, and the 
Arabs, as their forebears fou­
ght the Syriaiuj.

Only 11 years ago, the Isr­
aeli army struck with such 
swlftne.ss that it delated Eky- 
pt in 100 hours.

And Thursday, only four

days after the first shot of a 
new war, Jewish soldiers have 
ranged from the River Jor­
dan to the Suez Canal, from 
the Gaza Strip to the Strait 
of Tlran.

’ For the Ujrd and for Gide­
on!” rose the battlecry as 
Gideon’s band set to fight an 
army of such numbers that 
they were ’’like locusts" cov­
ering the plain of Jezreel.

At the instructions of the 
I>ird, Gideon trimmed his ar­
my from 22,000 to 300. First, 
he told the fearful to go home.

Then, he weeded out those 
who didn’t keep watch while 
drinking for a stream.

Only those that cupped the 
water In their hands and dra­
nk "as a dog laps,” keeping 
their heads up and eyes open, 
were retained. Those that 
knelt to drink were dismissed.

Then Gideon divided his 
300 into three companies, and 
had each man get a trumpet 
and a big jar, with a lighted 
torch concealed in it. At mid­
night they surrounded the 
enemy camp.

On a signal, they simultan­
eously broke their Jars with a 
great cra.shing noise, blew 
their trumpets and waved the 
torches The huge enemy force 
broke and ran, not stopping 
until they cro.ssed the Jordan.

State To Help Finance Driver Education Veleran's
Texa.s is finally going to 

finance driver education in 
public .schools as many other 
states have been doing for 
years.

It wa.s more the federal gov­
ernment’s Idea than the Leg­
islature’s. but there is no dou­
bt it will result In fewer traf­
fic deaths, injuries and was­
ted dollars.

Until now Texas school dis­
tricts that offered driver edu­
cation paid for it themselves. 
Usually they charged tuition 
of $5 to $65 to offset behlnd- 
the-wheel training expenses.

Many families couldn’t af­
ford the fee. Consequently 
only 27 per cent of Texas high 
school youths have been tak­
ing the instruction.

This percentage ranks Tex­
as far behind other states and 
also as shortsighted, for you­
ths with a full course of train­
ing have only about half as 
many accidents and traffic 
arrests as those without it.

Congress last year told sta­
tes, in effect, to expand driv­

er training in their school sys­
tems or take a 10 per cent cut 
in their share of federal aid 
highway funds.

For Texa.s this amounted to 
a $23 - million - a- year hint 
The Legislature this spring re- 
sonded by passing H B. 353 to 
establish a "program of driv­
er education and training for 
Texas” supervised by the gov­
ernor.

The lawmakers appropriat­
ed $2 million for the next fis­
cal year to aid school distri­
cts in offering the course The 
hope is to make the training 
available to every Texas high 
school youth within f o u r  
years, said Terrell Blodgett, 
administrative assistant to 
Gov. John Connally.

Federal money may augm­
ent the $2 million “and we 
will be looking to local school 
districts to pick up part of 
the tab," Blodgett said.

A method of allocating the 
state money now is being wor­
ked out. School districts will

perhaps receive two-thircLs or 
three - fourths of the cost of 
training each student. With 
such a financial boo.st, said 
Blodgett, "we will expect low­
er fees and possibly no fees,” 
to be paid by driver education 
students.

One .smashed fender may 
cost more than the full high 
school driver course, safety 
authorities point out. Studies 
Indicate that for every $1 in­
vested in this educational 
program about $3 is saved in 
lower accident frequency.

Funds provided under H. B. 
353 may be used for teacher 
.salaries, materials and sup­
plies. They may also be u s^  
to purchase training equipm­
ent, such as simulators and 
testing devices, and to en­
courage experimentation with 
better means of educating yo­
ung drivers.

The course approved by the 
Texas Education Agency now 
consists of 30 hours of class­
room study, 6 hours of Instruc­

tion behind the wheel, and 6 
hours spent in a training car 
as an observer. It can be fin­
ished in nine weeks. State of­
ficials hope many schools, 
with the new financial aid. 
will be able to make the train­
ing more thorough by extend­
ing it to a full semester, 18 
weeks.

The new licensing law, ef­
fective Aug. 28, will give Tex­
as youths greater incentive 
than ever before to take driv­
er education. Those who pass 
the course can be licensed at 
age 16; without it they must 
wait until they are 18. The 
law being surperseded has al­
lowed youths to be licensed at 
14 with the course, 16 without 
it.

