The president of the Texas '
Farm Bureau declared in Aus-
tin this week that federal

farm programs are on the way |

out,
C. H. DeVaney of Waco,
made the statement in an ad-

dress to the Farm Bureau's
convention in the Terrace
Convention Center in the st-

ate capitol.
DeVaney, in a sweeping
speech also commented that:
The world will depend
more the American farm-
er.

“Farm programs as we have
known them are on their way
out,” DeVaney said. “The sup-
ply and people control pro-
grams in agriculture have fe-
led. Crops under tight gov-
ernment controls are sick
Those commodities that are
operating in the free market
are healthy.”

The bureau's president, how-
ever, forecast a bright future
for agriculiure, while quoting
an “obvious fact for tomor-
row” that the farmer will be-
come more of a minority

12. He said that by 1970, it
may be one in 24. The ratio
could be as great as one in 50

duction rights are rationed,
prices are administered, and
where farmers would be de-
pendent upon the public trea-
sury for a substantial part of
their income,” he warned.
“For instance, in 1966 cot-
ton producers received $38.60
in direct government paym-
ents out of each $100 gross in-
come. the projected figure for
1967 is $47 out of each $100.

Really Mean
Better Children

When children grow up
with books, books become their
friends, and important to
them

Parents can’t begin too ear-
ly to think about books for
the children. A one - year-
old child delights in recogniz-
ing familiar things in books

This week, National Child-
ren’s Book week, presents a
good time to begin, suggests
Jennje Kitching, extension
family life education special-
ist at Texas A&M.

Selection of books for pre-
schoolers depends on their
age. For example, two and
three year olds need clear,
simple pictures and stories
geared to his interests and to
activities he knows and en-
joys,

At this age he begins to
gain a liking for literature
Miss Kitching says, and stor-
ieis should have good plots
and reasonable characters,

Four and five year olds are
becoming increasingly imagi-
native and curious about the
world around them. Their at-
tention span lengthens from
about 15 minutes and their
vocabulary is increasing

Thus the book can be long-
er and the story more compli-
cated with special interest in
adventure, animals and na-
ture stories; stories about ac-
tivities like his own and those
of people he Kknows; stories
about transportation; and
books about the way things
work, Miss Kitching says.

For all preschoolers books
should be of good paper and

strong binding. Colors should
be clear, intense and pleas-
ing

Books influence a school-
age youngster and are impor-
tant to him. From kindergar-
ten to adolscence a child’s
taste and interests maturg
and become more defined

Books for school youngsters
says Miss Kitching, should
meet this criteria adapted

from the Child Association of
America; sincerity, authenti-
city, credibility, emotiona] im-
pact, good and effective writ-
ing style, reader interest and
age suitability.

Yaupon is an evergreen of
the holly family. It is a
branched shrub, with white-
cluster blossoms that produce
small berries, also good as
bird food It growth, how-
ever, is slow

Japanese honeysuckle has a ¢

vigorous, twining, woody vine,

with long-petal flowers. Deer
are particularly fond of this
plant as a food

Both plants are fine for
East Texas, where there |is
abundant rainfall. But in the
Edwards Plateau and the
Trans-Pecos area, deer bro-

wse is another problem. Fortu-

nately, many of the landown-
ers, particularly those who
lease shooting privileges, are
willing to feed their deer as
they do livestock. Some even

This is part of the informa-
tion in a new publication just
released by the S.CS., “Grass-
land Restoration, Part V. Ef-
fect of Water Yield and Sup-
ply,” by C. A. Rechenthin and
H. N. Smith. The booklet is
the fifth in a series dealing
with Texas rangelands. The
publication documents huge
water losses that occur each
yvear from brush and weed in-
festation. It shows how mun-
icipal, industrial, and agricul-
tural water supplies are red-
uced on water sheds infested
with brush and weeds. It will
shock most Texans to learn,

according to estimates by
scientists, that about one
hundred and thirty - eight

million acre feet of water
almost 38 percent of the total
wverage annual precipitation

are consumed by non-econ-!
omic plants

Grass is a more efficient
user of water than most woody
plants or weeds. There is less

water used on an acre of
grass than on an acre cover-
ed with woody plants and

weeds. For example according

Skeete realized
the drouth of the
1950’s, that conditions on his
ranch were serioius. Over his

entire ranch there was an en-

dless stand of brush. There
was not enough grass to keep
his livestock alive, With plan-
ning assistance from the S.-
CS., Skeetes developed a long
range conservation plan. He
rootplowed and dozed cedar,
mesqutie, and other brush.
The treated land was reseed-
ed to grass to hasten recov-
ery. All the newly treated ar-
eas were rested until the grass
was firmly established. Pro-
per use of grasses was prac-
ticed to allow the grasses to
make maximum growth, seed
and provide a protective cov-
er for the soil.

Skeete was surprised, when
a dry spring that had once
been the center of the ranch,
began to flow again. The grass
cover acted as a sponge to
absorb all the rainfall and
reduce evaporation losses. The
removal of the deep - rooted,
water - robbing brush permit-
ed some of the pater to perco-
late downward into the agui-
fer that fed the spring

Ranchers in Martin Coun-
