Q — I understand that the 
veteran pension law Pre.sldent 
Johnson signed recently rais- 
ed the amount of Income a 
veteran may receive and still 
be entitled to a pension from 
the Veterans Administration. 
How much was the limit in­
creased and when does it take 
effect?

A — Effective Jan 1. 1969, 
Income limitations, which gov­
ern financial eligibility for VA 
pen.sions and dependency ben­
efits, will be raised $200 for 
all beneflclarie-s. This increase 
is particularly important to 
“old law” pensioners since It 
will mean that the recent So- 
cial Security Income hike will 
cause no loss In VA payments.

Q —How will the 5100 in­
crements In the new Veterans 
•Administration pension struc­
ture which goes i n t o  effect 
next January affect pension 
rates’

A — Basically, the 5100 in­
crements in the new VA pen­
sion structure will mean that 
maximum VA pension and de­
pendency and indemnity com­
pensation benefits will go to 
veterans, widows and parents 
with the lowest Income For 
ex.imple. under current law, 
the monthly \'A pension for a 
veteran with o n e  dependent 
and an annual income of $I 00 
to SI.000 Is $109. However, the 
re-structured pension program 
will provide payments rang- 
ing from $120 a month for an 
Income of $500 or less to $109 
a month for an annual inco­
me of $900 to $1,000 And VA 
monthly pension benefits will 
be reduced an average of only 
$3 or $4 for each $100 lncrea.se 
in Income up to the new ceil­
ings

Q — .My Social Security 
check went up in March — 
enough to put me over the 
income limit for the amount 
of pension 1 gel from the Vet­
erans Administration. Yet. 1 
received a pen.slon check in 
the same amount from VA 
around the first of April. Was 
this a mistake? WUl 1 have to 
return the VA check?

A — The amount of the VA 
pension check which you re- 

. ceived around the first of Ap- 
I ril was no mistake And you 
won’t have to return It. On 
March 28. 1968. President Joh­
nson signed Public Law 90- 
275 which specifically protects 
pensioners like yourself from 
any reduction in their VA ben- 
efits due to the recent hike 
in Social Security payments. 
This is true not only for 1968 
but aLso for 1969. For inform­
ation as to how your higher 
Social Security income may 
affect your VA pension begin­
ning in 1970, check with your 
neare.*t VA office

The announced march on 
Washington, scheduled for 
April 22, carried threats never 
heard before In a King spon­
sored pre-invasion plan. Over­
tones that could be called 
“first cousin” to the violent 
tactics of Stokley Carmichael 
tt Company was present.

The United States awaited 
thl.s proposed march of 500,000 
invaders with a great deal of 
apprehension.

Commentators made much 
of the fact Tue.sday that Dr. 
King’s business In Memphis. 
Tenne.vsee. and hl.s Involve­
ment with a local level labor 
dispute was to be a premier 
for his same-style show set up 
for the nation’s capitol on 
April 22

Martin Luther King realiz­
ed he had lost prestige and 
hl.s cau.se would certainly be 
lost if the Washington march 
failed.

As Edwen Newman, a com­
mentator said Tuesday: "It 
now appears the King cause

I Water runoff Is a waste of 
I  natural resources, says Jake 
Hodges, local S. C S techni­
cian, assisting the Martln- 
Howard Soil and Water Con­
servation District.

1 Studies on water runoff have 
been carried out at the South 
Plains Research a n d  Exten­
sion Center at Lubbock since 
1963. Loam soils (similar to 
the ones we have in Martin 
County) of different slopes, 
were planted to cotton and 
grown under three moisture 
conditions.

Objective of thLs study was 
to evaluate the economics of 
land leveling, such as done 
with parallel terrraces Water 
lost to runoff from sloping 
fields would Increase yields if 
stored in the soil; however, 
land leveling and parellel ter­
races cost money Results In­
dicate that yields can be In­
creased an average of 85 pou­
nds of lint per acre by preven­
ting runoff On dryland that 
was flat with no slope the av­
erage yield wa.s 272 pounds of 
lint per acre, when this slope 
was increased to 2 (that Is
2 4 Inches per 100 feet) t h e  
yield dropped to 154 pounds of 
lint per acre. That is a de- 
crea.se of 43 per cent When 
the slope was increa.sed to 1 2 
per cent, or 14 4 inches of fall 
per 100 feet, the yield drop­
ped from 272 pountLs of lint 
to 96 pounds ’This was de­
crease of 64 per cent T h e  
data from this experiment in­
dicate that up to 32 4 per cent 
of the rains cau-slng runoff 
will be lost to runoff on soils 
having no more t h a n  a six 

I Inch fall per 100 feet. Thl.s 
' small amount of slope is pre­
sently considered good. Re­
moval of slope will not only 
prevent runoff, but will Incre­
ase control of irrigation wat­

er, which is necessary for ma­
ximum irrigation efficiency 
A famer can more than get 
his money back the first year, 
based on average conditions, 
says Hodges

For example. If a man had 
160 acres of land, that was 1-3 
per cent slope. It would take 
'thout 30,000 fee* cf parallel 
terrace At 10 cents per feet, 
this would cost S3.000 00 The 
cost * share assistance under 
the Great Plains progam is 70 
per cent, or 7 cents per feet 
That Is S2.100 00 ThLs leaves 
a balance of $900 00. or $5 62 
per acre The average Increase 
was 85 pounds of lint per acre, 
figured at 16 cents, thl.s makes 
S13 60 more per acre.

