ground.

The earlier planting and

open, the experts say. to the 
attack of cotton diseases and 
Insects

The plants are not sturdy 
enough to wlth.stand such on­
slaughts.

With good weather and a 
soil warm - up the cotton 
planting business should start 
with real zeal and continue 
until all the Martin County 
acreage has been seeded.

Farmers s a y  they have 
never had so good an outlook 
for a crop as they face this 
spring Rainfall has been am­
ple and one of the wettest 
January-Aprll .seasons In his­
tory has been recorded In Mar­
tin County.

Love Is Supreme Law 
For The World
When we consider law a nd , 

liberty, we must recognize 
that all law does not make fori 
liberty People often speak, 
or write, of obedience as If 
it were In Itself a virtuous and 
desirable thing It depends en­
tirely upon what one obeys.

Obedience to tyrants, a n d  
th e  laws of tyrants, h a s  
brought horror and suffering 
upon the world too often in 
times past and is much too 
evident In the world of today. 
Laws have often been promul­
gated and designed to estab­
lish tranny, rather than to 
promote liberty 

Law tends toward liberty 
only when It Is not contrary 
to the laws of God and of 
God's world And the highest 
law of all. the only law obed­
ience to which can bring ful­
ness of liberty and welfare to 
man, Is the law of love 

The two great command­
ments of Love — to love God

with all the heart, and soul, 
and mind, and strength, and 
to love one's neighbors as on­
e’s self—are not Invention of 
Christianity, or percularlly 
Christian.
They are a part of that great 

heritage from Judaism that 
Jesus said He had not come 
to destroy, but to fulfill.

They are the great com- 
niandments that Jesus heard 
as a boy as He attended wor­
ship In the synagogue. They 
occupy a place In the ritual 
from Sabbath to Sabbath of 
similar importance to the 
Lord’s prayer in the worship 
of Christian churches.

We might well make these 
commandments, also a part of

But with a newspaper It’s 
different There the words are.

Another one wrote only two 
weeks ago: “Anybody who
konws Lyndon Johnson &no- 
ws he’s not going to give up 
four more years of power.”

When Eugene McCarthy first 
announced he was running, 
another columnist said bemus- 
edly “he Is like Emmett Kel­
ley, the clown, trying to sweep 
up his own spotlight."

And so It went, proving that 
this is where television has an 
advantage over newspapers 
for experts. An expert can be 
100 per cent wrong and almost 
swallow his foot on T.V., but 
when the program changes, 
his words fade with the pic­
ture and it’s hard to pin any­
thing on him.

But with a neswpaper It’s 
different. There the words are. 
n black and white, and you 
can clip them out and carry 
them around and examine 
them after events have shown 
the expert didn’t know any­
more about what was going on 
Inside the mind of the Presi­
dent for example than he did 
next week’s weather.

Consequently I have work­
ed out a solution. Newspapers 
carrying columns by political 
experts ought to be printed In 
disappearing Ink. Twenty-four 
hours after the profound and 
analytical opinions h a v e  ap- 
appeared, the Ink ought to 
fade like a television picture 
with a burned-out tube.

!—got rid of any notion that 
this was to be a downhill haul. 
Even so, the trip turned out 
to be one of the best a bicyclist 
could a«k for '

The Alpine - Terlingua run 
offers enough challenge — to 
stamina and to hill climbing i 
ability — to make It worth­
while To offset the working 
part of the trip, the bicyclist 
gets a close look at some of 
the country’s best scenery A 
close, close look.

Bicyclists have an advant­
age over motorists In that 
they can stop with almost no 
fuss whenever they see a sight ■ 
worth extra examitiation. Bi­
cyclists can pull up on any 
bridge and watch the water

And they can smell the flo­
wers.

Of course, the bicyclist’s blue. 
.sky Is not totally unclouded. 
It wasn’t 10 minutes after I 
reached my destination that 
some young tourists who hadj 
seen me on the road turned: 
and asked her father: “Is that 
the nut we passed on the way 
down here?”

