WAR AND PEACE
Much of the  difficulty  in 

which the  United S ta te s  finds 
itself today, both a t  hom e 
a n d  abroad, can be laid .squa­
rely on the  doorstep of a te r -  
reble e rror  in na tional policy. 
The great m istake was the  be­
lief th a t  we could f igh t a war 
in Southeast Asia and  conduct

The effects 
of both tragedies will con tinue  
to .scourge our people w ith  so- 
cir.l dlvislveness and  economic 
Inequalities for an  untold  len- 
ght of time.

Itocrssioii Pockets Peace 
will not come in Vietnam  like 
the  dropping of a curt.ii i. T he  
incoming A dm inistra tion  does 
no t Intend to su rren d e r  H en­
ce, th e  pa th  to peace will b. 
tortuous and. a t ,  times, seem 
w ithout end But, even though  
f igh ting  may flare now a n d  
th en ,  the consum ption of the  
hardw are  of dea th  will be con­
siderably le.s.s in 19(59 th a n  in 
1968 'i nts will apply pa r t icu l­
arly  to stau tia rd  itines t h a t  are

'b u rn e d  up rapidly during  h e a ­
vy a n d  widespread a t ta c k  and  
co u n te ra t tack .  As a result 
Babson's Reports looks for
