Cotton producers on the Plains might t i j  well to look 
beyorso the sod m arketing expierience of 1968 in making de­
cisions for 1969 ' soys Donald A . Johnson Executive V ice 
President of Plains Cotton Growers Inc

He thinks the m arketing picture for medium staple cot- 
t.on ‘ rom the 1969 crop may not be nearly so bleak os some 
ore expecting.

On the Current m arket medium staple cotton, those in 
the 1 inch to 1-1 16 inch range ore generally going begging 
W here they find o buver of oil the offering price is very little 
above loon value Much of the cotton is finding its woy into 
the government loon

Producers who hove gone to extro expense and m some 
instonce socrified yield in order to produce the better cot­
tons ore (usttfiobly disgusted with the lock of m orkefs," John­
son said "but there ore severol reosons to think that o com­
plete obondonment of varieties t h a t  produce s u c h  cotton 
w-nilcl be Q bod m istake including seme indications that med­
ium staples will be bock m demand bv the time the 1969 
Crop 'S ready for harvest,"

Among these indicotions he lists the sign ificant norrow- 
ing of the price spread between short ond long staples from 
December of 1967 to December, 1968. A year ago the over­
age price of M iddling 15 16 inch cotton in the spot m arkets 
was about 22 cents, compored to obouf 35 cents for Middling 
1-1 '6  inch cotton 0 d ifference of about 13 cents p>er pound. 
At that time there was olso a spreod of some 5 c e n t s  per 
pound between the 1 5 ''16 inch quolity and M iddlin 1 inch.

As of December, 1968, oil three staple lengths hod de­
clined in price, but the drop for 1 inch and 1-1/16 inch cot­
ton was much more pronounced thon the decline for 15/16 
Conseousentiv the spreod between 15 16 and 1 inch shrunk 
to obout 3 cents pier pound ond to only o little over 6 cents 
oer peund between the price of '5 / 1 6  and 1-1/16 inch cotton

"T h is  norrowing of d iffe rences," Johnson believes "w ill 
olmost certa in ly cause some m ills to shift from the shorter 
the the longer staples, (ust os some of them shifted to the 
shorter staples when M iddling 1-1/16 inch cotton was se ll­
ing ct such on obnormol premium

And while this switching is going on among spinners 
of cotton Growers of cotton ore |ust os sure to be doing some 
Switching -f their own— from medium and longer staples for 
which there was no m arket in 1968 to the shorter staples "  '

A quick survey of oreo seed dealers ond gm ners bear 
this Out W ithout exception they report stronger soles of var­
ieties in the "^hort staple range weaker soles for the voneties 
with higher potential

One seed deoler osked if he would give any advice to 
Plains pr-iducers for 1969, suggested they not go "whole hog 
in either direction

'The mon who mokes money in watermelons is the man 
who plants them every year not the man who tries to second- 
guess the market "  he said, "ond I think our cotton producers 
will find the some to be true m the production of medium and 
longer staple cettons."

Johnson IS inclined to agree with this philosophy, soy- 
ing he hopes producers will not "over-correct" from the 1968 
expienence by dropping oil attempts to g r o w  the medium 
staple cottons, porticulorly m those areas of the Pla ins where 
growing conditions ore more favorable. \

As another factor favorable to ' markets for medium 
stapled cottons from the 1969 crop he pointed out that the 
total supply of 1-1/32 inch cotton on December 1, 1968, was 
down over 2 m illion boles from the supply of the some time 
o year ago

He reasoned thot "W ith  the supply well below lost year 
ond with many m ills «teppmq up their consumption of these 
cottons there is ot least o fa ir chonce that the market picure 
for medium stoples in 1969 will be considerably improved 
from 1968 "

It IS also noteworthy, Johnson thinks, that the increase 
in production of cotton stapling above and inch in 1968 is 
mostly in cotton stopling 1-3/32 inches and above Through. 
November 30 lost yeor ginnings of cotton in this higher cat­
egory comprised almost 48 per cent of the crop os opposed 
to only o little over 37 per cent in 1967

The 1-1/32 ond 1-1/16 inch staples, on the other hand, 
mode up obout 36 per cent of the 1968 crop through Novem­
ber 30, compared to over 40 per cent the previous yeor. ___
