However, the ques*tion arises 
in iny mind as to how you will 
handle a ioo.se dug who be- 
long.s to and i.s loved by a res­
ponsible S tanton family? A 
1 a w. to be fair, cannot make 
any exceptions.

Ha.-, anyone on the council 
ever tried to chain a dog 
or to keep it confined to the 
small areas of u back yard, 
either with or w ithout a 
tence If so, you know w hat 
happen* to the dog's us*ually 
good nature It becomes n a t- 
u ial for them to wi.sh to es*- 
i-apt. *0 th a t they can be free 
to go and come as they please. 
Have any of you, as parents, 
ever fenced in a back yard to 
contain a growing child? A 
wa.ste of money w asn't it?  The 
child ha.s the .same desire to 
climb the fence and be free to 
do a.s they plea.-e It Is not 
within the nature of children 
or dogs to be content In sur- 
rouiiding.- which are "forced 
down their th ro a ls"  I.s it wit­
hin your.s? I recognize the 
fact th a t freedom which tra m ­
ple- the right.s of o ther m ust 
be controlled, but removing 
the freedom is a ra th e r heroic 
means of treatm ent.

From my point of view, 
S tanton i.- a town with m any 
fine people Many work else­
where, but live here by per- 
.sonal choice, becau.se of Its 
freedom and lack of fear.s th a t 
don’t exist In the cities. It Is 
a sort of compromise bet­
ween big city life and country 
living. An integral part of this 
is to have a dog for your boy 
or girl, a pup with which they

It 
Is po.s.sible th a t Mr. Oa.'ton, 
a fte r the first few confronta­
tion.*: with irate, legal dog
owner.s will loo.se whatever 
u ithusiasu i he ever had  iur

th e  Job.

Would it not b«' simpler to 
charge a i-ity lijen.st of $1 00 
and insist on a rabies tag? 
This would .sepaiaie the leg­
ally ownea dogs trom  the pure 
strays and enforce an  aam it- 
ted ownership of many "com­
mon law relationships n o w  
existing between a .stray dog 
and a family It also would a l­
low legal ownership of a dog 
With .some freedom which is 
disallowed in cities.

If there  is any fa ir-m inded­
ness am ong the city council 
and the  editor of our S tan ton  
Ret>orter. they will a t least 
read this le tter and th ink  
upon It Both will receive cop­
ies of it It is not my wish to 
arb itrarily  change a n y per­
son's point of view, but you 
should know th a t there are 
tho.se who do not see eye to 
eye with you on th is particu ­
lar issue.

In the event the que.stion 
arises, our tamily has a Collie 
dog who ha.s a curren t rabies 
tag She does bark and, occa-
