AN ORDINANCE
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE 

ITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY 
F STANTON. TEXAS 
SECTION 1: It shall be un- 

llawful for the Owner, or the 
Harborer of animal, of the 

g kind, to harbor or permit 
Isuch Dog to run at Large 
within the City of Stanton, 
WITH OR WITHOUT, first 
having paid, to the City Sec- 
etary, and annual llcen.se 
AO FEE upon such animal 

las follows; on each Male Dog 
(1.00) One Dollar, on each Fe­
male Dog ($2,50) Two Dollars 
and Fifty Cents, such TAG 
FEE to be Due at the time of 
the Dog’s entrance Into the 
City, or when such animal is 
found in the City Limits with­
out a Tag.

SECTION 2; Upon ptayment 
of such licetue Tag Fee it shall 
be the Duty of the City Secre­
tary to furnish Owner of such 
animal a Metal Tag on which 
Is stamped the Words “Tax 
Paid'* with the year for which 
the same Is paid, which Tag 
at all Times shall be securely 
attached to a Collar around 
the neck of the Dog that has 
been paid upon

SECTION 3; It shall be the

Post Office Will 
Sell Tax Book

A booklet that gives infor­
mation on how to fill out Fed­
eral tax returns will be sold 
at the local post office.
