namese have abandoned It the 
,North have been installing 
SAM 2 mLssle sites. T h i s  
.sounds a little like the Com- 
munlst-Egyptian action when 
the Israelies withdrew from 
part of the territory by t h e  
Suez Canal, only to have 
Communist missies installed 
the next week.

Oiap, the brilliant military 
strategist for the North Viet- j 
namese has been quoted on 
the subject of so many .sol- I 
dlers killed during the war. i 
He said that several thousand 
of people are born and die each 
day and this is a minor con- ‘ 
cern—the real concern Is po­
litical. Perhaps this Is why 
they keep good care of some 
of our men whom they have 
captured — political pressure 
on the \JS. Wc appreciate 
those we have received back 
greatly — but why not have 
a humanitarian motive in- ! 
stead of political. They often ; 
do not want their own POW’s ' 
back, thus the slogan: "Born 
In the North to die In t h e ;  
South.'* that North VleLs know 
to be so true.

Morgan Hall, 72, of Stanton 
died at 1 p.m Wednesday in 
a Big Spring hospital after a 
lengthy illness.

John Morgan Hall was born 
Nov. 4, 1900, at Stockdale, 
Tex. He wa.s the eighth and 
youngest child of Millard 
Fillmore and Laura Williams 
Hall.

As a boy, Morgan moved 
with his family to Robert 
Lee, Tex., and then to Lor- 
alne where he grew up He 
graduated from the Loraine 
public schools.

In his early 20's, Morgan 
first went to work for a broth­
er, J L. Hall, In drug stores 
in Loraine and Stanton. While 
working here in Stanton he 
met and married Beulah Mae 
Houston. They were married

June 1, 1924. in the home of 
her parents, Mr. and Mrs. W.

Morgan was always active 
in civic and political affairs. 
He .served on the city council 
and was Martin County Pa­
role Officer several years. He 
was elected Democratic Coun­

ty chairman of Martin Coun­
ty and except for a few brief 
absences held the post until 
his death.

Morgan always was active 
in the Methodist Church, 
Lions Club, the Farm Bureau, 
the SgjyUn Oovm«r- mtMwbev 
of Commerce, a 32nd Degree 
Mason and was among the 
founders of the annual Mar­
tin County Old Settlers' Re­
union.

Thousands of veterans and 
idows of veterans were re- 
ently dealt a financial blow 
hrough the reductions of 
heir Veterans AdmlnUtra- 
Ion disability and death pen- 
lon payments. Martin L. 

nib-son. local Veterans Serv­
ice Officer for Martin Coun­
ty. .states that his office has 
rei^elved numerous Inquiries 
concerning these reductions 
Many people contacted his 
office after receiving a letter 
advising them of the reduc­
tion In benefits, while others 
ix'came aware of the situa­
tion when they received their 
Jaftuary 1973 checks, and 
found them to be for lesser 
amounts than for previous 
months All such decreases 
were effective January 1. 
1973.

The local .service officer 
advises that the reductions 
were the result of a 20 per 
cent increase In Social Secur­
ity benefits effective Septem­
ber 1, 1972. Since the Con­
gress adjourned In October 
without enacting any legisla­
tion which would change the 
annual VA Income limita­
tions. the reductions In 1973 
payments were necessary. So­
cial Security benefit pay­
ments are counted as income, 
less a 10 per cent deduction.

The Congress Is again In 
."e.vMon, and consideration is 
being given to legislation 
which would help In restor­
ing the lost pension benefits 
to many veterans and wld- 
ow.s. The Veterans Service 
Office wdll have information 
concemliig any such legisla­
tion which may be passed by 
the Cemgress during the pres­
ent Session. It will be neces- 
“̂ary for the Veterans Admin­
istration to continue the re­
duced payments until action 
is taken by the Congress.

Gas Halioning 
aid PraclicaUly

A proposal for gas rationing 
Is the federal government’s 
answer to the admitted inabil­
ity in the Los Angeles basin 
to meet federal clean air 
standards.

But the reaction to t h e  
solution revealed by William 
D Ruckelshaus, administra­
tor of t h e  Environmental 
Protection Agency, indicates 
that a more likely alternative 
will be further bending of 
provisions of the 1970 Clean 
Air Act.

Critical comment c a m e  
from Gov. Reagan, Callfor- 
hla’a two Democratic sena­
tors, Los Angeles Mayor Sam 
Vorty, and a host of other 
observers, both In and out of 
Kovsmment.

The Reagan comment, per­
haps, was the most charitable.
