How effective really are
birth control pills? What a-
bout contraceptive foam? The
intrauterine device” The dia-
phragm? Rhythm? Douching?

Expert answers to such
questions are given by the
American Medical Association
in its recently published ““Hu-
man Sexuality.” The AMA,
guidebook aims at improving
understanding of subjects it
calls “infinitely complex™
such as how to plan or pre-
vent pregnancy.

“The perfect, wholly ideal
contraceptive has not yet
been found,” it says, but
“there are many ways to pre-
vent pregnancy, so the pa-
tient has a wide selection of
contraceptives from which to

choose.”” Most of the book is
aimed at females since “In
most situations, it is the

woman, rather than the man,
who assumes the responsibil-
ity of contraception.”

The AM.A. calls birth
control pills ““the method of
first choice in terms of effec-
tiveness.”” They are the most
frequently used method and
are “very nearly’’ 100 percent
effective,

Contraceptive foam is
“quite safe,”’ says the medical
association, and is “readily
available” since it can be ob-
tained without prescription in
drugstnres Foam has become

“very popular’” because il is
“believed to be more effec-
tive.”

There are several factors

that are strongly influencing
the price of hogs and pork
First, there has been sub-
stantial increas@ in ‘“effec-

tive” demand for red meat
in nearly all countries. By
“effective” demand we mean
consumers having the capa-
bility of paying for a product
they desire. Increased de-
mand, along with the ability
to buy, puts pressure on
prices as people compete

the market place for prod-
ucts they want. Now, people
outside this country want
more meat and are willing to
pay the price necessary to
buy the meat we produce
This is evidenced by the fact
that during 1972 the U. S ex-

ported nearly 107 million
pounds of pork or 47 per cent
more than during 1971
Japan imported over 6
million pounds of pork in
1972. During the first two
months of 1973, Japan has

been actively purchasing U.
S. pork. Some meat brokers

Martin L. Gibson, Veterans
Service Officer for Martin
County has a message of ut-
most importance for all vet-
erans of World War II. This

message concerns a false re-
port that is currently eircu-
lating across the country,
urging veterans to apply to
the Veterans Administration
for their “special” insurance
dividend.

According to the erroneous
report, which is being carried
in many newspapers and
other publications, a law sup-
posedly has been passed
authorizing the Veterans Ad-
ministration to pay a “spec-
ial" dividend of 55¢ per
month for each $1,000 of GI
or Government life insurance
which he had in force in
World War II. The story is
completely false, and is noth-
ing more than a cruel hoax,
since no such legislation has
been enacted by the Congress
A Special Dividend was paid
in 1949 and 1950 to veterans
who carried National Life In-
surance during World War 11
This was only a one-time
payment, although annual
dividends are still being pald
to those veterans who have
continued to keep their old
GI insurance in force

This false story seems to
surface every two or three
vears, and all veterans are
.xrgvd to recognize this “spec-
1al” dividend rumor as a hoax
The Congress, in 1970, passed
a “Stale Claims Act” which
relieves the VA from the re-
sponsibility of processing
claims which might be made
as a result of this false story
Thus, any veteran who applies
for the “special” dividend
mentioned in these reports is
in reality wasting his time, his
efforts, and the money spent
for postage

Any veteran who is legally
entitled to an insurance div-
idend from the Government
will receive an official indiv-
idual notice of the amount of
his entitlement, and no heed
should be paid to the false
“special” dividend rumor

Protecting Your Dog Agclm Distemper

I read of a dog owner who
had a litter of puppies vacein-
ated at 10 weeks of age. Fine
But at 18 months, two died
from distemper and another
was hospitalized. Why? The
owner had forgotten they
needed “booster” shots to re
new their resistance to dis-
temper infection

I pass this story along to
emphasize a vital point: los
ing a pet from a preventable
disease is tragic; don't let it
happen to you

Improved vaccinations now
cffectively protect against dis-
temper, hepatitis, leptospiro-
sis and rabies. Cat vaccina-
tions include feline distemper,
pneumonitis and rabies. Con
sider the alternative: it has
been estimated that about 50
percent of dogs that have dis
temper will not suivive, It
still is the most prevalent dis
case and destroyer of unvae
cinated dogs

Veterinarians tell us distem-
per can be contracted from
another infected animal or a
contaminated environment
it that generally distemper
virus spreads as an airborne
infection: dog inhales infect-
ed air

Danger Signals

Possible initial symptoms of
distemper include listlessness
“ temperature rise and una«
countable loss of appetite. At
this point, don't wait for any
other signs. Follow the first
rule for any suspected sick-
ness in your pet: take him teo
vour veterinarian without de
v, I it is distemper, prompt
