Draw Inferest

Under Texas law, the mer-
chan' can charge an interest
r “service” rate of up to 11,

per cent per month of the
unpaid monthly balance
Yes, credit cards are a

‘onvenience, but, as the Tex-
1s Bankers Association warns,
they should be used with
“self discipline,” or they can
become more of a burden than
a boon

One of the procedures for
safe and sane credit cards
use urged by the businesses

which issue them is to keep
. careful record of the cards
vou hold, together with the
number of each, in case of
loss or theft

To be doubly safe, make
duplicate copies and put one
in your strong box, and one
in an easily accessible place
If the card issuer has notified
vou of a number to call in
case of loss, write that down,
too

The U.S. Congress and the
Texas Legislature have at-
tempted to protect the cred-
it card holder from some of
the problems he could en-
counter if he lost his card

The Truth-in-Lending law
limits the liability of the
holder to $50 if his card is
lost or stolen and someone
else makes charges on the ac-
count. Under that law, the
company issuing you the card
must notify you of that li-
ability limitation, and fur-
nish you with a means of
identifying proof of owner- |
ship. That is the reason most
companies now provide a
space for your own signature
on the credit card.

Under Texas law, it is a
felony punishable by a
penalty of up to $1,000 and |
or two years in the peniten- |
tiary to steal, counterfeit or |
forge a credit card, or to buy
or knowingly use a lost or
stolen or expired credit card.

They will be used
to thrust downward similar

to treading water. Move slow-
lv. Remember, the object is
to use as little energy as pos-

The movements should
take 15 to 20 seconds
(3) Exhale through the

nose while lifting your head

(4) At the same time, slow-
ly thrust your arms down-
ward or horizontally and bring
vour legs together.

One proposal for reform of
chaos has been embodied in
legislation introduced by Sen-
ator Brock of Tennessee, In
emphasizing the urgency of
providing Congress
with a mechanism to estab-
lish national priorities and
control federal expenditures,”
Senator Brock points out that
in the past 10 years the av-
erage family's share of the
national budget has gone up
by 82 per cent from $2,022 to
over $3,600. Every year it
takes 10 per cent of the av-
erage family's taxes just to
pay the interest on the na-
tional debt

Senator Brock proposes
that Congress should do five
things: “First. Project all ma-
jor federal expenditures over
a bS-year period; Second
Evaluate all major federal
programs at least once every
3 years zero based budget-
ing; Third. Pilot test every
proposed major federal pro-

trust funds to the annual ap-
propriation process just as
other tax-supported pro-
grams.”

The senator points out that
there must be a turnaround
in thinking-—the value of so-
cial welfare programs should
be determined by their suc-
cess in solving problems ra-
ther than by the number of
people to whom they channel
funds. Programs should be
“solution-oriented” and ter-
minated or carried on accord-
ing to their degree of success
He lists a number of conse-
quences that flow from un-
controlled government expen-
ditures, including such things