Another incentive to take 
driver education is the 10 per 
cent premium reduction gran­
ted by insurance companies on 
automobile policies for males 
under age 25 who have com­
pleted the course.

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Gross value to farmers from 2,122,770 ocres of cotton 
ollotments in the 23 counties surrounding Lubbock and re> 
presented by Plains Cotton Growers, IfK. came to $257-922,-

This is the figure orrived at by John J. Seibert, Area Ex­
tension Farm Management Specialist, working with the PCG 
staff. It includes producer income from lint, seed, ond both 
price support and acreage diversion payments u n d e r  last 
year's cotton program.

In calculating lint value, Seibert used quality statistics 
published for each of the High Plains counties each yeor by 
PCG. Pre-bale prices for lint, on a 500-pound basis, ranged 
from $72.75 to $91.62 or from a little over 14 5 cents to 18-3 
cents a pound.

Seibert soys varietal differences plus the varying effects 
of odverse weather from county to county in 1966 occounted 
for the difference in prices received.

Seibert says these figures ore to be used in conirection 
with the South Plains Development Progrom launched l a s t  
year by the Texos Agricultural Extension Service. The pro­
gram seeks to build producer inconrte from all crops through 
yield and quality increases, reduced production costs and 
maximum diversification.

Stanley Rodemoker, Director of the Cotton Division of 
USDA's Consumer and Marketing Service, said extra care 
would be taken in the assignment of dosses ot the Lubbock, 
Brownfield and Lamesa offices thot the current plans call 
for double the number of dossing supervisors.

A report on work in the field of instrument dossing gave 
hope that iDstiuiiiuil du^sing cf cotton is closer at hand than 
many people realized and could be effected in the near fu­
ture, according to Donald A. Johnson, PCG Executive Vice 
President, who represented to PCG at the meeting along with 
J. D. Smith of Littlefield, President.

Johnson reported thot at least one, and possibly os many 
as three, instrument classing "lines" will be set up this Fall 
in Memphis, Tennessee to evaluate both individual intru- 
ments in the system. He said oil instrurrients which ore suffi­
ciently developed at that time will be tested in the lines

Machines likely to be included are a combination colori­
meter - trashmeter, length onolyzers, improved micronoire 
testers and possibly strength and uniformity instruments

Another meeting with these some USDA officials and 
others is being planned for next spring when the results of 
this fall's operations, os well at the lost developments from 
other sources, ore known.

"At that time," Johnson said, "we will be in a much bet­
ter position to determine which, if ony, of the instruments 
can be put into actual clossing-office operation in the fall 
of 1968."

He pointed out that use of instrunr>enfs to more exactly 
define the spinning value of cotton fibers will eventually be 
of great benefit to cotton producers "And, incidentally, the 
use of instruments will hove to be the result of producer and 
ginner efforts. No help ot this time at least con be expected
from other segments of the industry," he added * * * * *

DANGER SIGNALS GIVE TIPOFF

Coronary Easy To Spot
Medical aclence now has a 

better ability to predict coro­
nary disease than any other 
disease, a heart specialist said 
Thursday.

A number of danger signals 
or risk factors mark the man 
who is likely heading for a 
heart attack, said Dr Jerem­
iah Stamler, executive direc­
tor of the Chicago Health Re­
search Foundation.

’The warning signals mainly 
Include a high level of choles­
terol in the blood-slream, ele­
vated blood pressure, diabet­
es. and excessive cigarette 
smoking. Stamler told a press 
seminar at the New York Aca­
demy of Sciences Being over­

weight and getting too little 
exercise also boost the risk of 
having a heart attack before 
age 60. he .said.

Any combination of lhe.se 

factors greatly Increases the 
chances of a premature heart 
attack, he said, adding: "Some 
men have a nine out of 10 
chance of having a heart at­
tack before age 60, while oth­
ers have only a one in

Most recent additions to the Committee are Donald A 
Johnson, Executive V i c e  President of Plains Cotton Grow­
ers, Inc , and James S. Parker who was Textile Consultant 
for PCG from 1962 until the beginning of 1966.

Parker is now Director of Technical Services for the Ame­

Already members of the committee were Dr. Earl Heard,

The agricultural appropriations bill recently passed by 
the House of Representatives in Washington earmarked $1,- 
018,800 for the advancement of three projects sponsored by 
Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., and of prime interest to the 
High Plains cotton industry.

^lossificotion of cotton. Texas produces some 90 per cent of 
ttie nation's cotton stapling under cn inch, and of this the 
High Plains turn out almost half.