The investment for the far­
mer wu.> $5 62 and the incre­
ase L.S $13 60 or $7 98 net pro­
fit Thts is a 241 per cent re­
turn on the Initial investment 
How many place.s will pay 241 
per cent interest on the money 
you Invest’» In Martin County 
the average lint yield is more 
than the 272 pounds u.sed In 
this experiment With a hlgh- 
r  vield you could expect great­
er result.« than was .shown in 
’he.se tests In Martin County 
similar results can be obtain­
ed by controlling runoff A 
‘.stem of parallel terraces, 

with additional land leveling 
and moothlng work done In 
between terraces, will provide 
greater w a t e r  distribution 
Greater water distribution 
will provide the operating unit 
with a more sound economical 
jperatlon Remember with 
rainfall, it is not what you get. 
It's what you keep that makes 
the crop Anyone who would 
like additional information on 
the economics of parallel ter­
races, should contact the Soil 
Con.servatlon District at Stan­
ton. for planning and guld- 

iance, said Hodges.

The usual vast springtime 
tourist invasion has become a 
trickle In the heat of racial 
violence In the nation’s capi­
tal, leaving the city’s leading 
Industry reeling in w h a t  
should have been its richest 
week of the year.

The cost Is staggering, ap­
parently running into the 
hundreds of thousands of dol­
lars dally.

One sightseeing firm ILsts 
It lo.s.ses at $8,000 a day. At a 
1,000 - room h o t e l ,  almost 
three - fourth.s of the guests 
did not keep their re.serva- 
tlons. High schools have call­
ed off class trips to the cap­
ital.

The full cost cannot be cou­
nted easily. Even the Wa.sh- 
Ington Convention and Visit­
ors Bureau wa.s clo.sed Tues­
day along with most busines­
ses In respect to assas.slnated 
civil rights leader Dr. Martin 
Luther King, Jr.

The annual Cherry Blossom 
Festival this year came only a

week before Easter, when tho­
usands of pupils converge on 
the city during spring vaca­
tion.

But racial violence flared 
last Thursday night after the 
slaying of King in Memphis. 
Tenn., and the city came to 
a standstill beneath the pall 
of .smoke from scores of burn­
ing buildings.

Quibbles .\nd Quirks 
Farmer Je»se Paul watched 

sullenly as a deputy sheriff, 
sent by creditors, arrived to 
cart off his hay Paul had not 
paid hi.s bills, and there was 
no doubt that the hay was 
subject to seizure 

B u t  suddenly a wicked 
gleam came into his eyes He 
had Just realized that the de­
puty wa.s using his pitchfork 
without permission.

The next day. Paul filed a 
damage suit against the de­
puty. Clearly the fellow had 
no legal right to use the pit­
chfork. Yet. the Judge toased 
the case out of court.

“De minimis non curat lex.” 
quoth the Judge That Is La­
tin for "The law doesn’t care 
about trifles.”

Whatever the letter of the 
law may be. courts do have a 
certain amount of leeway In 
the name of common sense A 

Judge may thumb down a com­
plaint that is simply wa.stlng 
his time and the taxpayer’s 
money

Here are other examples:
A dentist, reading a h>’po- 

dermlc needle for a woman 
patlnet, allowed a bit of li­
quid to dribble onto her ton­
gue Although the stuff was 
bitter. It was perfectly harm- 
les.s Neverthless. the woman 
sued the dentLst for damages, 
blaming him for an offense 
to her taste buds The court 
characterized thl.s as an “In­
jury without damage”’ — and 
dismissed the case 

A pedestrian dented his hat 
on the bottom of a barber 
pole. Charging that the pole 
was too low. he aimed a dam­
age suit at the barber. But 
the court, noting that the 
dent was very small and the 
the hat very old. ruled that 
this too was a case of “de mi­
nimis."

And a man who tried to up- 
•set a verdict because of a 58- 
cent error got short shift 
from the appellate court.

Of cour.se. mere money Is 
not the crucial test. A man’s 
claim for a single penny won 
a respectful hearing in the 
trial court and two appellate 
courts, with scholarly opini­
ons being written by three jus­
tices. But that case Involved 
not only the penny but also 
the interpretation of a new 
tax law.

In short, the law does care 
even about trifles — If there 
Is a principle at stake. But 
there really must be a prln- 

; clple, not Just pique. As the 
; court said to Farmer Paul;
! “The law should hold out 
' no Inducement to useless 
I or vindictive litigation ”

T h e  economic opportunity program is