And one man said later that 
when he passed me his daugh­
ter wanted to yell directions 
to the nearest funny farm.

To tell the truth, a fellow 
might be a good candidate for 
a straitjacket If he set off for 
Terlingua without proper pre- i 
paratlon. But if he Is even 
halfway thoughtful he can 
turn that Terlingua trip into 
a memorable day, a worth­
while outing. That Is, a person 
traveling that road needs two 
things: water and good equip­
ment.

He needs to have a little 
, bicycle riding time behind 
time, too, but not necessarily a 
great amount. (He ought to 
test himself with a round-trip 
run to Fort Davis first) .

probably half a dozen can be 
seen from the highway throu­
ghout the trip.

That’s why a rider need.s 
good tlre.s and chain — and I I water.

Â  a matter of fact, I didn’t 
get all the way to Terlingua 
sn my trip. I started about 
6:30 aun. from the home of 
Betty and Don Gaddis. I got 
78 miles from their house 
when Betty and my wife 
caught up With me in a car 
at 12:30 They brought wel­
come food and water Then 
they left to take another wo­
man to Study Butte. About 
10 minutes later they came 
back, said I was going to mias 
the party and strongly sug­
gested that I throw the bi­
cycle into the back and accept 
a faster mode of transporta­
tion. If I had been tired I 
would probably have refused 
the ride But since I wasn’t, 
and since I wasn’t trying to 
prove anything, and since I 
hate to be late to a party, I 
climbed In and we went on to 
Terlingua

The party was worth it
The return to Alpine was 

made with considerably more 
.'Peed — We flew back with 
Ray La Belt, who gave us and 
me a close-up look at Santa 
Elena Canyon on the Rio Gra­
nde — from the mouth of it 
and all along Its 14 - mile 
length. That wa.s worth the bi­
cycle ride

The 30-mlnute flight back 
to Alpine confirmed what the 
earlier bicycle ride had indi­
cated: the Big Bend country, 
with a little rain water. Is as 
pretty as any place on the 
face of thLs earth.

It's hard to pick out just 
what were the most enjoyable 
parts of t h e  little vacation. 
First, it’s always good to .see 
kinfolks, and my sisters, Betty 
and Ellen, both live In Alpine 
Also, It’s good to see friends, 
and we managed to visit with 
June and Frances Graham, 
formerly of Stanton.

In producing green grass for 
livestock, there must be ade­
quate food supplies stored In 
the root system to insure 
quick re-growth. What hap­
pens when too many leaves 
are actually eaten off day af­
ter days? The upper factory 
loses it's ability to manufac­
ture food. It calls downstairs 
for the underground factory 
to send up stored food reser­
ves to aid in t h e  recovery. 
When the reserves are used 
up. the facories have no al­
ternative but to close down. 
The root system has become 
too small to act as a pipeline 
to feed .water, and fertilize the 
plant.

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Tornadoes May Increase Antelope Die-Off Over;
Due To Cold Weather Aerial Census To Begin Mrs. Chisholm

I

Some ot the weather experts 
tell us that more tornadoes 
are due to make the spring 
scene due to a coIder>than- 
normal winter season Just 
concluded.

Spring thunderstorms spawn 
tornadoes. Due to the past 
severe winter there Is a prob* 
ability that more than the 
average number wHl descend 
on the landscape in April, May 
and June. Those are the big 
months for tornadoes May 
leads the field

Laboratory facilities at Nor. 
man, Oklahoma, keeps tabs on 
upper air conditions for the 
Department o f Commerce 
There Is also a station con­
stantly studying tornadoes In 
Kansas City. Texas, Okla­
homa, and Kansa-, lead In the 
number of tornadoes each 
year with Oklahoma reporting 
the most.

Radar Is In full operation at 
Norman and Kansas City and 
is used not only to loacte twi.<.

ters and thunderstorm.s but 
to analyze them 

Tornadoes have favorable 
positions in relation to thun- 
derstorm.s They usually are 
are found on the southwest, 
side of a thunderstorm com-1 
plex. I

Tornadoes usually have a I 
a .short life span. They are 
the most violent of all the 
winds that sweep the planet.