Donald Johnson PCG Executive Vice President, said "We 
iQve suppxjrted this appropriation all along, piointing out to 

people in Congress and USDA that such work offers the best 
and most equitable promise for correcting the current over­
supply of short staple cotton, and we are gratified that our 
• ftorts are to be reworded."

The third appropriotion, for $241,000 is for staffing ond 
equipping a new ginning research laboratory in Lubbock. 
Funds for the building to house the new focility were voted

Sunday a bill to meet com­
plaints of law enforcement of­
ficials about the 1965 code of 
criminal procedure.

The bill takes effect Aug 28.

Among the major changes 
from the 1965 code Is a pro­
vision allowing officers to ar­
rest without warrents persons 
found in suspicious places and 
under circumstances that In­
dicate they might have com­
mitted, or be about to com­
mit. a crime

The bill also restores th e  
pre - 1965 law on confessions, 
allowing use of oral confes­
sions if they lead to material 
evidence, such as a murder 
weapon or the “fruits of the

In an article titled “Old 
Man Mad About Machinery'* | 
which appeared May 28 In the 
Denver Post’s Sunday maga- 1 
bine section, “Empire.’*

Robert S Strother sets the 
pace for his story with his 
opening paragraph, “If Ro­
b e r t  Oilmour LeTourneau 
wears a wider grin than usual 

, nowadays as he drives an elec* 
trie golf cart scooter down the 
aisles of his swiftly expanding 
plant In Longview, Texas, few 
of his 2,000 employes are sur­
prised They know that the 
Old Man, now 78, Is thorough­
ly enjoying one of the most 
remarkable comebacks In bus­
iness history”

Strother then told of Le- 
Tourneau’s Invention of the 
electric wheel “that powerho- 
u.se with a tire around It that 
is revolutionizing the earth- 
moving Industry all o v e r  
again

"At the same time, anot­
her of the inventions of Le- 
Tourneau’s old age, a treme­
ndous portable off-shore dril­
ling platform which stands 50 
;tories tall, is revolutionizing 
the world-wide search for oil 
In coastal watres’’

LeTourneau told the writer 
of his experience as a boy of 
14 who went to work in a fou­
ndry and how he began think­
ing then of ways to get a Job 
done more easily and faster.

"I took a 10-year course In 
the school of hard knocks 
Our colors were black and

blue and our school yell was 
‘Ouch’,’’ LeTourneau t o l d  
Strother.

“In rigging cables and pul­
leys to pull stump In cut-over 
timber land, he  acquired 
knowledge that helped him 
years later to Invent the bull­
dozer,’’ Strother wrote. Mean­
while he took a corresponde­
nce course In mechanics that 
opened the way to a Job In 
Stockton, Calif., and the start 
of his earthmovlng career. 
He operated a garage of his 
own, saved some money and 
eloped with Evelyn Peterson, 
the pretty daughter of his 
landlord."

The story tells how LeTour­
neau had a World War I war­
time Job at Mare Island Navy 
Yard where he became and 
expert electrician. His skill as 
an electrician led to his first 
modest Invention.

Land-levelling at that time 
was a two-man Job. One man 
drove the tractor and another 
bounced along on the scraper 
to regulate the depth of the 
cut That struck LeTourneau 
as a waste of work and one 
evening tracing diagrams in 
the dust with a blunt forefin­
ger he came up with a simple 
plan to remake the old trac­
tor scraper outfit.

With his savings, he bought 
a tractor and leased a scrap­
er Then by putting a 10 hors­
epower generator on the trac­
tor a nd gearing an old motor 
to the end of the scraper 
blade, he found that he could 
adjust the scarper from the 
tractor seat.

“His one - man outfit was

soon moving more dirt than 
any one hand had ever mov­
ed before.’

His land - leveling business 
flourlsed and he welded to- j 
gether Improved scrapers and , 
hired men to run them. ,

Trouble popped up when 
LeTourneau won his first big' 
highway contract in 1926. A 
deep arroyo cutting across the 
route had to be filled and Le- 
Tourneau’s tractor - pulled 
scrapers could not push their 
loads over the brink. To hire 
an army of men with shovels 
would have meant financial 
disaster.

“If necessity Is the mother 
of Invention, desperation Is 
It father,” said Stroher. “Le- 
Tourneau’s trouble resulted In 
one of the most widely known 
of all his inventions. Instead 
of pulling the scraper blade 
behind the tractor, why not 
put it on a hinged frame out 
front so that loads could be 
pushed directly Into the cha­
sm? He grabbed his welder's 
torch and a few hours later 
had put into operation the 
first bulldozer controlled by 
cables from the driver’s seat. 
The name was an old one, but 
the machine was new ’’

From the time that LeTour­
neau built his first small fac­
tory in Stockton in 1924, hLs 
company dominated the ear­
thmovlng field within a de­
cade.