Environmental Science Ser­
vices Administration — ESSA 

at Kansas City reptirts that 
an average of 639 tornadoes 
occurred in the United States 
between 1953 and 1967 Half 
of them were in April, May, 
and June. The record was 898 
tornadoes in 1965. Last year 
there were 835.

Eighty-two per cent of all 
twisters are born between noon 
and midnight and 23 per cent 
strike between 4 pm  and 6 
p m., because of meteorologi­
cal conditions which spawn 
the storms.

Recent ralm  a n d  some 
greening up has apparently 
stopped the pronghorn antel­
ope die-off on approximately 
350,000 acres on 10 ranches In 
the Trans - Pecos, according 
to Tommy Hailey, project lea­
der for the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department.

Hailey first reported the 
die - off northwest of Marfa 
on Feb 1 and at first disease 
or tarbush poisoning was sus­
pected However, blood and 
tissue .samples taken by Dr. R. 
M Robinson, assistant profes- 
.sor of veterinary pathology at 
Texas .■l&M University, proved 
negative Later Investigations 
indicated the die-off was cau­
sed by malnutrition.

Hailey .said the die-off was 
oreclpitated by extremely dry 
fall and winter weather con­
ditions last year Dry forage 
was available but It lacked 
the required and necessary 
nutritional values.

The die-off occurred in iso-

; lated areas of Jeff Davis and 
Presidio counties on a 40 mile 

i strip west of M.irfa, and resu- 
I Ited in the loss of adult ani­
mals and reduction of this 
year’s fawn crop.

' Necropsies or post mortems, 
conducted on two female an­
telope, revealed resorption of 
embryas “Both would have 
twins,” the biologist indicated. 
Halley explained that embyro 
resorption is nature’s way of 
protecting the adult female 
in times of nutritional stress. 
When food becomes .scarce, 
the mother starts resorbing 
the embryo in order to stop 
the drain from her nutrition- 
nul supply

However, the full extent of 
this year’s die-off will not be 
known until a complete aerial 
census is flown over more 
than three million a c re s  of 
pronghorn habitat in the 
Trans-Pecos The flights are 

! scheduled to begin on May 6

One man’.s dog may be an­
other man’s nui.sance If you 
are disturbed by your neigh­
bor’s dog (or dogs), and if 
complaints don't help, you 
might consider another pos.si- 
billty: a court order to abate' 
the nuisance

What doe.s the law say in 
such cases?

By and large, it is sympath­
etic to the person who is sub- 

' Jected to an excessive amount 
of canine clamor 

“Dogs in a nelghbor’.s yard 
may murder sleep,” observed 
one judge, ".'uid destroy the 
reasonable enjoyment of a 
home ”

Thus, a suburban family 
won an injunction against the 

'owner of a Uernian shepherd 
' dog whose furious barking 
awakened them regularly at 
4 o'clock in the morning The 

' court .said the defendant 
would have to either reduce 

 ̂ the noise or get rid of the dog 
Suppo.se you go to court 

only after having tolerated the 
I noise for .some time Your 
neighbor might then argue 
that you have "accepted” the 

I situation by your acqulescc- 
i nee
I But chances are that the 
! court would not penalize you 

Bryan, I for being patient. Y’our com- 
j  plaint wouldn’t be turned 

——  I down merely because you held 
' back for a rea.sonable time, in 
I the hope of find some solution 
i.short of the courthouse 
I What if the neighbor was 
already living there—with his 
dog — before you moved in? 

.That, too, is not enough 
grounds to bar your compla­
int. His being there first does 

I not give him a permanent 
right - to-be - noisy, regard­
less of the feeling of newcom­
ers to the street.