One of the most consplcious 
changes in the field came in 
1932 LeTourneau had inven­
ted what was later to be call­
er a Carryall, a scraper which

The action was taken In 
Bristol. Tennessee at the 107th 
Oeneral Assembly of the Pre­
sbyterian Church in the U S. 
A

But the key vote by the 
commissioners (delegates) 
came on a motion to send the 
paper back to committee for 
rewording. That motion re­
sulted In a 187-187 tie — and 
Moderator Dr. Marshall C 
Dendy, Richmond, Va., broke 
the tie to defeat the motion.

The paper, entitled “Viet­
nam; Some Questions for 
Christians,” s a i d  Southern 
Presbyterians are “deeply per­
plexed and anguished by the 
tragic war ”

Question Series 
It posed a series of ques­

tions directed "to ourselves

H o w ’s Business?

and to the churches and not 
to our government” In an ef­
fort to determine what “res­
ponsibility Ood means for us 
. . .  In relation to the Vietnam 
conflict ”

“Because we are Christians 
first a n d  Americans second, 
we wrestle with these ques­
tions,” the statement read.

Among the questions posed 
l.s fhl.s one: "Have we been 
saddened by the violence of 
American arms as much as by 
violence of our enemies?”

The Rev. John S. McMullen 
»f Columbia, Mo., chairman of 
the Committee on Church and 
Society, called for support of 
the document. “It would be 
so nice if we were not Invol­
ved (in Vietnam), but we have 
to accept the fact t h a t  we 
are,” he stated.

T^e portion of t h e policy 
statesmen reaffirming loyalty 
to the United States was add­
ed as an amendment before 
the final vote was taken.

The governing body also re­
affirmed Its stand on civil 
disobedience by rejecting an

overture or bill from the Pre­
sbytery of Florida.

The resolution put the OeiT- 
eral Assembly In concurrence 
with the Florida statement 
“that our church must always 
work to strengthelng Bible 
teaching and preaching.” 

Support Disobedience 
But It added that obedien­

ce in the field of civil and pol­
itical issues is part of the mis­
sion of the church.”

'The assembly thus upheld a 
statement adopted last year 
which said Presbyterians have 
“a obligation . . .  to support 
and regard with compassion 
those who practice civil dis­
obedience” whenever legal re­
course has been exhausted 
and when the act is “In Chrl- 
tlan consceince an allegiance 
to Almighty Ood.”

The commissioners ordered 
transmitted to Its churches In 
16 Southern and Southwestern 
states the message of the 
World Conference on Church 
and Society Issued by the 
World Council of Churches 
la.st July.

To the surprise of ske­
ptics, It floated along like a 
balloon on a string, and blg| 
pneumatic tire quickly beca-j 
me standard equipment on 
earthmovlng machines. '

In 1934 he moved his com- I 
pany from Stockton to Peoria, 
111. In 1935 when he learned 
that his company’s profits 
would be over $50,000, Bob and 
Evelyn LeToureanu organized 
the LeTourneau Foundation 
“to sponsor religious, mission­
ary and educational work for 
the greater glory of Ood.” 
They gave It half of the com­
pany’s profits and half of 
their own Income. Later they' 
raised the foundation’s share 
to 90 per cent of the common 
stuck and 90 per cent of their 
personal Income. {

Peoria businessmen about 
that time asked LeTourneau 
to ulk to them about his 
“business partnership with 
Ood ” He did. and has filled 
from two to three pseaking en­
gagements a week since, all 
over the United States and 
Canada.

It was while locked in a 
plaster cast, after a headon 
collision in 1937 that he con­
ceived the Idea for the Tour- 
napull, the great square sno­
uted diesel engine tractor 
w'lth two wheels. The fast, 
maneuverable Tournapull 
came ju.st in time for dlsting- 
uLshed service in World War 
II.

On Dec. 7, 1941, Honolulu. 
Tournapulls and bulldozers 
snorted out to fill craters bla­
sted In Hlckham Fteld run­
ways by the Japanese Thanks 
to the machines, the few 
American fighters aloft at the 
time of the attack had a place 
to land.

For the first hour of the 
war. LeTourneau’s equipment 
became the favorite tools of 
the Army engineers and Sea- 
bees They were put to work 
on .scores of camp, highway 
and airfield - building Jobs. 
They built most of the Alcan 
highway and the Ledo Road 
and during the heavy fight­
ing In North Arfica, they once 
leveled of f five airstrips in 
three days.