On the other hand, you 
won’t  get far in court with a 
complaint that reflects your 
own unusual sensitivity rath­
er than the dog’s unusual be­
havior. The law of nuisance Is 
a law of moderation — tailor­
ed to people of average dis­
positions, not to those with 
jumpy nerves or trigger tem­
pers. I

In one ca.se a disgruntled ' 
home owner, in court about a 
neighbor’s dogs, was counter­
ed by several witnesses for the 
defense. Although these wit- 
nesse.s lived as close to the 
dogs a.s he did. not one of 
them found the barking the i 
least bit annoying 

The court thereupon refus­
ed to mix in. The judge ruled 
that, whatever one particular 
individual might think, bark­
ing — in moderation — is a 
lawful Ingredient of neighbor­
hood life

jars until t h e  anticipated 
blow which frequently did not 
materialize, was over 

Even though the safest place 
to be during a tornado is still 
in a cave or storm cellar, there 
are few cellars remaining 

I even in rural areas of the 
.stale And, the day of torn- 

> ado-watching and fureca-sting 
by the head of the household 
are about over Texans today 
depend on local weather bu­
reaus to alert them to any ap­
proaching danger from tom- 
adofc"

However, the Texas Safety 
As.socialiun warns that same 
danger Is present in today’s 
tornadoes a* yesterday.s Wea­
ther alerts to give that ex tra , 
margin of time that may 
mean the difference between 
life and death, but it's still up 
to every individual to take the 
•safety measures necessary to 
protect himself in a tornado 

T h e  Safety As.soclation, 
which also reminds Texas 
that it’s tornado time from 
now through September in 
Texas, offers these tips for 
survival in a tornado 

If you are in open countrv: 
•Move at right angle, to the 

tornado’s path Toriiiidoea us­
ually move ahead at abi u» 35 
to 40 miles per hour

If there 1.- not time ro es­
cape. lie flat in ’h? neaicst de- 
pres-sion such a.s a ditch or ra­
vine

If you are in a city or town; 
Seek inside shelter prefer­

ably along the inside walls on 
the lower floors of a steel re­
inforced building Stay away 
from windows

If you are at home in a 
frame-type house, the souih- 

, west corner of the lowest 
floor, especially a basement, 
offers the greatest protection 
People living in a brick or 

'stone home should find other 
I shelter

If time permits before a 
storm strikes, turn off the ga-. 
and electricity in vour home 
Open doors and wr..-i:'.ows on 
the north and ea.st .sld* of the 

, house to help reduce daniaze 
to the building from outdoor 
pressure difference'

If you are in a school build­
ing;

In city areas: If the school 
building is of strongly rein­
forced construction, stay in­
side, away from windows Re­
main near an inside wall on 
the lower floors when pas-sible 
.Avoid auditoriums and gym- 
niusiums with large, poorly-

supported roofs
In rural schools: If t h e

school building does not have 
strong reinforced construc­
tion, remove children and tea­
chers to a ravine or ditch if 
storm shelter is not available 

If in an Industrial plant: 
Upon receiving a tornado 

warning, post a lookout to 
keep safety officials advised 
of the tornado’s approach. Ad­
vance preparation should be 
made for .shutting off electri­
cal circuits and fuel lliiCs if 
the tornado approaches the 
plant Workers should be mov- 
ed to sections of the plant of­
fering the greatest protection. 

Anywhere that you are. 
Keep calm. U does not help 

to get excited People have 
been killed by running out In­
to streets and by turning back 
Into the path of a tornano 
Even though a warning is iss­
ued. the chances of a tornado 
striking ones home or loca­
tion are slight A* a rule, tor­
nadoes cover such a .small area 
that relatively only a few pla­
ces in a warned area are affec­
ted However, you should 
know what to do “just in 
case

Keep tuned to your radio 
or television station for latest 
tornado advisory information 
Do not call the Weather Bu­
reau, except to report a tor­
nado. a.s your request may tie 
up telephone lines urgently 
needed to receive special re- 
port.s or to relay advisories to 
radio and television stations 
for dl.s.semlnation to thousan­
ds in the critical area 

For those who are still for­
tunate enough to have a storm 
cellar, the Safety Association 
has this advice 

Be .sure that you have an 
air outlet to equalize the air 
pre.ssure

Keep cellar fit for use — 
free from water, gas or debris 

Keep pick and shove] handy 
in ca.se you have to dig out.