The bulldozers waded ashore 
at Normandy, blades raised 

I against machine gun fire to 
root out pill boxes and plow 

I through hedgerows They 
fought for month on Ouadal- 

j  canal, stormed Okinawa and 
nxle down machine gun em­
placements in Iwo Jima. In 
all theaters, they followed on 
the heels o f the retreating

enemy, patching road&^rl^ 
clearing the debris of in r .

The fast and decisive ac­
tion demanded by the emer­
gency delighted LeTourneau. 
He expanded his recently bui­
lt plant and training school at 
Tocca in North Georgia, slap­
ped a new one together at 
Vicksburg, Miss., and sped to 
Australia to build another 
near Sydney. Altogether he 
supplied about 70 per cent of 
the earthmovlng equipment 
used by the United States and 
its allies, 10,000 Carryals, 14.- 
000 bulldozers, 1,800 Touma- 
pulls and many others.

Strother then tells of Le­
Tourneau’s numerous other 
wonderful machines such as 
the “mechanized elephant 
that can pick up and stack 
two carload of logs at a time, 
of his tree crusher that push­
es down and pulverizes 150- 
foot trees as If they were 
cornstalks, the Tournalayers 
that casts two bedroom con­
crete houses in a singe oper­
ation, the Overland Train that 
LeTourneau built f o r  the 
Army’s use in Alaska and on 
the desert and of the portable 
offshore drilling platforms 
built by LeTourneau that are 
In operation throughtout the 
world.

“A standard LeTourneau 
question is ‘What else can it 
do’? This question was drama­
tically answered by the plat­
form when it was fitted with 
a 210-foot LeTourneau crane 
instead of a drilling rig. The 
platform waded across Lake 
Marcaaibo In Venezuela, pla­
nting brigde piers in front 
and hanging 250-ton prefab­
ricated bridge sections behind 
it. to erect a bridge In record 
time.

The electric wheel. Invent­
ed by LeTourneau scored a 
smashing success In 1963 En­
gineers on the vast San Luis 
Canal in California watched 
In amazement as a 12-wheel 
electric digger run by one 
man regularly scopped up 90 
tons of dirt In 45 seconds, 
sped up .sharp inclines at 15 
miles an hour, dumped It on 
the run and hurried back for 
more. The huge machine is 
as long as a Buddllner and 
its three generators produce 
enough power to light a small 
town It was something un­
heard of — a smart and nim­
ble dinosaur.

It was soon drafed. On a 
Job on Highway 1-20 In Texas 
spectators watched a digger 
four times as big snatch up 
360 tons of dirt in seconds and 
vanish quietly over the brow 
of a hill like it was loaded 
with feathers.

As one of his executives re­
marked; “Mr. R. O. Is still 
captain, witcher and clean­
up batter around here Nobody 
can quite figure him out. I 
gue.ss about the best you can 
do is to say that he Is an old 
man mad about machinery, 
and let It go at that.”

From the standpoint of our 
domestic ecenomy, the Arab- 
I.sreall conflict carries some 
Important Implications . . . 
calling attention to the many 
cauldrons of discontent thro­
ughout the world This should 
nece.s.sltate a continued high 
level of defen.se spending — 
and perhaps even an escala­
tion thereof — depending up­
on future requirements of the 
Vietnam war Defen.se spend­
ing, therefore, will continue a 
strong prop to buslne.ss. By 
the same token, however, the 
likelihcKKi of a hike In the fe­
deral Income tax levy Is hei­
ghtened, and Inflation may 
become more dangerous In 
the months ahead.

But the halting of oil ship­

Solons Seek Blockade 
On Egyptian Cotton

Twenty-five House mem­
bers from cotton producing 
states. Including nine from 
Texas, are moving to block 
the Importation of Egyptian 
long-staple cotton.

Rep. Richard C. White of 
El Paso Is author of the bill. 
The El Pasoan said; “I am 
sure the people of my district 
do not want to .see cotton ex­
ported from a country that 
has broken off relalons with 
us, while cotton growers In 
ihe area are suffering.”

The spon.sors said long-sta­
ble growers have been hurt 
by unfavorable acreage allot­
ments that have cau.sed pro­
duction to plummet from 161,- 
444 bales In 1963 to a project­

ed yield this year of only 71,- 
000 bales.

The lawmakers said the bill 
will close off an Egyptian 
market of $12 to $15 million a 
year. They said present regul­
ations allow Importation of 
83,000 bales a year of Egyp­
tian extra long-staple cotton.
